
HIGH SCHOOL ALUMNI.

THEY PROPOSE TO HOLD A RE-
UNION THIS YEAR.

A Long List of Those Who Hare

Graduated From the School
in the Past.

The season of graduation in the vari-
ous institutions of learning is at hand.
The Sacramento High School deserved-
ly stands prominent among those of
the State and among its classes are
found many men and women of distinc-
tion.

The class of '98 is about to make its
bow and at its graduation it is proposed
that the newly-formed Alumni Asso-

ciation shall celebrate the thirty-fourth
unniversary of the graduation of the
first class, in 1864. The school has
been in existence ever since 1855, but
there is no record of any graduation be-
fore 1564. The class of '97, upon its
graduation, put in force the idea that
had been formulated several years be-
fore, but not acted upon, of forming
an Alumni Association, and called a
meeting of all the post-graduates of the
school. The call was a successful one,
and 141 graduates enrolled and formed
the present association.

This year, after the graduating ex-
ercises, it is proposed to have a grand
reunion of the post-graduates and
those of '98, and a circular letter has
been sent out to all whose addresess
can be obtained, inviting them to at-
tend and many have announced their
intention to do so. Among those who
responded is Mrs. Mary Hurd Elmore,
who was the valedictorian of the first
class graduated, that of '64, and who
lives in Astoria, Or. She expresses
her gratification at the formation of
the association, of which she will be-
come a member, although she may not
be able to attend the reunion.

The Alumni banquet will be held on
the evening after the closing exercises
of the school, and there will be a large

attendance, and many old schoolmates
who have not met for years will clasp

hands around the festive board and
talk over the old days.

Many of them have since held more
or less prominent positions and one has
represented this State in Congress.
They have been widely scattered and
some ol" them have passed over the
dark river, but a goodly number still
remain in the land of the living.

As will be seen, the number of grad-
uates in 1594 was 2o; in 1895 there
were 25; in 1896 there were 29, and in
1897, there were 3f}. The number of
pupils within the past three years has
increased far beyond the capacity oC
the High School building to accommo-
date them. Room has been rented out-
side for the recitation of the classes,
although an addition was made to the
building two years ago and even tha
basement has been utilized and still
there is a lack of room. The school is
one of those accredited fully at the
University of California and no school
in the State stands higher. Its repu-
tation is so well established that pupils
come from the county and even from
the surrounding counties, to obtain the
advantages it offers. Almost every
town of 10,000 or 15,000 inhabitants in
the southern part of the State boasts
of a handsome High School building
and Sacramento will no longer be
eclipsed by them, for the Board of
Trustees, recognizing the needs of the
school, are about to submit to the peo-
ple a proposition to bond the city for
(100,000 for the erection of a new High
School building and its passage is al-
most an assured fact.

Washington's New Pump.
