Various committees make
their reports.

Will be Necessary to Canvass the

City in Order to Raise Suffl-
l" . cient Funds.
i

A meeting of the Fourth of July Gen-
eral Committee was held last night,
Mayor Land presiding.

George H. Clark, Chairman of the
Finance Committee, reported that the
Board of City Trustees and the County

Supervisors had appropriated, the
former $1,000, the latter $000, and that
$UNS had been raised by popular sub-
scription.

Mr. Clark said many merchants and
business men had refused to subscribe
a dollar, whose names, if published,
would create a surprise. Some had
hid behind safes and chairs when a

committeeman appeared, and all com-
plained that they had already been bled
until forbearance bad ceased to be a
Virtue. The committee had secured only

$2,285, but exinet ted to be able by close
application to raise the sum to $2,500.
He called attention to the fact that
San Francisco proposed to hold its cel-
ebration expenses below $.'{.o<M>, and
thought if that city could do with $3,-
--000 Sacramento ought to worry along
with $2.."VtM>. If the Finance Committee
was enlarged and a house to house
canvass made, he thought it possible
to get a little more than $2,500.

C. M. Beckwith favored enlarging the
Finance Committee and making a moire
thorough canvass of the city, and a
motion to that effect was carried.
Chairman Clark of the Finance Com-
mittee was instructed to add as many
members to his committee as he de-
sired.

A. J Johnston, Chairman of the Par-
ade Committee, reported that if the
parade could be brought off as out-
lined by the committee and the Grand
Marshal it would be the finest ever
seen in this city. He said the Knights

of Pythias required $I.V>. the railroad
shops $: ,,<x> (which he recommended be
cut to $150) and the schools $'MM>, which
owing to the report of the Finan \u25a0\u25a0-

Committee, he suggested be cut to $223
?a total of He further Stated
that three country schools proposed
bringing to the city three floats and
asked for an appropriation of .*!'<>,
which would bring the total up to :s"»4T>.
He suggested deferring the appropria-
tion for flags until other appropriations
were made.

Louis Bruener said if the committee
wanted flags it would have to act it

once, as the flag houses are overrun
with orders. He showed samples of
flags of different size.

Mr. Johnston moved that 3.<xh> flags

be purchased and that the money asked
for in the report be granted. It was
estimated that $175 would purchase all
the flags required.

O. W. Frlewine. Superintendent of
City Schools, said he would waive the
right to flags for schoolhouses in the
city.

B. F. Howard. County Superintend-
ent, said he had already received
definite replies from six districts, four
of which had accepted the offer made
by the committee to furnish a school-
house flag to every school that would
place twenty-four or more pupils in the
parade.

V. S. McClatchy said if Mr. Johnston
would ask for a definite appropriation
the committee could act intelligently,
otherwise any action would be useless.

A motion that $840 be allowed the
Parade Committee for all purposes was
carried.

C. M. Beckwith. Chairman of the Ev-
ening Entertainment Committee, re-
ported that $1,048 would be required to
purchase the list of fireworks submitted
by him at a previous meeting. He ex-
plained that seven set pieces were on
the list.

E. B. Willis suggested that the set
pieces tie eliminated, and said the dis-
play would be just as good without
them.

On motion of J. O. Coleman action on
the report of the committee was tem-
porarily passed.

V. S. McClatchy, Chairman of the
Literary Committee, reported that steps
are being taken to put the Pavilion
in shape for the literary exercises. Seats
arranged for »>.5«Hr w ill be provided, and
before the general public are admitted,
those who march in the parade will first
be seated. The report Was adopted.

D. W. Carmlchael. Chairman of the
Invitation Committee, reported prog-
ress.

F A. Griffin. Chairman of the Music
Committee, reported that the Second
Infantry, the Foresters, the Sacramento
Institute Band and the Native Sons'
Band had 1 n engaged and that Rhys
Thomas had agreed to lead the chorus.
The amount required would aggregate

$554.59. The report Was filed.
Reports from the Printing and the

Carriage Committees, for which ££50
and $75, respectively, had been appro-
priated, announced progress. They
wei '? . >ia< ed on file.

Grand Marshal Frank Miller said
that he and his ails proposed to walk

He wanted to see no lag-
gards.

