
THE NEED FOR A BROAD AND
STRONG MAN.

It is perfectly clear to whomsoever
\u25a0walks abroad with his eyes open that
the developments of the times point to

a new importance for California and
the Pacific Coast, but above all for
California, compared with which the
present commercial and industrial im-
portance of the State sinks into insig-
nificance. Unless all the signs cf the
day fall, we are upon this coast to see

the "Western limit of the political and
trade sphere of the Republic pass be-
yond us, leaving California as the cen-
ter and heart of a new time in which
vast trade, almost limitless industrial
expansion, and - immeasurably aug-

mented production and prosperity will
be ours.

The annexation of Hawaii may row
be accepted as settled. These islands
are to become the mid-Pacific station
of this nation, and San Francisco their
natural base for communication and
trade. The commerce we now have
with Hawaii will, under American in-
fluence, swell to treble present pro-
portions within a short period of time.
The planting of the American flag upon
the soil of the Philippines is to give us
In the Orient possessions fairly won
and falling naturally within the pre-
destined influence of the Republic of
the United States, which is impelled
by irresistible forces to carry its bene-
ficent institutions to the peoples of that
archipelago so long tyrannically dom-
inated by Spain.

The nearest base for those islands
will be Hawaii and the Pacific Coast.
The Philippines are. it is conceded, in
the very infancy of their development.
Under Spanish control they would re-
main practically sealed to the world,

their inestimable resources nndevel-
oped, their opportunities for industry
and human betterment suppressed,
their mines uncovered, their productive
capacity only such as nature in the
amplitude of her beneficence forces
upon man's attention.

It requires no elaboration of the sub-
ject to convince any thoughtful citizen
that with these new acquisitions, at
least under the new relations we are to
bear to these empires of wealth and
but partially tested fbdds for human
activity, even if we do not come into
possession of the entire Philippine ar-
chipelago, California should be the
center and heart of a new interest, in
which all the people of the United
States will have common part.

The Pacific Coast is to be the entre-
pot of a new commerce, the base of a
new position of the Nation among the
Powers of the world, and the most im-
portant of the coast interests of the
country, excepting only th? North At-
lantic, from the capes of Massachu-
setts to the mouth of the Delaware. It
may be safely forecast, indeed, that in
the course of time this Occidental
shore will assume even greater impor-
tance in the national destiny than that
of the Atlantic In any of its reach?s.

We have already felt in California
the momentum of a new impulse as
irresistible as it is beneficent. It was
a most significant and suggestive ar-
gument that was made in the halls of
Congress against the annexation of
Hawaii that the nation does not need
the islands, because with Its western
stretching chain of Aleutian Islands
the Government, with transportation
facilities over extreme northern railway
routes, will have a sufficient western
station and base for all Its needs. That
is to say, California, under that echeme,
would be robbed of a natural he:itage,
and all the immeasurable benefits that
should flow to this State *s the base
of a new empire of commerce and im-
portance, in favor of the northern
coast.

In such a situation as these facts
present for our consideration, we see
the greatest necessits' for placing at
the head erf State affairs as Governor
a man of the highest character and
hroadest capacity: a man who can
make the State felt In the now condi-
tions now adjusting themselves as it
has never been felt in nation il affairs
before. It matters very little what
the politics of such a man if if he is
the strong power he should be, one
that will impress itself upon the na-
tional policy in a way to carry his
name inbo historic annals as a great

benefactor of the State.
It will not do to say that California

cannot develop such men as Indiana
trave too the country in a Morton, for
Instance, or as New York produced in
a TiLrien. It will not do to say that a
Govtrnor of the State will have no par-
ticular measure of Influence in secur-
ing for this State the benefits that
should flow to her from the new policy
the Nation is formulating. The Chief
Magistrate of the State will in such
times as are opening before us be
either an arm of strength or an Instru-
ment of weakness.

In such a crisis State pride, State
Interest and the State's future rise
superior to political contention. The
times we are facing should operate
upon each political party to enter the
field presently in a way to give us
nominees any one of whom will prove
equal to grasping the opportunity now
opening |up to us. In the presence of

such opportunity a supreme need is
for a broad, strong, aggressive man,
whose thought and force of mind will
lift him to the level of the occasion.
We have such men. If we fail to call
one of them to the helm of State this
year California may lose that which,

once departed, never car. be regained,

and the loss of which will determine
her destiny adversely for all time.

