CRYSTALLIZING SENTIMENT.

Our history gives us no record of
such rapidity of crystallization of the
gentiments of the people as we now
have presented to us.

the depnand for the annoqncem.ent of a
definite and (':n'largcd foreign - policy.
The Government is already so far com-
mitted to it that every day makes it
more difficult to avoid it or withdraw
from. it. =

That the question will become an is-
sue in aproaching campaigns is evi-
dent'from" the fact that-Mr, Belmdnt of
New York, a Democratic candidate for
the Governorship of that State, has al-
ready entered the lists with opposition
to the policy inseribed upon his ban-
ners, if it at all involves any alliance
with Great Britain on the basis of re-
tention of the Philippines, the idea be-
ing that the one is embraced within the
other,

In fact, however, the propositions are
severable. There may be retention
without alliance. We invade no realm
of Européan politics, we trespass upon
no -European rights by our proposed
holding of what the fortune of war
awards us. If there is political divi-
sion, however, upon these lines, it will
be because the Republican party will
declare for the new doctrine, or be-
cause of a new alignment of the people
upon mew party issues clustering about
the new-born sentiment.

That such new alignment may be re-
alized is promised by the attitude Cali-
forpia will unguestionably assume.
Her interests inextricably in-
terwoven with the propositions of an-
nexation of Hawaii and retention of
the Philippines, that it is safe to say
that the majority of Democratic
party.in this State will declare for the
policy regardless of what the Repub-
lican party may do.

There is scarcely
one of them, if indeed there be any,
that is not an insect destroyer, even
though it may feed at times on grains,
berries or fruits, Last year the San
«Jose “Mercury” published in its col-
umns from time to time general syn-
opses of a report by the Department
of Agriculture on the dietary habits
of the comman American birds, based
on the examination of the contents of
the stomachs of many thousands of
specimens. The conclusions drawn were
that very few birds are really de-
structive of cultivated grains, berries
or fruits, and that even thosg render
great service during the year by de-
stroying countless numbers of insects
and other farm and orchard pests. Yet
the slaughter of birds goes on, and
many localities in this State which once
were filled with the life, beauty and
songs of irds have beeen made desolate
in this respect by their ignorant or
wanton destruction, and in consequence
harmful insects have multiplied.
