In the present

Sacramento are paradisical. Tempera-
ture more delightful, air more balmy
and restful, skies more clear and in-
spiring cannot be imagined. The mid-

,day will probably be warm on the
‘Fourth of July, just as it should be,
“just the kind of weather we need. But

Away in a foreign land the dead
heroes of America are remembered dnd
flowers are strewn in their honor.

And this is the people whom Stephen

highest and best interests, declares un-
fit to be taken under the shelter of
our protection.- Hear how a leading
paper of the chief city of Hawaji speaks
of us and our Memorial Day, and then
turn_ to jabbering Mr. White in the
United States Senate, abusing the. high
trust reposed in him, and ask ourselves
which? The “Star” opens its editorial
thus:

Decoration Day has for many years

been an especially honored day in
Honolulu.

It is very gratifyingtofind that the in-
terior press with remarkable unanimity,
and regardless of political predilection,
voices the expression of the “Record-

The American Cross.
Eds. “Record-Union”: We are stand-

‘ing face to face with unsurpassed brav-

ery in war. Why should there not be
some national recognition of this?
Every country in Europe has, and wise-
1y has, such a distinction. To take only
two examples, we have the Iron Cross
of Germany and the Victoria Cross of
England. Is it not too much to say that
in this latter case the distinction is
prized above the Garter? Let America
honor her heroes as every other nation
does, and let the American Cross, or
the Washington Cross, be the most cov-
eted mark of honor that:i the country
can bestow. Let it be made from the
cannon of our vanquished enemies, and
let every one who sees it on the breast
of another, however poar, lift his hat to
the hero whose breast it covers. Let
Congress be appealed to to create this
great distinction, a hundred times more
welcome to a Hobson or a Dewey than
any mere advance in ‘‘humbers”; and
let the “Record-Union’” have the honor
of initiating this great order of merit
to the glory and the lasting pride of
those who die or who survive with brav-
ery unexcelled inwar.

THE WAR: TAXES: ARE HERE.

“RECORD-UNION” SYNOPSIS OF
THE NEW LAW.

A General Idea of How Uncle Sam
Will Raise Hundreds of
Millions.

The new war revenue tax bill af-
fects so many _phases of commercial
and industrial life, compared with the
Federal law which has so long served
in times of peace that a synopsis of
its main provisions is timely.

The “Record-Union’ presents the fol-
lowing. main ‘points of the law, which
was passed on June 9th and which will
go into effect on July lst: °

On all beer, ale, porter and other fer-
mented liquors, where a tax of $1 is
now paid a tax of $2 shall be collected.

Bankers employing a capital not ex-
ceeding $25,000 shall pay a tax of $50;

| when employing capital exceeding the

sum named there shall be an addition-
al tax of $2 on each additional thou-
sand dollars. Savings banks that do
not do a commercial business are ex-
empt from this tax. .

Every broker of stocks, bonds, bull-
ion, promissory notes and securities
must pay a tax of $50. Pawnbrokers
shall pay $20; commercial brokers shall
pay $20; custom brokers shall pay $10;
proprietors of theaters, museums and
concert halls in cities haying more than
25,000 population shall pay $100; the
proprietors of circuses pay the same
sum; proprietors or agents of all other
public ‘exhibitions shall pay $10; the
proprietors of bowling alleys and bil-
liard halls shall pay $ for each table
or alley.

The tobacco, cigar and cigarette laws
are wholly changed. In lieu of the tax
now levied there is a tax of 12 cents a
pound upon all tobaceo and snuff, how-
ever prepared, and upon cigars and
cigarettes. A tax of $3.60 per thou-
sand is charged on all cigars weighing
more than three pounds per thousand,
and of $1 per thousand on all cigars
weighing not more than three pounds
per thousand. The tax on cigarettes
not weighing more than three pounds
per thousand is also $3.60 per thou-
sand, while that on cigarettes that
weigh under three pounds per thou-
sand is $£1.50 per thousand.

The law in detail, as affecting the
manufacturers of and dealers in to-
bacco covers several closely printed
pages of the Congressional reports. The
main provisions affect dealers accord-
ing to the amounts of their annual
sales. The first section provides that
dealers whose annual sales do not ex-
ceed 50,000 pounds shall pay $6, while
those whose sales run from 50,000 to
100,000 pounds shall pay $12, and so
on, up to $24. Dealers will be obliged
to refer to the law in detail and to
study its provisions to fully understand
how it affects them, while the minute
details are wearisome to the public,
and are therefore omitted.

the public, taxes on institutions and
pursuits that did not exist in the days
of the civil war, all of which will re-
sult in the raiging of a sum of hun-
dreds of millions to meet the greatly
increased expenses of the war,

The innovations occur chiefly in what
are designated as the stamp taxes,
which are, in substance, the follow-
ing:

On bonds, debentures and certificates
of indebtedness; D cents on each $100 of
the face value thereof; and the same
tax is levied on all memoranda or con-
tracts for the sale of certificates of
stock in such, corporations as deal in
bonds and debentures. Upon all agree-
ments to sell any products of merchan-
dise at any exchange or Board of
Trade, either for predent or future de-
livery a tax of 1 cent shall be levied
for each $100 in value of said agree-
ment. Upon all bank checks, drafts,
certificates of deposit not drawing in-
terest, and on orders for the payment
of any sum of moeney at sight or de-
mand, 2 cents.

