REVENUE ON FREIGHT.

The Local Contribution to the War
Fund Willhe Quite Large.

There are several phases of the war
revenue tax bill that will result in
raising large sums in this city. The
most marked feature will probably be
the direct taxes on certain linesl of
commercial products, but a large sum
will be realized from that phase of
the revenue bill that affects the ship-
ment of goods by rail.

The following section affects the ship-
ment of freight and general merchan-
dise by the railroad companies, as well
a9oftrunks and valises by local trans-
fer companies, if they issue receipts
for the goods they undertake to for-
ward:

"It shall be the duty of every rail-
road or steamboat company, carrier,
express company, or corporation, or
person whose occupation is to act as
soich, to issue to the shipper or con-
signor or his agent, or person from
whom any goods are accepted for
transportation, a bill of lading, mani-
fest, or other evidence of receipt and
forwarding for each shipment received
for carriage or transportation, whether
in bulk or in boxes, bales, packages,
bundles, or not so inclosed or included,
and there shall be duly attached and
canceled, as In .this Act provided, to
each of said bills of lading, manifests,
or other memorandum, and to each
duplicate thereof a stamp of the value
of 1 cent."

This law will result in a considerable
sum for war purposes in this city. The
freight shipments here, according to
Agent Ellis., amount to about one hun-
dred millions of tons a month. The local
office estimates that the war stamps
used here will amount to at least a
thousand a day, while the amount In
San Francisco will probably be six
times that sum.

Strange Spots on the Sun.
Since the beginning of this year groups

of spots unusual and unexpected have
been observed on the surface of the sunby astronomers In different sections.
These reported at the National Observa-
tory are in appearance and movement en-
tirely out of the usual train, and consti-
tute what is termed by astronomers a
"secondary maximum." They may con-
tinue indefinitely throughout the year orlonger, so say the scientists, but they do
not, as it has been said, indicate unusual
