WASHINGTON, June 27.—At 11
o'clock this morning the Senate con-
vened, and a few minutes afterward
adopted the resolution of Mr. Davis,
Chairman of the Foreign Relations
Committee, providing that hereafter,
until further action shall be taken, the

Senate convene daily at 11 a. m.

proposition ought to be first submitted
to the Hawaiians themselves for rati-
fication. Any other course would tend
to destroy the very foundations of our
Government by a subversion of this
country, which is based upon the con-
sent of the governed.

Caffery then began a speech in op-
position to annexation. He entered upon
a constitutional argument against an-
nexation, during which he was fre-
quently interrupted to answer ques-

In response to an inquiry by Faulk-
ner, Caffery said that he had never
known any nation to acquire foreign
territory by a purely legislative act.

Stewart instanced the fact that Great
Britain has acquired parts of India by
Acts of Parliament.

“But the English Parliament is om-
nipotent,” suggested Spooner of Wis-
consin. “Does the Senator from Ne-
vada claim that Congress is omnipo-
tent?”

“Yes, it is,” replied Stewart, “within
the limits of the Constitution.

' cluded his speech, yielded the floor, and
| the Hawaiian resolution was laid aside
until to-morrow.

Consideration of the Hawaiian an-
nexation resolution was resumed, and
during the session Clay (D.) of Georgia,
Roach (D.) of North Dakata and Caf-
fery (D.) of Louisiana, addressed the
Senate in opposition to it. Cafiery
had not concluded his speech when the
Senate adjourned.

The annexation of Hawaii would,
Clay insists, start this country upon a
career of conquest which was opposed
to the true destiny of the United States.
He claimed that to make the present
war an excuse for the addition of a
eolonization policy would a viola-
tion of the declaration made in the
Cuban resolutions, and would involve
the country in tremendous difficultics
and possibly ruin. He declared that
the United States had no
capture the Philippines, as the war had
not been begun for any such purpose.

Roach delivered a carefully prepared
argument against the annexation prop-
osition. He advanced the argument
that the United States should not an-
nex the islands, as their existence was
problematical. They were liable to be
swallowed up by the sea in an earth-
quake.

THIRD EXPEDITION:
T0 THE PHILIPPINES.

The Indiana, Morgan City, Ohio and
City of Para $Sail,

Carrying About Four Thousand Soldiers to
Manila,

The Transports to be Rushed
Through to the Island at Top
Speed, in Order to Have as
Large a Force as Possible Ready
to Receive the Domns, Should
Manila Be the Ultimate Desti-
nation of Camara’s Fleet.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 27.—Another
fleet of tramsports has sailed out
through the Golden Gate to the broad
Pacific. This afternoon the third fleet
of the vessels loaded with soldiers and
supplies for the Philippines hoisted
their anchors, and, amid the screaming
of a hundred whistles and the clanging
of many bells, proceeded down the bay
toward the oceam, and by night were
well on their way to the Philippines.

The orders to get under way were
issued shortly after noon, but it was
nearly 2:30 o'clock before the anchors
of the transports were hoisted and the
propellers set in motion. The first
movement of the vessels comprising the
fleet was the signal for the crowds
which had gathered along the docks to
commence cheering the departing sol-
diers, and for the steam whistles along i
the city front to scream their good |
byes to the ships and men who are go-

ROBERT McMURRAY DEAD.

Was a Prominent Capitalist and
Mining Man.

NEVADA CITY (Cal.), June 27.—Rob-
ert McMurray of San Francisco, who
left here on Friday on a fishing excur-
sion, died to-day at Graniteville of
cholera morbus.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 27.—Robert
McMurray, who died at Graniteviliz to-
day, was a prominent capitalist and
mining man, and was a State Mining
Commissioner to the World's Fair &t
Chicago. %

Mr. McMurray was well known not
only in San Francisco, but throughout
this State as well. He was a piooner,
having come here in ‘early days, and
has always been actively engaged In
mining ventures on a large scale. He
owned very extensive mines on the San
Juan River, as it is known, in Nevada
County, this State. There he uper?,:ed
the largest hydraulic plant in the world.

The deceased was a member of the
State Miners’ Association, and always
took a prominent part in the affairs of
the organization. He was a prominent
member of the Union League and Pa-
cific Union Clubs, and at one time he
filled the position of President of the
Union League.

He was a native of New York State,
where he was born in 1831. He came to
California in the early fifties, and has
been living here ever since.

He leaves a wife but no children, The
body will be brought here for inter-
ment.

The steamer
Valencia was not ready for sea to-day,
and will probably sail with the steam-
er Newport on Wednesday. General
Merritt and his staff will proceed to the
islands in the Newport, which has been
especially-prepared for this sesvice.

Continuing, the dispatch says: “It is
reported now that the Cortes is closed,
Premier Sagasta is planning to provoke
a crisis and form a coalition Ministry,
drawn from the different monarchical
parties, including Marshal Campos and
General Polavieja. The new Ministry
will proclaim the whole peninsula in a
state of siege, will reinforce the garri-
sons in the Carlist and Republican cen-
ters, and then appeal to a friendly na-
tion, probably France or Russia, to se-
cure terms of peace.”

Associated Press.)—Up to the time this
dispatch is sent the transports from
San Francisco having on board Ameri-
can troops intended to reinforce Rear
Admiral Dewey have not arrived there,
and there is no change in the situation.

The insurgents have not made any
further advance, and the Spaniards
have been continuing the construction
of sand bank fortifications and the
planting of sharpened bamboos arcund
Manila, for the purpose of stopping the
insurgents’ advance.

Two thousand Spaniards are working
on the sand bag defenses outside the
Moat, on the Calle de las Aguadas. The
insurgents are worrying the Spaniards,
but there 4s no advance, although des-
ultory firing goes on at various points.
The insurgents are firing explosive
shells at Santa Ana churches.

On June 21st, Accession Pay, the for-
eign warships saluted the Spanish col-
ors. It was believed that the bombard-
ment had begun, but the panic was
soon quelled. . A French warship left
the harbor after saluting the Spanish
flag. The harbor batteries answered
and this gave rise to a false alarm of
the arrival of the American troops.

The Spanish believe that Great Bri-
tain intends some sort of action. It is
reported that they will burn all the
houses at Malate to clear the ground
for defense.

The Spanish outposts have prepared
to retire promptly to the walled cita-
del, and will probably make only a
nominal resistance.
