JORNSON NOT DISQUALIFIED]

HE MAY ACT AS ATTORNEY FOR
RECEIVER O’'NEIL. °

Order Made by Judge Buckles in
the Kate Bories-Union
B. and L. Suit.

In the case of Kate Bories agalnst
the Union Building and Loan Associa-
tion, which was heard before Judge
Buckles of Solano a week ago, one of
the points involved was an objection to
Grove L. Johnson appearing as one of
the attorneys for the receiver, T. W.
O’'Neil.

Arguments thereon were heard and
taken under advisement, and yesterday
Judge Buckles settled the disputed
point by overruling the objection to Mr,
Johnson. In his decision he says:

“It is the duty of the receiver in the
litigation before this court and of which
this suit is a part, to take possession
of all the effects of the Union Building
and Loan Association, a corporation, to
receive and have the custody of its ac-
counts and all books and documents
containing a record of its business
transactions, and to liquidate and set-
tle up its business. Attorney Grove L.
Johnson is a shareholder in said cor-
poration and was active and instru-
mental in having a receiver appointed.

“The corporation called in and paid
off its sixth series of stock, and it is
alleged that in order to do so, false
values were given its property and
large sums of money were borrowed, il-
legally by the Directors, and the prop-
erty of the corporation illegally pledgz-
ed as security for the payment of this
money, and upon a showing of this
kind the court appointed the receiver.

“This suit, or the defense the receiver
is seeking to make t¢ it, results from
the duties imposed upon him. The
plaintiff here was not a party to the
original proceedings in which the re-
ceiver was appointed (unless being a
shareholder made her such), and there-
fore has no right to object to the em-
ployment of Mr. Johnson by the re-
ceiver., (Beech on R, 263.)

“But irrespeetive of this the attorney
represenis no adverse or antagonistic
interest in this whole controversy which
would in any way hinder, delay or pre-
vent the receiver from fully and proo-
erly performing the duties devolving
upon him by his said trust. The em-
ployment, therefore, seems to me to be
proper.

“For these reasons, I think the obec-
tion to Grove L. Johnson acting as at-
torney for the receiver in any and all
this litigation, so far as submitted to
me, is not well taken and is therefore
averruled.”
