
OUR FLAG WILL
SOON FLOAT

OVER HAWAII.

Annexation Is an Accom-
plished Fact

So Far as Congress Has to Do
With the Question.

The House Resolution Brought to
an Issue in the Senate.

Passes That Body by the Decisive Vote of
Forty-Two to Twenty-One?Six Demo-

crats Vote in Favor of and One
Republican Against Adoption.

WASHINGTON, July 6L?The annex-
ation of Hawaii is now accomplished,
so far as the legislative branch of the
Government is concerned. Quite unex-

pectedly tlie resolution providing for
the annexation of the islands was

brought to a vote in the Senate late
this afternoon, and it was passed by

the decisive vote of 42 to 21.
Neither White nor Pettigrew spoke at

great length, but Allen thought when
he began that his speech might occupy
the entire day and part of to-morrow.
However, he concluded to eliminate a
part of the matter, and at 4:15 he com-
pleted his speech.

The test vote came upon an amend-
ment offered by White of California
It was offered with no expectancy that
it would be adop-ted, but merely to
place the ideas and opinions of the op-
ponents of annexation on record. It
was rejected by a vote of 40 to UO,
indicating that the annexationists were
strongly in the majority.

Amendment after amendment was
offered, but the advocates of the reso-
lution stood solidly together, gaining
rather than losing strength on the suc-
cessive votes.

Finally, at 5:30 p. m., the resolution
Itself, in precisely the form in which
It was received from the House of
Representatives, was reported to the
Senate, and the roll call began.

When the Vice President announced
the vote by which the resolution was
passed a tremendous wave of applause

swept through the galleries, which the
Vice President made no effort to check.

Morrill of Vermont was the only Re-
publican who voted against the reso-
lution, although Thurston of Nebraska
and Spooner of Wisconsin were paired
against it. Six Democrats' ?Gonnaai
of Maryland, McLaurin of South Caro-
lina, Money of Mississippi, Morgan of
Alabama, Pettus of Alabama and Sulli-
van of Mississippi?voted in favor of

annexation*
In the face of the vote cast for the

resolution the treaty of annexation
might have been ratified, the resolution

having a two-thirds majority, but as

the twelve pairs would have been ar-

ranged on a basis of two votes for one
if the treaty had been under considera-
tion, the vote of the full Senate on the

treaty, on a basis of to-day's vote,

would have been 56 to 33, not a suffi-
cient number of votes in favor of the
treaty to have ratified it.

A sharp discussion was caused early

in the session to-day by the introduc-
tion of a resolution tendering the

thanks of Congress to Commodore
Schley for destroying Cervera's fleet.

The resolution was sent to the Naval

Affairs Committee.
The Senate concurred in the House

amendment to the general deficiency
bill, thus passing the Last of the appro-
priation measures.

At the conclusion of Allen's speech,

White offered an amendment striking

from the preamble of the Hawaiian res-
olution the words "in due form," and

inserting ithe words "by treaty which

has never been ratified, but is now-
pending in the Senate of the United

Sitates."
After a statement by Hale, in which

he said he supported the resolution, but

not as a war measure, a vote was taken
on White's amendment.

Pettigrew then offered his amendment
to repeal the contract labor laws now in
force on the Hawaiian Islands.

til it had been approved by a majority
of the electors of Hawaii.

Defeated?2o to 42.
Faulkner of West Virginia offered an

amendment providing that the duties of
the civil, judicial and military powers
shall be exercised under authority of
existing laws not in conflict with the

< '"nstitution and laws of the United

Rejected?2o to 43.
Allen offered an amendment placing

an internal revenue tax of 1 cent a
pound on Hawaiian sugar.

It was defeated?s7 to 4?the four
tins for th*- amendment being Allen,

Morrtil, McEnery and Pettigrew.
Pettigrew offered an amendment that

all native born male Hawaiians over 21

years of age and all naturalized aliens
shall be allowed to vote in the elections
of Hawaii.

Defeated'-48 to 16.
Lindsay of Kentucky offered as a

substitute for the resolution certain
sections of the annexation treaty which
was under discussion last winter.

It was rejected?47 to 17.
Gear of lowa offered an amendment

providing that ail silver money coined
by the Hawaiian Government shall be
maintained at a parity with the money
of the United States.

Without division the amendment was
defeated.

No more amendments being offered,
the resolution having been considered
in committee of the whole, was re-
ported to the Senate and placed upon
its adoption.

Senators' Harris and Heitfeldt wore
absent, unpaired, but the announce-
ment was made by their respective col-
leagues that if present they would vote
for the resolution.

Pettigrew of South Dakota offered the
following resolution, tendering the
thanks of Congress to Commodore
Schley for destroying Admiral Cervera's
squadron, and asked that it be re-
ferred to the Committee on Naval Af-
fairs':

"Resolved, That the thanks of Con-
gress and the American people are
hereby tendered to Commodore Win-
field S. Schley of the United States
naval force operating against the Span-
ish forces in Cuban waters for highly
distinguished conduct in conflict with
the enemy as displayed by him in the
destruction of the Spanish fleet, off the
harbor of Santiago, Cuba, July 8, 1898.

