
POPULISTS SPLIT
INTO TWO FACTIONS.

The Fusionists Nominate Democrat Maguire

for Governor.

And Now the Straight-Out Populists Have in Caucus
Decided to Withdraw and Nominate

T. W. li. Shanahan.

The Latter Decision Arrived at After a Long: and Exciting Confer-

ence That Continued Till an Early

Hour This Horning.

Shanahan and Maguire may appear

as rival Populist candidates for Gov-

ernor if Maguire accepts the nomina-
tion tendered him by the Populist Con-
vention that met in the Assembly hall

> ecterday.
Eighty of the same delegates who

were present when Maguire was nomi-

nated yesterday afternoon met in the

Senate chamber last night and nomi-
nated Shanahan for Governor, declar-

ing themselves the only original Popu-

lists.

Before the dissenting Populists met

and selected Shanahan as their stan-
dard bearer they fought every inch of
the ground in the convention with
which they disagreed, and helped to
pass resolutions that will force Ma-
guire to declare himself a Populist and
to subscribe to the Populist platform in
writing.

After much caucusing and many con-
ferences the Populists yesterday nomi-
nated Congressman James G. Maguire

for Governor, on the theory that he is
a. Populist in fact, even though he still
clings to the Democratic name.

The tight was largely as to how Ma-
guire should be nominated. After a
lively debate Thomas V. Cator suc-
ceeded in having a condition coupled
with the Populist nomination. It was
that Maguire must, fifteen days after
his return to California, sign a docu-
ment accepting the Populist platform
adopted yesterday. Otherwise the offi-
cers of the convention will not certify
that he is the nominee.

"The Populists as a party have dug
their own grave," said Delegate Van
Meter, "though Maguire is a good
man."

There were many who held that the
day's work was the grandest the party
has ever done in the State. "This day s
work will live in history and make us
fhrever," said Burdette Cornell.

"It means the decadence of Democ-
racy and the steady up-building <>f our
party," said George H. Monteith.

Judge Lawier of the Silver Commit-
tee, who came from San Francisco a
few days ago, was delighted that Ma-
guire got the nomination. He is a
prominent candidate for Congress in

W. H. Alford ancl the members of his
Democratic Central Committee were
not much pleased over the nomination
of Maguire, for that was not on the
programme.

One of the most important features of
the day's work was done outside Of the
COttVi ntion. in a conference between th3
visiting Democrats of the State Central
Committee, the Silver Republicans and
the Populists. The following appor-
tionment of officers was agreed upon,
but the nomination of Maguire showed
that the Populists could not deliver all
the goods: Governor, Democrat; Lieu-
tenant Governor, Populist; Controller,
Populist; Superintendent of Public In-
struction. Populist; Railroad Commis-
sioner of the Third District. Populist;
one Supreme Court Judge, Silver Re-
publican; Clerk of the Supreme Court.
Stiver Republican; one member of the
Board of Equalization, Populist; all
other officers Democrats.

The middle-of-the-road Populists
held many caucuses during re-ess. and
their leaders were engaged in grave de-
liberations until late last night, though
many prominent anti-fusionists ex-
pressed an opinion early in tho day to
the effect that there would be a bolt
in the event of Maguire's nomination.

"We feel pretty sure that we have
Maguire cornered so that he will never
Fign the ironclad agreement we tacked
to the nomination." said a prominent

middle-of-the-roader. Th? same opin-
ion was expressed by several promi-
i- nt Democrats of the State CentiaJ
Committee.

There will probably be a dummy
Populist ti< ket nominated, even on the
offices where the conference agreed on
fusion, and there is s-.me f.-Hr that tin-
dummies will not resign when re-
quested.

Hutchinson and Purnette were promi-
nently spoken of last night as possible
candidates for Lieutenant Governor.

IN THE CONVENTION.

Platform Adopted and Mngnire
Named for Governor.

