On ‘the request of the
Cclombian authorities that the good of-
fices of the United States be exercised,
word was sent to our Charge d’Affaires
at Rome to make inquiry into the
status of the case. There appears to
be no disposition on the part of our
Government to interfere in such steps
as Italy may take for the execution of
the award, as we are precluded from
contesting an award made by this Gov-
ernment. At the same time, it is
hoped that Italy may be disposed to
grant sufficient time to the South
American Republic to permit her to pay
the award without suffering the indig-
nity of a seizure of her chief commer-
cial port. As Italy’s purpose is con-
fined to the collection of the award and
has no territorial purposes in view, it
is said that the Monroe doctrine has no
application to the case, but that it is
governed by the rules which applied to
the British seizure of Corinto, when
the British squadron occupied the cus-
tom house until a claim of $75,000 was
settled.

J EXCITEMENT AT DOMINICA.

Resolution Adopted to Make It a
Crown Colony.

ST. THOMAS (D. W. 1.), July 13.—In

OFF JURAGUA, July 12, 8 p. m,,
via Kingston (Jamaica), July 13, 10
a. m.—General Miles said to the corre-
spondent of the Associated Press:

“I have not come down here to com-
mand, and shall probably remain but
a few days. It is too late to make
any changes in the plan of campaign

even if T desired to do so. But I have
no complaint to make. Things seem to
be moving in good shape. I intend to

look over our lines and positions and
study the situation thoroughly, but I
will not interfere in the conduct of the
campaign. This is likely to be the
only trip I shall make to the front.”
The last two days have been the
worst of the campaign, so far as the
weather is concerned. Fierce tropical
thunderstorms have been frequent, with
an almost continuous downpour of rain.
The rifle pits and trenches at the front
have been flooded, and last night few
men in the besieging army were able

to sleep, owing to the amount of water
on the ground.

Troops from the auxiliary cruisers
Yale and St. Paul have been landing
in the rain all day, and have been
going into camp wet and miserable.

KEY WEST (Fla.), July 13. — Ac-
cording to advices from Havana re-
i ceived here to-day Governor General
Blanco attempted to commit suicide
! when he learned beyond doubt that
| Admiral Cervera's squadron had been
annihilated. He was with his staff and
. General Arolas of the Spanish forces,
discussing the news, when he made
: the attempt on his life. After a strug-
| gle he was subdued and disarmed, but
‘ithe shock was so severe that he was
i prostrated and compelled to keep to his
bed for several days. When he arose
| his first order was to prohibit any
food+ supplies leaving Havana for in-
terior towns, where the distress is most
poignant, and where many are starving
| daily.

Jose Blanco, who brings this infor-
mation, further reported that three
weeks ago the Spanish steamers
Montevideo and Santo Domingo crept
out of the harbor at midnight with all
lights out and safely got through the
blockade. The Spanish ships now in
the harbor, he says, are the gunboats
Conde Venadito, Marquise de la En-
senada, Neuva Espana, Filipinas and
Nunez Pinzon, several of which are
unfit for service.

There are also in the harbor a num-
ber of smaller warships of the nature
of converted yachts. The merchant
steamers Josefa, Adola and Maria
Herrera are also in the harbor.

CHARLESTON (S. C.), July 13.—For
some reason known only to the mili-
tary authorities, the third expedition
to Cuba from this city failed to get
off to-day.
