QUESTION.

Chairman Hanna of the Monetary
Commission

Issues a Statement to the Business Men
ot the Country.

The Present Status of the Under-

taking to Secure a Comprehen-

sive Currency Law Encouraging

Beyond What Was Expected.

INDIANAPOLIS, July 24.?Chairman
Hugh H. Hanna of the Monetary Com-
mission has prepared a statement ad-
dressed to the business men of the
United States setting forth the results
©f the work of the commission during

the last session of Congress. He says:
"The present status of undertaking

tto secure a comprehensive currency law
is encouraging beyond what was ex-
pected. In truth, the remarkably
prompt appreciation of the value of
organized effort, and the realization
that the opportunity is at hand, has
resulted in a very gratifying progress.

"The bill as finally agreed upon and
reported to the House has been very
generally approved by almost every-
one supporting the effort to accomplish
comprehensive monetary legislation.
The bill includes all of the elements
recommended by the monetary commis-
sion, but the detail of the method dif-
fers in some respects radically. On the
whole, the bill reported by the com-
mittee is a greater step in the right
direction than the business men had
reason to expect at this early stage in
the progress of the work.

"The passage of this bill will be the
beginning of law for the best currency
in the world. Of cdurse it is possible,
and probable, that there may be objec-
tion to the details of the bill and
changes made before approved by both
houses of Congress, but the encourage-
ment is so great that all business men
who recognize the extraordinary oppor-
tunity are warranted in absolute unity

of effort henceforth to the final suc-
cess of the consummation.

"The avoidance of dissension in dis-
cussion among the friends of this
character of legislation upon the ques-
tion of consideration seemed desirable,
and it became a question of expediency.
While appreciating the force and in-
fluence upon the next election that
?would surely have followed if an af-
firmative action could be had during
the session just closed, the committee
is glad to assert at this period that,
everything considered, the present
status is probably more favorable ,to
ultimate legislation than would have
been the case had a few of the Re-
publicans in the House disapproved the
action sought during the session.

"To measure the present condition it
is only necessary to say that there is
every reason to believe that the Presi-
dent and all the leading Republican
Senators and Congressmen and the 150
members of the House who signed the
petition now stand united in support
of the general principles of the com-
mittee bill. There is every reason to
believe that Mr. Reed will be an earn-
est advocate of monetary 1 gislation.

"There is every reason for tbe m-m-
--bers of this organization to entertain
positive hope and to arouse the most
determined spirit and effort to con-
tinue the struggle so unsuccessfully
made to thi9 stage of the work. It was
well understood that the effort made
for the action in the lower house dur-
ing the session just closed was for the
particular purpose of making a demon-
stration of good faith on the part of
that branch of Congress. This, it was
believed, would inspire new hope and
unite the men in the country in an ef-
fort to secure in the November elec-
tion not only the continuance of the
control by the Republican and sound
money element of the lower hou?e, but
to overcome the majority in the Sen-
ate now held by the financial money
people and thus make sound money
possible. No such legislation can be
enacted until both branches of Con-
gress are In control of the Republicans
and sound money Democrats.

"Plans will be formulated in due
time, in order that the business men
of the country may supplement the
regular organization for work in the
weak legislative and Congressional
Districts. H. H. HANNA."

THE AMERICAN FLAG.

OLDER THAN THAT OF MANY

EUROPEAN COUNTRIES.

Embodies the Softest and the
Strongest Emotions of a

People.

Singularly opportune is a paper read
by Hugh Hastings, the State Historian
of New York, his subject being "Our
Flag." "All that is sentimental in a
nation," says Mr. Hastings, "can be
found in a flag. It embodies the soft-
est and the strongest emotion of a
people." To-day the Stars and Stripes,
or the emblem of our national colors,
are worn by millions of, our people.

