
HAWAIIANS ARE
VERY JUBILANT.

News of the Proposed Annexation
of the Islands

Received With the Greatest Enthusiasm by

the People.

On the First Reception of the In-

telligence Citizens of the City

of Honolulu Go Simply Wild,

Steam Whistles Were Turned

Loose, and Men Shout and Cheer

Themselves Hoarse.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 27.?The
steamship Mariposa, from Auckland,

Sydney, Apia and Honolulu, arrived to-
day. The Mariposa left Sydney on July
4th, and left Auckland on the tith. She
arrived at Honolulu on the 20th, and
left on the 21st. On July 25th, about
4 p. m., the Mariposa sighted the trans-
port steamer City of Rio Janeiro. The
two vessels hove to, and a small boat
from the transport carried a bag of

mail to the Mariposa. The boat's crew
reported all well on board the Rio. The
troops on board the transport are most-
ly from South Dakota.

The Mariposa brought the following
correspondence to the Associated Press:

HONOLULU, July 2t).? The steam-
ship Coptic arrived from San Fran-
cisco on the evening of the 13th inst.,
with the important news that the
United States Senate had ratified the
Newland's resolution, making Hawaii a
part of the United States. Long be-
fore the vessel reached the harbor it
was known that the steamer brought
annexation news, the information be-
ing signaled to the Mohican. On the
city front and in the city proper the
people were simply wild with enthusi-
asm. Steam whistles were turned loose,

men shouted and cheered until they
could do so no longer. There were gen-
eral handshaking and congratulations
everywhere.

The first annexation news was tele-
phoned to Minister Sewall and the ex-
cutive building from the Mohican. Men
on the warship read the signals from
the Coptic and immediately gave out

the information. As soon as the news

was received up town the fire whistles
were turned on. Whistles of foundries,

mills and 6teamers in the harbor were
turned loose and pandemonium reigned.
Fireworks were set off.

In the midst of the noise 100 guns
were fired on the grounds of the exec-
utive building. At the same time the
Hawaiian band started out and march-
ed through the streets to the wharf,
playing American patriotic airs. An im-
mense procession was formed, and a

march was made to the executive build-
ing.

President Dole was at his beach
home when the steamer was sighted.

He hurried into town, and reached the
wharf as the steamer tied up.

Captain Sealby of the Coptic was
presented with a silver cup by the citi-

zens of Honolulu for bringing the news.
The presentation took place on board
the deck of the Coptic. The cup was a
massive one, handsomely engraved. It
bore the Inscription: "Annexation.
Presented by citizens to Captain In-
man Sealby, R. N. R., who brought

the good news to Honolulu."
The people here have decided not to

have any formal annexation celebra-

tion until the Philadelphia and Admiral

Miller arrive with the flag.
The Ohio, Para, Valencia and Indi-

ana, four vessels of the third fleet of
transports, which returned to Hono-
lulu on account of an accident to the

Indiana, were delayed here about twen-

ty-four hours, and then sailed again

for Manila on the »th. There was
some defect in the boilers of the Indi-

ana.
The Monadnock and the Nero sailed

on the 13th. During the monitor's
stay in port Captain Whiting had con-

siderable changes made ln her con-
densing apparatus, and in means for
ventilating the engine and boiler rooms.
On the trip down the engineers and

firemen suffered greatly from the heat.

The leading men of Honolulu met to-
day and indorsed Harold M. Sewall,

I'nited States Minister to Hawaii, as
their choice for Governor of the isl-

ands. It was generally thought that

President Dole would be appointed to

the office, but according to the popular

feeling, as represented at the meeting

to-day, Sewall will be the man.
William Sullivan, a Corporal of Com-

pany L, Minnesota Volunteers, is dead

here. When the last fleet of transports

passed through here he was left at the

local hospital for treatment for typhoid

fever. He received the best of care,
but on the 17th death ensued.

The Committee of the Annexation

Club and the Executive Council have
held sessions daily, and have arranged

the official program of exercises, sub-

ject, of course, to any changes Admiral
Miller may suggest.

In the morning there will be a com-
bined naval and military parade, con-
sisting of men from the warships and

-the full strength of the National Guar-1.

