London Saturday
Rcebertson’s performance of Hamlet has
a continuous charm, interest ani va- |
riety which are the result not only of |
his well-known familiar grace and ac- |

complishment as an actor, but of a
genuine delight—the rarest thing on
our stage—in Shakespeare’s art, and a
natural familiarity. with the plane of
his imagination. He does not super-
stitiously worship William; he enjoys
him and understands his methods of ex-
pression. Instead of cutting every line
that can possibly be spared, he retains
every gem, in his own part or any one
eise's, that he can make time for in a
spiritedly brisk performance lasting
three hours and a half with very short
intervals. He does not utter half a line;
then stop to act; then go on with an-
other half line; and then stop to act
again, with the clock running away
with Shakespeare’s chances all the
time. He plays as Shakespeare should
be played, on the line and to the line,
with the utterance and acting simul-
taneous, inseparable, and, in fact, iden-
tical.

Not for a moment is he solemnly con-
scious of Shakespeare’s reputation, or
of “Hamlet’s” momentousness in liter-
ary history; on the contrary, he
livers us from all these boredoms in-
stead of heaping them on us. We for-
give him the platitudes, so engagzingly
are they delivered. His novel and as-
tcnishingly effective and touchi
treatment of the final scene is an in-
spiration, from the fencing match on-
ward. If only Fortinbras could also be
inspired with sufficient force and bril-

ng

liancy to rise to the warlike splendor
of his helmet, and make straight for
that throne like a man who intended
to keep it against all comers, he would
leave nothing to be desired. How
many generations of Hamlets, all
thirsting to outshine their competitors
in effect and originality, have regarded
Fertinbras, and the clue he

this kingly death for Hamlet, as ¢
wildly unpresentable blunder of the
poor foolish old swan, than w hom they
all knew so much better! How sweetly
they have died in that faith to slow
music, like Little Nell in “The Oid Cu-
riosity Shop!” And now how completely
Forbes Robertson has bowled them all
out by being clever enough to be sim-
ple.

But while Mozart is thus
honored in the opera-houses, his con-
cert music is neglected, though thexe
is so much of it—43 symphonies,
sonatas and 31 concertos for plano,
quartets, etc.

Music teaching is supposed to
be one of the most exhausting and
nerve destroying of professions, but
Joachim has played and taught all
these years without suffering any more
than did Spohr or Liszt, who also reach-
ed an advanced age in harness. Liszt,
however, did not play in public the last
forty years of his life, except at an oc-
casional charity concert.

San Francisco, July 30th.

Wheat futures were lower, but not ac-
tive; spot is dull and unchanged; the
Chicago market was lower for July and
steady on futures. Receipts of tlour to-
day were over 35,000 quarters, nearly all
from Stockton for the China trade. Bar-
ley is lower for both spot and futures.
Nothing new in oats; trading is of a
hand-to-mouth nature and prices do not
change. Corn is easy at previous prices.

Considerable hay arrived to-day, in-
cluding four cars from Oregon and one
from Nevada: the market was rather
soft. Bran and middlings are easy at
unchanged prices.

The Sacramento River boat was very
late to-day, and fruit from that source
missed the day’'s trade and prices were
uncertain. A great deal of the fruit of-
fering was held-over stock. Berries are
higher.

There was quite a lot of butter in by
the Humboldt steamer, and in the ab-
sence of any improvement in the local
demand the market was no better. Deal-
ers talk all sorts of prices on ranch eggs,
sales being reported even higher than
our figures; store eggs do not improve in
price and they continue dull.
