The lron Chancellor Has Passed
Away.

Germany's Greatest Statesman Has Joined
the Unknown.

3}iis Death Causes a Surprise in
Furope, the Bulletins of His
Physician Leading the Public
to Believe That His Condition
Was Improving.

BERLIN, July 30.—Prince Bismhrck
died shortly before 11 o’clock to-night.
Details of the death of Prince Bismarck
are obtained with difficulty, because of
the lateness of the hour, the isolation
of the castle and the strenuous endeav-
ors of the attendants of the family to
prevent publicity being given to what
they consider private details.

The death of the ex-Chancellor comes
as a surprise to all Europe. Despite the
family’s denials, there was an unaer
current of apprehension when the sink-
ing of the Prince was first announced,

inspired more by what the family left
unpublished than by any information
given. But when the daily bulletins

chronicled improvement in the Prince’s
condition, detailed his extensive bills of
fare and his devotion to his pipe, the
pubiic accepted Dr. Schweningers as-
sertion that there was no reason why
Bismarck should not reach the
ninety.

The reports were deemed to be a repe-
tition of the alarm that Prince Bis-
marck was in extremis, which had been

oft repeated in the past. All of the
Saturday papers in Europe dismissed
Bismarck with a paragraph, nothing

important, while his condition was com-
pletely overshadowed in the English
papers by the Prince of Wales’ condi-
tion.

It appears that ex-Chancellor’'s
death was not precipitated by sudden
complications, but was rather the cul-
mination of chronic neuralgia
of the face and inflammation of the
veins, which kept him in constant pain,
and was borne with the iron ftorti-
tude which might have been expected.

The beginning of the end dates from
July 20th, when the Prince was con-
fined to his bed. He had been several
days prostrated before an inkling of his
decline reached the world.

Ile pe-
rused the papers daily and this was one
reason why the family deprecated the
alarming reports as to his health. The
French press showed unabated enmity
when discussing his possible death.

The “Temps” compared his end with
that of CGladstone, remarking that,
though the British statesman had failed
in his policy and had compromised bhis
party, he died regretted by all on ac-
count of the grandeur of his moral in-
fluence; whereas, Prince Bismarck,
whose life had been successful, would
perish execrated by many, even in Ger-
many, and inquired grimly: “What
sort of a funeral will be given him by
the millions of socialists who have been
hatched by his tyrannical laws?”

The "“Lokal Anzeiger” publishes a dis-
patch from Freidrichsruhe, saying that
Dr. Schweninger was present when
Prince Bismarck died, having arrived
from Berlin at 10:30 o’clock. The
Prince was unconscious for several
hours before the end came, and his
breath almost failed repeatedly. He
died without a struggle.

His fa-
ther, Karl Wilhelm Ferdinand von Bis-
marck, was Captain in the royal body
guard of Prussia, and died in 1845. His

The
Bismarck family has been known for
upward of five centuries, during which
period several members of it were
prominent chiefly as military men un-
der the Electors of Brandenburg and
the Kings of Prussia. Otto von Bis-
marck was one of six children, the two
eldest and the youngest of whom died
in infancy. In 1832 he studied juris-
prudence and political science at Got-
tingen. Toward the end of 1833 he en-
tered the University of Berlin, and
was admitted to the bar in June, 1835.
In 1836-37 he was referendaryat Aix-la-
Chapeile and Potsdam. He served his
vears of military duty partly in the lat-
ter ity (1837) and partly in Greifs-
wald (I838), where he familiarized
himself with the science of husbandry.
In 1847 he attended the first united
diet at Berlin in his capacity of dis-
trict delegate of the nobility at the diet
of the province of Saxony, and became
known as an able and vehement op-
ponz=at of liberal reforms. In 1848,
after the first storm of the revolution,
he participated in the gathering of the
rural robility in Berlin, known under
the rickname of the Junker Parlia-
ment, and wrote in favor of the feudal
party in the newly established Kreuz-
zeitung., In 1849-50, as a member of
the second chamber of the Prussian
Diet, b= urged increased powers for the
monarchy, and the consolidation of the
German nationtlity by the joint action
of Prussia and Austria.

SPAIN NOT VICTORIOUS.

It Is Now Becoming Evident to the
Spaniards.

MANILA, July 25 (via Hongkong,
July 30).—The Spaniards are gradually
realizing that Spain has not been vie-
{ torious; that the expected reinforce-
{ ments are not coming, and that the
{contest is utterly hopeless. The insur-
are in overwhelming numbers,
and the Spaniards can only obtain the
bare necessities of life.

Only a fortnight ago Spanish national
pride was rampant, but now it is merg-
ing into indignation at Spain’'s feeble-
ness and regret that they were
Spaniards. While they will never sur-
render without a fight, the Spanish of-
ficers will jump at the first honorable
opporiunity to surrender. They fear
national disgrace too much to give in
without a fight.

The fighting in the suburbs is desul-
tory, and the Americans are idle. This
has given rise to a report that they had
determined to suspend operations until
September, and by that time peace will
probably be concluded. Then, it is as-
serted here, the Americans may per-
manently annex the Caroline Islands
and the Ladrone Islands, and possibly
abandon the Philippines, with the ex-
ception of keeping a coaling station
lere.

Although the insurgents have re-
doubled their efforts they have hitherto
been unable to capture the citadel. On
the other hand, the Spaniards are not
able to re-establish their suzerainty.
