
CALIFORNIA'S PROGRESS.

STATE OFFICERS' REPORTS FOR

TWO YEARS.

Interesting Facts Concerning

Funds, Schools and Other Im-

portant Matters.

As the period of another State cam-
paign is approaching, and as the
masses of the population are inter-
ested in the progress of the State dur-
ing the past two years, particularly
Bince Hawaiian annexation and other
developments in history make Califor-
nia an interesting section of the United
Sitates to thousands thrcughout "bo

\u2666world, It is interesting to notice what
progress* the State has made during
the fiscal year that closed on June 30th,
as well as during the year that closed
June 30, 1897.

It should be borne in mind that all
State officials in California make their
reports every two years, for which rea-
son the data pertaining- to 1887 are new
to the public.

A "Record-Union" reporter went to
the various heads of departments a few
days ago to ascertain what progress
was being made in the business of
preparing their biennial reports to the
Governor, but there was much diffi-
culty in getting late data, owing to the
fact that the closing of the State
Printing Office had left the question
of printing the reports in doubt and
confusion. It was the general opinion
that the* reports cannot be printed until
the Legislature meets and passes some
suit of legislation providing for print-
ing the reports. However, owing to

the courtesy of the departments vis-
ited ?such of them as have made total
footings ? the following interesting

facts were gleaned:
The Controller's office, of course,

shows the general flew of the revenue
current, and from the advance figures
of that report already tabulated it ap-
pears that the total receipts for the
fiscal year ending June 3<J, 1890, were
;>7,048.025.23, and that the disburse-
ments were $8,068,457.84. The total
receipts from July 1, 1807, to July 1,
1898, were $7,795,239.86, and the dis-
bursements for the same period were
(8,181,863.94. The total value of real
property for 1897 appears as *«'??"> 1.--?"».-
--114; improvements, f289,867,020; total
value of personal property, $120,592,-
--875. The grand total valuation of all
property in the State appears as fl,-
U59.814.856. The tax levy for State
purposes during 1897 amounted to a

total of and the total
amount collected was $5,107,547.00. The
figures for IS9S are not yet tabulated
on these headings.

PUBLIC INSTRUCTION.
One of the most interesting depart-

ments in the State is that of Public In-
struction, particularly since the Cali-
fornia system of school maintenance
has recently attracted attention all over
the country as the most perfect extant.
The figures in this department are al-
ready quite complete, and the tabu-
lated headings are of particular inter-
est. As the number of school edifices

constructed during a given era shows
the amount of pioneer work, as well
as something about the increase of

population, it is interesting to note the
fact that ninety-two new schoolhouses

were built in 1897 and 100 during 1898.

The total amount expended in 1897 for

sites and furniture was. in round num-
bers, half a million dollars. The fol-
lowing interesting figures show the

facts concerning census children dur-
ing the periods embraced in the report:
Total census children in 1897, 340.9.> L;

for 1818, 347,020. This is an increase
of 1.95 per cent.

As it is well known that the high

schools of the State have made great

progress during the past decade, de-

pending for their organization and sup-
port upon the votes of citizens in the
communities affected, it is interesting

to note the fact that th? growth of
high schools has been healthful, and

that in many places children have been

extended the opportunity to obtain a
high school education. The growth of

high schools in the State is thus shown
by Superintendent Black: 1895, 87;
1890, 98: 1597, 104; 189S, 110.

This report shows that direct taxa-
tion is popular in the local districts
that have established high schools.
There is a prospect that the growth

this year will be marked In the same
direction.

It appears by the report that Cali-
fornia still keeps up her reputation as
a State that spends money for educat-
ing children. It appears that the ex-
penditures have been as follows: 1890,
.54.*4.000; 1897, $500,000, and in 189S a
total reaching nearly $000,000.

The increase in the number of school
districts in the State is shown by the
following tabulated statement: 1895,
B. 182; 1890, 3,243; 1897, 3,270; 1898. 3,-
DOL

The total expenditures in county

taxes and State apportionment for the

years named appear as follows: 1895,
15,683,908.00; 1806, $5,801,759.47; 1897.
$0.547,747.60; 1898, about $6,000,000.

The total apportionment of school
moneys disbursed from the office is
shown by the following figures: 1895,
$2,829,057.40; 1890, $3,043,810.00; 1897,
$2,943,310.10; 1898, $3,100,072.72.

STATE LIBRARY.
Another interesting report is that of

the State Librarian. By this report it
appears that the number of volumes in
the library has increased during the
last two years from 100,618 to 107,010.
It appears, also, that a Boston book
house has orders for law books aggre-
gating a value of $1,600. Since April
Ist Librarian Coombs has added 840
volumes, at a cost of $560. He says
that he finds most of the books of the
library such as were selected with good
judgment. He urges the necessity of a
OA w inventory, as that of 1890 shows
that 5,496 books had been lost, and
that they were probably stolen. Since
the Ist of May his forces have been
making the inventory required by law.
at an increased cost, but still at a total
cost of more than $125 a month less
than the cost of conducting the de-
partment under the old running ex-
penses.

It is recommended that the "diction-
ary" system of catalogues be enforced,
rather than the present system of in-
dexing books under their author's
names only. Complaint is made that'
there are a great many people who
abuse the privileges of the library and
who fail to return the books in the two
weeks required. The Librarian has
found it hard to get people to live up
to the rule, as many look upon his
discipline as an unwarranted innova-
tion. To reform matters, he has chang-
ed the receipt system so that State
officers are liable for all books sent out
on request bearing their indorsement.

He asks that the law department be
removed to a part of the building where
it can be opened at later hours for the
accommodation of the public and their
lawyers, as the present quarters are
inconvenient and require the opening
of the entire library every time the
law department is opened to the bar.
He also asks that the law be changed
so that the Librarian may determine,
according to the value and use of the
book taken, how .long it shall be kept
out of the library.
