JOLLY TIMES AT THE SUMMIT
SODA SPRINGS.

Dr. David Starr Jordan Leost in the
Mountains—A Thunder
Storm.

SUMMIT SODA SPRINGS, Aug. 12.—
The people of Sacramento will be anx-
ious to hear from this beautiful spot
in the high Sierras because our towns-
people constitute the largest portion
of the visitors here, and practically take
charge of affairs at this place. There is
no lull in the jollity from early morning

till late at night, and when everybody -

retires and accommeodating “Bob” puts
out the lights the weary guests are
