The Republican County Convention
Was called to order yesterday at 1 p.
m., in the Clunie Opera-house by A.
J. Brunei-, who said there was never a
time in the history of the Republican
party when its prospects were brighter
than they are now. The war has closed
and the Administration has the confi-
dence of the people. Sacramento
County should see to it that the in-
dorsement of the Administration is
hearty and unmistakable.

Nominations being called for, C. N.
Post was placed in nomination for tem-
porary Chairman, and elected by accla-
mation.

He said that the auguries of the
past two years for the Republican par-
ty have been happily fulfilled. Many
important events have happened in that
time and the administration of the af-
fairs of recent date has placed William
McKinley among the intellectual giants
of the world Driven into war, the
United States has demonstrated that
her place is among the greatest nations
of the world. In late affairs the Dem-
ocrats have been as patriotic as the
Republicans and he had no wish to
detract from their fame, but the ad-
ministration of affairs has been by the
Republican party and it has gained
the confidence and approval of the peo-
ple of the country.

The Republican party has progressed
steadily along the line of its princi-
ples, while the opposing elements are
now trying to form a fusion of three
diverse and incongruous elements, to
cram down the throat 3of those who
call themselves Democrats from prin-
ciple. He hoped that, whatever the
outcome of the convention's nomina-
tions, that those who were disappoint-
ed would join heart and hand to se-
cure the triumph of the party. Its
past is secure and he had no fears
for its future. " He thanked them for
the honor done him.

Nominations for temporary Secre-
taries were Charles K. Lipman. Max
Ginsberg. J. W. Greenlaw, J. J. Cahill,
George Hotchkiss. L. H. Spalding, Will-
iam Alvord. T. J. Measure and Will-
iam Collins and they were all elected to

serve as temporary Secretaries.
William Lampert moved that a com-

mittee of seven be appointed by the
chair for Organization and Order of
Business. Carried.

W. A. Anderson moved the appoint-
ment of a committee of five on plat-
form and resolutions. Carried.

Jay R. Brown moved the appointment
of a committee of five on credentials.
Carried.

A. J. Bruner moved that all resolu-
tions presented be referred to the Com-
mittee on Platform and Resolutions
without debate and afterwards amend-
ed it that they should be returned to

the convention for full and free de-
bate, in compliance with an amend-
ment by J. J. Campbell that all resolu-
tions presented be allowed full and
fair debate in the convention.

AT WORK AGAIN.
The half-hour stretched to an hour

before the convention was called to
order again.

The Committee on Credentials re-
ported, with very few additions, the
names aheady published in the "Rec-
ord-Union" as elected, the changes be-
ing the proxies. The report was adopt-
ed.

The Committee on Permanent Organ-
ization and Order of Business reported
as follows:

PLATFORM AND RESOLUTIONS.

Chairman Anderson read the report

of the Committee on Platform and Res-
olutions, as follows:

OUR SOLDIERS IN HONOLULU.

WHAT A SACRAMENTO VOLUN-
TEER HAS TO SAY.

Notes of a Trip on One of the
Transports En Route to

Manila.

H. S. Strachan of this city has re-
ceived the following very interesting
letter from his son, Sergeant Hugh M.
Strachan. a member of the Signal
Corps who enlisted in Sacramento:

Honolulu (H. L), Aug. 1, 18i>8.
Dear Father: We arrived here yester-

day morning, and came ashore after
breakfast. I wrote you when we were
a couple of days out, so you know of

ithe beginning of our tour. We had a
very pleasant trip, much unlike the
rough voyage across the Atlantic. In
fact, the Pacific Ocean is calmer than
the great lakes.

We had a great deal of spare time to
ourselves on the steamer, and the sig-
nalmen took advantage of it by study-

I ing, for this is the branch of the ser-
jvice that requires a great deal of
jstudy. We are expected to have a
jknowledge of most all military regula-
j tions, besides our own work, which in-
| eludes telegraphy, electricity, pho-
) tography, heliograph, flag signaling,
etc.
I But to go on with the account of our
| trip. We had a few sick cases aboard.
| Two or our Signal Corps men, both
Ifrom North Carolina, were placed in
I the Queen's Hospital here, and I guess
I they won't go any farther with us, since
i we expect to leave on Wednesday, Au-

gust 3d.
Private Jenks, Company L, North

Dakota Infantry, died of pneumonia on
July 2Gth and was.' buried with military

honors on the 27th. The funeral at
: sea was very impressive, and one which
;we will not soon forget. The soldiers
\ were lined up by companies, and as
jthe corpse, wrapped in the Stars and

