REPUBLICAN STATE CONVEN-
TION TO-MORROW.

A Few Are Already Here—Leading
Candidates For State
Positions.

While a few prominent politicians are
in the city, and some scattering deie-
gates to the Republican State Conven-
tion are also here, everything is re-
markably quiet along political lines,
though there is considerable bustle in
anticipation of the influx of delegates
10 arrive to-day.

While most of those on the ground
last evening were inclined to be nomn-
committal respecting the chances of
the several candidates for Gubernator-
ial honors, others were of the opinion
that Henry T. Gage of Los Angeles is in
a rather better position than the rest
of the candidates.

The friends of the other candidates,
however, were cheerful, and seemed to
think that their chances were good.
They evidently believed that where so
many candidates are in the field it is
hard to tell where the lightning will
etrike.

The other Gubernatorial candi-
dates are Dr. G. C. Pardee of Al-
ameda, Irving M. Scott, L. R. El-
lert and C. N. Felton of San
Francisco; Attorney General Fitz-

gerald of Los Angeles, Thomas Flint of
San Luis Obispo, General John H.
Dickinson of Marin, L. H. Brown of Al-
ameda and M. M. Estee of Napa,
though it is probable that some of those
mentioned will not go before the con-
vention.

Secretary of State L. H. Brown has
headquarters in the Capital Hotel, and
his friends are pulling hard for him.

The San Francisco delegation, num-
bering 156, seems to be the point of at-
traction for all the candidates, and
with that vote thrown to any one can-
didate, guessing as to the result might
not prove a difficult matter. But so far
as is known the San Francisco vote has
not been pledged to any particular can-
didate.

Frank McGowan, formerly of Hum-
boldt, but now of San Francisco, and T.
H. Selvage of Humboldt are aspirants
for the nomination for Lieutenant Gov-
ernor, but their chances have not as
yet been agitated in this neck of the
woods.

E. P. Colgan, the incumbent, is out
for renomination for Controller, and so
far as can be ascertained nobody seems
inclined to try conclusions with him be-
fore the convention.

GEN. GEO. A. GARRETSON.

With Whom Officers of the Sixth
Massachusetts Had Trouble.

The reinforcements headed by Briga-
dier General George A. Garretson
reached Santiago in time to witness
the surrender of General Toral, and
while they did no fighting, their influ-
ence as reinforcements had the effect
of convincing the Spaniards of the ne-
cessity of capitulation.

Only one regiment of his volunteer
brigade, the Eighth Ohio Infantry, was
landed in Cuba, the other regiments,
the Sixth Massachusetts and the Sixth
Illinois, being held on the transports.
Being in the best possible shape for the
advance into Porto Rico, they were sent
with the first troops there and have
done some excellent work. Just at pres-
ent, however, there is trouble in the
brigade, since all the officers of the
Sixth Massachusetts have resigned be-
cause of differences with their com-
mander. General Garretson, however,
will probably have all the army officers
to back up his position.

Belgian Marble.

According to the “Bautechnische
Zeitschrift,” as abstracted in the “En-
gineering and Mining Journal,” Belgium
exports a sort of black marble which is
nothing else than prepared slate. The
slate suitable for this purpose is first
polished very smooth with a sandstone,
so that no visible impression is made
on it with the chisel; this is the rough
polish. After this polish finely with ar-
tificial pumice stone, and finally finish
with extremely light natural pumice
stone. The polished surface now pre-
sents a velvet-like, soft appearance.
The surface is then dried and heated
thoroughly, whereupon the finely pol-
ished surface is impregnated with a
heated mixture of oil and fine lamp-
black. This is allowed to remain for
twelve hours. According to whether the
slate used is more or less gray, the pro-
cess is repeated until it loses its gray
appearance. Now polish thoroughly
with emery, which is taken on a linen
rag, and finally finish polishing with tin
ashes to which is added some lamp-
black. After the.polishing is finished
spread wax dissolved in turpentine, to
which some lampblack is also added,
on the polished plate warmed again.
Allow it to remain some time and then
rub off vigorously with ‘a clean linen
rag. The slate thus treated now has a
decp black appearance, and looks like
black marble. The polish is just as
durable as the latter. The polished sur-
faces 'can be etched, engraved, gilded
and silvered, just the same as genuine
marble.
