
HIS LICENSE WAS REVOKED.

NORDSTROM WILE HAVE TO

CLOSE HIS DANCE HALL.

Engineers at the Water Works

Must Pack the Cylinders

Themselves Hereafter.

The City Board of Trustees met in
regular weekly session last night, Trus-
tees McKay, Tebbets, Douglas, Paine,
Dolan, Kent, Brown, Bentley and De-
vine being present.

J. D. Moynahan addressed the board
on behalf of the people who have pro-
tested: against allowing music in the
dance house on Third street. He askea
that an extract from the ? Record-
Union" in relation to the row there on
Sunday morning be read.

The Clerk read part of the article,
when Trustee Kent raised a point of
order against its reading, saying that
his experience showed him that news-
papers did not always make accurate

statements. He was willing to hear
Mr. Moynahan, however.

The board decided to hear the arti-
cle read and after it was finished, Air.
Moynahan avowed his belief in the cor-
rectness of the article and said that it
tallied with the complaints made by
citizens heretofore against the place.
It has no license as a dance house, nor
an all-night license, although it evi-
dently runs till 2 a. m. at least.

\Y\ A. Anderson said that the proper
way would be to bring charges against

the party and let him speak in his own
defense. At least one of the parties
to the row is as good a citizen as any
in the city and it was only a little
scrap.

Trustee Bentley said there was proof
enough to satisfy him and he did not
need to hear any more to enable him to
vote on the subject. He moved that
the board revoke the license, as he was
satisfied the nuisance should be abated.

Trustee Paine thought the board
should have further proof first.

Mayor Land was asked if he had any
information in regard to the place and
stated that a reputable lady had told
him that the din and fighting at the
place was perfectly awful. He had
also been told that the language used
at the row spoken of was so foul that
even the L-street denizens' modesty
was shocked by it. The place, he was
satisfied, is a nuisance and the license
should be revoked immediately.

W. A. Anderson said Tae board had
not the power to act arbitrarily.

Trustee Bentley contended that the
powers of the beard are arbitrary. If
it has power to grant licenses, it has
certainly power to revoke them, and
God knew that they are granted with
machine-like ease by the board. This
matter has been before the board for
six weeks and Mr. Nordstrom has had
a show. Why parley further?

Mr. Moynahan said he considered it
\u2666.he duty of the city fathers to revoke
the license. If any of them lived in
the vicinity, they would vote to revoke
it very quick rather than lie there and
hear the noise all night.

Trustee Tebbets said no dance hall
saloon could have a very good reputa-

tion, but he wanted to show fair play.
Why are these people afraid to bring a
petition?

Trustee Douglas moved that the mat-
ter lie over for a week.

Mr. Moynahan said they were not
afraid, but they thought that the mat-

ter was plain enough. They did remon-
strate some time ago.

After some more discussion the roll
was called and the license revoked,
Paine and Kent voting no.

CHARITY BEGINS AT HOME.
W. A. Anderson addressed the board,

saying that a man named Heenan had
rented a place outside the city limits
near the cemetery, where there is a
watering trough. The water had been
cut off before he rented the place, for
non-payment, and he wished to have
water and pay for it.

Trustee Douglas said there was not
water enough now to supply the resi-
dents of the city and those living out-

side should not be supplied, while they
suffer.

The matter was referred to the Wa-
ter Assessor.

WILLING TO PAY HIS SHARE.
L. L. Lewis addressed the board in

relation to the communication from
him to the board a week ago. He had
been criticized for it and wished to say
that he was willing to pay his just

proportion of license but wished to pay
no more than his share. The license is
inequitably adjusted, and the small
dealers cannot afford to pay. while the
large ones can. If properly adjusted,

he would have to pay more than he
does now. He spoke in the Interest of
poor people, who are trying to make a
living.

Trustee Tebbets said the matter had

been referred to the Finance Commit-
tee, but the members had been away

and had not had an opportunity to con -
sider it.

The matter was deferred for a week.

The Native Suns were granted per-

mission to stretch a banner across X

street.
Trustee Kent was granted an indefi-

nite leave of absence unanimously.

MAY'rR'S MESSAGES.
The following messages were received

from Mayer Land:

reading and paving Fifteenth street,

in the city of Sacramento, from the
south line of B street to the north line
cf G street."

To the Board of Trustees: I hereby
nominate, and by and with your con-
sent, appoint Edward R. Lee to be
driver of engine No. 2, Sacramento Fire
Department, vice Dan McDonald, de-
ceased.

