A EKLONDIKE INCIDENT.

Colorado Syndicate After A. B.
Davison’s Secalp.

Governor Budd will arrive in this city
from San Francisco at 11 o'clock this
morning, and will as soon thereafter as
possible hear arguments in the case of
A. B. Davison, wanted in San Francisco
to answer to a charge of embezzlement,
and who is now in jail at Seattle.

Davison, it will be remembered, visit-
ed the Klondike as the agent of a Colo-
rado syndicate, and is alleged to have
struck it rich, taking from the claim
he located $25,000 in seven days and
then selling out for $20,000.

After his success Davison came down
the coast to San Francisco, where he
is alleged to have had $5,000 worth of
the dust coined at the mint. It is
further alleged by attorneys represent-
ing the Colorado syndicate, which sent
Davison to the gold fields, that after
receiving the $5,000 in coin he con-
cluded that money was a good thing to
have, and went to Seattle with all he
had brought out, some $45,000.

A member of the Colorado syndicate
came on to San Franclsco to give Davi-
son the “glad hand” and divide the pro-
ceeds with him, but the latter had dis-
appeared.

Davison was arrested in Seattle, but
an attempt to get a requisition from
Governor Budd on the Governor of
Washington for his return to this State
is being fought, his attorneys taking
the ground that no embezzlement was
committed.

The attorneys of both sides have
been notified to appear this morning to
submit arguments and authorities on
the point involved. The question is of
considerable interest, and whether or
not Davison will be brought back to
California for trial depends on the
Governor's action to-day.
