HAWAIIAN ISLANDS.

The Internal Revenue Laws For-
merly Prevailing Still in Force.
WASHINGTON, Sept. I.?A ruling

that persons doing business in Hono-
lulu affected by internal revenue laws
must comply with the Hawaiian laws
now In force is laid down in a letter
sent to-day by Commissioner of Inter-
nal Revenue Scott in response to an
individual inquiry. Commissioner Scott
says:

"You are Informed that while the
joint resolution of Congress, approved
July 7, 1608, provided for the annexa-
tion of the Hawaiian Islands, and ex-
tended the sovereignty of the United
States thereto, the laws of this country
have not been extended to that juris-
diction, and the internal revenue laws
of the United States are not at present
in force there. It is understood the
laws heretofore prevailing in these isl-
ands now govern, and that, therefore,
it will be necessary for you to comply
with the requirements of the same. It
is supposed that the internal revenue
laws of the United States and the reg-
ulations thereunder will ultimately be
under way in the islands."

NATIONAL BANK NOTES,

Statement Issued by the Comp-
troller of the Currency.

WASHINGTON, Sept. I.?The state-
ment of the Comptroller of the Cur-
rency, Issued to-day, shows the total
circulation of national bank notes on
September Ist to have been $227,178,-
--615, an increase for the month of
$481,745, a decrease for the year of
$3,329,909.

The circulation based on United
States bonds was $190,775,704, an in-
crease for the month of $1,083,019, and
a decrease for the year of $9,108,022.
The circulation secured by lawful
money amounted to $30,402,911, a de-
crease for the month of $601,273, an In-
crease for the year of $5,650,363. The
United States registered bonds on de-
posit were as follows: To secure circu-

lating notes, $220,490,160. and to secure
public deposits, $46,860,600.

Quiet at Galveston.
ST. LOUIS, Sept. I.?A special to the

"Post Dispatch" from Galveston, Tex.,

says that everything is quiet there this
morning. The Houston Light Guards,

arrived to-day, and were placed on
guard with their Gatling gun near the
Mallory Line warehouse. A crowd gath-
ered, but it was quickly dispersed with-
out much trouble. The unloading of
the steamer Colorado is progressing

?quietly. Outside men are employed in
the work.

The Regular Army.
WASHINGTON, Sept. I.?ln order to

keep the regular army up to the maxi-
mum of 01,000 men, the War Depart-
ment will have recruiting officers at all
stations where volunteer regiments are
mustered out, with a view of giving
the men an opportunity to enlist in the
regular service. The time which they
have served in the volunteer service
will be allowed them as a part of the
continuous service in the regular
branch.

Payments of Interest on Bonds.
WASHINGTON, Sept. I.?The official

announcement was made to-day that
the interest on the 4 per cent bonds,

due October Ist, will be anticipated.
The coupons will be paid off September
10th, on presentation, and the interest
checks on the registered bonds will be
sent out about September 20th for pay-
ment. The early payments are due to
the large amount of money in the
treasury.

Two Workmen Seriously Injured.
CLEVELAND, Sept. I?A brick

building at the corner of Pearl and
Church street collapsed to-day, burying
a half dozen men who were at work
tearing down the structure. A large
crowd immediately gathered, and will-
ing hands were soon at work. All were
taken out alive. Two, however, are
seriously injured.

Strike of Coal Miners.
PITTSBURG, Sept. I.?Four hundred

coal miners went out on a strike and
marched from Monongahela to the Ivel
& Canterburg mines, and forced the
sixty men at work to join the strike.
A camp was established near the mines
to prevent their operation by non-union
miners.

Seven Soldiers Drowned.
SAVANNAH (Ga.), Sept. I.? It is

just reported that Lieutenant Morgan,
United States Engineer Corps, with six
regular soldiers, were drowned off Tybe
in the storm yesterday. He went out in
a yawl to rescue the sailors of an Ital-
ian bark. The yawl capsized and Mor-
gan and his men were drowned.

VHEAT MARKET NOT ACTIVE,
BUT SPOT HIGHER.

Good Demand for Feed Barley at

Improved Prices?No Call

for Brewing.

San Francisco, Sept. Ist.
Spot wheat is higher; the market is not

active, however; futures are higher, fol-
lowing a better Chicago market; no
wheat arrived Barley receipts
were small; there is good demand for
feed at improved prices; no call for
brewing; options are dull. A lower mar-
ket is noted for oats; to-day's arrivals
were light and were all from Oregon. No
corn arrived; the market is steady at
unchanged prices.

The hay market is very sluggish; to-
day's receipts were 840 tons, making over
T.IHXI tons from all sources for the past
seven days; buyers hokl back and there
is, in fact, no market; ,T at the rate hay
is coming in there wfll soon be none in

the country. Good straw is not coming
in, but there is plenty of common here.

Quinces have been received; some from
San Lorenzo brought 35';.j5ue per box and
some from Agnews brought 65075 c per
box. Berries are in liberal receipt and
are easy; Longworths are lower. Grapes
and ligs go slowly. Nectarines are not
as pletniful as they have been. Fruit in
bulk to-day consisted mostly of peaches.
Some fancy plums in bulk bring more
than our top price. Over 800 cases of
Mexican limes arrived per steamer Aca-
pulco; the price is lower; some were in
bad order and have to be repacked.

Butter is steady at unchanged prices.
Cheese is firm; the supply is moderate.
Bggs are going slowly and some deal-
ers quote lower on ranch.
