
A COAST BASEBALL LEAGUE

PROPOSED NEW DEAL NEXT
SEASON.

Talk of a California, Oregon and
Washington Eight-Club

League.

If the Tacoma correspondent of the
St Louis "Sporting News," a journal
given chiefly to baseball news and gos-
eip, is to be relied on. there is now-
being arranged a coast league that will
give some great ball shows in '00. The
proposed league will embrace four Cal-
ifornia cities ? San Francisco, Sacra-
mento, San Joee and Oakland ?and Ta-
coma, Seattle, Portland and either Sa-
lem or Victoria. The corresi>ondent
says:

NEW COAST LEAGUE.
D. E. Dugdale will go to California

fit the close of the present State cham-
pionship series to arrange for a con-
solidation of the New Pacific and Cali-
fornia Baseball Leagues for the season
of 1800". He will submit a plan already
outlined which should make it possible
to play an eight-club league which
would include representative cities of
the entire coast. The plan has received
the sanction of the Tacoma and Seat-
tle clubs, and assurance has been re-
ceived that Portland will agree to it.

The proposed plan of consolidation is

one which removes the previous com-
plaint of excessive expense and embod-
ies an arrangement of a schedule
which will give both California and
Washington four months apiece of
baseball.

It is proposed the season shall open
with San Francisco, Sacramento, Oak-
land and San Jose represented in the
California apportionment; Tacoma, Se-
attle, Portland and Salem or Victoria
in the Northwestern League. The first
ball would be tossed over the plate in
championship competition in April and
the last game played in October.

The schedule as outlined will open
with the eight clubs in California.
Players will be instructed to join their
teams in the snuth, and two series will
jbe played during April and May, the
; northern and southern cities playing
jin California. In June it is proposed
to bring the Washington and Oregon

jmen north. Both the California and
| northern clubs will play a home series
jduring June, the four California clubs
jalternating between the cities of their
State and the four northern clubs open-
ing in their different cities. In July
the California clubs will come north.

Baseball history relate© that July and
August are the picnic months of Cali-
fornia, and baseball Is poorly attended
at that time. It is proposed to keep

the four clubs in the north during the
two summer months. They will play
a double series in Tacoma and leave
for home in September. A second home

! series will be played by each of the
two wings of the consolidated leagues.

About October Ist it is proposed to
take the northern clubs to California
to close the season. A series will be
played bStWOCB the northern and
southern cities.

In favor of th'"> proposed consolidation
it is urged the traveling expenses
would be less than those incurred dur-
ing the present series. It would bo

I cheaper to take a club from Tacoma
to California, the extreme distance nec-
essary to cover, than to travel from
Portland to Spokane, as was done this
season.

Traveling expenses between the Cali-
fornia cities are light. The longest trip
necessary to take is about ninety miles
and the rates are not excessive. In
the north, water transportation is as-
sured for most of the cities. The clubs
would be compelled to make but one
round trip to California.

The northern teams would come
home in June playing championship

iball. The new ness would have worn
joff, and they would be enabled to open. here with team work perfected and no

' excuse for poor playing. The men who
iwere not in form would be weeded out

and eight strong clubs would come
north. Plenty of baseball would be in-
sured for each State. It is under-
stood no complaint would be made in
California of the dearth of baseball in
July and August, as the weather is too
warm to allow baseball patrons to
spend time in town. The northern cit-
(es would get four months of baseball
ln a good season.

Another argument advanced in favor
of the consolidation is new faces would
be continually appearing, and the old
complaint of seeing the same men lined
up against the home team day after
day would be eliminated.

California is a good patron of base-
jball. Crowds at San Francisco have
jrun as high as 10,000 or 15,000, but
! 5.000 at Sunday games is enough to
| insure covering all expenses of the
tour in the south.

The Tacoma club will be organ-
ized for next year at the close of the
present season. It is expected either

FATAL ACCIDENT.

Chinaman Knocked Down and
Killed on I Street.

About 11:40 o'clock yesterday morn-
ing an old Chinaman named Suey Jim

i with an accident on I street, near
Second, which resulted in his death
a half-hour later.

Captain Frank Ruhstaller was driv-
ing a spirited bay horse hitched to a
business buggy out Second street from
the depot. The animal was moving at
a trot, and when I street was reached
Captain Ruhstaller turned it eastward
on that thoroughfare, taking the side of
the street next the north sidewalk, and
driving about midway between it and
the railroad track which is in the mid-
dle of the street.

The Chinaman, who was apparently
55 years of age, had started to cross
the street from the north to the south
side, and about ten feet east of the
crossing, and was walking slowly, look-
ing in the direction of Third street. He
evidently had no idea of danger until
struck a glancing blow by the shoulder
of the horse. The blow whirled him
half around, and he was caught be-
tween the whe*d and the bed of the
buggy and hurled to the ground. Both
wheels of the buggy passed over the
body and head of the man, and as soon
as the rig had passed It was seen that
his hours on earth were numbered.

While passing the crossing tho animal
nearly collided with a young gentleman
who had started to cross the street, the
latter only saving himself by a quick
I a< kv.ard movement, and it is thought
possible by persons who witnessed the
accident that, being engaged in an en-
deavor to avoid a collision with the
first party, Captain Ruhstaller did not
\u25a0cc the Chinaman until too late to avoid
striking him.

The Chinaman was picked up by Of-
-Bc< r Fisher, who was in the neighbor-
hood, a few minutes after the accident,- taken to the Receiving Hospi-
tal, where he died a half-hour later.

Captain Ruhstaller stopped his horse
after the accident and drove back. He
said the Chinaman had run before him,
and that the accident was unavoidable.

The n-mains were taken charge of by
the Coroner.

A BATCH OF VAGRANTS.

Contant, also
charged with vagrancy, entered pleas
of not guilty, and their cases were con-
tinued until Monday next.

John Brown (colored) said he was no

vagrant and demanded a jury trial. His
case was set for the 19th instant, but
the probability Is that it will not be
heard, as after the session had ad-
journed Bailiff Higgins found that on
June 22d Brown, who at that time gave
the name of Brock, was sentenced to
100 days in jail for vagrancy, the sen-
tence being suspended to enable him
to "float" out of town. The commit-
ment will be issued this morning and
Brown, or Brock, will be required to
work out the time allotted to him in
June.
