
SECOND WEEK OF THE FAIR.

THRONGS OF PEOPLE WILLAT-
TEND DAILY.

Superb Racing Events, Stock Ex-

hibits and Pavilion At-

tractions.

The second week of the State Fair
opens with a very promising outlook
for success. The results thus far have
been better than for the same time
last year, while the attractions for the
second week have never been excelled
in any department of the Fair.

The Pavilion display is now at its
best, and a crowded house is anticipat-
ed for each night this week. At the
Park the regular racing events will be
of a high order, while some special
races of unusual merit are to be added.

Thursday next will be Sacramento
Day, and there should be at least ten

thousand people at the racetrack and
as many at the Pavilion in the evening.
It will be Sacramento's special oppor-
tunity to demonstrate how much in-
terest the people take in the State
Fair and what value they set on it.

AMUSEMENTS.

At the Orpheum this evening Harry
Corson Clarke, supported by a compe-
tent company, will present the rattling
comedy "What Happened to Jones."
When it was played here last year it
scored a decided success. It is a laugh
from beginning to end?a good whole-
some laugh at that. Clarke is a widely
known comedian who has gained high
credit in that line of art in the East
and in California, and notably while
leading comedian of the Frawley Com-
pany. The piece will be played pre-
cisely as it was in San Francisco and
the support is of a character level with
the fine abilities of Mr. Clarke. The
presentation of this play to-night
marks the opening of the regular dra-
matic season at the Orpheum. which
the management intends shall be high-
class throughout the fail and winter.
There is no extra Charge for reserved
seats. The comedy will be played for
two nights only.

At Snowllake Park this evening
and every evening during the week,
with Saturday matinee, the spectacle
of the Battle of Manila will be present-
ed. It will be given here, we are as-
sured, precisely as it was presented at
Central Park, San Francisco, where it
achieved great BOCCCtt. The manage-
ment carries some fifty people for the
production and engagts here about 10U
others who were yesterday thoroughly
rehearsed while, the gigantic scenery
was being erected. There is an enor-
mous amount of this scenery, showing
Cavite, the arsenal. Manila Harbor and
also scenes in Havana and its harl>or.
including the blowing up of the Maine.
The ships shown are large structure?
and accurate in form and detail. Some
of these stand from keel to top of
lighting masts sixty-five feet in hight.
A great amount of fireworks is used
in the scenic display, such the man-
agers aver as would cost bought at
retail $2,000 nightly. But these pyro-
technic pieces are made on the ground
day by day by the company and thus
the cost is greatly reduced to the man-
agement. Photographs of the specta-

cle as produced in San Frnmisi a cer-

tainly speak well for the scenic effects
*tnd show a stage space of great extent
in both breadth and depth. It is stated
that scenery, costumes and mechanical
effects are all new and elaborate.

The first scene is to be a reproduc-
tion of Havana Harbor, with Monro

Castle, pleasure boats and a holiday
crowd. General Blanco arrives and
presides over the festivities, consisting
of a ballet. ' The Bull-fighters," danced
by women, costumed as matadors.
The Cuban Premiere, Evangeline Zi-
qurina, dances a character dance, and
the Donovas brothers, in aerial gym-
nastics, take a turn before the crowd.
The sound of cannon is heard and the
Maine sails in. There is a salute and
the Maine's officers go ashore and
greet the Spaniards and are entertained
by the ballet in the American colors,
dancing the "Birth of the Stars and
Stripes." When the officeis go aboard
the three Spaniards who must blow up
the Maine show up and do their part.
There is the opportunity for the first
real fireworks and the display is mag-
nificent, judged from descriptions.

The scene shifts to Manila, where the
ballet is discovered dancing the Phil-
ippine devil dance for the Spanish sol-
diers. This is the signal for Dewey's
fleet and the fireworks which portray
the victory of the American forces.
There are scenes about the harbor,
each giving new opportunities for the
pyrotechnics.

Electric cars run direct to the gate
of Snowflake Park and it is stated that
the transportation provided will be
ample for an immense crowd. There is
seating arrangement for 2,000 people.

At the Orpheum, beginning Wednes-
day evening next, the Corbett-Fitzsim-
mons match will be shown by the veri-
scope. Thei instrument used is the most
perfect of the order, of which only

twenty-one have ever been manufac-
tured. It was designed and perfected
Ly E. J. Rector of New York and is
electrically operated and is the same
machine used to show the reproduc-
tion of the Corbett-Fitzsimmons match
throughout the East and in Berlin, St.
Petersburg, London and other Old
World cities. In Japan it was not
permitted to be used until shown at a
private exhibition before the Mikado.

A CORPSE IN CHINA SLOUGH.

SAD FATE OF AN UNKNOWN
UNFORTUNATE.

Probably While Drunk the Man

Wandered Into the

Water.

About 9 o'clock yesterday morning
the dead body of an unknown man was
found in the mud and shallow water of
China Slough, near the railroad depot.

