Exhibits Which Are Worthy of
More Than Passing Notice.

On the second floor of the Pavilion,
just over the entrance, is the exhibit
of the Howe Academy. It consists
largely of handsome specimens of diffi-
cult penwork. Colonel N. Foulk, in-
structor of penmanship at the Howe
Academy, which is situated on J
street, between Tenth and Eleventh
streets, has executed these, and they
are truly striking testimonials of his
ekill and of the excellence of his meth-
od. Perhaps the most interesting spec-
imen of penmanship shown is a draw-
ing of an eagle. Last year a similar
drawing of an eagle, entitled “Old Abe,”
recelved a premium. Each evening a
number of the pupils of the Howe
Academy are in attendance and occupy
desks just as at the school. Many
specimens of the work performed by
the pupils may be seen, well illus-
trating the high character of the in-
stitution.

Remington Refrigerating Machine

Baker & Hamilton show as a part
of their dairy and creamery exhibit a
Remington refrigerating machine in
operation. It is of 500 pounds’ ice ca-
pacity, and will refrigerate without
making ice a cubic space equal to
1,600 pounds of ice melted each twen-
ty-four hours. The chemical used in
this machine is anhydrous ammonia.

This ammonia passes through a sys-

tem of piping. The mode of refrigera-
tion has three movements, expansion,
compression and condensation. The
first movement is expansion, by which
the ammonia is expanded in rooms to
be cooled by the absorption of the heat
of the room. These pipes are con-
nected with the compression machine,
the object of which is to convert the
ammonia gas from a latent to a sensi-
tive heat. This is the movement of
compression. After the gas is com-
pressed the compressor discharges it
into a condensor, when the third move-
ment takes place. The hot ammeonia
gas is here condensed back into a lig-
uid, which again goes to the cooling
room to expand. The ammonia never
comes in contact with any portion of
the room to be refrigerated. A machine
of this size will run a season on ten
pounds of ammonia at about 32 cents
a pound, making’the expense of main-
taining a plant the merest trifle above
the cost of power required to runm it.

A. Meister & Sons.

A. Meister & Sons have, as usual, a
most attractive exhibit of their vehi-
cles. In the foreground is the trap
Josephine, which has attracted so much
favorable notice. It is a stunning vehi-
cle in dark green gear and wheels,
beautiful chrome yellow basket effect
side panels, handsome lamps and high
‘back, easy-looking seat upholstered in
corduroy, The tires are of the cushion
variety, and the trap is comfortable as
well as rich looking. Directly opposite
is a two-seated trotting wagon in dark
body and wheels and green panels.
Over the seat of this thrown a magnifi-
cent Angora goat laprobe. Amongst
the other vehicles are a light open
buggy in carmine gear and wheels, a
side-bar top buggy, an open family car-
riage and a physician’s coupe, In the
machinery hall may be seen Meister's
Winkler Sprinkler wagon and a de-
livery wagon.
