the funds were to be used; whether
they were to be pooled or each party
handle its own. Committeeman Bohan
said he did not propose to be caught
as he was during the former campaign,
when $250 in bills poured in after the
campaign was over, and the Demo-
cratic Committeemen, who had paid all
their share of the expenses, were
obliged to go down into their pockets
and pay the other fellows’ bills, too.

It was decided that all the funds
should be pooled, and that joint meet-
ings be held throughout the county,
and the expenses be paid out of the
common fund. *

The Chair appointed T. Bohan, A. M.
Seymour and L. A. Vogel, but the lat-
ter declined in favor of T. W. Johnson,
saying that there should be some one
from the country on the committee.

M. B. B. Potter was nominated for
Superintendent of Schools, and said
that while he knew it would be fighting
against odds to run against B. F. How-
ard, the Republican nominee, if he ac-
cepted the nomination and so notified
the committee, he would let the latter
know that he had been in the fight.
He spoke in complimentary terms of
Mr. Howard, but said that a number
of Republicans had told him that if he
would accept the nomination they
would support him.

A communication was received from
Pio Valensin of Arno, stating that after
consideration of the question he had
decided that his other interests would
not allow him to accept the nomination
for Auditor and Recorder.

The board thereupon went into ex-
ecutive session, and although the mem-
bers were very close mouthed, it was
rumored that it was for the purpose of
deciding whether any nomination for
Auditor and Recorder should be made,
or R. T. Cohn should be allowed to
have a walkover. No action was taken,
however, as the party has still some
dark horses up its sleeve,

After the executive session had
closed, it was decided that the Cam-
paign Committee should meet with the
candidates next Sunday and arrange
the times and places for the meetings
and report to the Central Committee,
which will meet later in the day.
