
VAST THRONGS
AT THE FAIR.

The Park and Pavilion Were

Packed With People.

One of the greatest crowds ever seen
at the Pavilion saw the great exposi-
tion last night. The surging throng
stood pressing its way at the doors for
over an hour, taxing all the auxiliary
ticket sellers and doorkeepers, as well
as the regular force. Within the music
was exceptionally good, the dancing
and general specialty program wTas ex-
cellent and the people were happy?
until the electric lights went out, which
accident occurred shortly after 8
o'clock, and darkness lasted for nearly
an hour. Electricians were at hand
soon, however, and there was soon
light and happiness again.

The Hewitts, who have been at the
exposition since the opening, are two
of the cleverest acrobats in their line
In the country. Their work is exceed-
ingly clever and they have been encor-
ed time and again since the show be-
gan, and last night was no exception.
Their revolving ball juggling, club
swinging and general work are excel-
lent.

The CMalley sisters appeared to fine
advantage last night, and they were
loudly applauded. They executed the
Louis XIV. gavotte in costume, to Mo-
zart's minuet. These young ladies are
well known in Sacramento and they
have been exceedingly kind to the ex-
position, putting themselves out to help
make its show features a success. Their
dancing is spirited and graceful and
with their youth and dashing work
they have made one of the greatest
hits of the season.

One of the noticeable features of the
audience last night was the large num-
ber of San Francisco people who made
a tour of the exhibits, attended the
show and enjoyed the pictures in the
art department.

One of the striking features of the
exposition this year has been the re-
markable exhibit of fruits and grain
fom this county. Considering the dry
season and the fact that failures have
been quite common it is wonderful
that the county has made so fine a
showing as is to be seen in the exhibit,
which is under the control of Mrs. E.
Shields. Her own exhibit is as large

as the exhibits of good counties in
some States, being extensive in va-
riety and abundant as well.

The exhibit of the California Nur-
sery Company at Niles is one of the
finest ever . seen. Their plants and
flowers are abundant in the front pait
of the Pavilion.

Michael O'Sullivan, Manager of the
Sliding Hinge Window Company's ex-
hibit, has a fine display of his wrares.
Mr. O'Sullivan is also a pupil of Stan-
ton, the' painter, and he has a portrait
(513) on exhibition in the gallery.
This is the head of an Arabian woman,

and it is well done.
Those who do not know what un-

irrigated soils are capable of should
look at the exhibit by Joseph Sims of
twenty-four varieties of wine grapes,
grown at his place on the lower Stock-
ton road, in this county, without irri-
gation and on soil that was wet down
only twenty inches last winter.

Mrs. G. H. Kerr of Elk Grove has a
fine exhibit to show what that part of
the country can produce in the way of
fruit* and nuts. She has a large va-

riety of sun-dried fruits also that pre-
sent a very tempting array.

The ancient spinnet, 500 years old,
the predecessor of the harpischord and
the piano, which is shown by Mr.
Naghel in the piano display in the south
gallery, is a veritable antique curiosity,
and attracts much attention. It is not
much larger than a center table, with
no pedals, and has a looking glass set
in the lid so that when it was raised the
fair dame could gaze on her own love-
liness as she played, and might, per-
haps, be able to see her lover, as he
flirted with another fair one behind her
back, when he thought her safely en*-
gaged at the Instrument.

It also contains a tray with a number
of compartments, which fitted in be-
tween the lid and the frame to which
the wires are strung, and in which she
kept her materials for sewing and em-
broidery. Taken altogether it ts a
very' curious affair.

One of the most suggestive and val-
uable of all the things to be seen in
the exposition is an exhibit of pure

California olive oil, a product that is
exceedingly rare. B. M. Lelong has a
fine display of this valuable product,
and it is an object lesson to those in-
terested in the things that California
soil will produce.

