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THE STATE LIBRARY REPORT

RECOMMENDATIONS MADE BY
THE TRUSTEES.

Books Reported Stolen, Badly Cat-
alogued and Some Are Crowd-
ed on the Shelves.

The State Librarian has made his re-
port to the Library Trustees, and they
yesterday transmitted it to the Gov-
ernor, indorsing his recommendations.

Librarian Coombs has gone over ev-
erything connected with his department
with great care, and has made many
recommendations as to the future man-
agement of the Library. These involve
many changes. His report shows that
there are now about 107,000 volumes in
the Library, as against 100,000 when
the last report was made.

One of the most important things con-
tained in the report is the startling
statement that the public contains a
large percentage of thieves, or persons
at least criminally careless with the
books of the State. It seems that there
have been more than 5,000 books either
stolen or lost since the Library opened.
Though there is a rule that no bhook
shall be kept more than two weeks the
Librarian has found that many books
have been out since 1893. He has suc-
ceeded in recovering a large number,
and has established a severe rule rela-
tive to receipts. The person who now
indorse a borrower’s card is respon-
sible for the book as much as if he had
taken it out for his own use.

The catalogues are pronounced old-
fashioned and very unsatigfactory in
every detail. The Library force is now
busy making catalogues on what is
known as the “dictionary” basis. By
this books may be found by their titles,
as well as by their authors.

It is shown that there is not room in
the Library for the books now on hand
and that are being added. The Librar-
ian recommends that the law depart-
ment be removed to a separate part of
the building, and that there be a Li-
brarian in charge every nignt, as well

as every day, for the benefit of liti-
gants. It is shown that this is de-
manded by the nature of the law li-
brary, and that to keep it open 2ot

nights under the present arrangement
would open the entire library, which is
to be avoided.

Mr. Coombs has gone fully into the
question concerning the real purposes
of the Library. He says that if the
Library is to be a storehouse for the
State’s books, it is all right as at pres-
ent conducted; but if it is to be a ret-
erence library or a circulating library,

it is falling short of the purposes
named.
In this connection it should be said

that President Clark of the State Li-
brary Association has called for "
meeting of the Librarians of the State.
They will convene in this city on No-
vember 25th for the purpose of discuss-
ing the question of extending the use-
fulness of the libraries of the State by
a system of co-operative exchanges of
books. It is expected that there will
be a large attendance and that some-
thing may be agreed upon to recom-
mend to legislators. In coneclusion, it
is recommended that the Library be
inventoried by the numbers of the
books once every year.
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CRUELTY TO ANIMALS.

Two Men From Plymouth Arrested

Charged With It—Their Story.

Edward Storris and Joseph Davis
were arrested yesterday afternoon by
Officers Hardy and Paine and Officer
Glick of the Humane Society, on a
charge of cruelty to animals.

The officers were informed that the
two young men had driven a horse
from Flymouth, which had died from
overdriving, and that the animal’s
hide showed many marks of the whip.

The two men, who seemed perfectly
sober, told their side of the story to
Chief Dwyer last night, Storris act-
ing as spckesman. He said that the
horse was his, and one he thought a
great deal of, and that, although he
could have had his pick of half a
dozen belonging to Davis’ father, he
took his own as best calculated to make
the trip. On arriving at the Slough
House, he found the horse apparently
suffering from colic and breaking out
into sweats. He went back a mile to
the store at the Cosumnes Postoffice
and purchased some soda and
to the horse, and it seemed to get bet-
ter after he had given it a dose. He was
advised, he says, by several persons
there, to drive on to
keep the horse moving, that it
should not lie down. Not being used
to sick horses, he supposed the advice
was good, and drove to this city, tak-
ing about four hours. On the latter
part of the journey the horse frequent-
ly wanted to stop and lie down, but,
following the advice given, he would
not let it, having to use the whip freely
to prevent it. On arriving in the neigh-
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borhood of Twenty-third and G streets |
to find a stable that he could |

he tried
get it into, while he went for a veter-
inary surgeon,
and as the animal could go no further,
he let it lie down while he went to
look for a stable and a doctor, and
while he was gone it died.

PROCLAMATION,

———

STATE OF CALIFORNIA,
Executive Department.
Sacramento, July 30, 1898.

Whereas, The Legislature of the State
of California, at its thirty-second session,
beginning on the Fourth day of January,

. D,, 1807, two-thirds of all ehe members
elected to each of the two houses of said
Legislature voting in favor tnereof, pro-
posed the following desoribed amendments
to the Constitution of the State of Cali-
fornia, to-wit:

Amendment Number Omue.

