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NINE PERSONS DROWNED.

Steamship Gloucester Collides
With and Sinks a Schooner.

BOSTON, Sept. 16.—The steamship
Gloucester of the Merchants’ and Min-
ers’
arrived here this morning from Balti-
more, reported that at 1:30 o’clock this
morning she collided with the Glouces-
ter schooner Alice Jordan, off Martha’s

crew were drowned. Seven of the crew
were saved and brought here on the
Gloucester.

The Gloucester sailed from Balti-
more on her regular trip to this city,
touching at Norfolk, which port she
left Wednesday night. When north of
Cottage City about 1:40 o'clock this
morning, just after the big boat had
steamed through Vineyard Sound, she
crashed into a Gloucester fisherman,
which had a sail across her bows. The
schooner, which proved to be the Alice
C. Jordan, was cut down to the wa-
ter's edge, and began filling rapidly.
The Gloucester was stopped at once and
boats ordered lowered. The schooner
sunk in a very few minutes, and before
nine of the crew, who were asleep be-
low, could reach the deck, they were
drowned. The Captain and six of the
Jordan’s men were taken out of the

water by the Gloucester’s men.

The commander of the fisherman,
|Captain J. H. Warren, was also res-
| cued. The boats from the Gloucester
| searched for a long time for the nine
missing men, with no success.

Captain F. M. Howes of the Glouces-
ter says that the steamer had all her
lights burning at the time of the acci-
dent. The weather was cloudy and the
night quite dark.

The schooner Alice C. Jordan was
owned by William H. Jordan end reg-
istered at 8t tons gross.

announced that he was a bimetallist,but |
not at the ratio of 16 to 1.

A resolution advocating the passage
of the Walker bill to strengthen the
public credit, which is now pending be-
fore Congress, met with some Opposi=
tion, on the ground that it does not go
as far as the needs of the business in-
terests of the country demand. It was
adopted, however, by a vote of 20 ayes
to D noes.

On a resolution advocating the enact-
ment by the California Legislature of
the uniform negotiable instrument law
now pending in several of the leading
commercial States there was a unani-
mous affirmative.

“Resolved, That the taxation of
bhonds, State, county and municipal, in-
cluding school districts, is without re-
sulting benefits of any kind, but is pro-
lific of evil, as it occasions loss of money
to the taxpayer, depreciates public and
private credit, impairs respect for law
and lessens the public conception for
the sanctity of an oath; wherefore this
convention recommends that the Con-
stitution be so amended as to exempt
public securities from taxation.”

The final resolution acted upon fa-
vorably by the convention declares that
the best protection against forgers,
burglars and counterfeiters is the cer-
tainty and durability of punishment.

The selection of the time and place of
the next convention was left to the Ex-
ecutive Council, after which the con-
vention adjourned.

After adjournment the Executive
Council met and re-elected J. A.
Thompson as Chairman.

——

DREYFUS CASE.

General Opinion That the Cabinet
Will Order a Revision.

PARIS, Sept. 16.—The newspapers
here say the Minister of Justice, M.
Sarrien, has completed the examina-

tion of the documents in the Dreyfus
case, and that he will communicate to
the Ministers at the Cabinet council to
be held to-morrow hig intention to refer
the matter to a commission competeut
to undertake a revision of the proceed-
Ings.

The general opinion is that the Cabi-
net will adopt the proposal for a re-
vision of the case unanimously, with
the exception of the Minister for War,
General Zurlinden, who yesterday in-
formed the Minister of Justice that he
intends to resign if it develops that he
does not agree with his colleagues.

The “Figaro,” “Matin” and the “Rap-
pell” say they believe that in case Gen-
eral Zurlinden resigns, M. Brisson, the
Premier, is resolved to take the port-
folio of Minister for War, and give the
portfolio of Minister of the Interior
to M. Vallee,

According to the “Gaulois,” the result
of the decision of the Minister of Jus-
tice will be a ministerial crisis, as this
paper claims that the other Ministers
will resign.

Fire at Montreal.

MONTREAL, Sept. 16.—The reserve
street car barns of the Montreal Street
Car Company caught fire this after-
noon, and sixty-eight cars were burned.
Loss, $150,000.

Klondikers, who left Dawson on Sep-
tember 2d. The amount of dust brought
out is variously estimated at between
$150,000 to $200,000.

Leonard Winbolt, the purser of the
river steamer Linda, committed suicide
by taking morphine while the steamer
was on its way down the river. He
was a native of London, England,
aged 23.
