The Large Export Demand to This
Country's Interests

Illustrated by the Improved Tone and Prices
of Wheat and Flour.

Better Foreign Buying, Induced by

Less Favorable Russian Crop

Reports?Trade in the South !
i

Adversely Affected by Low

Friees of Cotton and the Yellow

Fever Quarantine.

NEW YORK, Sept. 23.?Bradstreet's
to-morrow will say:

Favorable trade developments mani-
fest themselves chiefly along the lines
previously noted. The importance of
a large export demand to the country's

domestic interests is illustrated by the j
improved tone and prices of wheat and j
flour this week, growing out of the
better foreign buying,, induced by less
favorable Russian crop reports, small-
er shipments from that country and
apparently continued careful selling by
American producers.

Raw cotton, on the other hand, re-
flects probabilities of continued plenti- |
ful supply, and gather slow demand in !
quotations, lower than the lowest point
reached in the year of depression, 1594,
when a large yield was conceded with
poorer trade, industrial troubles and
tight money.

From the West and Northwest ad-
vices continue largely in the former
cheerful strain. Some retaliation in
activity is perceptible in some lines at
large markets, but the volume of trade
as a whole is evidently equal to any
previous record. At the South low
priced cotton and yellow fever quaran-
tine affect trade adversely, improve-
ment in one section being counterbal-
anced by less favorable advices from
others.

Favorable conditions on the Pacific
Coast are most numerously reported in ;
the States of Oregon and Washington, j
Conservative management earlier in

the year, however, has resulted in fair-
ly good conditions in California, where
crops were less favorable than further
north, and failures are down to a
minimum. At the East the least fa-
vorable reports continue to come from
the textile industries.

Wool is quiet, and manufacturers are
not encouraged to buy heavily in view
of the very moderate trade in woolen
goods. Cotton goods are in better dis-
tribution, but prices betray the unset-
tling influences of low prices for the
raw material and print cloths are
slightly weaker. Activity in iron and
steel manufacture continues unabated,
and similar conditions are reported
abroad. Talk of further moderate ad-
vances in prices has increased, partic-
ularly as this country is the cheapest
market for iron and steel in the world.

The export trade In pig iron from
Southern points continues very heavy
and another advance of 25 cents is re-
ported by some large Southern con-
cerns.

An improved foreign demand for
American cereals is shown in the en-
larged shipments this week. Wheat
(including flour) shipments aggregate
4,991,353 bushels, against 3,(575.291
bushels last week, 5,570,825 bushels in
the corresponding week of 1897, 3,930,-
--466 bushels in 189(5, 3,151.907 bushels in
1895 and 2,662,500 bushels in 1894.
July Ist, this year, exports of wheat
aggregate 41,100,444 bushels, against
50,130,525 bushels last year.

Business failures in the United States
for the week number 182, against 173
last week, compared with 237 in the
week a year ago: 321 in 1890, 198 in
1895, and 204 in 1894. Business fail-
ures in the Dominion of Canada num-
ber 19, against 20 last week, 35 in this
week one year ago, and 34 in 1896.

NEW YORK, Sept. 23? R. G. Dun &
Co.'s "Weekly Review of Trade" will
say to-morrow:

Europe will have to consider possible
American needs for money much more
anxiously in the future. Doubtless
there has been for many years a feel-
ing that the new continent could not
be put offwith promises. But the con-
trol of this country over money mar-
kets in the Old World is coming to be
that of a master. Our banks lend over
there heavily when it is the most con-
venient market for them, but they draw
on Europe whenever they want money
and no longer have occasion to limit
their drafts.

This country is not drawing on Eu-
rope as largely to pay for breadstuffs
as it did a year ago, and wheat ex-
ports for the week, flour Included, have
been 3,963.204 bushels from Atlantic
ports, against 3,077.868 bushels last
year, and 543,417 from Pacific ports,
against 1.094,893 last year, making for
the three weeks 10,203,941 bushels from
both coasts, flour included, against 15,-
--."09,124 bushels last year. Prices have
risen sharply, about 4 cents for the

week, and exports of corn, though not
as large as last year, have been heavy
in comparison with any other year.
The price is slightly advanced.

