A NEW MISSIONARY FIELD.

REV. A. B. BANKS SAYS WAR
INCREASES CHURCH WORK.

A Sacramento Minister Says This
Coast Will Become Very
Important.

Probably every thoughtful person in
the country has caught a gleam of the
truth that the annexation of Hawaii
and the extension of American interests
abroad, as a result of the war (whether
the Philippines are annexed or not) will
develop a greater amount of business
than ever known in this country. This
will be wide in its ramifications.

Rev. A. B. Banks of this city, who
has given the subject of foreign acqui-
sitions a great deal of thought, and who
believes in the expansion of this coun-
i try’s foreign policy, says there is a
!line of activities now opening that few
! people have ever suspected—that of for-
eign missionary work; it looks beyond
| the Pacific, to China, Japan and the
| Philippines.

“I am proud to say,” said the gentle-
man last night, ‘“that the Baptist
Church has always been prominent in

missionary work. We have strong
home and foreign societies, and the

church has a powerful and perfect or-
ganization. At the May meetings, where
it was decided that the representatives
of the church will meet in San Fran-
cisco next year, it was the general sen-
timent that the West is becoming a
i more important field than ever before.
These great meetings to consider church
work are held every year.

‘To-day Boston is the center of our
missionary work, being the,location of
the great missionary depot. Chicago is
our Western point, while Philadelphia
is the headquarters for the publication
society. It may be said that the Pa-
cific Coast is as yet only a rim, not a
though there are houses in San
Francisco that carry our publications.

Here, however, is what I see: San
Francisco is destined to become the
center of missionary effort, not only

in our church, but for other churches.

“Next spring the May meetings will
bring hundreds of leading Baptists to
this coast, representatives from all over
the Union.

PROCLAMATION

STATE OF CALIFORNIA,
Executive Department.
Sacramento, July 30, 1898,

Whereas, The Legislature of the State
of California, at its thirty-second session,
beginning on the Fourth day of January,
A. D, 1897, two-thirds of all ehe members
el-’-c_ted to each of the two houses of said
Legislature voting in favor tnereof, pro-
posed the following deseribed amendments
to the Constitytion of the State of Cali-
fornia, to-wit:

Amendment Numbker One.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 41.)

A resolution to propose to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
Section Eighteen of Article Eleven of the
Censtitution, in relation to revenue and
taxation, by which it is proposed to
amend said section to read as follows:

Section 18. No county, city, town, town-
ship, board of educatiom or school district
skall incur any indebtednes or liability
in any manner or for any purpose exceed-
ing in any yvear the income and revenue
provided for it for such year, without the
assent of two-thirds of the qt
ors thereof, voting at an

or at the time of incurring such indebted-
ness, provision shall be made for the col-

lection of an annual tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such indebtedn as it
falls due, and also provision to constitute
a sinking fund for the payment of the
principal thereof on or before maturity,
which shall not exceed forty years from
the time of cantracting the same; pro-
vided, however, that the City and County
of San Francisco may at any time pay the
unpaid aims with interest thereon for
materials furnished to and work done for
said city and county duri the forty-
third and forty-fourth fi 3 rs, out of
the income and revenue of any succeeding
vear or vears; provided, that any and all
claims for making, repairing, altering, or
for any work done upon or for any mate-
rial furnished any streetr, lane, alley,
court, place, or sidewalk, or for the con-
struction of any sewer or sewers in said
city and county, are hereby excepted from
the provisions of this section; and in de
termining any claim permitted to be paid
by this section, no statute of limitations
shall apply in any manner; and provided
further, that tha City of Vallejo, in So-
lano County, may pay its existing indebt-
edness incurred in the construction of its
water works, whenever two-thirds of the
electors thereof voting at an election held
for that purpose shall so decide. Any in-
debtedness or liability incurred contrary
to this provision, with the exception here-
inbefore recited, shall be void.
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Amendment Number Two.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 10.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, b 1dding a
new section, to be known and designated
as Section Seven and one-half, Articie
Eleven thereof, providing for the framing
by the inhabitants of counties of local
county government Acts for their own
gcvernment. The said proposed new sec-
tion to read as follows:

