
QUESTION OF HOUSE MOVING

TELEPHONE COMPANIES WANT

TO SAVE THEIR WIRES.

McLaughlin's Trucks Before the

City Board of Trustees

Again.

The City Board of Trustees met in
regular weekly session last night, Trus-
tees McKay, Kent, Brown, Devine,
Tebbets, Douglas, Dolan and Paine
being present.

M. J. Dillman appeared before the
board in relation to the removal of the
?Id Gray house on N street. He said the
fcouse was forty feet high and the con-
tractor wished the telephone companies

to cut their wires in order to let it
pass. The alley between N and O

?treets is the main thoroughfare for
Uie telephone wires and to cut them
through the main leads of the two com-
panies would work an injury which it

Would be almost impossible to repair.

Trustee Dolan asked why Contractor

Kerr did not move the building up N

?treet and Mr. Dillman replied that Mr

Kerr did not think that the city would

allow him to dig holes in the bitumen

lor his stakes.
Trustee Dolan moved that, as the

building was to be taken over on O

?treet, the contractor be allowed to

take up a stone in the rock gutters on

N street where necessary, to drive his

?takes, in order that the house may-

be moved up that street, the work to

be done to the satisfaction of the Su-

perintendent of Streets and under his

direction. .
Mr. Kerr thought he could move tne

house in that way, but Street Super-

intendent Touhey objected, on tne

ground that it would crush the street.

The motion of Trustee Dolan was
carried unanimously. Mr. Kerr being

confident he would not crush the street.
THOSE TRUCKS AGAIN.

H G. Soule appeared before the board

to protest against the continued ob-

struction by William McLaughlin of

the alley between Second and Third, P

and Q streets, where his wagons and

trucks are. He thought that Mr. Mc-

Laughlin might have b*en allowed to

obstruct the alley with his wagons and

trucks so long that he considers that he

owns the alley. He thought the board
should protect the rights of other prop-
erty owners.

Trustee Paine said Mr. McLaughlin

Had expended $300 in filling up the al-

ley and making a good one. He had

investigated and found that the trucks

were placed on one side of the alley, so
that people could pass. He understood
that only one milkman objected, be-

cause he had to get out of his wagon

to deliver milk at one house.
Trustee Dolan said it did not make

any difference if Mr. McLaughlin paid

$5,000,000 taxes, he had no right to

obstruct the alley, as the law forbids it.

Mr. Seward, the milkman referred to,

explained how the trucks and wagons

obstruct the alley and said that a bi-

cycle rider could not pass through it

in a straight line without running

against the trucks.
Mr. Soule said that he had been in-

formed that Mr. McLaughlin had said
in response to the request that the

trucks be removed, that if the people

did not like it, they could sue him and

they would find out whether he would

move his trucks or not.
On motion of Trustee Devine, the Su-

perintendent of Streets was instructed

to see that the alley was kept clear.

EXTENDING THE SEWER.
Hon. F. R. Dray said he wished to

address the board on an urgent mat-
ter. There is now a sewer through

the Capitol Park at Thirteenth street,

that is two feet in diameter and three
feet lower than the other sewers. If
it were extended to G street, it would
drain off a large amount of rain water

in the winter and much matter from
cesspools that goes into the sewers
and overflows. This causes much sick-
ness in that part of town. There is a
schoolhouse at Thirteenth and G
streets and in the winter time the
children often have to walk over the
overflow of water on planks from ten
to twenty feet long, in order to get to
and from school.

He had spoken to the Mayor on the
subject, but been told that there is

no money at present with which to
build the sewer, but that there was
a proposition to submit to the people
the question of bonding the city for a
sewer system, but this is indefinite and
ruay not be accepted. The matter is a
serious one and if the board has power
to protect the people of the city as a
matter of urgency, he thought it
should' take action at once.

Trustee Devine thought the work
could be done so as to be finished by

January Ist and paid for after the new
year. He moved that thef

City Sur-
veyor be instructed to prepare plans
and specifications for the extension of
the 3ewer from L street to G.

The motion was carried and on mo-
tion of Trustee Dolan the matter was
referred to the Corporation Counsel, to
report as to whether the sewer could
be legally built in that way.

Also appointing A. Dixon a special
police officer for the locality known as
the Southern Pacific Railroad shops,
vice self," term expired.

COMMITTEE REPORTS.
Trustee Paine, for the Street Com-

mittee, reported that there was still
some fire at the city dumps and the
Street Superintendent was instructed
to have it put out.

Trustee Brown, for the Water Com-
mittee, said he had asked tbe Chief
Engineer at the Water Works to go
down with him and investigate the con-
dition of the machinery at the sewer
plant, but the latter had replied that
he could not go down, as there was no
one to take his place and it wrould be
necessary to have some one to do so.
Mr. Brown said that a competent en-
gineer had carefully examined the
plant and estimated that he could make
the repairs needed for $136.

The matter was referred back to the
committee, to confer with the Mayor
on the subject.

SALOON LICENSES GRANTED.
Ernest Schopp was granted a saloon

license at 726 J street.
J. L. Martin asked for a saloon li-

cense at 515 X street, and it was re-
ferred to the Chief of Police.

Patrick Kelly was granted a saloon
license at 605 I street. Maurice H.
Sheehan was granted one at 610 I
street.

A "SLICK" TRICK.
Gus Hess was granted a license at

918 Second street, the saloon where the
license of Mrs. Cody was revoked, the
matter being cleverly slipped through
the board, without a number of the
members knowing what they were
granting and without reference to the
Chief of Police.

