
WEAK SPOT IN YOLO LEVEE.

PUBLIC WORKS BOARD TAKES
ACTION ON IT.

Reports Concerning the Elkhorn

Easement and Newtown

Shoals Jetty.

Tho Auditing- Board to the Commis-
?ioner of Public Work? met in the let-
ter's office in the Capitol building yes-
terday, all the members, together with
Cimmissioner Leake and Engineer
fcfurse, being present.

A communication from the local
Chamber of Commerce, calling atten-
tion to the fact that at the Chicory

ranch, four miles below this city, the
river is Steadily eating its way into
the wvst bank and under the levee,
and that unless steps were taken to
*top it a break, equal to, if not larger
than the old Paine break, would follow
the first appreciable rise in the river.

Commissioner Leake stated that in
company with Engineer Nurse, Major
Heuer, Government Engineer, and Cap-

tain Hall of the Auditing Board, he vis-
ited the Chicory ranch, and fouini
things as indicated in the communica-
tion from the Chamber of Commerce.
At the point in nut stion, he said, the
current runs directly into the bank
vhich seems to be composed of a quick-
sand, and that everything points to a
big break in the levee and a consequent
filling of the big Yolo basin, unless im-
mediate steps were taken to stop it.

He explained that a break in the levee
at the point mentioned would draw
such a volume of water from the river
as to render ineffectual the jetty sys-
tem at Newtown Shoals, the practical
demonstration of which will depend
upon the volume and scouring capacity
Of the water in the river.

Captain Hall said that beyond ques-
tion a break would result unless imme-
diate steps were taken to stop the
erosive action of the current. He said
that a cut-off through the point would
cost a vast sum of money, would bo
a mile in length, and could not be fin-
ished before the Hoods come and the
anticipated break had become a reality.

Commissioner Leake stated that
Major Heuer. when the viewed the situ-
ation, said that things were in a bad
condition and that a break was in-
evitable; that the only permanent

method Avas to build a levee back 100
feet and let the water cut on through

the old one. He said, however, that a
brush mattress might be put in for
temporary relief, but that in time, re-
gardless of that obstacle, the water

Would cut its way through. He roughly
estimated that a substantial wall?one

which would effectually turn the cur-
rent?could not be put in for less than
f20,000,

Captain Hall said the levee had al-
ready been set back six times, and that
much of the ranch had been washed
aw ay.

In answer to questions by members of
the Auditing Board. Commissioner
Leake said the work would come under
the Public Works Department fully as
much as did that of the Elkhorn ease-
ment into the Yolo Basin.

Captain Hall urged that a break at

the Chicory ranch would render in-
effectual the work at Newtown Shoals,
and agreed with Major Heuer that a
brush mattress would give at least tem-
porary protection.

Chairman Corcoran and Senator
Doty thought the putting in of a brush
mattress was properly an emergency
matter and ought to be treated as such,
Which would allow the Commissioner of
Public Works to take immediate steps

to prevent the break, without wasting

three weeks in advertising for bids and
letting a contract.

Engineer Nurse said a break at the
Chicory ranch would cause inesti-
mable damage, and if he owned the
property he would immediately cover
the corroding bank with a brush mat-
tress. He did not mean to say that
such an expedient would prevent a
break, but he would adopt it much as
as drowning man would grasp at
straws. A facing of brush, he said,
might hold back the water three or
four years, and it might not withhold
the first flood, but it would be a pro-
-1.1 tive measure and would give the
land-owners time to construct another

Mr. Tatterson was inclined to believe
that rip-rap work ought to be put In,
but was informed that, in the opinion
of the engineers who had examined the
ground, the c urrent would work in be-
hind the rip-rapping and render it
nugatory.

Secretary Markb y favored declaring
it an emergency matter, and at the
suggestion of the board. Commissioner
Leake drew up a written recommenda-
tion that the work Of laying brush mat-
tresses along the corroding banks? "*M>
feel long and 30 feet from low water
to the top of the levee, be entered upon
at once. He estimated that the work
would cost from ?1.."?<>»» to JS-J,*km>.

A resolution empowering and in-
structing him to proceed with the work
was unanimously adopted.

