
AN ENTHUSIASTIC WELCOME

COMPANY F COMES MARCHING
HOME AGAIN.

Sacramento Pours Out Its Thou-

sands to Welcome Its Soldier

Company F, Sixth Regiment of Cali-

fornia Volunteers, which before the
war was Company E, Second Infantry,

N. G. C, is home again, and the re-

ception tendered to th*- boys on their

homecoming equaled the demonstra-

tion given them by Sacramento's cit-

tserts when they started to the front.

For fully an hour before the 8:10 local
arrived last evening, men and women
and children began pouring into the

railroad depot and surrounding

grounds, and before the train arrived,

carrying the soldier boys, fully 5.0(H)

Jostling, pet spiring, joliy, good-natured
people had assembled to welcome back
the boys who at the first breath of
danger offered their all for defense of
flag and country.

It was the flower of the city who
\u25a0were to arrive and the fathers and
mothers and sisters and brothers and
friends of each soldier were on hand
to add their voices to tjre great shout
of thanksgiving that arose and swept
through the great crowd for the safe
return of the city's soldier boys.

There was no doubt about the wel-
come extended to our boys, and bad
they been so fortunate as to cross the
Pacific and help beat the Dons at Ma-
nila, their return welcome could have
been no warmer. Every man and
every woman in that vast crowd
seemed to understand that they had
done their whole duty fully as faith-
fully as had those who crossed the
ocean, and that they would have made
a record had they been placed at the
front nobody doubted.

The veterans of the Grand Army of
the Republic did much to make the re-
ception thu success it was, and und«r
the direction of Colonel George If.
Mott, succeeded in arousing the inter-
est of all with whom they came in con-

tact. The civil war veterans turned
out forty strong, and matched under
the old flag both to and from the depot.

And Colonel Guthrie mustered the
home militia to welcome back their
brothers in arms. Captain Zittinger
led his company, G, the Signal Corps
of the Third Brigade was also in line,

and the* few remaining; troopers of
Troop C, Cavalry, also turned out, and
deading everything marched the Second
Infantry Band, and the Capital City
Drum Corps.

The muster place was Pioneer Hall
on Seventh street, and from that point
the band played music that caused the
blood to run quicker and the eye to
Hash?music which a few months ago
helped to set the land on fire and to

call the youth of the land from their
peaceful vocations to fight the battles
of the republic-. "Rally Round the
Flag, Boys," "The Star-Spangled Ban-
ner." "The Red. White and Blue," and
other kindred melodies, sacred, all, be-
cause in other wars they had warmed
the cockles in the hearts of the citizen
soldiery.

All the way to the depot the old war
songs rang out awakening the echoes
of the old town, and the soldiers cf
thirty-five years ago and the soldier.s
of to-day kept step and touched elbows.

And then the train rolled in and the
great crowd surged forward and add-d
its shouts to the rattle and roar of the
drums and the blare from the instru-
ments of the band, and the soldier boys

were at home.
And such a home-coming": There

were brawny men with hard hands r.nd
warm hearts, and women, aid and
young, many shedding U-ars from sheer
joy; mothers holding their great big
soldier boys in arms that never the
and tVasting upon their faces with
eyes from which the love-light never
fades; and young women who didn't
cry, but who were inclined to giggle,

and who wanted to hug "their own"
boys, but who thought better of it and
concluded to wait till the reception, was
over: all were there, and all were su-
premely happy, if appearances counted
for anything.

And then the band played and the
boys "fell in" and the crowd surged,
started, disintegrated and the march
to the armory at Sixth and L struts
was taken up, and the crowd cheered
and laughed and jostled and said more
kindly words to the returned soldier
boys.

But the band changed its tune. "The
Star-Spangled Banner." and "Rally
Round the Flag"' were good melodies
to march out by, but something more

appropriate was needed to escort the
home-comers with, and the air fairly

rang with the notes of the old, old,
song, and the wordß of the refrain
heard years and years ago, came back
as fresh and clear as though it was
only yesterday that the soldiers of an-
other war marched back with it ring-
ing in their ears and assuring them that
they were welcome:
He lost his eyes and he lost his nose,

hurrah! hurrah!
He lost his eyes and he lost his nose,

And the rebels shot off his two big toes;

;But we'll all feel gay when Johnnie
comes marching home.

On up Second street to X, on X to
Sixth and on Sixth to Armory Hall
went the parade, and with it went the
crowd. Back into their old quarters
marched the boys who a few short
months ago left for the front, and
they, together with the friends who
accompanied them, realized that the
war was over and that the pride of the
fiery Spaniard had been humbled end
his iniquities punished. And the
crowd realized that while the post of
danger had not belonged to our boys,
they had faithfully performed their
parts in the game of war, and were en-
titled to the laurel wreath fully as
much as those who listened to the
music of the Mausers and breathed tbe
noisome fever-laden odors fromi the
Cuban marsh.

