We shall determine before
we are through whether the govern-
ment of this State can l class our colored
population as ex-convicts, scalawags,
etc., with impunity, and whether the
colored citizens of this country can
have their rights under the Constitu-
tion set asid ' at. the whim and pleasure
of the government of Illinois. We shall

determine for ourselves and others in
?his State just how far a Governor can
annul and evade the duties placed upon
him by the Constitution and statutes of
this State."

A CAPTAIN'S FIGHT.

iThe Battle in Which Cervera'e
Fleet Was Destroyed.

NEW YORK, Oct. 11.?Although the
American fleet in the battle off San-
tiago on July 3d obeyed the general
orders of Rear Admiral Sampson, given
in advance to meet just such an emer-
gency, it was essentially" a "Captain's"
fight. This is the substance of the re-
port of the Naval Board which has

jbeen investigating disputed points in
the battle.

Rear Admiral Sampson was not pres-
ent, and the two orders signaled by

Schley, "Close in," and "Engage the
enemy," did no good, and were un-
necessary, for the ships had already
closed in and engaged the enemy when
the orders were run up.
j The full text of the report must come
!from Washington, but many interesting
jpoints were obtained from the navy

Fifth?The bulk of the fighting was
borne by the Oregon, Texas and lowa.

Sixth?The New York was about nine
miles from the Colon when the ship
surrendered, and between four and five
miles from the nearest sister ships en-
gaged (from which signal distance is
taken).

Seventh ?The average range of the
ships most engaged was about a mile
and a half.

Eighth?No American ship at any
time during the battle was within a
mile of an unsurrendered Spanish
ship.

The New York, the board find9, did
nothing to affect the issue of the bat-
tle. When the Colon's flag came down
the New York was nearly ten miles to
the eastward.

GERMANY'S EMPEROR.

Starts on His Journey to the Holy
Land.

BERLIN, Oct. 12.?The, Emperor and
Empress of Germany started at 8
o'clock this morning on their journey to
the Holy Land. They will go direct
to Constantinople, and thence to Pal-
estine.

The suit*- to the Emperor includes
General Physician Luitpold, Count Yon
Eulenbeig, Grand Marshal of the
Court; General Yon Hahnke, the chief

of his majesty's private military cabi-
net; Dr. Yon Luc'anus, the chief of
his majesty's private civil cabinet;
Baron Yon Buelow, the Minister of
Foreign. Affairs; Legation Councilor
Klehmet, and a number of other offi-
cials.

The Empress has with her three la-
dies of the court and Count Marshal
Baron Yon Mirbach.

The imperial party is also accompa-
nied by a body of gendarmes and by
eighteen equerries. The gendarmes
have been taught photography, and by,
the Emperor's order will photograph
evei-ything of interest, under the in-
structions of Sergeants Major Guessow
and Sonnenstuhl.

There are 110 trunks in the baggage
cars, many of them of immense size,
and containing the dresses of the Em-
press. One enormous box which does
not leave the Emperor's vicinity is in
charge of a high functionary. It con-
tains valuable gifts and decorations,
valued at 4,000,000 marks, for Oriental
officials.

Only six horses were taken, and they
are for the Emperor's personal use.

The Sultan of Turkey bought thirty-
six carriage horses in Berlin for the
use of the Empress of Germany and
her suite. The Sultan also bought in
Berlin all the uniforms and weapons
needed for the ceremonies, which has
caused merchants to rejoice.

KNIGHTS TEMPLAR.

Proceedings of the Grand Encamp-
ment at Pittsburg.

PITTSBURG, Oct. 12.?The Grand
Encampment, Knights Templar, re-
sumed its meeting to-day in Carnegie
Hall. Grand Past Master James H.
Hopkins of Washington, D. C, propos-
ed two amendments to the constitution.
In one it was proposed to amend Sec-
tion 3 of Article 1 so as to read:

"A stated conclave shall be held trl-
enriially in Washington, D. C, on the
second Tuesday of October, unless the
Grand Encampment shall at a stated
conclave designate some other time
and place."

The other proposed to amend Section
1, Article 1, by placing the Grand Prel-
ate next in line after the Grand Jun-
ior Warden.

An amendment was also offered by
the Past Grand Master of Nebraska,
William R. Bowen, to the Code of Stat-
utes, as follows: "Membership in a
commandery is dependent upon and co-
existent with membership in a lodge of
Freemasons. Any comoanion of the
Red Cross of Knights Templar who re-
mains for six months unaffiliated with
a lodge of Freemasons, is ipso facto
suspended in Knight JTemplary, such
suspension to be terminated by affilia-
tion with a lodge."

To-morrow the designation of the
place for the next encampment will be
decided upon. While there are several
cities in the field trying to get the en-
campment, among them Buffalo, At-
lantic City, Niagara Falls, Milwaukee,
Los Angeles, Detroit and Louisville, it
looks from the way the Kentuckians
are working that they will carry off
the palm.

TYPOGRAPHICAL UNION.

An Agreement Reached as to the
Honrs of Labor.

SYRACUSE (N. V.), Oct. 12.?The
following agreement was reached to-
day between the committee of the
United Typothetae of America and the
Shorter Work Day Committees of the
International Typographical Union,
the International Printing Pressmen's
and Assistants* Union, and the Inter-
national Brotherhood of Bookbinders:

"The United Typothetae of America
agrees that the nine and a half hour
day, or the fifty-seven hour week, com-
mence on November 21, 1898, and the
nine hour day, or fifty-four hour week,
on November 21, 1899.

"That the said unions will endeavor
in the meantime to eojualize the scale
of wages in the competitive districts
where at present there are serious in-
equalities, upon the basis outlined by
representatives of the Pressmen's and
Typographical Unions at the Milwaukee
convention of the United Typothetae of
America.

"Provided, that nothing in this agree-
ment can be construed or operate into
the hours of any city where they now
are less than those specified. Provided,
also, that wherever the employers nf
any city will not. prior to November
21. 1898, enter into an agreement with
the local unions to carry out the above
mentioned reduction of hours on the
dates specified, the said union shall not
be considered as restrained from en-
deavoring to obtain from such em-
ployers the nine hour day or fifty-four
hour week on any earlier date as in
their judgment they may elect."

The agreement will be submitted to
the unions at to-morrow's session and
a spirited debate Is anticipated.

Affairs in tke Philippines.
MANILA, Oct. 12?In accordance

with a general order of the military
Governor, all the Spanish civil courts
within Philippine territory now sub-
ject to American control have resumed
the exercise of their jurisdiction, sub-
ject to the supervision of the American
military Government, reserves
the exclusive right to exercise criminal
jurisdiction. The Spanish papers here
allege that the insurgents of Iloilo have
surrendered to General Rlos, but the
statement is generally discredited.

An Ordinance Amending Ordinance No.
