OFFICERS SAVED HIM FROM
\ BEING MOBBED.

In a Listless Game the Gilt Edges
Defeat the Athletics by a
Score of 5 to 2.

Gilt Edges 5, Athletics of San Fran-
cisco 2,

That was the way the score looked
&t the conclusion of yesterday’s game
of baseball at Snowflake Park.

The score looks and reads all right,
but the game was not a roaring suc-
cess. It was just about the slowest
thing of the kind ever seen between
professional clubs in this city, and
those people who patronize the game
for the game’s sake, and who do not
pay their money to listen to the froth-
ings and mouthings of a mob (and there
are a few of them left), got little
amusement out of yesterday's perform-
ance.

It was a game replete with stupid,
inexcusable errors, monstrous blunders,
erroneous decisions and senseless
mouthings of the crowd that witnessed
it as it dragged its nine weary innings
through two hours of misery. Only one
of all the alleged players who ambled
around the diamond appeared to under-
stand what he was there for, and his
work in the field, at the bat and on
the bases, was the only redeeming fea-
ture. He was a king-pin and carried
off the only honors to be seen—and his
nhame is Tim (commonly known as “Old
Hoss") Shanahan.

The game was listless, apathetic and
void of interest, and every rooter and
crank on the grounds lost sight of the
game in his efforts to heap abuse and
vituperation upon the head of Umpire
Hughey Smith.

Smith, by the way, is one of the
fairest umpires seen here this season,
but his nerves are neither whipcord nor
steel, and yesterday they broke under
the insulting taunts, jeers, oaths and
hisses of the crowd.

Smith made a mistake, and made it
early in the game, and the crowd
neither forgot nor forgave, as the mis-
take was in favor of the visitors and
egainst the Gilt Edges.

It was in the first inning, and the vis-
ftors were at the bat. McCarthy hit to
Peeples, who started out by taking a
chy at the error column, and the bats-
man was safe. Hanley hit to Hutch-
inson at first and was out—McCarthy
on second. Stulz hit to Hutchinson,
who promptly fumbled it, and while
the umpire was watching the play at
first (which was very close) McCarthy
started home. He took in the situa-
tion, and instead of going around to
the third station made a short cut for
home, and Smith, who had been else-
where engaged, and who had not seen
the runner’s ‘“near cut,” decided in
favor of the runner and scored the run.

And then the crowd kicked. It had
a right to kick, as a matter of fact, but
it did not know when to let go. It
howled and hooted and abused unlucky
Smith until he concluded that life was
all a bitter mistake. It jeered in season
end out of seascn, but for a half dozen
innings was unable to shake Smith’s
nerve. He did excellent work until it
all became unbearable, and then
actually did get in and give the hooting,
howling mob something to yell for. He
was as wild as an Indian on balls and
etrikes, and on base decisions, but he
ecattered his mistakes around without
prejudice. When he favored the lo-
cals the crowd was silent, but when he
favored the visitors he was roundly
ebused. He was willing to make amends
for his first error, but the crowd would
not allow him to do so, and the howl-
ing, disgusting scene continued to the
end,

Borland, the surest of the local play-
ers, occupied a seat on the bench, and
therein the locals erred. Bob McHale,
only recently arrived from the East,
was at second base, but playved like an
amateur out of practice. For him to
make a neat stop was an exception, and
his efforts at filling the error column
were superb. Hutchinson at first was
on a line with McHale, and Peeples was
a good third, while Stanley’'s efforts to
throw runners out at second were on

the short order. “Pop” Lochhead, it is
true, played his usual good game, but
most of the chances went to the weak
points.

In the first inning, after McCarthy
had crossed the slab, Hilderbrand hit
safe to right field, and Stulz went to
third. Hilderbrand slid down to sec-
ond, and while the Gilts were tangling
themselves up to catch him, Stulz cross-
ed the plate with the second (and last)
run made by the visitors.

The Gilts scored one in the third, one
in the fifth and three in the sixth.

On the way down town after the
game the crowd on the car on which
Umpire Smith chanced to be riding took

exception to what he had done at the
game, and a riot seemed imminent. Offi-
cers Fisher and Maley, however, acted
as his bodyguard and landed him safely

PROCLAMATION

STATE OF CALIFORNIA,
Executive Department.
Sacramento, July 30, 1898.

Whereas. The Legislature of the State
of California, at its thirty-second session,
beglnmrg on the Fourth day of January,
A. D, 1897, two-thirds of all ehe members
elected to each of the two houses of said
Legislature voting in favor tnereof, pro-
posed the following desoribed amendments
to the Constitution of the State of Cali-
fornia, to-wit:

Amendment Number One.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 41)

A resolution to propose to the ple of
the State of California an amendment to
Section Eighteen of Article Eleven of the
Constitutio in relation to revenue and
taxation, by which it is proposed to
amend said section to read as fo!lows:

Section 18. No county, city, town, town-
ship, board of educatiom or school district
shall inclir any indebtedness or liability
in any manner or for any purpose exceed-
ing in any year the income and revenue
provided for it for such year, without the
assent of two-thirds of the qualified elect-
ors thereof, voting at an election to be
held for that purpose, nor unless before,
or at the time of {ncurring such indebted-
ness, provision shall be made for the col-
lection of an annual tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such indebtedness as It
falls due, and also provision to constitute
a sinking fund for the payment of the
principal thereof on or before maturity,
which shall not exceed forty years from
the time of cantracting the same; pro-
vided, however, that the City and County
of San Francisco may at any time pay the
unpaid claims with Interest thereon for
materials furnished to and work done for
saild city and county during the forty-
third and forty-fourth fiscal years, out of
the income and revenue of any succeeding
yvear or years; provided, that any and all
claims for making, repairing, altering, or
for any work done upon or for any mate-
rial furnished for any street, lane, alley,
court, place, or sidewalk, or for the con-
struction of any sewer or sewers in sald
city and county, are hereby excepted from
the provisions of this section; and in de-
termining any claim permitted to be pald
by this section, ne statute of limitations
shall apply in any manner; and provided
further, that the City of Vallejo, in So-
lano County, may pay its existing indebt-
edness Incurred in the construction of fits
water works, whenever two-thirds of the
electors thereof voting at an election held
for that purpose shall so decide. Any in-
debtedness or liability incurred contrary
to this provision, with the exception here-
inbefore recited, shall be void.