General 3 Gk ICarttne suggested that
at h ast ten barrels of pure watei DC
placed at convenient places along the
Street for the use of women and chil-
dren.

The Chairman, Mayor Land, appoint-
ed Emmet Phillips, O. P. Dodge and
J. N. Lai kin a committee on official

programme. A motion that no pro-
gramme be acknowledged as official
unless signed by the Grand Marshal
was carried.

The estimates for funds for all com-
mittees except the Evening Entertain-
ment Committee, amounted to $2,275,
which left $22*5 for incidentals or for
fireworks, according to the report of
the Finance Committee.

A on the question of fire-
works followed. It was decided to
eliminate all set pieces from trfe pro-
posed display, and the committee re-
ported that it could get its list of aerial
fireworks for a sum not to exceed $550.

On motion it was decided to authorize
the committee to purchase its list of
aerial fireworks as soon as the Finance
Committee reports sufficient collections
to warrant the same. The meeting ad-
journed until next Tuesday evening at
8 o'clock.

THE ATTORNEYS EMPLOYED.

City Trustees Ratify the Contract
for Fifteen Hundred Dollars.

An adjourned meeting of the Board
of Trustees was held last evening for
the purpose of ratifying the contract
entered into between the Mayor and
the President of the Board of Trustees
and Attorneys C. T. Jones, Elwood Bru-
ner and Alvin J. Brunei, by which the
attorneys named were retained as spe-
cial counsel in the suit of W. E. Henry,
brought to recover from the city $571,-
--m>o for alleged violation of the con-
tract entered into with him to supply
the city with water from wells situated
near Oak Park. Those present were
Trustees McKay, Dolan, Brown, Kent,
.Douglas, Paine and Tebbets.

The contract was read. Briefly It
sets forth that Attorneys C. T. Jones,
Elwood Bruner and Alvin J. Brunei-
are retained as special counsel to assist
Corporation Counsel Devine in hand-
ling the defense for the city, they to
receive $1,500.

Trustee Tebbets moved the contract
be approved.

Trustee Kent opposed the- approval
of the contract. Before the new char-
ter went into effect, he said, the free-
holders believed the employment of a
Corporation Counsel at a salary of $1,-
--900 a year, would save money for the
city by making unnecessary the em-
ployment of special counsel for import-
ant suits In which the city might be a
party. He believed, he said, that Cor-
poration Counsel J. B. Devine is as
able as any who have held the position,
and that he is entirely capable of at-
tending to the suit pending. He was
not In favor of retaining outside at-
torneys every time a case of any im-
portance was brought. The City Attor-
ney was capable Of settling minor
points, and if when important matters
come up special counsel Is to be em-
ployed, he thought it advisable to do
away with the salaried position of Cor-
poration Counsel.

Trustee Dolan inquired of Trustee
Kent whether he had voted to retain
Attorneys McKune anil George in a suit
brought when Robert T. Devlin was
Corporation Counsel.

Trustee Kent admitted that he had
voted to retain the attorneys named,
but that he had done so because Mr.
Devlin was an interested party and
Was, therefore, disqualified from act-
ing.

The roll was called and the contract
ratified by the following vote:

sustained in his condemnation of the

o'clock to confer with the Mayor as to
the best method of settling the bonded
debt question. Accordingly an adjourn-
ment was taken until Saturday even-
ing.

COLGAN DECLINES.

REFUSES TO PAY WHITTIER

ARCHITECTS' BILL.

Says That Buildings Cannot be
Constructed From the Mainten-

ance and Support Fnnd.

The Trustees of the Whittier School
have decided to try another tack in
their effort to use the maintenance and
support fund of that institution for the
purpose of erecting additional build-
ings.

About a week ago a claim for $12.50.
for work done by an architect on plans
for the proposed new buildings, was ap-
proved by the Board of Examiners and
forwarded to Controller Colgan. The
latter promptly notified the Board of
Examiners that he would not draw his
warrant on the Treasurer for the
amount on the ground that no perma-

nent improvements could be made with
money taken from the maintenance
and support fund of the institution ?

that fund being designated in the war-
rant as the one from which the build-
ing money should be drawn.