WHERE RUSSIAN INTEREST LIES.

France has made a mistake in count-
ing upon Russia as her sure ally in all
matters affecting balance of power and
commercial and territorial changes. The
St. Petersburg correspondent of the
London Standard, and he is among the
more far-seeing and intelligent writers
on foreign subjects, says that the war
between Spain and the United States
has really the effect of drawing Rus-
sia and England nearer together and
making them more interested in being
close friends than any ally ship between
Russia and France.

Russia and Great Britain, he con-
tends, are most interested in the peace-
ful progress of the United States,

through which the three nations are
to be brought into closer commercial
and fraternal relations. The growth
of amity between America and Great
Britain operates to impress Russia with
the desirability of being "in it," to use
the language of the street, since to be
a party to an expressed or even a
mere sentimental alliance between the
United States and Great Britain, would
be greatly to the advantage of Russia,
far more so than for Russia to tie her-
self to France and conserve her med-
dling with European politics and her
unconcealed sympathy for Spain.

Between the Slavs and the Franks
there is and never has been any cor-
dial exchange, there is no natural sen-
timental ground for them to occupy
in common. The Czar is jearous of Ger-
man commercial encroachment in the
Orient, a pretension which cripples the
Russian scheme of empire in China
more than anything else. Russia sees,
therefore, that it is advisable to re-
main close to Great Britain, which ap-
pears to have an understanding with
Japan, and not to cast her lot with the
French, which would make the issue
between Germany and Russia in the
Orient more clear cut, and more to the
advantage of the German scheme. Thus
we see how the occupation of the port

of Manila has put forward the United
States as an important factor in Eu-
ropean politics, without this country

taking a single purposeful step in that
direction, for after we have once taken
the Philippine Islands it may prove a
very difficult task to let them go.

It is reported that Captain General
Augusti of Manila will ask commanders
of foreign war ships to land detach-
ments and occupy Manila, on the
ground that he is no longer able to re-
sist the insurgents. But if he does so,
the foreign ships will do nothing of the
kind without shoulderng a deal of trou-
ble. They will find no warrant in in-
ternational law or the laws of war for
permitting Spanish troops to shelter
themselves behind foreign skirts. If
that rule is to prevail, there will be
established a system that will tie the
hands of every nation which asserts

its right to punish an enemy, or re-
cover its own. Foreign troops may

shelter the people of their own nation,

they may afford them opportunity to
leave a beleaguered city and to em-
bark upon the ship of a neutral. But
there can be no occupation of a city

in favor of the vanquished, and to pre-
vent the victor taking possession of the
fruits of his contest without allyship

with the defeated.

There is no warrant beyond that of
sentimental speculation for the iterated
assertion that if the question of annex-
ation should be submitted to a vote of
the people of Hawaii it would be re-

jected. The press, the legislative
body, the officials, the leading business
men and women, the people who make
and mold the activities of Hawaii, de-
clare that there is not only no demand
for any such submission, but that if it
were done the decision would be over-
whelmingly for annexation, and these
are better situated to know than the
opponents who for most part represent
the sugar ring and foreign sentiment.

The San Jo6e "Mercury" veil says
that the time has passed for anti-an-
nexation arguments. That is true.
The people have formulated their A'er-

dlct, and woe to Congress if it defeats
its purpose. The fact is. Hawaii is al-
ready practically annexed to the United
States. Hawaii did the work by be-
coming our ally the other day on the
arrival of the Charleston, and we con-
firmed her act by accepting it in the
same spirit in which her good offices
were tendered.

The Stockton "Mail" says Oregon or
any other State can be carried by the
Republicans just now when nearly

200,000 silver men are unavoidably ab-
sent from home wearing the United
States uniform. That is the worst case
of begging the question yet placed on
record. The "Mail" is ashamed of it
by this time. The Republicans made
the same silly claim in the early sixties,
while regiment after regiment of Dem-
ocrats were mustere-d in Tammany Hall

THE MONROE DOCTRINE.

JUST EXACTLY WHAT IT IS?

PRECISE AND FULL LINES.

Meaning of President Monroe is
Unmistakable?The Doctrine

Not Violated.

A correspondent of the "Record-
Union" writes as follows:

"Sacramento, June 18, 181)8.

"Eds. 'Record-Union': You would
oblige the undersigned subscriber, and
I feel sure, a number of others, if you
would publish the text of the Monroe
message about the doctrine of which
there is now so much discussion.