Inland bills of exchange, drafts, cer-
tificates of deposit drawing interest,
or orders for the payment of sums of
money, drawn by trust companies and
banks, persons and companies are taxed
a 2-cent stamp for each, provided that
it does not exceed 100, and 2 cents for
each additional $100 or fraction there-
of. Foreign bills of exchange, letters
of credit, etc., pay double the foregoing
amounts if drawn in sets, if they ars
drawn singly or otherwise than in a
get of three. Other details follow, aff
fecting the bills according to the way
they are drawn.

RBills of lading or receipts for any
goods exported from the United States
to a foreign country must each bear a
10-cent stamp. Every railroad and ex-
press company, or person engaged in
shipping goods must place a 1-cent rev-
enue stamp on each receipt or bill of
lading given to the consignor or ship-
per.

Every telephone company must pay a
tax of 1 cent for every message trans-
mitted at a cost of 15 cents or more.

On every bond of security or indemn-
ity given by any corporation or person
for the payment of money or the per-
formance of any service there is a tax
of D) cents. ;

On every certificate of profit issued to
show any person’s profits in any busi-
ness there is a tax of 2 cents.

Certificates of damage, and all certi-
ficates issued by port wardens and ma-
rine surveyors, bear a tax of 25 cents.

All other certificates required by law,
and not specified in the Act, 10 cents.

Charter parties bear a tax of from $3
to $10, according to the tonmage of the
vessel. Manifests of custom-house en-
try for clearance are taxed from §1
to $3.

Deeds and other conveyances of lands
are taxed 5O cents for each §500 of

| value.

A tax of 1 cent is applied to all dis-
patches sent by telegraph companies.’

Entries of goods at custom-houses for
consumption or warehousing from 25
cents to $1, according to the value of
the goodsx A tax of 50 cents is levied
for the withdrawal of goods from cus-
toms bonded warehouses.

Life insurance companies are assessed
8 cents on each $100 of insurance ac-
cepted and issued. There are many
details in this law.

Marine and fire insurance policies are

:taxed one-half of 1 per cent. on the

premiums. Casualty, fidelity and guar-
antee policies are taxed at the rate of
one-half of 1 per cent. on the premi-
ums.

Leases of lands and tenements are
taxed from 25 cents to $1, according to
the term of the lease.. In a like way
mortgages are taxed from 25 cen'g per
$1,000 to whatever limit is reached, at
the rate of 25 cents for each $500 of
value.

Tickets of passage on vessels railing
to foreign ports are taxed from 25 cents
to $5, according to the value of the
ticket. :
' On powers of attorney or proxies for
voting at elections of officers of corpo-

rations, other than religious, cemeteries,
ete., 10 cents.

The tax on general powers of attor-
ney is 25 cents, except that this is not
charged in cases of certain pension and
like claims against the United States.
The same sum is charged on protesis
of promissory notes bills of exchangs,
drafts, etc. Warehouse receipts are
taxed the same amount, except in the
case of owners of agricultural products,
when the said owner shall have been
the actual grower of the commodities
deposited.

Medical anfl proprietary articles are
taxed from one-eighth of a cent on up,
according to the value of the vial or
package sold. 'This law Is long and
abounds in details. A similar law ap-
plies to cosmetics and perfumery, to
chewing gum and its substitutes, as
well as to wines and other articles sold
by apothecaries.

Sugar and petroleum-refining compa-
nies are levied upon by the imposition
of an excise tax upon their output. It
amounts ‘'to a fixed per centum of ‘the
gross amount of each company’s re-
ceipts, and is usually about one-fourth
of 1 per cent.

Legacies and distributive shares of
personal property are taxed from 75
cents on each $100 to $5 per $100, “ac-
cording to whether the person inherit-
ing is a-near relative or a corporation.
All the details of this law are quite ex-
tended, and in some instances so 2om-
plicated as to demand the services of
an attorney to unravel their meaning.

There are many detailed provisions
taxing the manufacturers of various
brands and grades of flour. Mixed flour
must be branded in a definite way, and
it is taxed about 4 cents a barrel. Other
details are of interest chiefly to a few
persons, and reference would have to
be made to the law in detail for com-
plete information.

Teas imported from foreign countries
pay a tax of 10 cents a pound.

Companies Designated to Form the
New Regiment.

Adjutart General Barrett has issued
the following special order:

“In accordance with a request made
by ‘the President of the United States
upon the Governor of this State, given
at Washington, D. C., June 18, 1898,
calling for a regiment of California vol-
unteers, the companies of the National
Guard as named below have been des-
ignated to form such regiment:

“Company commanders will report to
Captain C. H. Murray, United States
mustering officer, at the city of Qak-
land, on the dates designated below,
with such men of their command as
have been enrolled for the TUnited
States volunteer service and have pass-
ed a preliminary physical examination.

“Companies will bring with them
such clothing and equipments as they
may have in their possession belonging
to the United States Government or to
the State of California.

“Company commanders will make
triplicate returns for all property taken
into camp by their commands and for-
ward the same to this office.

“Company commanders will apply to
the agent of the railroad in their local-
ity for tramsportation, which will be
furnished to them in accordance with
arrangements made by these headquar-
ters.

SUIT OVER A MACHINE.