"Section 2?That the thanks of Con-
gress and the American people are
hereby extended through Commodore
Schley to the officers and men under
his command for the gallantry and skill
exhibited by them on that occasion.

"Section 3?That the President of the
United States be requested to cause
this resolution to be communicated to
Commodore Schley, and through htm
to the officers and men under his com-
mand."

Commenting upon the resolution,

Pettigrew said the impression had been
conveyed to the public that "not Com-
modore Schley, but another man," had
achieved the great success. "I know,"
declared he, "we shall be obliged to re-
move,that impression by absolute proof
to the contrary-. All the accounts of
the battle agree that Commodore
Schley was in command of the vessels
of our fleet. He pursued the last of the
Spanish vessels sixty miles, and per-
sonally brought to an end the most re-
markable naval duel ever fought."

Stewart of Nevada thought Admiral
Sampson had been unfortunate in the
wording of his official announcement
of the victory, and in not" giving in
that dispatch the credit due to Com-
modore Schley. He thought it had been
due to Schley that the credit be given
him by Sampson, but he believed that
the latter would yet do justice to the
Commodore.

Hale expressed great confidence in
the character and ability of Admiral
SalMpson and Commodore Schley, and
said the conduct and achievements of
Schley during the historic battle had
been most admirable. He felt assured
that the little agitation concerning the
bestowal of credit now disturbing some
minds would disappear in the full light
of the facts. There was, he said, glory
enough for all in the destruction of
Cervera's fleet, and he had no doubt
it would be properly distributed.

Allen thought at least a few days'
delay ought to elapse before action was
taken upon the resolution, and it was
referred to the Xaval Committer >,

At 5:06 the Senate went into execu-
tive session, and at (5:15 p. m. ad-
journed.

HOUSE PROCEEDINGS.
WASHINGTON, July G.?The House

to-day, after a debate of four hours,
concurred in the Senate amendment to
the general deficiency bill, authorizing
the Secretary of the Interior, the At-
torney General and the Secretary of
the Treasury to settle, with the ap-
proval of the President, the indebted-
ness of the Central and Western Pa-
cific roads to the Government.

The amendment was concurred in by
the vote of 96 to 86.

An amendment was offered and
adopted to the Pacific railroad amend-
ment providing that unless settlement
was reached within one year, the Pres-
ident should begin foreclosure proceed-
ings to collect all money due the Gov-
ernment.

During the day Hilborn (R.) of Cali-
fornia, Mcßae (D.) of Arkansas, New-
lands (Sil. R.) of Nevada, Castle (Pop.)
of California, Barlow (Pop.) of Cali-
fornia, DeVries (D.) of California, and
Fleming <D.) of Georgia, spoke in oppo-
\u25a0itkm, while Grow (R.) of Pennsylvania,
Grosvenor (R.) of Ohio, Hepburn (R.)
of lowa, and Cannon (R.) of Illinois,
supported the amendment.

The conference reports upon the bills
to increase the force of the ordnance
Department and to protect harlx>r de-
f< Qses and fortifications against injury
were adopted.

The bill granting an American regis-
try to the steamship Titania of San
Francisco was passed.

At 4:55 the House adjourned.

IT EXCELLED ANTICIPATION.

OLD GLORY CARNIVALA GRAND
SUCCESS.

ItNetted Fully $1,700 for the Red
Cross Fund?The Women

Did It.

The returns from the Old Glory Car-
nival of last week, given for the benefit
of the Red Cross fund, are practically
all in. Some tickets remain to be
heard from, but a close estimate can
be made of the receipts. The result is
most gratifying, not alone to the patri-
otic public of Sacramento, but also to
the generous, warm-hearted and cour-
ageous women who planned and carried
out its many and charming features.

It is now known that the receipts of
the carnival will foot up, in round fig-
ures, about $1,700, a sum that is suffi-
cient to accomplish untold things for
the brave men who are battling, or
hope to battle, for the maintenance of
the country's glory and honor.

This fact was announced at a meet-
ing of the Red Cross Society held last
evening for the purpose of hearing re-
ports from those who were in charge
of the carnival.

The general public can scarcely re-
alize how hardi the good ladies labored
to make the carnival a success, nor
the many obstacles they had to over-
come. Only a few hours before the
opening of the carnival they saw the
results of days of labor in decorating

the booths destroyed or displaced by
a high wind, and nearly all the work
had to be performed again in a short
space of time. But the ladies never
quailed. Some may have shed a few
tears in their disappointment, but all
set about righting things again, and
when the carnival opened their hearts
were as cheerful and their hands as
willing as ever.

Mrs. R. I. Bentley and Mrs. Horace
Ball, who had general charge of the
affair, are warm in their praises of the
quiet, harmonious exertions of their
companions who were interested in the
various booths. Many of the ladies
completely sold out the contents of
their booths before evening, and if such
liberal support by the public had been
anticipated all could have greatly in-
creased their receipts.