Although the Populist Convention
adjourned on Tuesd ay to meed promptly
at 9 o'clock yesterday morning, it was

nearly 10:30 when Chairman Hutchi-
son's gavel sounded for order. The de-

'lay was not displeasing to the majority,
however, for the delegates were divided, into warring factions, and the most
hopeful friend of harmony had aban-
doned optimism as out of place.

Judge Phillips, Chairman of the Silver
Republican party, was invited to make
a speech, though there were dissen-
sions at the outset as to the propriety
of inviting any outsider to address the
convention.

George D. Gillespie of San Francisco
urged the convention to hear Judge
Phillips, "because we should hear him

; explain th- position of men who are our
! political brethren, who have made sacri-

fices and stood shoulder to shoulder
with us in the past."

Judge PhilPps was escorted to the
platform, and he made a rousing and
somewhat humorous speech, in which
he urged the reform forces to do all in
their power to unite.

"Some one has said we are your
ibrethren," he began, "and I regret that
I some of my little brothers are trying to
kick us out of bed. (Laughter.) It is
amazing that anybody here should re-
fuse us the right hand of fellowship, for
we have made as many sacrifices as

| anybody in the country. Do you want

\ our help? (A voice cried, "You bet we
do!") I regret that there may be trai-

! tors here. We found one in our ranks
| and we cut his head off. (Great cheers.)

iThe same archfiend is here. There have
1 n midnight conferences to circum-

v- tit you. While your backs are not

chalked yet, some of you are on the
i list.

"There are those who have said the
Democrats wanted to swallow you up.
God bless your souls, took- at the men
before me! Somebody would have an
awfully overloaded stomach. But they
have paid you the compliment of com-
ing here, and they mean no good to the
real cause of the people."

The Judge concluded by saying that
the condition of the people was appal-
ling, every section being overrun with
men willingto work for 25 cents a day.
"Iwant to see you put up a good tick-
et." he said, "and we will support you."

There was much applause at the con-
clusion of the speech, and the conven-
tion thanked the speaker for hu? elo-
quent speech and for decapitating
George W. Baker.

Immediately after the speech the
Committee on Order of Business made
two reports. The majority report was
first read, then the minorty. They

were segregated, and the bulk of the
majority report (for fusion) was finally
adopted.

For the majority George D. Gillespie
read the report, which provided that
the temporary officers be made per-
manent; that a report be made on plat-
form and resolutions; that a committee
of seven?one from each district ?be
appointed on conference, to devise a
union with other parties willing to pro-
mote Populist principles, and that a
Governor be nominated. This last pro-
vision was the rock on which the con-
vention split.

J. E. Camp reported for the minority,
agreeing with the majority except on
the main points. The minority did not
believe in a Conference Committee, and
thought that the order of business and
other matters should be settled before
the nomination of a Governor. It made
th* ordter of business, report on plat-
form and adoption thereof, nomination
of Governor, then nomination of other
officers, in the order named in the call.

D. T. Fowler moved the adoption of
the minority report, but his motion was
withdrawn and the convention first
adopted those parts of both platforms
that agreed.

After this there was a motion to lay
the minority report on the table, and
Honteitb said the motion was a trick
to deceive.

Fowler and Carlson regretted such
languag ?. and thought it unseemly for
Populists to accuse one another of
treachery.

Burdette Cornell moved that the com-
mits c of seven on conference be se-
lected from Congressional districts, "to
counsel with other political reform
fore es with a view of political union."

The battle of the day then began on
the Question of fusion. It arose over
the adoption of the report of the Com-
mit:-- mi Order of Business.

D. T. Fowler moved the adoption of
the minority report as an aniendmen to
the motion for the adoption of the re-
port of the majority.

The motion was further amended by
Thomas V Cater, to the effect that tic-
committee be instructed to make the
nomination of all officers named in the
convention's call a part of the regular
order of business.

it was moved by a Los Angeles dele-
gate that the motion of Cator be laid
on the table.