In tracing the history of our flag Mr. j
Hastings gives what to many is quite
novel. He tells us that to-day "the
national flag of the United States is I
older than the Hag of many of the old-
est European countries. It is older
than the present Hag of Great Brit-
ain, which was established in 1801;
than the flag of Spain, which was es-

tablished in 1785; than the French tri-
color, decreed In 1794; than the flag
of Portugal, established in 1830; than
the Italian tricolor, established in 1848;
than the flags of the old empires of
China and Japan, and of the empire of
Germany, which represents the sover-
eignty of fourteen distinct States, es-
tablished in 1870."

Before our* Revolution the flags of the
colonies English. In 1051, when
"the English Parliament resurrected
and adopted the old standard of the
cross of St. George as the colors of Eng-

land, the General Court of Massachu-
setts ordered that the English flag be
advanced upon the castle on all neces-
sary occasions. * * * In New Eng-
land, in 1080, the adopted colors were
the cross of St. George, borne on a

white field occupying the whole flag,

the center of the cross emblazoned with
a yellow or green ground over the ci-
pher of the sovereign King James 1."

About the close of the seventeenth
and beginning of the last century sev-
eral mentions of flags are to be found,

with distinguishing emblems, and
American Colonial merchantmen bore
at their mastheads special colors. Then
came the first differences between the
Colonies and the mother country, the
Sons of Liberty showed their zeal in

flying a great variety of flags. At the
battle of Bunker Hill "the colonists had
their own standard, and the gallant
Warren was shot while attempting to
rally his men by reminding them of
the patriotic inscription on their en-
sign. This flag carried a blue field,
with one corner quartered by the red
cross of St. George, in one section of
which was a pine tree."

This pine tree on the flag had a cer-
tain persistency from October, 1775, to
July, 1770. It was generally adopted
by Washington's army, and the "six
schooners lirst eummitsioned by Wash-
ington, and the first vessels commis-
sioned by the United State.-, bailed un-
der this flag.' On October 20, 1775,
Colonel Joseph Heed, Washing-tons

military secretaiy, wrote Colonels
Glover and Muylan as follows: "Pkuse
fix upon some particular color for a flag

or signal by which our vessels may
know one another. What do you say

of a flag with a white ground and a

tree in the middle, the motto An Ap-
peal to Heaven'? This is the flag of
our fluating batteries."
; A white flag, because it is invisible at
\a certain distance, would have rendered

jsuch a color as a signal useless; then,
jagain, any lettering on a flag is illegible

Ifrom the same cause. Nevertheless, in
;a certain way, Reed's suggestion was
jadopted, and several American vessels

icaptured by the English bore the white

jflag with the pine tree. The lettering

jseems to have been subject to changes.

A favorite flag at that time, however,

bore a serpent with the legend, 'Don't
Tread on Me," "Unite ot Die."

"The Gadsden flag, which was pre-
sented to Congress on the Bth of Febru-
aiy, 1770, carried a field of yellow, with
a lively representation in the middle of
a rattlesnake in the attitude of striking.
The Westmoreland County (Pa.) Regi-
ment had a similar flag with a red field;

the First Regiment of Pennsylvania a
tiger flag, with a deep green ground."

That there should be a national flag
did not seem at first to have been
thought a necessity, but after a time a
committee of the Continental Congress
determined that such a national fiag
should be adopted. This committee was
composed of Benjamin Franklin, Thom-
as Lynch, Jr., of South Carolina and
Benjamin Harrison of Virginia. They
held their conference at Cambridge and
decided:

"To retain the King's colors or the
union jack, representing the still rec-
ognized sovereignty of England, but
coupled with thirteen stripes, alternate
red and white, emblematic of the union
of the colonies against the tyranny ;ind

oppression, in place of the royal ensign.
This fiag was first thrown to the In esje

January 3, 177b\ over the camp at Cam-
bridge. Washington two days later, in
a letter to Joseph Reed,says: "We hoist-
ed the Union Flag in compliment to the
United States.' * * * The British
Annual Register,' about this time, con-
tains this paragraph: They [the rebels]
burned the King's speech and changed

their colors from a plain red ground,
which they had hitherto used, to a Hag
with thirteen stripes, as a symbol of
the Union and number of the colonies.' "

The report of the committee is of ,o:ir-
ticular historical interest, for in retain-
ing the colors of the union jack there
is still the recognition of the sovereign-
ty of England. This is a convincing
proof that it was only at the very last
moment that the idea was entertaintd
of an entire and absolute severance
from England.