After parading the principal streets, the
procession will move to the Government
building, where President Dole, the
Cabinet, Admiral Miller and staff, Min-
ister Sewall, Consul General Hayw I
and others will be grouped. The liter-
ary exercises will first take place, to-
gether with the singing of patriotic
American airs. President Dole will

then deliver an address, and 'Hawaii
Foni" will be sung and a salute of

twenty-one guns fired as the Hawaiian
flag is lowered.

The audience will then sing the "Star-
Si>angled Banner" to the music of the
band, when Admiral Miller will hoist
the Stars and Stripes, which will be
saluted by twenty-one guns. If Pres-
ident McKinley sands a proclamation, it
will be read by Adrpiral Millerprevious
to the hoisting 1 of Old Glory.

Minister Sewall, Consul General Hay-

wood and others will deliver short ad-
dresses, and the ceremony will close
with the presentation by President Dole
of an American flag to the Hawaiian
National Guard. The flag is the orig-
inal silk one used by the Boston's bat-
talions in 1803, when the warship was
here.

In the evening there will be a grand
display of fireworks, and the Govern-
ment buildings will he illuminated on
a magnificent scale. A banquet will be
tendered to Admiral Miller, and a bail
will follow at the opera-house.

The citizen® have subscribed $15,000
for the day's- celebration, and the most
important event in the history of the
islands will be celebrated with a mag-

nificence worthy of the occasion.
Returning steamers from the other

islands all report a vociferous reception
of the news of annexation, and scenes
similar to the one which occurred in
Honolulu occurred. Preparations were
at once made in all the towns to offi-
cially celebrate the raising of the Sta;s

and Stripes by Admiral Miller in this
city.

Spectators are already cornering the
supply of Hawaiian coins and postage

stamps, which are sure to be of value
in a few years.

The banks have commenced to use
the war stamps on checks and drafts,

a consignment having been sent down
on the Coptic.

After the receipt of the news of an-
nexation. President Dole said to the
Associated Press correspondent: "I
think the status will go on just as it
it is now until Congress has had time
to fix it permanently. I feel confident
that all Hawaiians who are voters now
will continue to be so. I think that
the legislation by Congress will be slow.
The pran nt system will be kept up for
some time. There will be some hesi-
tation about making radical changes.

"I have strong hopes that the land
policy will not be interrupted. Congress

will most probably pass a supplemen-

tary Act, which will allow our land
system to go on. This, it is probable,
from my knowledge of affairs, will be
carried out. Senator Morgan said
when he was here that the system we
have is better for us than the American
system, and Morgan Is one of our best
friends.

"The news of annexation consum-
mates the efforts and the main policy
of the present Government from the
time when it was initiated as 'provis-
ional' through the time when it was
recognized by the great states of the
earth to the time when it has been re-
oeived into the bosom of the greatest
Republic and one of the most powerful
states that the world has ever
known."

The Council of State has pardoned
more than 200 prisoners, most of whom
weie under sentence for taking part in
the uprising of IM>.>. The men have
had liberty under parole. The pardon
restores their civil rights.

The Board of Immigration has de-
cided to allow the planters to import
2,875 Japanese laborers. Most of the
men will be for new plantations. The
planters are in doubt as to the stand
Japan will take now that Hawaii is a
part of the United States. Some believe
that her officials will not allow any
further immigration to this country.

A member of the Cabinet was asked
what effect annexation would have
on the Japanese emigration muddle,
and what was its present status. The
reply was that the whole matter had
been transferred to Washington some
time ago, and it was probable that the
Hawaiian authorities would hear no
more of it.

Mr. Shimamura, the Japanese Min-
ister resident, left for Yokohama on the
14th. Several months ago he applied
for leave to visit his home. His re-
quest was granted. His going at this
time has no political significance

whatever, though he says that annex-
ation will do away with a Minister res-
ident and allow Hawaii only a Consul
General.

SENT TO AN INSANE ASYLUM.