Stripes', was brought out and placed
on a slab near the rail, heads were un-

' covered. The Chaplain made a short
address, the quartet then sang "Near-

; er. My God, to Thee," the last sad rites
i were pronounced, the body was slid into
\ the water, the firing squad fired three
jvolleys, taps were sounded, the band
!played "My Country, 'Tis of Thee,"

and the funeral was over.
This sad event was the only thing

j that marred the pleasantness of our
\u25a0: voyage to Honolulu. Honolulu has
iproved to be a very agreeable surprise
jto most of us. Its inhabitants are the
most hospitable people I have ever been
amonr;. They are delighted with the
soldier*, are very patriotic, and all

jseem to be strong annexationists,

j On questioning a little, copper-colored
jfeliow in regard to his nationality, he
jpromptly replied: "Me American now."
IHis chum broke in by saying: "No, him
IHawaiian." But No. 1 wouldn't have
it that way, and repeated: "No, no,

jme American."
The residence portion of the town is

jforeign in every respect to our ways.
I Thick foliage encircles each house, and
: the dwellings are pretty little wooden
ibuildings. It seems as though nearly
I every one here is the owner of a horse,
i and there are large livery stables. The
jstreets are all macadamized and in
; first-class shape. The '98 bicycles are
| in abundance.

The customs of the business portion
\u25a0of the city are American, English,
IChinese, native and any other nation-
| ality you may wish for. When the
itroopships arrive here the soldiers are

given a substantial reception in the
!form of a dinner, and we got ours to-
? day. We ate beneath the tropical trees
\u25a0 in the palace grounds, and it is need-
; less to add that we all enjoyed it im-

mensely. Our little (?) party consisted

' of about 900 men.
The palace is a large stone building

j (not as large as the Capitol), and there-
jin all Government business is trans-
: acted. Pictures of the Hawaiian Kings
j and Queens (including Queen "Lil")
: adorn the walls. Native soldiers guard
j the entrances to the palace grounds,
iThese men are very neat in appear-
{ance and well drilled. Privates receive

$35 a month. The Hawaiian flag still
floats over the palace, and will con-

i tinue to do so until the Philadelphia

' arrives and the flag-raising takes place.
Most all business blocks are built of

'stone. The Masonic Temple is a fine
! stone building. There are also stone

jchurches. AH kinds of tropical fruits
! grow in abundance, and the boys are
| not overlooking it by any means. Pine-
! apples, especially, are delicious, and are
I recommended, so we are paying most
i attention to them, being careful not to
! harm ouraarves with the others.
| Gin is tne favorite drink here, and
as the Red Cross Society warned us to

! dunk no other liquor we have heeded, the warning. I met an old Sacramentan,
; an ex-member of the Sacramento Ath-
jletic Club, this morning, and he was
delighted to hear all the news from
Sacramento.

I STATE OF CALIFORNIA,
Executive Department.

Sacramento. July 36, 1898.
Whereas, The Legislature of the State

of California, at its thirty-second session,
beginning on the Fourth day of January,
A. D., IM'T. two-thirds of all'ehe members
elected to each of the two houses of said
Legislatu-e voting in favor thereof, pro-
posed the following described amendments
to the Constitution of the State of Cali-
fornia, to-wit:

Amendment Number One.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 41.) t .

A resolution to propose to the people OI
the State of California an amendment to
Section Eighteen of Article Eleven of tho
Constitution, in relation to revenue and
taxation, by which it is proposed to
amend said section to read as follow*:

Section IS. No county, city, town, town-
ship, board of education or school district
si.ail incur any indebtedness or liability
in any manner or for any purpose exceed-
ing in any year the IttCOfae and revenue
piovided for it for such year, without the
assent of two-thirds ol tiie qualified elect-
ors thereof, voting at an » lection to be
held for that purpose, nor unless before,

or at the time of incurring such Indebted-
ness, provision shall be made for the col-
lection of an annual tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such indebtedness as it
falls due, and also provision to constitute
a sinking fund for the pavmeni of the
principal thereof on or before maturity,
which -hall not exceed forty years fl m
the time of cantracting tin- same; pro-
vided, however, that the City and County
of San Francisco may at any time pay tne
unpaid claims with interest thereon for
materials furnished to and work done for
said city and county during the forty-
third and forty-fourth fiscal years, cut of
the income and revenue of any succeeding
year or years; provided, that any and all
claims for making, repairing, altering, or
for any work done upon or for any mate-
rial furnished for any street, lane, alley,
court, place, or sidewalk, or for tin* con-
struction of any sewer or sewers in sal I
city and county," are hereby excepted from
the provisions of this section; and in de-
termining: any claim permitted to be paid
by this section, no statute of limitations
shall apply in any manner; and provided
further, that the City of VallejOj in So-
lano County, may pay its existing indebt-
edness incurred in the construction of its
water works, whenever two-thirds of the
electors thereof voting at an election held
for that purpose shall so decide. Any in-
debtedness or liability incurred contrary
to this provision, with the exception here-
inbefore recited, shall be void.