The Auditor was Instructed to trans-
fer $900 from the general fund to the
street fund and $400 from the general
fund to the sewer fund.

ENGINEERS MUST REPAIR.
The usual hills were allowed. The

bills of Root, Neilson & Co. were held
out by the Auditing Committee for the
reason, as Trustee Bentley explained,
that it wished to find out whether,
when cylinders needed packing, or
other work done that engineers are
supposed to do themselves, they could
go to a business house and have it
done at a cost of $200 a month or ;o.

Trustee Dolan said the committee
wished the members to examine the
bill and see if there is not a necessity
for having a machinist to do such work
and make a saving to the city.

I Trustee Douglas said that if the city
employs a machinist it will have to

have machinery. He agreed with Trus-
tee Dolan that if there was machinery
it would make a saving, however.

Trustee Bentley said it was prepos-
terous to say that an engineer could do
nothing but warm a chair. He would
sign no more bills for having such work
done, but wished to make no reflections
on the engineers.

The bills were allowed, but Trustee
Douglas moved that the engineers be
notified that they must do their own
packing of machinery.

The motion was carried.
The bill of R. W. Ash for services as

acting Captain of Police was referred
to the Finance Committee.

ALLEGED NEGLIGENCE.
The bill of Root, Neilson & Co. for

fixing the pin of the Holly pump was
referred to the Finance Committee.

Mayor Land said that the pin had to
be fixed and he had it done. He had
been informed that the accident was
due to the negligence of the engineer
in charge, who allowed it to become
heated and twisted off. He thought
thai if an engineer allowed such an
accident to happen through neglect to
oil his machinery, he should be com-
pelled to pay half the cost.

MISCELLANEOUS.
The specifications for testing coal, on

bids for the water works, came up for
adoption, and Mr. Gotthold, one of the
bidders, asked the privilege of putting
in a blower, at no cost to the city, to
show the economy that can be exer-
cised.

The request excited a long discussion
and was denied on a tie vote and the
specifications were adopted.

The cierk reminded the board that it
must fix the tax levy for the ensuing
year and it was decided to hold a meet-
ing on Monday at i:3O p. m. fur that
purpose.

The Street Committee was author-
ized to purchase a kettle for cooking
bitumen for repairing the streets, at a
cost not to exceed $m, and the Super-
intendent of Streets was instructed to
put the lower road at the Twelfth
street bridge in condition for travel, ata cost not to exceed $UO.

Superintendent of Streets Touhey
said the bridge would have to be re-
paired very soon.

On motion of Trustee Bentley theSewer Committee were instructed to
confer with the Supervisors, with a
view to getting the V street canal
cleaned by the chain gang. Trustee
Bentley was added to the committee.

Trustee McKay and the City Survey-
or were requested to se about neces-
sary repairs to a bulkhead at Sixth
and E streets, and report to the board.

The sidewalk question came up on
a resolution to condemn a large num-
ber of sidewalks throughout the city,
heretofore submitted.

Trustee Douglas stated that in Iggft
he and a man named Kohher had their
sidewalks condemned. He put down
his walk, but the other party did not.
The property now belongs to the
Casey children and there is no walk
there yet.

Trustee Paine said no guardian had
yet been apopinted for the Casey rui-

Trastee Douglas retorted that if that
was the- case, no more sidewalks should
be condemned in the city until a guard-
ian is appointed for the Casey minors.

Trustee Devine said that many of the
condemned sidewalks had had cinders
put upon them, and he preferred it to
cement.

Trustee Douglas moved that all side-
walks put down in the city hereafter
be of cinders, in that case.

Assistant City Surveyor Phinney
thought the resolution ought -to be
adopted, as adjoining sidewalks have
been condemned, and it is unfair to
those who haw been notified if they
are not condemned.

Mayor Land made a strong plea fof
the resolution, on the ground of pro-
gress for the city. Poor people could
be favored, but those able to put down
walks should be made to do it.

Trustee Bentley thought the walks
d -n town should be constructed, but
for the people up town, who have no
fire protection or irrigation facilities,
he thought it not just to compel them
to put down walks until they could get
these privileges.

The resolution was adopted.
The resolution granting the city of-

ficials a vacation was rescinded on mo-
tion of Trustee Tibbets.

The petition of P. Subenthaler for a
saloon license at Twentieth and G
streets was read.

A Mr. Martin said he had kept a sa-
loon in the vicinity for four years and
protested against granting a saloon to
a man who would put up a little
shanty for a saloon for a couple of
weeks to bring the riff raff around
his place.