The body was that of a man about
38 years of age. The hair was black
and a stubble of beard covered the face.
The body was undersized and emaciat-
ed, as though the man had been ad-
dicted to the morphine habit.

The man had evidently wandered
down to the edge of the slough and
stuck in the mud and slum along the
water's edge. He had struggled to
get out, but had sank into the quagmire
and finally fell over on his hands, and
not having strength to extricate him-
self he was drowned or suffocated in
the ooze. There was nothing on the
body by which it might be identified,
and though a great many persons
viewed the remains in the Morgue, none
were able to identify them. A cheap
brass watch in the dead man's pocket
had stopped at 3 o'clock.

ANOTHER VICTIM.

Henry Bracken Drowned While
Bathing in the River.

About 4 o'clock yesterday afternoon
Henry Bracken, a molder employed at
the Union Iron Works at Front and N
streets, was drowned in the river near-
ly opposite the gas works.

Bracken, another man and two wo-
men, were in bathing. He was an ex-
pert swimmer, and started toward the
middle of the stream, leaving his com-
panions near the shore. He had gone
a considerable distance when he was
seen to throw up his hands and disap-
pear.

Bracken's companions, believing he
had merely dived, did not consider his
sinking as a serious matter until he
failed to reappear within a reasonable
time. They gave the alarm and though
a force of men promptly grappled for
the remains, their efforts were unavail-
ing.

Bracken had lived in this city for a
number of years. Ho has a brother,
Charles Bracken, at Butte, Mont., and
a sister. Tillie Bracken, at Port Town-
send, Wash. He was unmarried.

Whereas, The Legislature of' the State
ot California, at its thirty-second session,
beginning on the Fourth day of January.
A. D., Inst. two-thirds of all ehe members
elected to each of the two ttousi I Of said
Leglslatu-e voting in favor tOOreOf, pio-
posrd the following d.scribed amendments
to the Constitution of the Slate of Cali-
fornia, to-wit:

Amendment Number One.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 41.)

A resolution to propose to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
Section Eighteen of Article Eleven of the
Constitution, in relation to revenue and
taxation, by which it is proposed to
amend said section to read as follows:

Section 18. No county, city, town, town-
ship, board of education or school district
shall incur any indebtedness or liability
in any manner or for any purpose exec d
ing in any year the income and revenue
provided for it for such year. WithOUl the
assent of two-thirds of the qualified elect-
ors thereof, voting at an election to be
held for that purpose, nor unless before,
or at the time of incurring such Indebted-
ness, provision shall he made for the col-
lection of an dnnual tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such Indebtedness as it
falls due, and also provision to constitute
a sinking fund for the payment of the
principal thereof on or before maturity,
which shall not exceed forty fears fr< DO.
the time of cantractitig the same; pro-
vided, however, that the City and County
of San Francisco may at any time pay the
unpaid claims with interest thereon tor
materials furnished to and work done for
said city and county during the forty-
third and forty-fourth fiscal years, out of
the income and revenue of any succeeding
year or years, provided, that any and all
claims for making, repairing, altering, or
for any work done upon or for any mat. -
rial furnished for any street, lane, alley,
court, place, or sidewalk. or for the con-
struction of any sewer or sewers in sal 1
City and county, are hereby ixo pted from
the provisions of this section; and in de-
termining any claim permitted to be paid
by this section, no statute of limitations
shall apply in any manner: and provided
further, that the City of Vallejo. in So-
lano County, may pay its existing indebt-
edness incurred in the construction of Its
water works, whenever two-thirds of the
electors thereof voting at an election held
for that purpose shall so decide. Any in-
debtedness or liability incurred contrary
to this, provision, with the exception here-
inbefore recited, -hall be void.

Amendment Number Two.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 10.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding a
new section, to be known and designated
a.s Section Seven and one-half, Article
Eleven thereof, providing for the framing
by the inhabitants of counties of kx
county government Acts for their own
government. The said proposed new sec-
tion to read as follows:

Section 7Vi. The inhabitants of any
county may "frame a county government.
Act for their own government, relating to

:he matters hereinafter specified, and con-
sistent with, and subject to, the Constitu-
tion and laws of this State, by causing a
board of fifteen freeholders, who have
been, for at least five years, qualified
electors of such county, to be elected by
the qualified electors of such county, at
any general or special election, whose
duty it shall be within ninety days after
such election to prepare and propose a
county government Act for such county,

which shall be signed in duplicate by the
members of such board, or a majority of
them, and returned, one copy thereof to
the Board of Supervisors or other legisla-
tive body of such county, and the other
copy to be sent to the recorder of do ds
of the county. Such proposed county gov-
ernment Act shall then be published In
two papers of general circulation in such
county, or if there be not two such pa-
pers, then in one only, for at least twenty
days, and within not less than thirty days
after such publication it shall be submit-
ted to the qualified electors of such coun-
ty, at a general or special election, and if
a majority of such qualified electors vot-
ing thereon shall ratify the same it shall
thereafter be submitted to thet Legislature
for its rejection or approval, as a whole,
without power of alteration or amend-
ment, and if approved by a majority of
the members elected to each house, it
shall be the county government Act of
such county, and shall in such case be-
come the organic law thereof and super-
sede any existing county government Act,
and all amendments thereof, and all spe-
cial laws Inconsistent with such county
government Act.