Anothe striking feature of the fair
is the large number of cereals and so-
called health foods that are displayed
in neat packages and at a low price
by the many companies (already no-

ticed in these columns), whose business
is producing palatable foods from the
common cereals of the State. These
things suggest the way that the soil
of California may yet be compelled to
produce food enough for a vast popu-
lation.

It is believed that there will be a
large attendance to-day and to-mor-
row, as the weather is fine and it is
generally understood that the fair is
in every way a success.

The Directors have not spared any
pains to make the concluding part of
the fair as fine as it has ever been.
It is evident that those who go to the
Pavilion or the track to-day and to-
morrow will see a fine display of the
products of the soil and the excitement
of racing on the fastest track in the
State.

A GREAT THRONG.

Ten Thousand People Witness
Some Fine Racing.

It is doubtful if such, a crowd of peo-
ple has been, seen at Agricultural Park,

since the memorable day that Gold-
smith Maid and Occident had their
great race, as attended the races yes-
terday. A conservative estimate would
be from 9,000 to 10,000, and some per-
sons put it even higher.

It was Sacramento Day, and Sacra-
mento was there in all her glory. Per-
haps four-fifths of those who filled the
stands chock-a-block were ladies, and
it is not easy to imagine a more beau-
tiful picture than was presented by a
view of the stands from the paddock.
Dressed in light summer costumes of
many hues, with bright ribbons flutter-. ing in the breezes created by thousands

I of fans, the ladies presented a tableau
I such as is rarely seen outside of Cali-

\u25a0 fornia, where climate and feminine
beauty are characteristics of the State.

All the ground space from the sad-
dling paddock on the north to the
stables on the south was packed with
men so closely that it was difficult for
one to move about, while out in the

jpaddock were grouped several hundred
j carriages, buggies, etc., whose occu-
pants had a good view of the races as

!well as of the mass of people In the
i stands. It was an assemblage that

will be recalled years hence when com-
! parisons are made between the crowds

at the new park and those they had
witnessed at the old one.

The racing, too, was fine; so was the
music by Neale's Exposition Band; so
was the weather?lndeed, It was a gala
afternoon. The chief event of the af-

jternoon was the Futurity stake, or
jCalifornia Derby, for foals of 1890. The
i value of the stake was 54,500, of which

about $2,500 went to the winner, Burns
j& Waterhouse's filly Bonnibel, by Take
Notice-Talluda. But she had to fight

I for it, for Olinthus and Almoner were

nose and nose with her at the finish.
There were several other races in, which
the winners hadi only a few inches to
spare, and it is needless to say the
vast throng of people present were
kept worked up to a high pitch of en-
thusiasm.

First on the program was a purse for
beaten twr o-year-oJds, five and a half
furlongs. The starters were Nilgar Q/z
to 1, The Miller 6, Magdalenas 2 to 3
and Naplan 4 to 5.

The colts went away to a beautiful
start at the first effort. Nilgar essayed

to do the pacemaking, but by the time
the half was reached Magdalenas show-
ed in front and was never headed, win-
ning by a length from Napian in 1:001
Nilgar third.

Roulette Wheel 8 to 1, St. Philip 2
to 1, Himera 8 to 5, Glen Ann 5 to 1
and Rose Maid 6 to 1 went to the post
in the six furlong race for three-year-
olds.
It was almost a dead race from the

half to the outcome between Hirnera,

Rose Maid and Roulette Wheel, and
they finished in that order, a bare head
separating them, in 1:17.

Next came the event of the day, the

California Futurity stake, for foals of
1596, value $4,500. The starters were
Olinthus 8 to 5, Almoner 10 to 1, Saint-
ly and Hemera (as a stable) 3 to 5 and
Bonnibel and Panamint (as a stable) 3
to L

It was a grand race, and it took the
Judges a full minute to determine the
positions. Olinthus shot away in the
lead, but was soon passed by Bonnibel.
The latter led around the turn by sev-
eral lengths, the others being closely
bunched. The struggle in the stretch
was a hot one, and it came very near
being a dead heat between Bonnibel,
Almoner and Olinthus. The Judges,
who were best able to determine, de-
clared Bonnibel the winner. Almoner
second and Olinthus third.