(Being Senate COQsHtmlonal Amendment
No. 41.)

A resolution to propose to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
Section Eighteen of Article Eleven of tha
Censtitution, in relation to revenue and
taxation, by which it is proposed to
amend said section to read as follows:

Section 18. No county, city, town, town-
ship, board of educatiom or school district
shall incur any indebtedness or liability
in any manner or for any purpose exceed-
ing in any year the income and revenue
provided for it for sucp year, without the
assent of two-thirds of the qualified eclect-
ors thereof, voting at gn election to be
held for that purpoce, ger unless before,
or at the time of incurri such {ndebted-
ness, provision shall be made for the ocol-
lection of an annual-tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such indebtedness as it
falls due, and dlso prevision to constitute
a sinking fund for the payment of the
principal thereof on or before maturity,
which shall not exceed forty years from
the time of cantracting the same; pro-
vided, however, that the City and County
of San Francisco may at any time pay the
unpaid claims with interest thereon ftor
materials furnished te and work done for
said city and county during the forty-
third and forty-fourth fiséal years, out of
the income and revenue of any succeeding
vear or years; provided, that any ",‘"'i all
claims for making, repairing, altering. or
for any work done upon or for any mate-
rial furnished for any street, lane, alley,
court, place, or sidewalk, or for the con-
struction of any sewer or sewers in said
city and county, are hereby excepted from
the provisions of this section; and in de-
termining any claim permitted to be paid
by this section, no statute of limitations
shall apply in any manner; and prmm_e.l
further, that the City of Vallejo, in So-
lano County, may pay its existing indebt-
edness incurred in the construction of its
water works, whenever two-thirds of the
electors thereof voting at an election held
for that purpose shall so decide. Any in-
debtedness or liability incurred contrary
to this provision, with the exception here-
inbefore recited, shall be void.

Amendment Number Two.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 10.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding a
new section, to be known and designaied
as Section Seven and one-half, Articie
Eleven thereof, providing for the framing
by the inhabitants of counties of local
county government Acts for their own
gocvernment., The said proposed new sec-
tion to read as follows: 3

Section 71. The inhabitants of any
county may frame a county government
Act for their own government, relating to
the matters hereinafter specified, and con-
sistent with, and subject to, the Constitu-
tion and laws of this State, by causing a
board of fifteen freeholders, who have
been, for at least five years, qualified
electors of such county, to be elected by
the qualified electors of such county, at
any . general or special election, whose
duty it shall be within ninety days after
such electicn to prepare and propose a
county government Act for such county,
wkich shall be signed in duplicate by the
members of such board, or a majority of
them, and returned, one copy thereof to
the Board of Supervisors or other legisla-
tive body of such county, and the other
copy to be sent to the recorder of deeds
of the county. Such proposed county gov-
ernment Act shall then be published in
two papers of general circulation in such
county, or if there be not two such pa-
pers, then in one only, for at least twr_‘nt,\'
days, and within not less than thirty days
after such publication it shall be submit-
ted to the qualified electors of such coun-
ty, at a general or special election, and if
a majority of such qualified electors vot-
ing thereon shall ratify the same it shall
thereafter be submitted to the Legislature
for its rejection or approval, as a whole,
without power of alteration or amend-
ment, and if approved by a majority of
the members elected to each house, it
shall be the county government Act of
such county, and shall in such case be-
come the organic law thereof and super-
sede any existing county government Act,
and all amendments thereof, and all spe-
cial laws inconsistent with such county
government Act.

A copy of such county government Act,
certified by the President of the Board of
Supervisors or other legislative body of
such county, and authenticated by the
seal of such county, setting forth the sub-
missiol of such county government Act to
the electors, and its ratification by them,
shall be made in AQuplicate and deposited,
one in the office of the Secretary of State,
the other, after being recorded in the of-
fice of the recorder of deeds in the coun-
ty, among the archives of the county.