Reports from different cities disclose
a wonderful activity at the chief cen-
ters of Western trade, the dispatches
from Chicago, St. Paul and St. Louis
being especially significant. To East-
ern dealers it may be hard to realize
that such extraordinary activity exists
at the West, although their own trade
is excellent. Even in Eastern mar-
kets it is commonly said that no larger

trade has ever been known, unless in
1892, but the Western cities are run-
ning things much after their own taste
this year, having greater advantages
than ever before in heavy bank bal-
ances, and, while the exchanges for the
week fall below those of last year,
three to Aye per cent., they are 13.1
per cent, larger than in the same week
in 1892.

The iron and steel trade expands
with a rapidity which throws into the
shade all expectations, with a steel
famine in Germany and Great Britain
in the market for 10,000 tons plates,
and the American works crowded for
months ahead. New orders at Chicago
cover 30,000 tons tin plate bars, be-
sides 7,000 tons sold at Philadelphia.
Rails are in such demand that the
makers are unable to meet with the
expectation of advancing prices, some
sales having been made from Chicago
below agreed quotations for delivery
at the far West.

Plates are strong everywhere, but on
account of car construction, especially
strong at Chicago and the demand for
bars on the same account is heavy,
with one order at Chicago for 1,00;> and
several others for 500 cars each. Prices
have slightly advanced for plates, bars
and wide nails, which are in much bet-
ter demand than heretofore.

Coke production increases, the output
at Conhellsville for the week having
been 140,658 tons, against 137,171 tons
for the previous week, and tin is some-
what stronger at 16.15, reflecting an
advance at London. Lead is compar-
atively inactive at 4 cents. Tin plates
are selling at 2.82% for full weight
Bessemer.

The copper production in August was
19,508 tons domestic, against 6,900 for-
eign, and the lead production, as offi-
cially reported, has been 156,163 tons
for the half year, against 289.59S tons
for the full year 1897.

Failures for the week have been 174
in the United States, against 209 last
year, and sixteen in Canada, against
twenty-eight last year.

BRYAN'S REGIMENT.

Will Not be Mustered Out Exoept
on Gen. Lee's Recommendation.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 23.?Colonel

Bryan of the Third Nebraska, Gov-
ernor Holcomb and Representative
Stark were again at the War Depart-
ment to-day and called on General
Corbin. Colonel Bryan submitted a
few more papers, requesting the dis-
charge of members of his regiment.

It is stated at the department that
all the applications for discharge sub-
mitted by Colonel Bryan yesterday and
to-day will have to pass through the
regular military channels, and th j final
determination will be the recommenda-
tion of the corps commander, who is
Major General Lee. The party later
had another interview with President

(JrlcKinley. At the close Governor Hol-
comb said:

"We did not confine our representa-

tions to the Third Regiment, but in-
cluded all the Nebraska troops in the
field. Nebraska raised three regiments

for the war. Of these the First Regi-
ment is at Manila, the second is on
furlough, and the third, which is the
regiment commanded by Colonel Bryan,
is in Florida. Leaving the second reg-
iment out of consideration, we have
2,652 soldiers in the field. This ex-
ceeds our quota about 7<M) men, on the
basis of an army of 100,000. We have
asked that the force be so reduced so
as to bring it down to somewhere near
the correct proportion. All companies
are of the maximum strength of 100
men, and we have suggested to the
President the advisability of reducing
them to the minimum of 80. This
would make a reduction of OUO in the

! two regiments, and bring the Nebras-
ka representation in the army almost
to its proper place."

Governor Holcomb added that the re-
quests were made on behalf of the en-
listed men only, and not in the inter-
est of officers. "They have the privilege
of resigning if they desire to get out of
the service," he said.

The Governor stated that no repre-
sentations had been made concerning
the attitude of Colonel Bryan person-
ally, and he could not say whether the

I Colonel would seek to resign or to se-
jcure a furlough.

The President took the representa-

Itions of the delegation under considera-
tion, promising to give his response at
an early date.

Carpet Mills to Shut Down.
PHILADELPHIA, Sept. 23.?At a

meeting- of ingrain carpet yarn spin-
ners held in this city an absolute shut-
down of the mills represented was de-
cided upon. This action is taken be-
cause of the overproduction of yarn.
At the present time, owing to unusual
conditions in the carpet business, a
large per cent, of the ingrain looms are
not running. While the looms have
been shutting down, the production of
yarn has kept up, with the result that
there has been overproduction and a
consequent tendency toward low prices.
The shut-down will be indefinite.

volver missed fire. The assassin board-
ed a train and arrived in Springfield
to-day. Alighting from the train, he
ran into the arms of officers, and is
now in jail.

ORDINANCE) NO. 445.

An Ordinance Prohibiting the Keeping of
Cows in Greater Number than Two
Within Certain Limits of the City of
Sacramento and Fixing a Penalty for
the Violation of this Ordinance.

The Board of Trustees of the City of
Sacramento ordain as follows;

Section 1. No cows exceeding two In
number, shall be kept or maintained by
any one person or family or firm or cor-
poration, for the purpose of selling milk
or for dairy purposes, within the follow-
ing limits of the city of Sacramento, to
wit: South of B street, and north of R
street, and west of Twenty-third street,
in said city.

Section 2. Any person violating the pro-
visions of this ordinance, shall, upon con-
viction thereof, be punished by a tine
not exceeding Three Hundred Dollars, or
by imprisonment not exceeding sixty
days, or by both such fine and imprisdn-
ment.

Section 3. This ordinance shall take ef-
fect and be in force from and after tho
first day of March, 1897.

Section 4. All ordinances and parts of
ordinances in conflict with this ordinance
are hereby repealed.

ORDINANCE NO. 446.

An Ordinance Providing for Fire Es-
capee on Buildings in the City of Sac-
ramento, and Providing a Penalty for
a Breach of this Ordinance,

The Board of Trustees of the City of
Sacramento ordain as follows:

Section 1. It shall be unlawful for any
person, firm or corporation, as owner,
agent, contractor, lessee or employe, to
build, construct or maintain any building
of three stories or more in hight In the
city of Sacramento, and occupied or used
as "a hotel, boarding or lodging house or
tenement, dwelling, or for offices, or Bleep-
ing apartments, or for factories, mil's,
manufactories or workshop, unless the
bp me be provided with good and sufficient
means of egress in case of fire. Every

svch building shall be provided with
metal fire escapes, and women and chil-
dren shall not be employed above the
second story of any factory, shop or
printing office, unless there are two or
mere means of exit. All fire escapes
shall be kept free of obstructions, and-
shall extend from the first story to at
least four feet above the roof.

Section 2. Every building of three
stories or more in hight. occupied or used
for any of the ptireoses mentioned in
Section 1, and having a balcony, porch or
awning shall also have an opening in
the floor thereof not less than two feet
Wide by three feet, six inches long, and
closed or protected on three sids, and
there shall be communication from bal-
cony to balcony in the form of an incline
step ladder, which shall have an incli-
nation from the perpendicular of not less
than four inches to even* twelve inches of
rise and it shall be unlawful for any per-
son firm, company or corporation, as
owner agent, contractor, lessee or em-
nlcve to build, construct or maintain any
such porch, balcony or awning, unless in
conformity with the provisions of Seotlon
2 hereof.

Section 3. It shall be and is hereby
made the duty of the Chief Engineer of
the Fire Department to see that all the
provisions of this ordinance are strictly

enforced.
Section 4. Any person violating any of

the provisions of this ordinance shall be
guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon con-
viction thereof, shall be punished by a
fine of not more than Three Hundred
Dollars, or by imprisonment in the City
Jail not exceeding three months, or by
both such fine and Imprisonment.

Section 5. This ordinance shall take Ef-