Section 71%. The inhabitants of any
county may frame a county government
Act for their own government, relating to
the matters hereinafter specified, and con-
sistent with, and sul t to, the Constitu-
tion and laws of this State, by causing a
board of fifteen freeholders, who have
been, for at least five years, qualified
electors of such county, to be elected by
the qualified electors of such county, atl
any general or special election, whose
duty it shall be within ninety days after
such election tb prepare and propose a
county government Act for such cn‘int__\‘.
which shall be signed in duplicate by the
members of such board, or a majority of
them, and returned, one copy thereof to
the Board of Supervisors or other legisia-
tive body of such county, and the nll'.vvr
copy to be sent to the recorder of deeds
of the county. Such proposed county gov-
ernment Act shall then be published in
two papers of general circulation in such
county, or if there be not twyo such pa-
pers, then in one only, for at least twenty
days, and within not less than thirty Gays
after such publication it shall be submit-
ted to the qualified electors of such coun-
ty, at a general or special election, and if
a majority of such qualified electors vot-
ing thereon shall ratify the same it shall
thereafter be submitted to the Legislature
for its rejection or approval, as a whole,
without power of alteration or amend-
ment, and if approved by a majority of

the members elected to each house, it
shall be the county government Act of
such county, and shall in such case be-

come the organic law thereof and super-
sede any existing county government Act,
and all amendments thereof, and all spe-
clal laws inconsistent with such county
government Act.

A copy of such county government Act,
certified by the President of the Board of
Supervisors or other legislative body of
such county, and authenticated by the
seal of such county, setting forth the sub-
missio® of such county government Act to
the electors, and its ratification by them,
shall be made in duplicate and deposited,
onc in the office of the Secretary of State,
the other, after being recorded in the of-
fice of the recorder of deeds in the coun-
ty, among the archives of the county.

All courts shall take Jjudicial notice
thereof. The county government Act so
ratified may.be amended, at intervals of
not less than two years, by proposals
therefor, submitted by the legislative au-
thority of the county, to the qualified
electors thereof, at a general or special
election held at least forty days after the
publication of such proposals for twenty
days in a newspaper of general circula-
tion in such county, and ratified by at
least three-fifths of the qualified electors
voting thereon, and approved by the
Legislature as herein provided for the ap-
proval of the county government Act. In
submitting any such county government
Act any alternative article or proposition
may be presented for the choice of the
voters, and may be voted on separately
without prejudice to others,

It shall be competent in all county gov-
ernment Acts framed vnder the authority
given by this section to provide for the
manner in which, the times at which, and
the terms for which the several township
and county officers, other than Judges of
the Superior Court, shall be elected or
appointed; for their compensation; for
the number of such officers, for the con-
solidation or segregation of offices, for the
number of deputies that each officer shall
have, and for the compensation payable
to each of such deputies, for the manner
in which, the times in which, and the
terms for which the members of all
bcards of election shall be elected or op-
pointed; and for the constitution, regula-
tion, compensation and government of
such boards, and of their clerks and at-
taches; also, to precribe the manner and
method by which all elections by the peo-
ple shall be conducted; and may in addl-
tion determine the tests and conditions
upon which electors, political parties and
organizations may participate in any pri-
mary election.

Whenever any county has, in the man-
ner and method herein pointgd out, adopt-
ed any county government Act, and the
same shall have been_ approved by the
Legislature as aforesaid, thedirections of
Sections Four and Five of this article,
providing for the uniformity of a system
of county governments throughout the
State, and likewise providing for the elec-
tion and appointment of officers, and the
regulation of their compensation, shall
not apply. Said county government Act
shall. as to any of the matters herein-
above provided for and declared by such
county government Act, not be subject to

and law or amendment enacted by the
Legislature ,except by amendment first

submitted to the electors and ratified in
the manner hereinabove set forth.

Amendment Number Three.

The Court of Claims shal]
have exclusive jurisdiction to hear and de-
termine all claims of every kind and char-
acter against the State, under such laws
as may be passed bv the Legislature, and
its judgment thereon shall be final. The
terms of the Court of Claims shall be held
as follows:

In the City of Los Angeles, commencing
on the second Monday of March;

In the City and County of San Francis-
co, commencing on the second Monday in
July, and
In the City of Sacramento, commencing
on the second Monday of November of
each year.

The Judges holding such term of court
shall receive no extra compensation there-
for, but shall receive their actual ex-
penses, to be paild out of the general fund
of the State Treasury. The Legislature
shall enact all laws mecessary to organize
such court, to provide the procedura

thereof, and to carry out theprovisions of
this section.