Trustee Tebbets suggested that while
the Fire Department had extra horses,
there were none to relieve the horses
on the patrol wagon and perhaps a
team might be secured for its feed un-
til the first of the year, when there
would be money to buy a team with.
The suggestion was put in the shape of
a motion to refer to the Police Com-
mittee and carried.

The board then went into executive
session on the matter of Driver Madi-
gan and finally decided to suspend him
for thirty days or until November Ist
without pay.

Trustee Devine had discovered that
one of the members of the Fire De-
partment who was suspended a short
time ago, was getting in ten days' vaca-
tion during his suspension and on mo-
tion of Trustee Dolan the matter was
referred to the Chief Engineer for in-
vestigation.

RECEPTION TO REV. SILCOX.

WARM GREETING TO THE PAS-

TOR AND WIFE.

A Very Pleasant Affair at the

Congregational Church East

Evening.

The reception and welcome tendered
last, night to Rev. J. B. Silcox, pastor
of the Congregational Church, by his
congregation and friends, drew out a
concourse of people ? which filled the
lecture-room of the church to overflow-
ing.

An excellent orchestra was in at-
tendance, and rendered appropriate mu-
sic, and nothing was lacking to show
the pastor that he had the love of his
brethren and the admiration of his
friends.

The rear portion of the hall had been
set apart as a refreshment-room, and
fourteen young ladies presided over
fourteen tables which were loaded
down with ice cream, cake and fra-
grant, hot coffee. The grotto, or din-
ing-room, was decorated in pink and
green, the tables being draped with
smilax, while roses and potted plants
occupied every niche.

The program of the evening was
opened by Miss Helen Howe, who ren-
dered two vocal selections with rare
ability, and recedved the plaudits of her
auditors.

General L. Tozer acted as master of
ceremonies, and introduced Dr. Charles
Van Norden, who welcomed Dr. Silcox
for the congregation and society. Dr.
Van Norden said he found it rather
embarrassing to welcome a gentleman
who had been pastor of the church sev-
eral months, and who was decidedly at
home, not to mention the fact that he
had been here several years ago, and
was well acquainted with the congre-
gation and the city when he returned
last May. He felt, with Mark Twain,
that while the welcome he extended was
very appropriate, it was rather late in
the day.

Dr. Silcox, the speaker said, had been
welcome in Sacramento for eight years,
and would continue to be so for a long
time to come. He would not attempt to
catalogue his virtues, for that would
be embarrassing, and it was not neces-
sary, as the people all knew them. Dr.
Silcox, he said, was ever fearless, and
never failed to 'give his congregation
a chance to disagree with him. Sacra-
mento, Dr. Van Norden said, is the
best city in the world?for churches,
because it is so bad. Everything is
open; gambling, poolrooms, saloons ?

and the field for pastoral labors is ex-
ceptionally fertile. And the Congrega-
tional Church in this city, he said, is
one of the best in the world, and a more
unified, kindly congregation he had
never seen. So long as Dr. Silcox fol-
lowed the Master, his congregation
would follow him, and on behalf of that
congregation he welco ned him back.

J. H. Lawrence, for the young people
of the church, said it gave him pleas-
ure to know that he was classed among
the young people. He thought it was
hardly necessary to speak words of wel-
come to the pastor when he could look
upon the fringe of girl faces surround-
ing him and see there a welcome that
spoke for itself. The young people
loved their pastor because they under-
stood that his heart went out to them,
and because he never feared to bring
them back when they kicked over the
traces. He welcomed the pastor in the
name of the Christian Endeavorers, and
pledged him the support of that or-
ganization.

Rev. A. B. Banks, pastor of the First
Baptist Church, welcomed Dr. Silcox
on behalf of the ministers of the city
In his usually happy manner. He had
nothing but words of praise for him and
for the church over which he presided.
He facetiously referred to 'the grand
salaries paid to Congregational minis-
ters and laid to that cause the reason
for their always getting good, able and
noble ministers. He referred to the
church as a strong combination of re-
generated men, who would stand for
the right and assist their pastor in
his great, good. work.

Sacramento, Dr. Banks said, has a
great future before it, but it has arrived
at the point when its moral character
must be developed, and he knew of
none more capable of assisting in the
performance of the task than Dr. Sil-
cox.

Colonel H. Welnstock welcomed Dr.
Silcox on behalf of the community out-
side the church. The church, he said,
was peculiarly fortunate in securing the
services of men like Hoyt and Silcox,
one gentle, the other passionate and
fiery, yet both peculiarly adapted to
making the city better, and the people
in it purer and nobler. Such men
preach hate, but only against sin, and
preach love, but only for morality and
goodness and the betterment of man-
kind. Some congregations cover the
grave of their pastors with flowers, but
it was pleasing to note that the Con-
gregationalists strewed flowers before
the feet of their pastor while he lived.
He expressed the hope that Dr. Sil-
cox might go on spreading honesty and
righteousness and paving the way for
a broader love for all of God's family.

Then Dr. Silcox returned thanks for
the words of welcome extended to him.
He said, however, that he felt much
aa Mark Twain had when W. D. How-
ells, who had heard the humorist had
died in London, telegraphed for par-
ticulars. Twain's reply was charac-
teristic: "The reports of my death have
been greatly exaggerated." He feared
the good things that had been said of
him had also been greatly exaggerated.

Dr. Silcox spoke at considerable
length and outlined the work he in-
tended doing. He had only good words
for the members of his congregatidn,
the city and the State at large. He ap-
preciated the reception which had been
given him and his wife, who was the
best part of the combination. He
thought the congregation ought to be
grateful to him for showing such good
taste thirty years ago in choosing a
companion. He returned thanks for all
that had been done and said, and when
all had been said, refreshments were
served and the social part of the even-
ing was resumed where it was broken
off before the speechmaking began.