LEVEE Work.
Engineer Nurse reported that the

concrete work at the Elkhorn easement

is about finished, and that the rip-rap
work is nearly all in place. The Work
on the levee is progressing sio.wly in
every case, except that portion along

the land of S. Hauaer. Hauaer, n-'
said, had offered to give *480 if th»
Chamber of Commerce would undertake
the work, and he (Nurse) had taken
him up. but Haus< r subsequently went
to the Yolo County Board of Supervi-

sors and agreed with them to buiid the
levee ten feet broad on top, for a
county road, instead of eitrht feet
Nurse could not build the broadened
levee for JfUiOO, and so the agreement

fell through. Hauser still said he would
give $000 to have the levee rated to
the point Indicated by the engineers.

The opinion seemed to prevail that

the best way out of the difficulty was
to take the offered (600 and depend on
the Yolo Supervisors and the local
Chamber of Commerce to raise the
necessary balance.

It was finally agreed to accept Hau-
ser's offer and to push the work on the
levee to its completion as quickly as
possible.

Engineer Nurse reported that three
of the lines of piling for jetties at New-
town shoals have been driven, and work
on the fourth line is progressing. He
thought the piles would all be driven by
the UOth inst.. and that the brush fas-
cines would be in place and the jetty
system finished by the last of this
month.

THE SAN JOAQUIN.
Mr. Tatterson, for the committee ap-

pointed to take steps for securing a
right of way 7 for the proposed cut-off
at the junction of San Joaquin River
and Stockton Slough, known as cut-off
No. 8, reported that arbitrators had
been selected to pass upon the matter,
and had agreed that $4,000 would rec-
ompense the owner for his land. The
land, Mr. Tatterson stated, is under a
high state of cultivation, and is very
valuable, being planted to blackberries
and fruit trees.

A resolution that the land be pur-
chased for the sum named in the re-
port was adopted.

A further resolution that bids for the
work be advertised for was adopted,
and the "Record-Union," the Stockton
"Mail" and the San Francisco "Call"
were designated as the newspapers in
which the advertisements shall appear.

SAVED FROM HANGING.

Murderer Ed. Searcey Will Not he
Hanged To-Day.

About three years ago a negro named
Ed. Searcey was arrested in San Ber-
nardino County on suspicion of having
murdered a German named Otto, in
company with whom he was crossing

the desert, following the line of rail-
way.

Searcey was brought to trial, con-
victed and sentenced to be hanged at
San Quentin Prison to-morrow. The
evidence was wholly circumstantial.
Searcey and Otto had been seen to-
gether, and subsequently the latter was
found) lying by the railroad with his
skull crushed in. He had money on
his person while alive, but when found
his pockets were empty.

It was further shown that Searcey

boarded a train and rode thirty miles
in the direction of Ixis Angeles, but at
that point had changed his mind and
started back for the East. He was
captured and tried, with the result
stated. About the only direct evidence
connecting Searcey with the murder
were a number of footprints in the
desert sands, which were measured by

the officers five days after the murder.
Ever since Searcey's conviction and

sentence a doubt has prevailed among
the people of San Bernardino County

as to his guilt, and some time ago
Governor Budd received a numerously
signed petition praying him to com-
mute the sentence from death to im:
prisonment for life. One of the signers

of the petition was the Judge before
whom the case was' tried.

After a careful examination of the
evidence in the case Governor Budd
has decided to grant the prayer of the
petitioners, and the commutation will,

it is understood, be issued to-day, and
Searcey will not hang.

SACRAMENTO SOLDIERS.

Company F's Men of the Sixth Will
Soon he Here.

Next week will find scores of men
wearing the blue on the streets of Sac-
ramento. On Monday the members of
the Sixth Regiment will begin their
thirty days' furlough, at the expiration
of which the regiment will be mus-
tered out of the service.

Company F was almost wholly re-
cruited in Sacramento, where most of
the men were employed and had their
hemes, and they will naturally spend
most of their furlough here and return
to resume their respective callings when
mustered out.

Captain Lucey, however, doesn't like
the idea of so soon leaving the service.
In order to get to Manila, where there
is a prospect of active duty, he has re-
signed his Captain's commission for
the purpose of accepting a Lieutenancy
in Battery D of the Heavy Artillery,
which is going to the front.

This is the same battery in which
Frank S. Sprague is First Lieutenant.

THE FASSETT CASE.

Judgmeut Rendered for the Plain-
tiff for $6,727.50.

The case of George Fassett, admin-
istrator of the es>tate of Lydia Fassett,
d. ieased, against H. H. Fassett for the
recovery of $8,500, which the latter
claimed Mis. Fassett had given him
in ISS2 in consideration of having a
home during her lifetime, was conclud-
ed in Judge Johnson's court yesterday.
The suit was also for interest, the
plaintiff contending that the money
was a j art of the estate.

The jury gave judgment for the
plaintiff for .<*'>.Tl'T.."><>. Hiram W. John-
son was counsel for the plaintiff, and
Driver & Sims for the defendant.

"CURLY KID" CAPTURED.

The Fourth Man in the Japanese
Robbery Near Brighton.

John Burns, alias "Curly Kid," the
fourth one of the men who robbed the
Japanese near Brighton a short time
ago, was captured at Fresno yester-
day and Detective Max Fisher will go
down after him to-day.

Sheriff Johnse»n and Detective Fisher
have done excellent work in the appre-
hension of these men on so slight clues
as they had to work on, and they de-
serve great credit for their effective
work. One of the men is already serv-
ing his sentence of twenty-live years
in Folsom Prison, and the two who
escaped from jail are likely to be soon
recaptured.

Children to he Cared For.
Judge Hart yesterday awarded to

the Children's Society, through its spe-
cial officer, Dan Healy. the custody of
the four children of Mrs. Westlake and
the daughter of her sister, Mrs. Craw-
ford, and the rescued children will be
provided with good homes, if possible.

THREE BAD BOYS IN JAIL.

STARTED ON THE PETIT LAR-

CENY LINE HERE.

One is a Bright High School Grad-

uate, Who Might Do Much

Better.

There are three boys at the Cits
Prison who give the names of Henry
Lehman, Edward Kirby and Albert Mc-
Manus, respectively 15, 10 and 13 years
old, and they are booked for petit lar-
ceny.

They came here on Tuesday night,
and have since been working the stores
and shops whenever they could get a
chance. They came to grief, however,
at Isidore Cohn's, on J street, near
Fourth. Lehman was outside and the
others went in on some excuse, and
Isidore detected Kirby making away
with some knives, and collared both of
them. Lehman put on a bold face and
said, "Here, let those boys alone. 1
will be responsible for anything they
have taken and will pay for it."

He became so insistent that Cohn fin-
ally hit him a back-handed slap in the
face; whereupon he changed his tac-
tics and declared he would stay till a
policeman came and prefer a charge of
battery against Cohn. When Police Ser-
geant Dolan came along, however, all
three of the boys were taken to the
station and locked up. Officers Haley
and Fisher and Sergeant Dolan started
in to find out what else the boys had
been doing, and found that the pair of
shoes Kirby was wearing had been
stolen from the Hub, on J street, and
that five handkerchiefs had been stolen
from Bush's, on the corner of Fourth
and K.

Last evening McManus, who is small
for his age, and, apparently, the least
guilty7 of the three, was questioned by
Chief of Police Dwyer and Officer
Fisher and acknowledged that the
handkerchiefs had been stolen by Leh-
man from "a long, tall showcase" at
Fourth and X streets, and had been
sold by him at a place which he did
not know. He fell in, he said, with Leh-
man at Port Costa and they came up"
on the train together. His father
works on a ranch at Modesto. He
did not know much of the doings of the
other boys, except in regard to tho
knives and handkerchiefs, but they had
told him they had stolen some pants in
San Francisco.

Lehman is the "flyest kid" with
whom the police have come in contact
for many a day. He is cool, self-pos-
sessed and confident, with a bright,
keen eye and a ready tongue, either for
impudence or sarcasm. He feels fully-
able to take care of himself as against
the officers' wiles. He is a High School
graduate, conversant with Latin and
Greek, and speaks German and English
fluently. He stood off Chief Dwyer's
questioning yesterday afternoon, and
told his comrades, when he returned to
his cell, that "the big guy could not
make his pump work on him."

Officer Maley took McManus out last
night to locate the place at which he
had sold the handkerchiefs and found
he had disposed of them to some wo-
men on lower L street.

STATE Of CALIFORNIA,
Executive Department

Sacramento. July 30, 1898
Whereas, The Legislature of" the State

of California, at its thirty-second Session,
beginning on the Fourth "day of January,
A. D., 1597. two-thirds of all*ehe members
elected to each of the two houses of said
Legislature voting in favor rnereof, pro-
posed the following described amendment.-?
to tho Constitution of the State of Cali-
fornia, to-wit:

Amendment Number One.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 41.)

A resolution to propose to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
Section Eighteen of Article Eleven of the
Constitution, in relation to revenue and
taxation, by which it Is proposed to
amend said section to read as fo lows

Section 18. No county, city, town, town-
ship, board of education or school district
shall incur any indebtedness or liability
in any manner or for any purpose excei d-
ing in any year the income and revenue
provided for it for such year. without the
assent of two-thirds of the qualified elect-
ors thereof, voting at an election to bo
held for that purpose, nor unless before,
or at the time of Incurring such Indebted-
ness, provision shall be made for the eel-
lection of an annual tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such indebtedness as it
falls due, and also provision to constitute
a sinking fund for the payment of the
principal thereof on or before maturity,
which shall not exceed forty years from
the time of cantracting the same; pro-
vided, however, that the City and County
of San Francisco may at any time pay the
unpaid claims with interest thereon for
materials furnished to and work done for
said city and county during the forty-
third and forty-fourth fiscal years, out of
the Income and revenue of any succeeding
year or years; provided, that any and all
claims for making, repairing, altering, or
for any work done upon or for any mate-
rial furnished for any street, lane, alley,
court, place, or sidewalk, or for the con-
struction of any sewer or sewers in said
city and county, are hereby excepted from
tho provisions of this section: and in de-
termining any claim permitted to be paid
by this section, no statute of limitations
shall apply in any manner; and provided
further, that the City of Vallejo, in So-
lano County, may pay Its existing indebt-
edness incurred in the construction of Its
water works, whenever two-thirds of the
electors thereof voting at an election held
for that purpose shall so decide. Any in-
debtedness or liability incurred contrary
to this provision, with the exception here-
inbefore recited, shall be void.

Amendment Number Two.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 10.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding a
new section, to be known and designated
as Section Seven and one-half, Article
Eleven thereof, providing for tbe framing
by the Inhabitants of counties of local
county government Acts for their own
government. The said proposed new sec-
tion to read as follows:

Section The inhabitants of any
county may frame a county government
Act for their own government, relating to
the matters hereinafter specified, and con-
sistent with, and subject to, the Constitu-
tion and laws of this State, by causing a
board of fifteen freeholders, who have
been, for at least five years, qualified
electors of such county, to be elected by
the qualified electors of such county, at
any general or special election, wn< Be
duty it shall be within ninety days after
such election to prepare and propose a
county government Act for such county,
which shall be signed in duplicate by tho
members of such board, or a majority ot
them, and returned, one copy thereof to
the Board of Supervisors or other legisla-
tive body of such county, and the other
copy to be Bent to the recorder of de> ds
of tbe county. Such proposed county gov-
ernment Act shall then be published In
two papers of general circulation in such
county, or if there be not two such pa-
pers, then in one only, for at least twenty
days, and within not less than thirty days
after such publication it shall be submit-
ted to the qualified electors of such coun-
ty, at a general or special election, and if
a majority of such qualified electors vot-
ing thereon shall ratify the same it shall
thereafter be submitted to the Legislature
for its rejection or approval, as a whole,
without power of alteration or amend-
ment, and if approved by a majority of
the members elected to each house. It
shall be the county government Act of
such county, and shall in such case be-
come the organic law thereof and super-
sede any existing county government Act,
and all amendments thereof, and all spe-
cial laws inconsistent with such county
government Act.

A copy of such county government Act,
certified by the President of the Board of
Supervisors or other legislative body of
such county, and authenticated by the
seal of such county, setting forth the sub-
mission of such county government Act to
the electors, and its ratification by them,
shall be made in duplicate and deposited,
one in the office of the Secretary of State,
the other, after being recorded in the of-
fice of the recorder of deeds in the coun-
ty, among the archives of the county.

All courts shall take judicial notice
thereof. The county government Act so
ratified may be amended, at intervals of
rot less than two years, by proposals
therefor, submitted by the legislative au-
thority of the county, to the qualified
electors thereof, at a general or special
election held at least forty days after the
publication of such proposals for twenty
days in a newspaper of general circula-
tion in such county, and ratified by at
least three-fifths of the qualified electors
voting thereon, and approved by the
Legislature as herein provided for the ap-
proval of the county government Act. In
submitting any such county government
Act any alternative article or proposition
may be presented for the choice of the
voters, and may be voted on separately
without prejudice to others.

It shall be competent in all county gov-
ernment Acts framed inder the authority
given by this section to provide for the
manner in which, the times at which, and
the terms for which the several township
and county officers, other than Judges of
the Superior Court, shall be elected or
appointed: for their compensation; for
the number of such officers, for the. con-
solidation or segregation of offices, for the
number of deputies that each officer shall
have, and for the compensation payable
to each of such deputies, for the manner
in which, the times in which, and the
terms for which the members of all
beards of election shall be elected or op-
polnted; and for the constitution, regula-
tion, compensation and government of
such boards, and of their clerks and at-
taches; also, to precribe the manner and
method by which all elections by the peo-
ple shall be conducted: and may in addi-
tion determine the tests and conditions
upon which electors, political parties and
organizations may participate in any pri-
mary election.

Whenever any county has. in the man-
ner and method herein pointed out, adopt-
ed any county government Act. and the
same shall have been approved by the
Legislature as aforesaid, the directions of
Sections Four and Five of this article,
providing for the uniformity of a system
of county governments throughout the
State, anu likewise provfding for the elec-
tion and appointment of officers, and the
regulation of their compensation, sb ill
not apply. Said county government Act
shall, as to any of the matters herein-
above provided for and declared by such
county government Act, not be subject to
and law or amendment enacted by the
legislature .except by amendment first
submitted to the electors and ratified in
the manner hereinabove set forth.

Amendment Number Three.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 44.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding
a new section, to be known and designat-
ed as Section Five and one-half. Article
Six, thereby providing for the organiza-
tion of a court, to be known as the Court
of Claims. The said proposed new section
to read as follows:

Section si. The Court of Claims shall
consist of any three Judges of the Supe-
rior Court, who may be requested by the
Governor to hold court at the regular
terms thereof. The Court of Claims shall
have exclusive jurisdiction to hear and de-
termine all claims of every kind and char-
acter against the State, under such laws
as may be passed by the Legislature, and
its judgment thereon shall be final. The
terms of the Court of Claims shall be held
as follows:

In the City of Los Angeles, commencing
on the second Monday of March;

In the City and County of San Francis-
co, commencing on the second Monday in
July, and

In the City of Sacramento, commencing
on the second Monday of November of
each year.

The Judges holding such term of court
shall receive no extra compensation there-
for, but shall receive their actual ex-
penses, to be paid out of the general fund
of the State Treasury- The Legislature
shall enact all laws to organize
such court, to provide the procedure

thereof, and to carry out theprovisions ofthis section.

A resolution to propose to the people of
tne M ite of California an amendment to
section two of article four of the Constitu-
tin. in relation to sessions of the Legisla-
ture, by Which It Is proposed to amendsaid section to read as follows:

Section 2. The sessions of the Legisla-
ture shall commence at twelve o'clockmeridian on the Oral Monday after the
ttrst day of January next succeeding tin*
election of its members, and shall be bi-ennial unless the Governor shall in theInterim convene the Legislature hy proc-
lamation. The Legislature shall then re-
main in session for twenty-five days afterwhich it must adjourn to some date notless than thirty nor more than sixty davatrom the time of adjournment. If the twohouses lail to agree upon a time at Whichthey will resume their session, the Gover-nor shall, by proclamation, fix a date for
such reconvening, which shall be within
the limits above prescribed. Upon re-assembling, the Legislature shall complete
its session. No pay shall be allowed to
members for a longer period than seventy-
rive days, and no bill shall be introduced
In either house except at the first twenty-
live days of the session, without the con-
sent of three-fourths of the membersthereof.