AT THE ARMORY.
And the boys met the eyes of the

squad of men who occupied the plat-
form, who, looking back through the
mists of nearly forty years, saw their
former selves reincarnated in the rug-
ged youths'before them. Colonel George
if. Mott stood in the front rank and at
his side stood Mayor Land. Colonel
Mott waved his arm and a hush fell
over the great gathering, and then in
a few simple words he told the boys

how the reception had been gotten up
on the spur of the moment, and how
proud the old veterans and everybody
else felt of them?just as proud as if
theyfhad gone down into the battle and
carried the flag through the storm of
shot and shell to the Hights of San-
tiago, or had listened to the hiss of the
bullet and the shriek of shell in the
trenches before Manila.

Colonel Mott assured the boys that
every old soldier, every citizen?man,
woman and child in Sacramento, was
glad to> have them back again, but told
them that he had not come for the pur-
pose of making them a speech. He
thereupon presented Mayor Land, but
before the Mayor could make his bow
the boys of Company F sent up three
great cheers for Colonel Mott?three
cheers which caused the head of the old
warrior to bow in sheer happiness that
he had pleased the "kids."

MAYOR LAND'S WELCOME.
Mayor Land suoke as follows:
"Ladies and Gentlemen, and Mem-

bers of Company F, United States Vol-
unteers: Some few months ago we
were called upon for our quota of young
men to go to the front and defend the
Stars and Stripes in the war with
Spain, which was then in its incipieney;
to this call we responded with the flow-
er of our young manhood, and sent
them forth to brave the hardships of
war and pestilence. Happily for ail.
the conflict was a short one and attend-
ed with wonderful results in favor of
humanity, of right) and of justice.

"When you enlisted and became vol-
unteers of the United States army, we
sent you away in good cheer and wish-
ed you godspeed. To-night, we have
assembled as your fellow citizens, to
rejoice with you upon the successful
termination of the war and to welcome
you to your homes.

?We are, indeed, proud of our boys,
and feel that we owe you a debt of
gratitude for the patriotism and brav-
ery that you have shown during your
enlistment as volunteers. Many of you
gave up profitable business and em-
ployment, left comfortable homes and
families, some mothers and fathers,

brothers and sisters and sweethearts, to
joint the army and accept all of its at-

tendant hardships and privations, not
knowing whether you might ever return
again to the place yo*u love best, 'Home,
Sweet Home.'

"It is true that you have not had the
opportunity to meet the enemy on the
field of battle, and we realize that it
was no fault of yours; had the oppor-
tunity presented itself, we know that
every man of you would have willingly,
yes. eagerly grasped it. We appreciate
this fact, just as though you had gone
and met the enemy face to* face, and we
to-night feel grateful that you have
not had to bear the hardships that have
attended those who were sent away.

"Again I bid you a most cordial wel-
come and express to you sincere ap-
pitciali'.n and platitude of your fallow
citizens in this community! for the noble
part which you have taken in the re-
cent war with Spain. Go to your homes,
or go out into the city: I tender you
its* liberties; go out and enjoy your-
?eiVfeft; what we have is yours, and you
will not be molested int enjoying it. On
behalf of the whole people of Sacra-
mento City, I receive and welcome
you."

Them the soldiers, both those who had
gone to the war and those who wanted
to go, cheered Sacramento's Mayor
with a will, and threw in a tiger, and
Colonel Mott presented to them Cap-

tain Seamans, the G. A. R- veteran of

Los Angeles, who made- a speech; which
had in it the ring of steel and the
hurricane of the charge.

Captain Seamans told' the boys of the
energy displayed by Colonel Mott in or-
ganizing the reception in their honor.
He had gon-?, he said, to see them off
when they started for the front, and
as he had cheered them on. he wel-
comed) th-rin home. Since the day they

marched away the soldiers of the
United States, he said, have written a

page of history with their bayonet?

that will never be forgotten?that will
live and stand the wear and corroding
Influences of the ages as long as the
English language is spoken among
men. The men at Santiago and at

And then there were cheers for Cap-
tain Seamans and for the Grand Army

of the Republic, and when Colonel
Mott had at length got a semblance
of order he called on the citizens as-

B mbred to send out three cheers for
the boy« of gallant Company F, and
they were given with such vim that
the lamps trembled and the great hall
quaked, and a mighty tiger came back
with a parting growl.

And then Company F wokei up. Into
the air went every campaign hat, and
cv r y one of the* hundred and more
voices were raised in three powerful
cheers, for friends, home and city?for
Sacramento, the Qusen of the Plains,

and soldier and citizen passed out into
the night, and the reception was over.