Amendment Number Two.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 10.)

A resoiution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding a
new section, to be known and designated
as Section Seven and one-half, Article
Eleven thereof, providing for the framing
by the inhabitants of counties of local
county government Acts for their own

gcvernment. The said proposed new sec-
tion to read as follows:
Section 7%. The inhabitants of any

county may frame a county government
Act for their own government, relating to
the matters hereinafter specified, and con-
sistent with, and subject to, the Constitu-
tion and laws of this State, by causing a
board of fifteen freeholders, who have
been, for at least flve years, qualified
electors of such county, to be elected by
the qualified electors of such county, at
any general or special election, whose
duty it shall be within ninety days after
such election to prepare and propose a
county government Act .for such county,
which shall be signed in duplicate by the
members of such board, or a majority of
them, and returned, one copy thereof to
the Board of Supervisors or other legisla-
tive body of such county, and the other
copy to be gent to the recorder of deeds
of the county. Such proposed county V-
ernment Act shall then be publish in
two papers of general circulation in such
county, or if there be not two such pa-

rs, then in one only, for at least twsnty

ays, and within not less than thirty days
after such publication it shall be submit-
ted to the qualified electors of such coun-
ty, at a general or special election, and if
a majority of such qualified electors vot-
ing thereon shall ratify the same it shall
thereafter be submitt to the Legislature
for its rejection or approval, as a whole,
without power of alteration or amend-
ment, and if approved by a majority of
the members elected to each house, it
shall be the county government Act of
such county, and shall in such case be-
come the organic law thereof and super-
sede any existing county government Act,
and all amendments thereof, and all spe-
clal laws inconsistent with such county
government Act.

A copy of such county government Act,
certified by the President of the Board of
Supervisors or other legislative body of
such county, and authenticated by the
seal of such county, setting forth the sub-
mission of such county government Act to
the electors, and its ratification by them,
shall be made in dugllcate and deposited,
one in the office of the Secretary of State,
the other, after being recorded in the of-
fice of the recorder of deeds in the coun-
ty, among the archives of the county.

All courts shall take judicial notice
thereof. The county government Act so
ratified may be amended, at intervals of
nnt less than two years, by proposals
therefor, submitted by the legislative au-
thority of the county, to the qualified
electors thereof, at a general or special
election held at least forty days after tha
publication of such proposals for twenty
days in a newspaper of general circula-
tion in such county, and ratified by at
least three-fifths of the qualified electors
votin thereon, and approved by the
Legislature as herein provided for the ap-
proval of the county government Act. In
submitting any such county government
Act any alternative article or propositicn
may be presented for the choice of the
voters, and may be voted on separately
without prejudice to others.

It shall be competent in all county gov-
ernment Acts framed vnder the authority
given by this section to provide for the
manner in which, the times at which, and
the terms for which the several township
and county officers, other than Judges of
the Superior Court, shall be elected or
appointed; for their compensation; for
the number of such officers, for the con-
solidation or segregation of offices, for the
number of deputies that each officer shall
have, and for the compensation payable
to each of such deputies, for the manner
in which, the times in which, and the
terms for which the members of all
bcards of election shall be elected or op-
pointed; and for the constitution, regula-
tion, compensation and government of
such boards, and of their clerks and at-
taches; also, to precribe the manner and
method b{ which all elections by the peo-
ple shall be conducted; and may in addl-
tion determine the tests and conditions
upon which electors, political parties and
organizations may participate in any pri-
mary election.

Whenever any county has, in the man-
ner and method herein pointed out, adopt-
ed any county government Act, and the
same shall have been approved by the
Legislature as aforesaid, the directions of
Sections Four and Five of this article,
providing for the uniformity of a system
of county ﬁovernments throughout the
State, and likewise providing for the elec-
tion and appeointment of officers, and the
regulation of their compensation, shall
not apply. Said county government Act
shall, as to any of the matters herein-
above provided for and declared by such
county government Act, not be subject to
and law or amendment enacted by the
Legislature ,except by amendment first
submitted to the electors and ratified in
the manner hereinabove set forth.

Section 2. The sessions of the Legisla=
ture shall commence at twelve o'clocik
meridtan on the firet Monday after the
first day of January next succeeding the
election of its members, and shall be bi-
ennial unless the Governor shall in the
interim convene the Legislature b proc-
lamation. The Legislature shall then re-
main in session for twenty-five days, after
which it must adjourn to some date mot
less than thirty nor more than sixty days
from the time of adjournment. If the two
houscs‘fall to agree upon a time at which
they will resume their session, the Gover-
nor shall, by proclamation, fix a date for
such reconvening, which shall be within
the limits above prescribed. Upon re-
assembling, the Legislature shall completa
its session. No pay shall be allowed to
members for a longer period than seventy-
five days, and no bill shall be Introduced
in either house except at the first twenty-
five days of the session, without the con-
sent of three-fourths of the members
thereof.