Yesterday morning John YV*. Mitchell
of Los Angeles, attorney for the Trus-
tees of the Whittier School, personally

called on Controller Colgan and pre-
sented claims for architects' fees and
for advertising for bids, aggregating
$4,447.70.

Attorney Mitchell stated that in his
opinion the statute governing the mat-
ter makes approval of claims for build-
ing purpose by the Board of Examin-
ers superfluous, and that the Controller
alone had a right to audit such claims.
He requested Controller Colgan to draw
his warrant for the total sum, but after
a wait of a few minutes was handed
the following formal reply:

of n<-w buildings at the Whittier State
S- hool for payment of which the Whit-
tier Reform School fund is not applicaple.

Later in the- clay Attorney Mitchell

informed Secretary of State Brown and
Secretary of the Board of Examiners
Gorman that the matter would be car-
ried into the courts on the demand
made in the morning.

THE ORATORIO LAST NIGHT.

After Many Years Sacramento
Hears Greatest ofAll Oratorios.

The large and representative audi-
ence that gathered in the Congrega-
tional Church last evening was agree-
ably disappointed and very much grat-

ified, for it was well aware of the
heroic task undertaken by the Treble
Clef Choral Society in attempting to
give that masterpiece of Haydn, "The
Creation." It has been a long time
since anything so pretentious of that
order has been attempted here. But
the Choral Society, trained under di-
rection of Mrs. Clinch-Lester, had the
courage to grapple with the magnificent
production, and, assisted by a number
of goo l voices and several leading solo-
ists, and supported by Neale's concert
orchestra, with Mr. Neale wielding the
baton over all and directing the stage
work, a success was achieved in much
excess of expectation.

Indeed it was handled with more than
ordinary skill and given with spirit, and
depth of feeling that testified to a gen-
eral correct appreciation of the glor-
ious harmonies of this noble work, and
the superb theme which inspired Haydn
to write such loftily tuneful num-
bers and to evoke from the crucible of
his genius those wonderful chorals, so
full of grave and suggestive beauty.

' The Creation" above- all other ora-
tories which it has been our fortune to
hear or read involves a richer, deeper
and more harmonious body of tone
from the corps of singers undertaking
to interpret it. Hence it was with fear
that we awaited for the society and its
aids last night to take up the glorious
The Heavens Are Telling." Hut we

had fear removed before we had time
to weigh doubt. It was sung in grati-
fying good taste, and In admirable
spirit. True there was notable a lack
of strength in both tenor and basso
chorus, due to Bparsity of numbers In
those sections, rather titan to unfamil-
iarity with oratorio work, or timidity
because of many of the singers never
before undertook such a majestic
theme.

In two or three of the numbers, not-
ably in ' Achieved Is the Glorious
Work," there were moments of hesita-
tion on the part of the chorus in en-
tering upon the number, and once or
twice some notes in a sustained chord
were held too long, hut on the w hole jt
was a meritorious chorus, and for the
Soprano and contralto sections we have
only commendation, since as a rule
their attack was sharp and strong, and
there was little Of that timidity that
is certain to be manifest from imperfect
acquaintance with oratorio work.

-Mrs. Lester was particularly success-
ful in that beautiful air than which
there are none more lovely, "With Ver-
dure ("lad." In good voice and singing
with much feeling, she was quite as
happy In rendering all her numbers,
though in the first mentioned there was
more of delicacy and soulfulness. Mr.
Beardslee sustained more lines than
any other singer, having to double as
Adam and Raphael. Hut the strong
serviceable quality of his bass enabled
him to hear this extra burden of work
without evident fatigue. His best num-
ber, and he did none ill. was the "Roll-
ing in Foaming Billows," though as ev-
idence of differing judgments he receiv-
ed largest measure of applause for
other work. as. for instance, in the duet
"Graceful Consort." lint it was good
work by this soloist throughout, and
tested his voice thoroughly. Not that
it is equal to the voluminous majesty
of tone that the masterpiece of Haydn
demands, but it testified to a realization
and artistic conception of the require-
ments of the oratorio.

Mr. Lester, the leading tenor, was a
surprise. He was distinctly the ex-
ample for most of the other singers in
the matter of enunciation, and it is to
be regretted that some of them did not
improve the lesson he gave them. An
audience will pardon a good deal that is
faulty on the music side if there is ex-
cellence in enunciation. That virtuous
quality Mr. Lester has and he combin-
ed it last night with clear, resonant
feeling tenor. His opening solo, "Now
Vanish." was as bold and confident as
his last. But his real triumph was in

that incomparably beautiful air?"ln
Native Worth." It was melodic grace
throughout and not more than that
need be said of any singer, since mel-
ody and grace in a tenor mean about
all else. Mr. Longbottom, the tenor,
had but one solo number, but he ap-
peared in quartet with excellent effect.
He was precise, but easy in his work,
and his flute-like and expressive tenor
was very charming.

It was reserved for Mrs. Coppersmith
to prove her sterling qualities in the
last or third part of the oratorio. We
have not in a long time heard anything

more generously and feelingly rendered
than her lead in the duet "By Thee
With Bliss l," and in the second shading
of the same theme "Graceful Consort"
with Mr. Beardslee in the other part.
Her soprano has not been heard to bet-
ter advantage in years. Her attack
of upper tones was remarkably fine,
and into the notes she emitted there
was breathed an informing spirit. Per-
haps her long choir practice and much
handling of sacred music gives to her
rich and serviceable voice a devotional
cast that she does not wholly realize,
but it is splendidly effective, rather let
us say moving.

Mr. Scholes in one of the quartets,
was very pleasing in basso. What the
oratorio lacked last night was vol-
ume both in vocal and instrumental
parts. The orchestra was well in hand
and played for so few pieces with much
credit to itself and satisfaction to tf\e
auditors. But there was a feeling of
which none more were conscious than
the instrumentalists and their practiced
leader Mr. Neale, that for the work in
hand there was poverty of instrumen-
tation.

In the quartet Mrs. R. F. Howard was
in excellent voice and did good work.

The oratorio demands not a ponder-
ous, but a powerful many membered
orchestra part as it needs scores of
voices. The lofty and majestic move-
ments and bursts of song and praise
cannot be uplifted and sustained by
anything short of a large and perfectly
equipped orchestral organization. But
this must not in any sense tie con-
strued as reflecting upon the work of
Mr. Neale's combination last night. It
was very good and no material deflec-
tions from exactitude were noted.

On the whole, therefore, "The Crea-
tion" was given with an effectiveness
very creditable. Indeed its chief want
was volume, to be had only by multi-
plication of the number of singers and
players. An innovation was the in-
troduction between parts two and
three for Miss Carrie Roma, soprano,
of Oakland, sang in a fine, rich, bold
assertive voice with the fault only of
the tremolo in it, the grand aria "Tcco-
lete" from the opera of "The Alchem-
ist," and was enthusiastically recalled,
and gracefully responded. She is a
singer whose attack, bearing, method
and style are all vigorous, assertive and
her voice is easily classed with the bril-
liant. There is brilliancy, somewhat
at the expense of feeling, perhaps, but
it is a voice to popularize with in con-
cert and one that would assert itself in
the midst of a hundred in chorus.

A NASTY FIRE.

It Was Finally Extinguished With
Not Very Much Damage.

The alarm of fire last night about 11
o'clock was caused by a blaze in the
basement under the saloon of George
H. Jones at 010 Seventh street.

The basement was full of crates with
hay and stuff from the Sacramento
Glass and Crockery Company's store,
and was a blind fire and very hard to
get at, the basement being so full of
smoke that no man could live in it and
it poured up in dense clouds through
the openings in the sidewalk. A hole
was finally cut through a partition and
the plucky firemen ventured down
where it seemed as if no man could
breathe for a minute. A hole was also
cut through the floor of the saloon to
enable another line of hose to be run
down, but it was not until Chief Guth-
rie cut a hole through the 16-inchbrick wall in the alley that he gained
control of the fire.

The fire was a nasty one and looked
for a ,time as if it would be hard to
control on account of the difficulty of
getting at it, but it was handled with
excellent judgment. The loss is esti-
mated to be between $500 and ffiOO,
most of it falling on the saloon, which
was badly damaged by water and the
hole in the floor.