"S. E. A."
The "Record-Union" complies with

the request, and in doing so seizes the
opportunity to call attention to the
specific words and the unmistakable
thought of President Monroe, and to
point out that in the present war with
Spain in the invasion of Cuba,

and in the war assault upon and seizure
of the Philippines by the United States,

there has been no trespass upon any

line or syllable of the doctrine enun-
ciated by President Monroe, which in
no respect can be construed as binding
us to a policy of exclusiveness, and re-
fusal to extend our institutions: that in

our occupancy of the Philippines we
have not interfered with the affairs of
any European Government save that
of Spain, and with her we are at war,
suspending the policy of the Govern-
ment by that Act, since war is a re-
versal at all times of civil conditions
and policies regarding the nation with
which we contest.

In his message of December 2, 15123.
President Monroe said: [The capital-
ized words embody the Monroe doctrine
popularly so-called.]

"In the wars of the European Powers
in matters relating to themselves w-
have never taken any part, nor does it
comport with our policy so to do. It is
only when our rights are invaded or
seriously menaced that we resent in-
juries or make preparations for our de-
fense.

"With the movements on this hemis-
phere, we are of necessity more imme-
diately connected, and by causes which
must be obvious to all enlightened and
impartial observers. The political sys-
tem of the allied Powers is essentially

different in this respect from that of
America.

?"This difference proceeds from that
which exists in their respective Govern-
ments; and to the defense of our own,
which has been achieved by the loss of
so much blood and treasure, and ma-
tured by the wisdom of their enlight-
ened citizens, and under which we have
enjoyed unexampled felicity, this whole
nation is devoted.

"We owe it. therefore, to candor and
to the amicable relations existing be-
tween the United States and those
Powers to declare THAT WE SHOULD
CONSIDER ANY ATTEMPT ON
THEIR PART TO EXTEND THEIR
SYSTEM TO ANY PORT* >X ( »F THIS
HEMISPHERE AS DANGEROUS TO
OUR PEACE AND SAFETY. With
the existing colonies or dependencies of
any European Power we have not in-
terfered and shall not interfere. But
with the Governments who have de-
clared their independence and main-
tained it, and whose independence we
have, on great consideration and on
just principles, acknowdedged, we could
not view any interposition for the pur-
pose of oppressing them, or controlling
In any other manner their destiny by

any European Power in any other light
than as the manifestation of an un-
friendly disposition towards the United
States.
? In the war between those new Gov-
ernments and Spain, we declared our
neutrality at the time of their recogni-
tion, and to this we have adhered and
shall continue to adhere, PROVIDED
NO CHANGE SHALL OCCUR
WHICH. IN THE JUDGMENT OF
THE COMPETENT AUTHORITIES
OF THIS GOVERNMENT, SHALL
MAKE A CORRESPONDING
CHANGE ON THE PART OF THE
UNITED STATES INDISPENSABLE
TO THEIR SECURITY."

* * * "Our policy in regard to Eu-
rope, which was adopted at an early-

stage of the wars which have so long
agitated that quarter of the globe,
nevertheless remains the same, which
is. not to interfere in the internal con-
cerns of any other Powers; to consider
the Government de facto as the legit-
imate Government for us; to cultivate
friendly relations with it, and to pre-
serve those relations with a frank, firm

and manly policy, meeting in all in-
stances the just claims of every Power,

submitting to injuries from none. But
in regard to those continents circum-
stances are eminently and conspicu-
ously different. It is impossible that
the allied Powers should extend their
political systems to any portion of
either continent without endangering
our peace and happiness; nor can any
one believe that our southern brethren
if left to, themselves would adopt it of
their own accord. It is equally impos-
sible, therefore, that we should behold
such interposition in any form with in-
difference."

In his message of December, 18i!4,
President Monroe said:

"Separated as we are from Europe
by the great Atlantic Ocean, we can
have no concern in the wars of the
European Governments, nor in the
causes which produce them. The bal-
ance of power b tween them, into which

< Ver scale it may turn in its various
vibrations, cannot affect us.

"It"is the interest of the United States
to preserve the most friendly relations
with every Power and on conditions
fair, equal and applicable to all. But in
regard to our neighbors our situation
is different. IT IS IMPOSSIBLE FOR
THE EUROPEAN GOVERNMENTS
TO INTERFERE IN THEIR CON-
CERNS, BSPSN 'l ALLY INTHOSE AL-
LUDED TO. WHICH ARE VITAL.
WITHOUT AFF< TING US: INDEED.
THE MOTIVE WHICH MIGHT IN-
DUCE SUCH INTERFERENCE IN
THE PRESENT STATE I>F THE WAR
BETWEEN THE PARTIES. IF A
WAR IT MAY BE CALLED, WOULD
APPEAR TO BE EQUALLY APPLIC-
ABLE TO US. IT IS GRATIFYING

LAKE FISHING INDUSTRY.

A Consolidation of the Most Im-
portant Concerns Effected.

CLEVELAND (O). June 121.?After
negotiations extending over a period
of two years, a consolidation of the
most important concerns engaged in
lake fishing has at length been ef-
fected.

Edwin Corbin of Chicago, acting In
the interest of a London syndicate, has
arranged the big deal which will merge

about SO per cent, of the fresh water
fish dealers into one immense consoli-
dation, the capitalization of which will
include common and preferred stock
and debentures, the total running well
into the millions. The final details
have not as yet been made public, but
some twenty-four concerns, of which
the A. Booth Packing Company is the
largest, will be turned over to the nev
corporation which has been organized
and will be financed in England.

W. yon Booth of the A. Booth Pack-
ing Company has been the prime mover
in the enterprise, and will probably be
manager of the consolidated business.

June MOth has been selected as the
day when the transfer of the prop-
erty of the individual concerns will
be made, and the English system will
take charge of the combined interests
at some time shortly afterward.

OMAHA EXPOSITION.

Dramatic Event During Dedica-
tion of the Illinois Building.

OMAHA (Neb.). June 21.?The Illi-
nois State building at the exposition
was dedicated to-day in the presence
of Governor John R. Tanner and his
full staff, the Exposition Committee
of that State, and probably 10,000 citi-
zens of Illinois.

Hon. William H. Harper, Chairman of
the Illinois Committee, initiated the
ceremonies in an address tendering the
building to Governor Tanner, Who in
turn tendered it to the exposition in an
address of ten minutes.

A most dramatic event interrupted
the proceedings, just at the close of
Governor Tanner's remarks. Colonel
Carr announced that Melville E. Stone,
General Manager of the Associated
Press, had a bulletin to the effect that
General Shafter's forces had arrived
at Santiago. The effect was electrical.
In an instant the immense throng was
on its feet cheering madly. In the
midst of the enthusiasm the strains of
the "Star-Spangled Banner," played by
the Marine Band, began to be heard.
The audience joined in singing. Then
the Apollo Club of Chicago sang
"Illinois." and without pause at the
end started up "America," in which the
audience again joined. This was fol-
lowed by the Marine Band again in the
"Voice of Our Nation," a collection ot
patriotic airs, and the scene that fol-
lowed was one of the most wonderful
outursts of patriotism ever witnessed.

President Wattles of the exposition
accepted the building in the name of
the exposition. Senator Mason and
Hon. John I. Beveridge, ex-Governor
of Illinois, also made speeches. The
Apollo Club of Chicago sang a chorus
with 200 voices.

An informal banquet this evening to
the official guests of the exposition and
a reception to Governor and Mrs. Tan-
ner in the Illinois building concluded
the dedicatory exercises.

The Illinois State building Is one of
the most handsome on the grounds. It
was elaborately decorated with flags
and bunting for the occasion, the in-
terior being profusely banked with
potted plants and cut flowers.

PEACE NEGOTIATIONS.

Report That the Powers May Take
Action Within a Few Days.

LONDON, June 21.?The correspond-
ent at Paris of the "Pall Mall Gazette"
telegraphed this afternoon that he-
learns from an authoritative source,
in spite of denials, that the question
of negotiating peace between the Unit-
ed States and Spain has been for some
time the subject of lively correspond-
ence between Chancellors. He adds
that some of the Embassadors in Paris
were instructed yesterday to remain
on the alert and in readiness.

The correspondent says it is expected
that an event of importance in opening
negotiations with the United States
and Spain will occur within a few days.

at. Hanotaux, the French Minister for
Foreign Affairs in the Meline Cabinet,
backed by the Czar, has, it seems, been
the principal promoter of peace ne-
gotiations. "Hence President Faure's
desire to retain M. Hanotaux in the
Foreign Office."

INTERNAL REVENUES.

May Returns Show a Large In-
crease in the Collections.

WASHINGTON. June 21. ? The
monthly statement of the collections of
internal revenue shows that the May

returns amounted to 114,068,117, an in-
crease over May last year of $3,281,-
--225. The receipts from the several
sources of revenue, and the increase,
as compared with May. 1897, are given
as follows

--057.

Tobacco, |8,754,0Q2; increase, §1,087,-
--075.

Fermented liquors, $3,131,055; in-
crease, $247,997.

SPANISH SHIP VIDOSA.

Indications That the Vessel Has
Been Wrecked.

PHILADELPHIA, June 21.?Captain
Rowe of the British steamer Wraggae,
which arrived here yesterday from
Shields, reports picking up a dory on
June 12th in latitude 44 north longi-
tude, 63 and 50 minutes west.

On the bow of the dory was painted
the name "Vidosa," while on the stern
was the number 0. There is a full-
rigged ship by the name of Vidosa in
the Spanish merchant service. She
was last reported at Tuxpam, Mexico,
several months ago. She loaded at
that port and Tampico for the Ber-
mudas and West Indian ports. She
has not been heard of since that time,
and it is supposed she was wrecked.

An Alleged American Spy.
CORUNNA. June 21.?The Spanish

commandant here has taken measures
to arrest an alleged American spy who
arrived here on the British steamer
Hornac. Up to the present, the com-
mandant has been unable to find the
man for whom he is looking, but the
man is believed to be still on board.
The identity of the British steamer
Hornac could not be established by

reference to the different maritime reg-
isters available here.

French Cabinet Crisis.
PARIS. June 21.?Owing to the re-

fusal of former Premier Dupuy to ac-
cept the Foreign Office portfolio, and
of M. Delambre to become Minister of
Finance, M. Sarrien has decided to re-
linquish the task of attempting to
form a Cabinet, and will so inform
President Faure this afternoon.

Prize Steamship Panama Sold.
NEW YORK. June 21.?The Spanish

prize steamship Panama, which was
captured by the lighthouse tender
Mangrove, off Havana. April 2.> th, was
sold at auction to-day. and was pur-
chased by the Government for $41,000. ,

WAR REVENUE ACT.

Secretary Gage Asks For Changes
in the New Law.

WASHINGTON. June 21?Secretary
Gage has written a letter to the House

I Ways and Means Committee and the
! Senate Finance Committee, stating

that it is absolutely impossible to put
the adhesive stamp section of the war
revenue measure in operation on July
Ist, and asking that the time be ex-
tended to July loth, and asking that the
commission be increased from 1 to 3
per cent., in order to increase popular
interest in the distribution of the
stamps.

SENATE COMMITTEE OPPOSED TO
CHANGES.

WASHINGTON. June 21?The Sen-
ate Committee on Finance w ill not rec-.
omtnend any changes of any kind in
the war revenue bill, notwithstanding
the Treasury Department's desire for
a delay in beginning operation under
the bill.

Relative to the statement by the Sec-
retary of the Treasury that it is desir-
jable to have the stamp tax portion of
jthe war revenue bill go into effect July
loth, it is stated that the Senate Fi-
nance Committee is of the opinion that
the extension should not be made. A
member of the committee says the date
fixed was suggested by the Internal
Revenue Bureau: that an extension
would mean a great loss to the Gov-
ernment, and besides, if the question
is once opened, the bill will be loaded
with amendments in the Senate, and
would be difficult to secure any action.
Many amendments have been suggest-
ed, and the House has sent a bill to
the Senate, but it will not be reported.

Chess Tournament.
VIENNA, June 21. ?Four games in

the fifteenth round of the international
chess masters' tournament had been
completed, when recess was taken at
2 o'clock to-day. Burns, Schlechter
and Steinitz beat Schowalter, Trench-
ard and Caro, respectively, and the
Lipk-Maroczcy game was drawn. At
this stage Tai rase h and Pillsbury stand
on even terms, with ten games won
and three lost.

A British Steamer Founders.
NEW YORK, June 21?A dispatch

received in this city from St. Johns.
N. F., says that the British steamer
Para, from Swansea. June Bth, for
Tilt Cove, N. F., in command of Cap-
tain Gausden. has foundered near Tilt
Cove from contact with ice. The crew
were saved.