The motion to lay on the table was
apparently lost by a vote of 7."i to 74.
but when the ballot was called for and
taken, after a delay of an hour, the
vote stood: For laying on the table,
lrwi: against, 13&
It was now almost time for the noon

recess. A delegate arose and said:
"There will be a caucus of the Con-
ference Committee in the Senate Cham-
ber."

Mr. Cator arose and said: "All true

Populist? who oppose Indorsing- a Dem-
ocratic nominee for Governor will please
meet at the State House Hotel."

George W. Monteith ? That means
that all who are for the railroad will
go to the hotel.

There was much confusion at the
noon adjournment. Delegates shouted
like hotel runners, some saying: "Pop-
ulists will come this way, and Demo-
crats will go to the conference cham-
ber."

There warm caucusing at noon,
and when the afternoon session con-
vened, at 3:!110 o'clock, it was noticed
that many middle-of-the-road men
were either absent, or they hovered
about the lobbies.

THE PLATFORM.

It Still Harps on the Sixteen-to-
One Idea.

The first order of business after
luncheon was the reading of the plat-

form by Delegate Mason. It was
read and unanimously adopted. The

full text of the document is as follows:
The People's party of the State of

California, realizing the urgent neces-
sity of reform in State and nation, re-
affirm our convictions- in the princi-
ples enunciated in our national plat-
form.

Recognizing that the initiative and
referendum will assure government by
the people, we therefore demand an
amendment to the Constitution provid-
ing:

First ? That any law or ordinance
adopted by any legislative body of this
State shall be subject to a popular
vote when demanded by a properly au-
thenticated petition signed by a rea-
sonable per cent, of the electors of
the State, county or municipality, as
the case may be, and if such vote shall
show a majority against the law or
ordinance, it shall be invalid.

Second ?That upon petition of a rea-
sonable per cent, of. tbe electors of tbe
State, county or municipality, as the
case may be, the respective legislative
bodies shall submit to the electors
therein any question, the submission
of which has been demanded by KUi h
petition, or shall submit to them for
their approval a law, a constitutional
amendment, or ordinance containing

such provisions as may have been de-
manded by such petitioners.

Third ?When legislation has been
adopted as herein provided by the peo-
ple, no legislative body shall the
right to nullify such action without
the consent of the people given at the
polls, and such action by the people
shall be imperative and not subject to
veto.

We demand the free and unrestrict-
ed coinage of silver and gold at the
present legal ratio of Hi to 1, without
waiting for the aid or consent of any
other nation, and we are unalterably

opposed to the policy of the Repub-
lican party in demanding the retire-
ment of greenbacks, and the surrender
to national banks of the sovereign

power of issuing money: and we espe-
cially denounce the avowed attempt
of said party to fasten upon the coun-
try irrevocably and forever the single
gold standard.

We demand a national money, safe
and sound, issued by the General Gov-
ernment only, without the interven-
tion of banks of issue, to be a full legal
tender for all debts, public and pri-
vate; also, a just, co"> t» l,l<* and effi-
cient means of distribution direct to
the people through the lawful disburse-
ments of the Government.

We demand that the volume of cir-
culating medium be speedily increased
to an amount sufficient to meet the
demands of a growing business and
population of the country, and to re-
store the just level of prices of labo:
and production.

We demand such legislation as will
prevent for the future the demonetiza-
tion of any kind of legal tender money
by private contract.

We demand that the Government In
payment of its obligations shall use its
option as to the kind of money in
which they are to b" paid, and we de-
nounce the present and preceding Ad-
ministration for surrendering this op-
tion to the holders of Government ob-
ligations.

We demand that there shall be no
further issue of United States interest*
bearing bond*.

We demand that postal savings banks
be established by the Government for
the safe deposit of the savings ..f the
people, and to facilitate exchange.

We oppose all funding bills calculated
to extend the time for payment of the
Pacific Railroad debt, and we demand
that our Government take the neces-
sary steps to immediately foreclose its
mortgage upon the Central Pacific
Railroad, and collect the debt in full,
and, if necessary, to bid it in at the
sale, and operate the same in the in-

teretft and for the benefit of the peo-
ple.

We demand the construction, owner-

ship and operation of a ship canal
across the isthmus of Nicaragua by the
United States Government or private
corporation.

The war against Spain, compelled by
the sentiments of the people of the
United States in vindication of honor,

duty, humanity and liberty, should be
prosecuted with overwhelming vigor

until the ends for which it was under-
taken have been fully and satisfactor-
ily achieved.

We deprecate the fact, however, that
In order to raise means to prosecute

this war. unjust and unequal systems of
taxation have been adopted by the Re-
publican Congress and Administration,

by which wealth is enabled to escape its
just burdens, shifting the same to the
shoulders of those less able to bear
them.

We further deprecate the fact that in-
terest-hearing bonds have been issued.
Which, although miscalled a ' popular

loan." Will absorb the product of toil
for years to come, and greatly add to
the burdens of the producing classes.

We demand a reform in our system of
taxation to the end that taxes shall so
be laid as to secure as far as possible
eqmtlity of sacrifice: we favor the re-
peal of all poll taxes and demand ex-
emption from taxation of small home-
Stead! and personal property, the
aSnount to be fixed by the Legislature.
We also favor a graduated State income
and inheritance tax.

We also favor the submission to the
people of a constitutional amendment
which will give to counties and muni-
cipal corporations the right to adopt
Bttch B system of taxation for local pur-
p. ses as the people of such locality may
desire.

Labor befits; the support of life, the
right to work is as sacred as the right
to live. We view the ever-increasing
growth of the army of unemployed
wage-earners as a discredit to our civi*
lization and a menace to the Republic;
and we favor such legislation as shall
tend to secure remunerative employ-
ment for every citizen.

We demand the election of United
States Senators by a direct vote of the
people.

We oppose judicial legislation and
government by injunction.

We demand the public ownership of
public utilities and favor the passage

of such laws and constitutional amend-
ments as will facilitate their acquire-

ment.
And to the support of this platform

we pledge each and every candidate
nominated by this convention.

The report was adopted without dis-
sent, and was signed by Milton Carl-
son of Los Angeles (Chairman), H. A.
Mason of Santa Ciara (Secretary), A. B.
Kinne of San Francisco. Burdette Cor-
nell of Oakland, Green Majors of Ala-
meda, A. C. Mouser of San Diego, W.
N. Griswold of San Francisco, C. D.
Cleveland of San Francisco, J. W. War-
buys of Santa Rosa. J. L. Barker of
Santa Barbara, M. EI Dittmar of Shas-
ta, (>. P. Cummings of Fresno, A. R.
Sprague of Los Angeles, John Davis of
Auburn and J. H. McKune.

? WTOR'S BOMB.
Thomas V. Cator threw a bomb into

the camp of the fusionists by introduc-
ing a resolution "that no person shall
be eligible as a candidate unless he be
present and accept the platform just
adopted, or unless he telegraph his ac-
ceptance."

The resolution was reduced to writ-
ing at the request of Delegate Mason.

Dr. Miller of San Francisco made a
jwarm speech, wherein he said: "There
are men who are platforms in them-

'selves. Platforms are often mere mat-
ters of form." (A voice cried, "Not this
one!")

Murphy of Shasta said it would be
unreasenable and ridiculous to nominate
a man before ho accepted the platform.
He said no man in the State is a plat-
form in himself.

Stocking of Pan Diego indorsed the

'last speaker, and said the people would
| not stand the nomination of a man be-
ifore he accepts the platform.

Burdette Cornell said: "I do not un-
derstand the purpose of this resolution