Where did the stripes come from?
Who originated them? Hugh Hastings
writes that the exact colors of those
stripes at the beginning is by no means
well defined.

"It has been suggested that the
stripes on our flag Wer* derived fr.*n
the national flag of the Netherlands,
adopted as early as 1582. Then, again,
it has been claimed that the idea of our
ensign emanated from the East India
Company's flag. A careful research
fails to elicit the fact what year the
East India Company first adopted the
striped flag, but it is known that in 1704
this company's ensign consisted of thir-
teen alternating red and white stripes,
with the cross of St. George in a white
canton which rested upon the fourth
red stripe."

Such stripes are of very old usage
in heraldry, and that there were
thirteen of them used in the first
American flag was purely accident-
al?that is, as far as resem-
blance goes to the East India Com-
pany's emblem. Sometimes it has been
thought that the stripes perpetuated
George Washington's coat-of-arms, but
Hugh Hastings deems this to be as-
sumption, not substantiated by any
facts. "The author of the Stars and
Stripes is not known, nor is the name
of the person who suggested the shape

and make-up of the fiag." On June 14,
1777, it was resolved by the American
Congress "that the flag of the thirteen
United States be thirteen stripes, alter-
nate white and red; that the union be
thirteen stars, white, in a blue field rep-
resenting a new constellation."

"While Pennsylvania lays claim to the
credit of designing the first official flag

combining the stars and stripes, New
York is entitled to the credit of having
first flung the new banner to the
breeze." The historical evidence of
Hugh Hastings presents confirming this
is most interesting:

"In July, 1777, Colonel Peter Ganse-
voort of Albany was in command at
Fort Stanwix, afterward Fort Schuyler,
N. Y. His garrison consisted of 750
men. When the British officer St. Leger
invested Fort Stanwix, Gansevoort's
command, increased by the arrival of
Colonel Marinus Willet's regiment and
200 men additional of Colonel Wesson's
regiment, was not only without a suf-
ficient supply of ammunition, but was
without a flag. On August 3d, when
St. Leger appeared, Gansevoort's patri-
otic troops started to construct the first
battle flag of the United States of
America on the pattern adopted by the
Continental Congress. The white stripes
were made of shirts that were cut to
pieces for the purpose, bits of scarlet
cloth were sewed together to form the
red stripes, and the blue ground for the
stars was taken from a cloth coat be-
longing to Captain Abraham Swartout
of Dutchess County.

"Up to 1794 the flag was unchanged,
but when in 1791 Vermont was admit-
ted as among the States, and Kentucky
in 1792, two more stars were added,

making the stars fifteen. Then the
chances of making a permanent flag be-
came no longer possible. Finally, in
April, 1818, it was enacted 'that on the
admission of every new State into the
Union one star be added to the union
cf the flag, and that such addition shall
take effect on the 4th of July next suc-
ceeding such admission.' "

There is a general idea of utility in a
flag. It must be so made up as to col-
ors as to be at once distinguishable, and
that of the United States answers all
requirements. As to the want of per-
manency in the flag, for with each addi-
tional State a new star is to be added,
the general appearance of the flag,
however, remains the same. The blue
ground may some day be almost cov-
ered with the white stars, but then
what will be done is to diminish their
contour. It is the blue, the white, the
red that tells, and it will wave before
long, taking the place of the yellow and
the red.?New York Times.