The Mind of a Dentist Who En-

listed in the Navy Affected.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 27.?1. Green
of Portland,' Or., who shipped as a
stoker on th.c Monadnock, was sent to
insane asylum on the 12th instant.
Green is a doctor of dental surgery and
was in lucrative practive when the
war broke out. He has a brother who
graduated at the Annapolis Naval Aca-
demy, and is with the fleet that is in-
vading Santiago. He was examined
as to his insanity by Drs. Emerson,
Herbert and Steele, and on their re-
port was sent to the insane asylum.
It i9believed that the rest he will get
the-re and the care he will receive will
speedily restore him.

Green's condition is the result of ex-
sflive heat of the fire-room, and from

a fall from a hammock.

Body of Miss Allen Recovered.

STOCKTON, July 27.?The body of
Miss Allen of Vallejo, who was drown-
ed in Middle River recently while on
her was to Stockton in a small sloop,

was found last evening by Thomas G.
T. Griswold about a mile below the
place where the drowning occurred.
The remains were brought to Stockton
this evening.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 27.?D. Stal-

tard, a switchman in the employ of
the Southern Pacific Company, fired
two shots at his wife to-day. Both
shots took effect, one striking in the
muscles of the back and the other in
the right shoulder. Neither wound Is
considered dangerous, however, and
it is- believed Mrs. Stallard will re-
cover. The shooting occurred in a
cheap eating house. The couple sepa-
-1 some time ago and have had fre-
quent differences and the shooting was
the result of one of these quarrels.

STAGE ROBBERY.

Bandits Make Way With Both the
Treasure Boxes.

CAHTO, July 27.?Advices from the
stage line driver from Ukiah give the
meager details of a robbery of both
treasure boxes last night near Mendo-
cino City. The method of the robbery
was novel, and for originality eclipses
any of "Black Bart's" famous cun-
ning. A tree waa felled across the

stage road for the purpose of blockade.
When the driver approached the ob-
struction he was unable to get by and
was compelled to tie the stage up and
seek assistance to cut the tree out.
During an absence of thirty minutes
to a farmhouse the robbery was com-
mitted. The robbers successfully cov-
ered up all visible trace of their pres-
ence. It is said a large amount of coin
was in transit. There is no clue.

OUTLAWS KILLED.

Deputy Marshals Break Up a Gang
of Desperadoes.

KANSAS CITY, July 27.?A special
to the "Star" from Eufala, I. T., says:

In two distinct battles with Deputy
Sheriffs, a gang of cattle thieves and
outlaws, which have disturbed the
Cherokee and Creek Nations for a long
time, were destroyed.

The first fight occurred six miles east
of Checotah, and resulted in one out-
law, a half-breed Cherokee, named
Petit, being mortally wounded; David
Greathouse, an ex-member of the
French gang, slightly wounded and
captured, and one, Cawhorn, captured.

Later the remainder of the gang were
intercepted near Braggs, Cherokee Na-
tion, by Deputy Marshal Ledbetter and
a posse, and all of the outlaws killed:
These latter were Goldsby, brother of
Cherokee Bill; Mose Miller and the fa-
mous "Pickalow Bill."

A Serf's Forethought.
Count Scheremetef, an immensely

wealthy and powerful Russian noble
who lived in the early part of this
century, had among his serfs a man
named Schalouchine, who had amassed
an enormous fortune. He had offered
as much as $250,000 for his freedom,
but in vain. One day Scheremetef gave
a dinner party, and to his disgust there
were no oysters to begin the banquet
with. "They were not to be had at
any price," replied the steward. At
that moment Schalouchine was ushered
in among the guests, and Scheremtef
bullied him as usual. "Your freedom,"
he yelled, "you cannot have it if you
offered a million of rubles. A million,
phsaw! a few dozen oysters would be
worth more than that to me at this
moment." "Do I understand, then, my
lord, that you would grant me my
freedom if I procured them for you?"
"Yes," was the answer. Schalouchine
had brought a barrel of oysters, having
heard of the dinner. The deed of free-
dom was immediately signed, Schalou-
chine took his place among the guests,

and his descendants are not only the
wealthiest bankers in Russia, but were
ennobled about a quarter of a century
ago.?London Illustrated News.