Amendment Number Two.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 10.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding a
new section, to be known and designated
as Section Seven and one-half. Article
Eleven thereof, providing for the framing
by the inhabitants of counties of local
county government Acts for their own
government. The said proposed new sec-
tion to read as follows:

Section 7%. The inhabitants of any
county may frame a county government
Act for their own government, relating to

the matters hereinafter specified, and con-
sistent wdth, and subject to, the Constitu-
tion and laws of this State, by causing a
board of fifteen freeholders, who have
been, for at least live years, qualified
electors of such county, to be elected by
the qualified electors of such county, at
any general or special election, whose
duty it shall be within ninety days after
such election to prepare and propose a
county government Act for such county,
which shall be signed in duplicate by the
members of such board, or a majority of
them, and returned, one copy thereof to
the Board of Supervisors or other legisla-
tive body of such county, and the other
copy to be sent to th.- recorder of deeds
of the county. Such proposed county gov-
ernment Act shall then tie published in
two papers of general circulation In such
county, or if there he not two such pa-
pers, then in one only, for at least twenty
days, and within not less than thirty days
after such publication it shall be submit-
ted to the qualified electors of such coun-
ty, at a general or special election, and if
a majority of such qualified electors vot-
ing thereon shall ratify the same it shall
thereafter be submitted to thel Legislature
for its rejection or approval, as a whole,
without power of alteration or amend-
ment, and if approved by a majority of
the members elected to each house, it
shall be the county government Act or"
such county, and shall in such case be-
come the organic law thereof and super-
sede any existing county government Act,
and all amendments thereof, and all spe-
cial laws inconsistent with such county-
government Act.

A copy of such county government Act.
certified by the President of the Board of
Supervisors or other legislative body of
such county, and authenticated by the
seal of such county, setting forth the sub-
mission of such county government Act to
the electors, and its ratification by them,
shall be made in duplicate and deposited,
one in the office of the Secretary of State,
the other, after being recorded in the of-
fice of the recorder of deeds in the coun-
ty, among the archives of the county.

All courts shall take judicial notice
thereof. The county government Act so
ratified may be amended, at intervals of
rot less than two years, by proposals
therefor, submitted by the legislative au-
thority of the county, to the qualified
electors thereof, at a general or special
election held at least forty days after the
publication of such proposals for twenty
days in a newspaper of general circula-
tion in such county, and ratified by at
least three-fifths of the qualified electors
voting thereon, and approved by the
Legislature as herein provided for the ap-
proval of the county government Act. In
submitting any such county government
Act any alternative article or proposition
may be presented for the choice of the
voters, and may be voted on separately
without prejudice to others.

It shall be competent in all county gov-
ernment Acts framed under the authority
given by this section to provide for the
manner in which, the times at which, and
the terms for which the several township
and county officers, other than Judges of
the Superior Court, shall be elected or
appointed: for Cielr compensation; for
the number of such officers, for the con-
solidation or segregation of offices, for the
number of deputies that each officer shall
have, and for the compensation payable
to each of such deputies, for the manner
in which, the times in which, and the
terms for which the members of all
beards of election shall be elected or op-
pointed; and for the constitution, regula-
tion, compensation and government of
such boards, and of their clerks and at-
taches: also, to prccribe the manner and
method by which all elections by the peo-
ple shall be conducted: and may in addi-
tion determine the tests and conditions
upon which electors, political parties and
organizations may participate in any pri-
mary election.

Whenever any county has, in the man-
ner and method herein pointed out. adopt-
ed any county government Act, and the
same shall have been approved by the
Legislature as aforesaid, the directions of
Sections Four and Five of this article,
providing for the uniformity of a system
nf county governments throughout the
State, and likewise providing for the elec-
tion and appointment of officers, and the
regulation of their compensation, shall
not apply. Said county government Act
shall, as to any of the matters herein-
above provided for and declared by such
county government Act, not be subject to
and law or amendment enacted by the
Legislature .except by amendment first
submitted to the electors and ratified in
the manner hereinabove set forth.

Amendment Number Three.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 44.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding
a new section, to be known and designat-
ed as Section Five and one-half, Article
Six. thereby providing for the organiza-
tion of a court, to be known as the Court
of Claims. The said proposed new section
to read as follows:

Section The Court of Claims shall
consist of any three Judges of the Supe-
rior Court, who may be requested by the
Governor to hold court at the regular
terms thereof. The Court of Claims shall
have exclusive jurisdiction to hear and de-
termine all claims of every kind and char-
acter against the State, under such laws
as may be passed by the Legislature, and
its judgment thereon shall be final. The
terms of the Court of Claims shall be held
as follows:

In the City of Los Angeles, commencing
on the second Monday of March:

In the City and County of San Francis-
co, commencing on the second Monday In
July, and

In the City of Sacramento, commencing
on the second Monday of November of
each year.

The Judges holding such term of court
shall receive no extra compensation there-
for, hut shall receive their actual ex-
penses, to be ]*ildout of the general fund
of the State Treasury. The Legislature
shall enact all laws necessary to organize
such court, to provide the procedure

thereof, and to carry out thepr:>vtslons of
this section.