Trustee Bentley said the citizens had
asked him to protest against the li-
rsnsr.

It w as refus d unanimously.
John Farley was granted a license at

Agricultural Park.
The City Tapper was instructed to

lay a water piin* in the alley between
Fourth and Fifth, R and S streets.

WHHana r.oyne was granted a IV-
i nse tor the Deltnonleo Restaurant.

The board then, adjourned.

PETTIT CONVICTED.

Fined $25 for Carrying Off the
Orpheum Carpet.

Antone Pettit, who recently picked
up and appropriated to his own use
a carpet belonging to the Orpheum
Theater, which had been left temporar-
ily in the alley at the rear of that
place, was yesterday found guilty of
petty larceny and sentenced by Justice
Davis to pay a fine of $25 or bpend
twenty-five days in the County Jail.

Pettit testified that he was a rag
picker "by profession," and that he saw
the carpet in the alley early in the
morning. Several hours later he again
passed and the carpet was still there.
He went around in front to the lobby
of the theater to make inquiries as to
whether or not anybody claimed it, but
found nobody, and so concluded to take
the carpet, as he could make use of it.

Evidence was introduced corroborat-
ing Pettit's statement, but Justice
Davis was inexorable, and intimated
that all larcenys "looked alike to him."

Mr. Beckman said that Mr. Edson
had made an honorable fight and se-
cured the nomination, and that he
would work harder for him than any
other man on the ticket, though he
was for the ticket from top to bottom.
His remarks were warmly applauded.

STATE OF CALIFORNIA,
Executive Depart m* at.

Sacramento, July 30, IB9fl
Whereas, The Legislature of' the State

of California, at its thirty-second session,
beginning on the Fourth day of January.
A. D., ISIiT, two-thirds of all ehe mt mbers
elected to each of the two houses of said
Legislatii-e voting in favor tnereof, pro-
posed the following described amendments
to tho Constitution of the State of Cali-
fornia, to-wit:

Amendment Number One.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 41.) j

A resolution to propose to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
Section Eighteen of Article Eleven of th*
Constitution, in relation to revenue and
taxation, by which it is proposed to
amend said section to read as follows:

Section 18. No county, city, town, town-
ship, board of education' or school district
shall incur any indebtedness or liability
in any manner or for any purpose exec fl-
ing in any year the income and rev-
provided for it for such year, without tho
assent of two-thirds of the qualified elect-
ors thereof, voting at an election to be
held fcr that purpose, nor unless before,
or at the time of Incurring such indebted-
ness, provision shall be made for the col-
lection of an annual tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such indebtedness as it
fal's due, and also provision to constitute
a sinking fund for the payment of the
principal thereof on or before maturity,
which shall not exceed forty years from
the time of cantracting the same; pro-
vided, however, that the City and County
of San Francisco may at any time pay the
unpaid claims with interest thereon for
materials furnished to and work done for
said city and county during the forty-
third and forty-fourth fiscal years, out of
the income and revenue of any succeeding
year or years; provided, that any and all
claims for making, repairing, altering, or
for any work done upon or tor any mate-
rial furnished for any street, lane, alley,
court, place, or sidewalk, or for tho con-
struction of any sewer or sewers in Bai I
city and county, are hereby excepted from
the provisions of this section; and in de-
termining any claim permitted to be paid
by this section, no statute of limitations
shall apply in any manner; and provided
further, that tha City of Vallejo. ln So-
lano County, may pay its existing Indebt-
edness Incurred in the construction of its
water works, whenever two-thirds ot" the
electors thereof voting at an election held
for that purpose shall so decide. Any in-
debtedness or liability incurred contrary
to this provision, with the exception here-
inbefore recited, shall be void.

Amendment Number Two.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 10.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding a
new section, to be known and designaud
as Section Seven and one-halt. Article
Eleven thereof, providing for the framing
by the Inhabitants of counties of local
county government Acts for their own
government. The said proposed new sec-
tion to read as follows:

Section 7%. The inhabitants of any
county may "frame a county government
Act for their own government, relating to
the matters hereinafter specified, and con-
sistent with, and subject to. the Constitu-
tion and laws of this State, by causing a
beard of fifteen freeholders, who have
been, for at least five years. Qualified
electors of such county, to be elected by
the qualified electors of such county, at
any general or special election, whose
duty it shall be within ninety days after
such election to prepare and propose a
county government Act for such county,
which shall be signed in duplicate by the
members of such board, or a majority of
them, and returned, one copy thereof to

the Board of Supervisors or other legisla-
tive body of such county, and the other
copy to be sent to the recorder of deeds
of the county. Such proposed county gov-
ernment Act shall then be published in
two papers of general circulation In such
county, or if there be not two such pa-
pers, then in one only, for at least twenty
days, and within not less than thirty days
after such publication it shall be submit-
ted to the qualified electors of such coun-
ty, at a general or special election, and if
a majority of such qualified electors vot-
ing thereon shall ratify the same It shall
thereafter be submitted to- the" Legislature
for its rejection or approval, as a whole,
without power of alteration or amend-
ment, and if approved by a majority of
the members elected to each house, it
shall be the county government Act of
such county, and shall in such case be-
come the organic law thereof and super-
sede any existing county government Act.
and all amendments thereof, and all spe-
cial laws inconsistent with such county
government Act.

A copy of such county government Act,
certified by the President of the Board of
Supervisors or other legislative body of
such county, and authenticated by the
seal of such county, setting forth the sub-
mission of such county government Act to
the electors, and its ratification by them,
shall be made in duplicate and deposited,
one in the office of the Secretary of State,
the other, after being recorded in the of-
fice of the recorder of deeds in the coun-
ty, among the archives of the county.

All courts shall take judicial notice
thereof. The county government Act so
ratified may be amended, at intervals of
not less than two years, by proposals
therefor, submitted by the legislative au-
thority of the county, to the qualified
electors thereof, at a general cr special
election held at least forty clays after the
jMiblication of such proposals for twenty
days in a newspaper of general circula-
tion in such county, and ratified by at
least three-fifths of the qualified electors
voting thereon, and approved by the
Legislature as herein provided for the ap-
proval of the county government Act. ln
submitting any such county government
Act any alternative article or proposition
may be presented for the choice of the
voters, and may be voted on separately
without prejudice to others.

It shall be competent in all county gov-
ernment Acts framed under the authorPv
given by this section to provide for the
manner in which, the times at which, and
the terms for which the several township
and county officers, other than Judges of
the Superior Court, shall be elected or
appointed; for their compensation; for
the number of such officers, for the con-
solidation or segregation of offices, for the
number of deputies that each officer shall
have, and for the compensation payable
to each of such deputies, for the manner
in which, the times in which, and the
terms for which the members of all
boards of election shall be elected or op-
pointed; and for the constitution, regula-
tion, compensation and government of
such boards, and of their clerks and at-
taches; also, to precribe the manner and
method by which all elections by the peo-
ple shall be conducted: and may in addi-
tion determine the tests and conditions
upon which electors, political parties and
organizations may participate in any pri-
mary election.

Whenever any county has. in the man-
ner and method herein pointed out. adopt-
ed any county government Act, and the
same shall have been approved by the
Legislature as aforesaid, the directions of
Sections Four and Five of this article,
providing for the uniformity of a system
of county governments throughout the
State, and likewise providing for the elec-
tion and appointment of officers, and the
regulation of their compensation, shall
not apply. Said county government Act
shall, as to any of the matters herein-
above provided for and declared by such
county government Act, not be subject to
and law or amendment enacted by the
legislature .except by amendment first
submitted to the electors and ratified in
the manner hereinabove set forth.

Amendment Number Three.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 44.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding
a new section, to be known and designat-
ed as Section Five and one-half. Article
Six. thereby providing for the organiza-
tion of a court, to be known as the Court
of Claims. The said proposed new section
to read as follows:

Section B& The Court of Claims shall
consist of any three Judges of the Supe-
rior Court, who may be requested by the
Governor to hold court at the regular
terms thereof. The Court of Claims shall
have exclusive jurisdiction to hear and de-
termine all claims of every kind and char-
acter against the State, under such laws
as may be passed by the Legislature, and
its judgment thereon shall be final. The
terms of the Court of Claims shall be held
as follows:

In the City of Eos' Angeles, commencing
on the second Monday of March;

In the City and County of San Francis-
co, commencing on the second Monday in
July, and

In the City of Sacramento, commencing
on the second Monday of November oi
each year.

The Judges holding such term of court
shall receive no extra compensation there-
for, but shall receive their actual ex-
penses, to be paid out of the general fund
of the State Treasury. The Legislature
shall enact all laws necessary to organize
such court, to provide the procedure

i thereof, and to carry out thrprovisions of
this section.