A copy of such county government Act,
certified by the President of the Board of
Supervisors or other legislative body of
such county, and authenticated by the
seal of such county, setting forth the sub-
mission of such county governnx nt Act to
the electors, and its ratification by them,
shall be made in duplicate and deposited,
one in the office of the Secretary of State,
the other, after being recorded in the of-
fice of the recorder of deeds in the coun-
ty, among the archives of the county.

All courts shall take judicial notice
thereof. The county government Act so
ratified may be amended, at intervals of
not less than two years, by proposals
therefor, submitted by the legislative au-
thority of the county, to the qualified
electors thereof, at a general or special
election held at least forty days after the
publication of such proposals for twenty
days in a newspaper of general circula-
tion in such county, and ratified by at
least three-fifths of the qualified electors
voting thereon, and approved by the
Legislature as herein provided for the ap-
proval of the county government Act. In
submitting any such county government
Act any alternative article or proposition
may be presented for the choice of the
voters, and may be voted on separately
without prejudice to others.
It shall be competent in all county gov-

ernment Acts framed under the authority
given by this section to provide for the
manner in which, the times at which, and
the terms for which the several township
and county officers, other than Judges of
the Superior Court, shall be elected or
appointed: for their compensation; for
the number of such officers, for the con-
solidation or segregation of offices, for the
number of deputies that each officer shall
have, and for the compensation payable
to each of such deputies, for the manner
in which, the times in which, and the
terms for which the members of all
beards of election shall be elected or op-
pointed; and for the constitution, regula-
tion, compensation and government of
such boards, and of their clerks and at-
taches; also, to precribe the manner and
method by which all elections by the peo-
ple shall be conducted: and may in addi-
tion determine the tests- and conditions
upon which electors, political parties and
organizations may participate in any pri-
mary election.

Whenever any county has. in tho man-
ner and method herein pointed out. adopt-
ed any county government Act, and the
same "shall have been approved by the
Legislature as aforesaid, the directions of
Sections Four and Five of this article,
providing for the uniformity of a system

of county governments throughout the
State, and likewise providing for the elec-
tion and appointment or officers, and the
regulation of their compensation, shall
not apply. Said county government Act
shall, as to any of the matters herein-
above provided for and declared by such
county government Act, not be subject to
and law or amendment enacted by the
Legislature .except by amendment first
submitted to the electors and ratified in
the manner hereinabove set forth.

Amendment Number Three.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 44.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding
a new section, to be known and designat-
ed as Section Five and one-half. Article
Six, thereby providing for the organiza-

tion of a court, to be known as the Court
of Claims. The said proposed new section
to read as follows:

Section The Court of Claims shall
consist of any three Judges of the Supe-
rior Court, who may be requested by the
Governor to hold court at the regular
terms thereof. The Court of Claims shall
have exclusive jurisdiction to hear and de-
termine all claims of every kind and char-
acter against the State, under such laws
as may be passed by the Legislature, and
its judgment thereon shall be final. The
terms of the Court of Claims shall be held
as follows:

In the City of Los Angeles, commencing
on the second Monday of March:

In the City and County of San Francis-
co, commencing on the second Monday in
July, and

In the City of Sacramento, commencing
on the second Monday of November of
each year.

The Judges holding such term of court
shall receive no extra compensation there-
for, but shall receive* their actual ex-
penses, to be paid oue of the general fund
of the State Tr«asurv. The Legislature
shall enact all lavs n^oSga iyto organize
such court, to provide the procedure

thereof, and to carry out thrprov'.Ldons of
this section.

Amendment Number Four.

A resolution to propose to the peopleof the State of California an amendment
to the Constitution of the Stat. amend-ing article eleven, by adding a?new sec-tion thereto, to be known as section num-
ber ti\e and one-half, relating to consoli-dated city and county governments.

The Legislature shall then re-
main in session for t\v.>nty-tive days, aft r
whuh it must adjourn to some date nor
less than thirty nor more than sixty daya
from the time of adjournment. If the twohouses fail to agree upon a time at whi.-hthey will resume their session the Gover-nor shall, by proclamation, fix a date for
such reconvening, which shall In- within
the limits above prescribed. I'pon re-
assembling, the Legislature shall complete
its session. No pay shall be allowed to
members for a longer period than seventv-
five days, and no bill shall be introducedin either house except at the tlrst twenty-
five days of the session, without the con-
sent of three-fourths of the members
thereof.