THE STOCK PARADE.

A Fine Assembly of Horees and
Cattle Yesterday.

The balmy air of yesterday morning
and the fine array of stock on exhibi-
tion tempted many people out to Agri-
cultural Park, and the grand stand
presented an animated picture, the
bright colors worn by the wo-
men making it look like a movable
garden of flowers. There were also
many vehicles In the inclosure inside of
the track, the owners of which had
come to view the grand stock parade
and see which of the fine animals had
received the premiums.

The Exposition Band, under the di-
rection of C. A. Neale, discoursed lively
music, and the flowers in the bonnets
nodded aproval, while the horses and
cattle stepped in sympathy with the
strains. The premium ribbons had
nearly all been awarded and the bear-
ers of them seemed to step out more
proudly, as if appreciative of the hon-
ors they had won.

The double teams came first, and pre-
sented a fine appearance, with their
glossy coats and polished harness. Then
came the trotters and roadsters and the
thoroughbreds came last, in large num-
bers, presenting an array worth look-
ing at. Following them came the
draught horses and horses of all work,
and among them were a number of
massive Clydesdales and Normans. The
mules and jacks brought up the rear,
there being some fine specimens among
them.

A fine herd of Durhams led the cattle
division, and were followed by another
fine herd, composed of Herefords, noted
beef producers. Then came the black
and white Holsteins, the great milk
and butter producers, while the Jerseys,
with their tapering limbs and deer-like
appearance, wound up the procession."
many of them being noted for their
rich milk and the quantity of butter
produced from it.

While the parade this year was not
as large as at some preceding years,
the quality of the stock shown, of
horses and cattle, was fully up to the
standard of the past, and there were
very many specimens in line that might
well challenge competition. The last
grand stock parade will be to-morrow
morning, and will no doubt draw a
large crowd.

Exhibits Wkich Are Worthy of
More Than Passing Notice.

In the center of the Pavilion is the
striking exhibit of the A. S. Hopkins
Co., dealers in wooden ware. It is
made to represent an old-fashioned
Dutch windmill, upon which are effect-
ively displayed many of the principal
articles handled by the firm. The name
of the firm appears near the top on all
four sides. In one place it is formed
of playing cards, in another of small
sponges, in another of tooth brushes,
and, finally, of spoons? All over the
structure are shown brushes, brooms,
butter molds, wooden trays, dusters,
twines, coils of wire and other small
articles. Aside may be seen willow"
ware, baskets, tubs, pails, churns,
bundles of rattan and cane and samples
of almost everything In the wooden
ware line. An expert willow basket
maker gives every evening illustrations
of that work. The exhibit Is well up to
the standard of the firm's efforts of
former years, and effectively places its
character of business before the people.

Prominent among the carriage exhib-

its is that of the Diggs* Vehicle and
Implement Company of this city, sole
agents of the Columbus Buggy Com-
pany of Columbus, O. Most of the ve-
hicles exhibited are of thait widely and
favorably known make. A doctor's
phaeton, with hard rubber tires, and
having an appearance of rare comfort
and soiidity, occupies the place of honor
and bears a tag, "Sold to Dr. Clow."
By its side is a single seat trotting wa-
gon. This is, in the estimation of many
good judges, the gem of all the vehicles
exhibited at the fair. It has a long,
moderately low body on end springs.
The gear and wheels are light, strong
and with the body are exquisitely fin-
ished. The cloth upholstered seat has a
high, rounded back. It is of New York
State manufacture and surprisingly
low in price. Other Columbus vehicles
exhibited are a Ladies' phaeton, a high
seat open buggy, a stout business car-
riage and an open family carriage.