All courts shall take judicial notice
thereof. The county government Act so
ratified may be amended, at intervals of
not less than two years, by proposals
therefor, submitted by the legislative au-
thority of the county, to the qualified
electors thereof, at a general or special
election held at least forty days after the
publication of such proposals for twenty
days in a newspaper of general circula-
tion in such county, and ratified by at
least three-fifths of the qualified electors
voting thereon, and approved by the
Legislature as herein provided for the ap-
proval of the county government Act. In
submitting any such county government
Act any alternative article or proposition
may be presented for the choice of the
voters, and may be voted on separately
without prejudice to others,

1t shall be competent in all county gov-
ernment Acts framed under the authority
given by this section to provide for the
manner-in which, the times at which, and
the terms for which the several township
and county officers, other than Judges of
the Superior Court, shall be elected or
appointed; for their compensation; for
the number of such officers, for the con-
solidation or segregation of offices, for the
number of deputies that each officer shall
have, and for the compensation payable
to each of such deputies, for the manner
in which, the times in which, and the
terms for which the members of all
becards of election shall be elected or op-
pointed; and for the constitution, regula-
tion, compensation and government of
such boards, and of their clerks and at-
taches; also, to precribe (he manner and
method by which all elections by the peo-
ple shall be conducted: and may in addi-
tion determine the tests and conditions
upon which electors, political parties and
organizations may participate in any pri-
mary election.

Whenever any county has, in the man-
ner and method herein pointed out, adopt-
ed any county government Act, and the
same shall have been approved by the
Legislature as aforesaid, the directions of
Sections Four and Five of this article,
providing for the uniformity of a system
of county governments throughout the
State, and likewise providing for the elec-
tion and appointment of officers, and the
regulation of their compensation, shall
not apply. Said county government Act
shall, as to any of the matters herein-
above provided for and declared by such
county government Act, not be subject to
and law or amendment enacted Ly the
Legislature ,except by amendment first
submitted to the electors and ratified in
the manner hereinabove set forth.

Amendment Number Three.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. #4.)

A resolution proposing to the people ot
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding
a new section, to be known and designat-
ed as Section Five and one-half, Article
Six, thereby providing for the organiza-
tion of a court, to be known as the Court
of Claims. The said proposed new section
to read as follows:

Section 5%. The Court of Claims shall
consist of any three Judges of the Supe-
rior Court, who may be requested by the
Gevernor to hold court at the regular
terms thereof. The Court of Claims shall
have exclusive jurisdiction to hear and de-
termine all claims of every kind and char-
acter against the State, under such laws
as may be passed by the Legislature, and
its judgment thereon shall be fipal. The
terms of the Court of Claims shall be held
as follows:

In the City of Los Angeles, commencing
on the second Monday of March;

In the City and County of San Francis-
co, commencing on the second Monday in
July, and

In the City of Sacramento, commencing
on the second Monday of November of
each year.

The Judges holding such term of court
shall receive no extra compensation there-
for, but shall receive their actual ex-
penses, to be paid ous of the general fund
of the State Treasurv. The Legislature
shall enact all laws na~essary to organize
such court, to provide the procedure

therecf, and to carry out theprovisions of
this section.

A resolution to propose to the people of
the State of Caiifornia an amendment to
section two of article four of the Constitu-
tin, in relation to sessions of the Legisla-
ture, by which it 'is proposed to amend
said section to read as follows:

Section 2. The seasions of the Legisla-
ture shall commence at twelve o'clocic
meridian on the first Monday after the
first day of January next succeeding tho
®election” of its members, and shall be hi-
ennial unless the Governor shall in the
interim convene the Legislature by proe-
lamation. The Legislature shall then re-
main in session for twenty-five days, after
which it must adjourn to some date not
less than thirty nor more than sixty daya
from the time of adjournment. If the two
houses fail to agree upon a time at which
they will resume their session, the Gover-
nor shall, by proclamation, fix a date for
such reconvening, which shall be within
the limits above prescribed. Upon re-
assembling, the Legislature shall completa
its session. No pay shall be allowed to
members for a longer period than seventy-
five days, and no bill shall be introduced
in either house except at the first twenty-
five days of the session, without the con-

sent of three-fourths of the members
thereof.

of the Legislature of the State of Califor=
nia, entitled '“An Act to provide for the
submission of proposed amendments to
the Constitution of the State of Califor-
nia, to the qualified electors for their ap-
proval,” approved March 7, A. D. 1883, the
above described proposed amendments ara
hereby published and advertised to ba
voted upon, by ballot, by the qualified
electors of the State, at the election ta
be held throughout this State on

Tuesday, November 8, A, D. 1898.

be separately voted upon in manner and
form as follows:

Each ballot used at such election must
contain written or printed thereon the
following words, whereupon the voter
may express his choice as provided by
law:
