
THOSE HIGH SCHOOL PLANS.

BOARD OF TRUSTEES RESCIND
THEIR ACTION.

They WillAdvertise for Plans and
Specifications and Pay a Pre-

mium for the Best.

The Board of City Trustees met in
regular weekly session last night, Trus-
tees McKay, Tebbets, Douglas, Paine,

Dolan, Kent, Brown and Devine being
present.

Dr. Tebbets, for the Finance Commit-
tee, moved that the committee in con-
Junction with the Mayor, purchase 500
copies of the Great Register, at the
Cost of 12 cents a name and the mo-
tion was carried unanimously.

Trustee Paine asked further time on
the house-moving ordinance, as the
Mayor and others are preparing some
changes to be incorporated in the ordi-
nance.

The matter of charging a fee for the
Use of the patrol wagon to take a
wounded man from Waite's drug store
to his home, was referred to the Chair-
man of the Police Committee, with
power to act.

The Mayor announced that he had
granted a two-weeks' leave of absence
to George F. Meister, Superintendent of
City Cemeteries.

The Christian Church was granted
permission to stretch a banner across
J street.

Charles Caminzind was granted a sa-
loon license at 10*30 Twentieth street.

Briozo & Biell, 422 X street. Were
granted a license to keep saloon.

In accordance with the recommen-
dation of the Chief of Police, the ap-
plication of Harbison & Gilmore, to
keep saloon at 1030 M street was de-
nied, there being a large remonstrance
against it.

A memorial from the Capital City

Wheelmen's Club, which will be found
elsewhere, was read and referred to
the Street Committee and Superintend-
ent of Streets with instructions to act
on it immediately.

Trustee Tebbets said that he hoped
the portion of the ordinance relating to
the ringing of bells by bicyclists would
be repealed. Eastern cities do not re-
quire it. nor does Los Angeles, which
is the Eastern city of this State. There
the rider is responsible if he runs over
anyone and it makes him careful. He
lauded the act of Judge Davis in letting
the bicyclists go. The provision had
been abolish d in other cities and
should be here. There have been nj

serious accidents and no deaths, while
there have been two deaths from caie-
1< ss driving. All bicycle riders are
careful and do not wish to injure any-
one. The bell confuses pedestrians
and they do not know where to turn.

Trustee Paine said the ordinance pro-
vides f'nat the bell shall be rung con-
tinuously and not just when the rider
is about to hit a person.

Trustee Tebbets moved that the part
of the ordinance i elating to bells be
referred to some committee.

Trustee Dolan said that the bicycle
club had asked for the ordinance, but
had not asked to have it changed. He
did not believe in passing ordinances
and repealing them right away.

Truste:- Devine did not believe in re-
pealing the provision. There are other
people in the world than bicjclists, and
who are entitled to protection. He be-
lieved that the ordinance was a good
cue. He did not believe in passing or-
d.nances and then repealing them.

Tebbets' motion met with no si-cond.
?A communication was r< ad from B.

Seward in answer to William Mc-
Laughlin's statement, in relation to
his trucks obstructing an alley, and
was laid on the table, the compla n-
ant being told that the couits the
proper place to settle the difficulty.

HIGH SCHOOL PLANS.
An Ordinance was read providing for

the submission to the people of the
proposition to bond the city for con-
Etiuction of sewers, water mains an 1 a
High School.

Truste; Dolan said that the Board of
I'due at ion had presented a plan made
by Architect Stadler for a new High
School. He thought that, before the
ordinance is passed, bids for plans
should be advertised for and other ar-
dtltects be allowed to compete.

Truster* Devine said that his under-
standing was that an estimate had to
he made of the cost of a High School
before the matter can be submitted to
the people and that the Board of Ed-
ucation intends, if the bonds are voted
on. to advertise for bids Tor plans and
fpacifications, and choose from them.

Trustee Paine took the same view
and said the Corporation Counsel had
fctat~d that the board could so adver-
tise.

Trustee Tebbets disagreed with them
and said the Corporation Counsel held
that the plans adopted could not be
deviated from. Otherwise the Board
Of Educati n could build a $3.'" 0
schoolhouse with ?100,000 wotth of
bends voted by the people.

Trustee Dolan moved that the action
of the board adopting Mr. Seadler's
plan last Monday night b- rescinded.

Trustee Brown thought Trustee Do-
lan's motion was aw s? one. The
Beard of Trustees is the body to invite
bids. The people who vote for bonds
for a new High-school should be sure
that they get the worth of their money
nnd get the b st s hool building that
can be had. Th y have waited a long
time for it.

Trustee Tebbets did not want delay,
and thought that to advertise would be
to delay the matter several weeks.

J. O. Coleman, for Chamber of
Commerce, presented a communication
from the chamber, which will be found
elsewhere.

Trustee Dolan's motion to rescind the
Joard's action in adopting Mr. Bead*
ler's plans was carried unanimously.

Trustee Brown moved that the board

advertise for plans and estimates for
a new High-school building, the price
not to exceed $100,000, to be submitted
in twenty days.

On motion of Trustee Dolan, the mo-
tion of Trustee Brown was amended so
that the Board of Education be notified
and requested to assist in examining
and making suggestions regarding the
plans, and carried.

A motion by Trustee Tebbets to of-
fer premiums of $250, $150 and $100
for the first, second and third best
plans was debated. Trustee Devine
moved as an amendment that $250 be
offered for the best plan.
I Trustee Tebbets offered a substitute
that there be two premiums, of $250
and $150 for first and second best, and
the substitute was carried, Kent and
Devine voting no.

The Clerk was instructed to adver-
tise for bids for High-school plans im-
mediately.

THE CITY WHARF.
The communication from the Cham-

ber of Commerce was taken up and
Trustee Devine opposed advertising for
only one kind of pipe for the sewers,
which he said would shut out competi-
tion. He would not like to see the
plans of the City Surveyor changed.

J. O. Coleman said that the commit-
tee of the Chamber of Commerce had
kept in touch with the Board of Trus-
tees on the sewer question. It now
advocated putting in a larger number
of sewers above Ninth street, one on
Eleventh and one on Fifteenth street,
in order to better carry off the water
from that part of the city. The original
recommendation and plans of the City
Surveyor for the sewers provided for
ironstone pipe and the chamber knew
that they had to be amended so as to
allow brick. The communication was
in line with the Surveyor's recommen-
dation. He did not think it would bar
out competition.

Trustee Douglas said there was no
sewer system provided for the Fifth
Ward, and the Fifth Ward would beat
the proposition. The only people who
seem to know there is a Fifth Ward
are the Assessor and Collector.

Mr. Coleman explained that the plans
provide for a number of sewers to drain
the Fifth Ward. Because it has not
had sewers in the past is no reason
why it should not have them in the
future. The citizens will now have a
chance to vote for them and should
not vote against them.

Trustee Dolan said he was informed
that the proposed Thirteenth street
sewer would flood the Capitol grounds.

Trustee Devine denied and said
the pipe would carry all the water. The
portion of the communication relating
to the city wharf he was heartily in
favor of. He warned the members not
to ask for too much at once, as the
amount would run beyond the 15 per
cent, legal limit and would not be car-
ried.

J. H. Arnold of the Chamber of Com-
merce Committee said that the wharf
question was a very important one, as
it costs more to bring freight to- this
city and land it than to any other place
on the river. He knew it would cost
money, but the wharf should be length-
ened and an elevator put in, that
freight may be handled more cheaply.

Trustee Dolan moved that the part.3

of the communication referring to the
sewers and also that relating to the
wharfs, be submitted to the City Sur-
veyor and Levee Committee.

Mayor Land said the wharf matter is
a very important one, as the wharf
facilities of the city are miserable. He
thought $10,000 should be appropriated
and a wharf a block long should be
built. He believed that, if this were
done, the business would increase and
that the revenue the city would receive
from it would soon equal the cost. He
thought Mr. Arnold was in the right.

Trustee Dolan's motion was carried.
P-STREET PLAZA.

Trustee Brown called attention to the
fact that a tax of 2 cents had been
levied for the improvement of the P-
street Plaza. The river will raise, he
said, before the tax can be collected
and the sand can be hauled now much
cheaper than then. The time for sow-
ing grass is also at hand, and he moved
that the work be started now and it
could be paid for after the taxes are
collected. Carried.

Architect Seadler said he wished to
correct a misapprehension that seemed
to exist and a statement that had been
published. He had been requested to
and had voluntarily drawn a mere
?ketch and estimate of a new High
School building. It was not intended
and he had not expected that the con-
tract would be awarded to him or com-
petition shut out. He simply wished to
help the Board of Education to get the
matter before the Board of Trustees.
He did not wish any paper to insinu-
ate that he or the board had done any-
thing to shut out competition, for there
was no such intention. It was expected
to have plans submitted and attorneys
had advised the board that it could
do so after the bonds were voted. ,

The board then adjourned, but Mr.
Seadler having stated that for the
premiums offered they could get no
first-class architects to submit plans, it
reconvened asrain and on motion of
Trustee Dolan reconsidered the action
whereby it had offered the three prem-
iums.

Trustee Devine moved that one prem-
ium of $500 be offered for the best plan.

Mr. Seadler was called on for his
? .pinion and said that if the board was
-'. ing into a competition it had better
think awhile, so as to get the re-
spected branch of the profession to
compete. Of course it could get car-
-1 ntcrs and low grade architects for
a low premium. Ordinarily 1 per cent,

was paid to architects for their plans,
if they employ the successful architect
on the work it is made part of his com-
mission. It is not good policy to accept
the plans of one architect and employ
another to oversee the work, however.
If there is no building the architect is
paid his premium just the same.

The motion to offer a premium of
??">!*>, to be applied to the contract, was
carried and the l>oard adjourned again.

Charged With Battery.

J streets, charging him with battery.

Shea, it appears, had been employed
by Dicraaea, and in a dispute over
wages became enraged and slapped the
latter's face.

The case of J. W. Meeker, charged

with embezzling a small sum of money
belonging to the New York Life Insur-
ance Company, was dismissed in the
City Justice's Court yesterday. The
plaintiff acknowledged satisfaction, and
stated that the money in dispute had
been paid in full.

BUILDINGS ON WHEELS.

Proposed Ordinance Regulating
Their Removal.

At yesterday's meeting of the Cham-
ber ot Commerce the Public Improve-
ments Committee submitted the follow-
ing draft of an ordinance to regulate
the removal of buildings through the
city streets. The ordinance received
the approval of the Chamber of Com-
merce, and was last night presented to
the City. Trustees for action by that
body. It reads:
An Old nance Prohibiting the Moving,,

Hauling or Transporting of Houses,
Varus, Stables, Shops, or other
Buddings or Structures Through,
over, Along or Upon any Street, Ave-
nue, Alley or other Public Thorough-
fare of the City of Sacramento With-
out Permission from the Board of
Trustees, and Providing Penalty
Therefor.

The Board of Trustees of the City of
Sacramento do ordain as follows:

Section 1. It shall be unlawful for any
person, firm or corporation to move, haul
or transport through, over, along or upon
any street, avenue, alley or other public
thoroughfare of the City of Sacramento,
any house, barn, stable, shop or other
building or structure without first obtain-
ing permission so to do from the Board
of Trustees.

Sectk n 2. Any person, firm or corpora-
tion desiring to move, haul or transport
any house, barn, stable, shop or other
building or structure over, along or upon
any street, avenue, alley or other public
thoroughfare of the City of Macramento,
s all make application in writing to the
Board of Trustees of the city at a regu ar
meeting of such board. Such apDlication
shall describe the character and dimen-
sions of the house, barn, stable, shop or
other building or structure desired to be
moved, hauled or transported: the loca-
tion thereof, and the lot or cart of lot to
which it is desired to move, tn.ul or trans-
port the same, together with a descrip-
tion of the route to be traveled. Such
application shall be filed with the City
Clerk and shall not be acted upon by the
Board of Trustees sooner than the next
regular meeting thereof, and not until
notice of such application shall have been
given by the City Clerk by publication in
one or more issues of some daily news-
paper published in the City of Sacra-
mento, the expense of such publicatU n
to be borne by the applicant; and no per-
mission shall be given in any event until
the applicant shall execute and deliver
to the City Clerk a good and surficie.it
t.ond, to be approved by the Board of
Trustees, payable to the City of Sacra-
ni< nto, conditioned for the payment to
the city and any person who may be
damaged by any act performed in and
about the moving, hauling or transport-
ing of such house, barn, stable, shoD or
other building or structure: such bond
rot to be discharged by one recovery,
but be subject to as many recoveries as
th re may be parties injured, not to ex-
cted in the aggregate the amount of the
loud. The amount of such bond shall
be fixed in each instance by the Board of
Trustees.

Section 3. Any person, firm or corpora-
tion who shall move, haul or transport
any house, barn, stable, shop or otherbuilding or structure over, along or upon
any s'rpet, avenue, alley or otner pub ie
thoroughfare of the dty cf Sacramento
without complying jvith the provisions of
this Ordinance, shall be guilty of a mis-
demeanor, and upon conviction thereof,
shall be punished by a fine not 1* ss
than Fifty Dollars, nor more than One
Hundred Dollars, or by imprisonment in
ihe City Prison for not less than five
days nor more than fifty days, or by bothsuch fine and imprisonment.

on 4. This ordinance shall be inforce immediately after its final approval.

PROCLAMATION.
STATE OF CALIFORNIA.

Executive Department.
Sacramento, July 30, 189S.

Whereas. The Legislature of the Stat*or California, at ita thirty-second session,
beginning on the Fourth day of January,
A D., 1897, two-thlrda of all ehe members
elected to each of the two houses of saidLegislature voting In favor tnereof. pro-
posed the following described amendments
to the Constitution of the State of Cali-
fornia, to-wit:

Amendment Number One.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 41.)

A resolution to propose to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
Section Eighteen of Article Eleven of the
Constitution, in relation to revenue and
taxation, by which it is proposed to
amend said section to read as follows:

Section 18. No county, city, town, town-
ship, board of education or school district
shall incur any indebtedness or liability
in any manner or for any purpose exceed-
ing in any year the income and revenue
provided for It for such year, without the
assent of two-thirds of the qualified elect-ors thereof, voting at an election to be
held for that purpose, nor unless before,
or at the time of incurring such Indebted-
ness, provision shall be made for the col-
lection of an annual tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such indebtedness as it
falls due. and also provision to constitute
a sinking fund for the payment of the
principal thereof on or before maturity,
which shall not exceed forty years from
the time of cantracting the same: pro-
vided, however, that the City and County
of San Francisco may at any time pay the
unpaid claims with Interest thereon for
materials furnished to and work done for
said city and county during the forty-
thtrd and forty-fourth fiscal years, out of
the Income and revenue of any succeeding
year or years; provided, that any and all
claims for making, repairing, altering, or
for any work done upon or for any mate-
rial furnished for any street, lane, alley,
court, place, or sidewalk, or for the con "
struction of any sewer or sewers in said
city and county, are hereby excepted from
the provisions of this section; and in de-
termining any claim permitted to be paid
by this section, no statute of limitations
shall apply in any manner; and provided
further, that the City of Vallejo, in So-
lano County, may pay its existing Indebt-
edness Incurred In the construction of Its
water works, whenever two-thirds of the
electors thereof voting at an election held
for that purpose shall so decide. Any in-
debtedness or liability incurred contrary
to this provision, with the exception here-
inbefore recited, shall be void.

Amendment Number Two.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 10.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding a
new section, to be known and designated
as Section Seven and one-half. Article
Eleven thereof, providing for the framing
by the inhabitants of counties of local
county government Acts for their own
government. The .said proposed new sec-
tion to read as follows:

Section 7Vj. The inhabitants of any
county may frame a county government
Act for their own government, relating to

ths matters hereinafter specified, and con-
sistent with, and subject to, the Constitu-
tion and laws of this State, by causing a
board of fifteen freeholders, who have
been, for at least five years, qualified
electors of such county, to be elected by
the qualified electors of such county, at
any general or special election, whose
duty it shall be within ninety days after
such election to prepare and propose a
county government Act for such county,
which shall be signed in duplicate by the
members of such board, or a majority ot
them, and returned, one copy thereof to
the Board of Supervisors or other legisla-
tive body of such county, and the other
copy to be sent to the recorder of deeds
t>f the county. Such proposed county gov-
ernment Act shall then be published in
two papers of general circulation in such
county, or if there be not two such pa-
pers, then In one only, for at least twenty
days, and within not less than thirty days
after such publication it shall be submit-
ted to the qualified electors of such coun-
ty, at a general or special election, and if
a majority of such qualified electors vot-
ing thereon shall ratify the same it shall
thereafter be submitted to the" Legislature
for its rejection or approval, as a whole,
without power of alteration or amend-
ment, and if approved by a majority of
the members elected to each house, It
shall be the county government Act of
such county, and shall In such case be-
come the organio law thereof and super-
sede any existing county government Act,
and all amendments thereof, and all spe-
cial laws inconsistent with such county
government Act.

A copy of such county government Act,
certified by the President of the Board of
Supervisors or other legislative body of
such county, and authenticated by the
seal of such county, setting forth the sub-
mission of such county government Act to
the electors, and its ratification by them,
shall be made in duplicate ar.d deposited,
one in the office of tne Secretary of State,
the other, after being recorded In the of-
fice of the recorder of deeds in the coun-
ty, among the archives of the county.

All courts shall take judicial notice
thereof. The county government Act so
ratified may be amended, at Intervals cf
not less than two years, by proposals
therefor, submitted by the legislative au-
thority of the county, to the qualified
electors thereof, at a general or special
election held at least forty days after the
publication of such proposals for twenty
days in a newspaper of general circula-
tion in such county, and ratified by at
least three-fifths of the qualified electors
voting thereon, and approved by the
Legislature as herein provided for the ap-
proval of the county government Act. In
submitting any such county government
Act any alternative article or proposition
may be presented for the choice of the
voters, and may be voted on separately
without prejudice to others.
It shall be competent in all county gov-

ernment Acts framed imder the authority
given by this section to provide for the
manner in which, the times at which, and
the terms for which the several township
and county officers, other than Judges of
the Superior Court, shall be elected or
appointed; for their compensation; for
the number of such officers, for the con-
solidation or segregation of offices, for the
number of deputies that each officer shall
have, and for the compensation payable
to each of such deputies, for the manner
in which, the times in which., and the
terms for which the members of all
beards of election shall be elected or op-
pointed; and for the constitution, regula-
tion, compensation and government ofsuch boards, and of their clerks and at-
taches; also, to precribe the manner and
method by which all elections by the peo-
ple shall be conducted: and may in addi-
tion determine the tests and conditions
upon which electors, political parties and
organizations may participate in any pri-
mary election.

Whenever any county has, In the man-
ner and method herein pointed out, adopt-
ed any county government Act, and the
same shall have been approved by the
legislature as aforesaid, the directions of
Sections Four and Five of this article,
providing for the uniformity of a system
of county governments throughout the
State, and likewise providing for the elec-
tion and appointment or officers, and the
regulation of their compensation, shall
not apply. Said county government Act
shall, as to any of the matters herein-
above provided for and declared by such
county government Act. not be subject to
and law or amendment enacted by the
Legislature .except by amendment first
submitted to the electors and ratified in
the manner hereinabove set forth.

Amendment Number Three.
\

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 44.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding
a new section, to be known and designat-
ed as Section Five and one-half. Article
Six, thereby providing for the organiza-
tion of a court, to he known as the Court
of Claims. The said proposed new section
to read as follows:

Section 5M|. The Court of Claims shall
consist of any three Judges of the Supe-
rior Court, who may be requested by the
Governor to hold court at the regular
terms thereof. The Court of Claims shall
have exclusive jurisdiction to hear and de-
termine all claims of every kind and char-
acter against tho State, under such laws
as may be passed by the Legislature, and
its Judgment thereon shall be final. The
terms of the Court of Claims shall be held
as follows:

In the City of Los Angeles, commencing
on the second Monday of March;

In the City and County of San Francis-
co, commencing on the second Monday in
July, and

In the City of Sacramento, commencing
on the second Monday of November of
each year.

The Judges holding such term of court
shall receive no extra compensation there-
for, but shall receive their actual ex-
penses, to> be paid out of the general fund
of the State Treasury. The Legislature

shall enact all laws to organize
such court, to provide the procedure

thereof, and to carry out theprovtsions of
this section.

Amendment Number Foot.
(Being Assembly Constitutional Amend*

ment No. 37.)

A resolution to propose to the people
of the fctate of California an amendmentto the Constitution of the State amend-ing article eleven, by adding a new sec-tion thereto, to be known as section num-
ber five and one-half, relating to consoli-
dated city and county governments. Thesaid proposed new section to read as fol-lows:

Section The provisions of sectionfour and five of this article shall not nor
snail any legislation passed pursuantthereto, apply to any consolidated city
and county government, now existing or
hereafter formed, which shall have be-come, or shall become, organized under
section seven, or secure a charter undersection eight of this article.

Amendment Number Five.
(Being Assembly Constitutional Amend-

Amendment Number Six. *

A resolution to propose to the people of
tne Mate of California an amendment toSr,^'° n article nine of the Constitu-tion of the State of California, relating togrammar schools, by which it is proposed
to amend said section to read as follows:Section »>. The public school svst. rt»shall include primary and grammar
scfioo s. and such high schools eveningschools, normal schools and technical
schools as may be established by the Leg-
islature or by municipal or district au-
thority but the entire revenue derivedfrom the State school fund, and the Stateschool tax. shall be applied exclusively to
the support of primary and grammar
scnools. Grammar schools shall include
schools organized in a school district or
union of school districts, having mora
than one thousand Inhabitants. In whicha course of study shall be taught whichwill prepare pupils to enter the agricult-
ural mining or scientific departments ol
the University of California.

Amendment Number Seven.

(Being Assembly Constitutional Amend-
ment No. 34.). A resolution to propose to the people ofthe State of California an amendment tosection two of article four of the Constltu-tln. In relation to sessions of the Legisla-

ture, by which It is proposed to amend
said section to read as follows:Section 2. The sessions of the Legisla-
ture shall commence at twelve o'clock
meridian on the first Monday after tho
first day of January next succeeding theelection of its members, and shall be bi-ennial unless the Governor shall In the
Interim convene the Legislature by proc-
lamation. The Legislature shall then re-
main in session for twenty-five days, afte.?which It must adjourn to some date notless than thirty nor more than sixty days
from the time of adjournment. Ifthe twohouses fail to agree upon a time at whichthey will resume their session, the Gover-nor shall, by proclamation, fix a date fur
such reconvening, which shall be withinthe limits above prescribed. Upon re-
assembling, the Legislature shall complete
its session. No pay shall be allowed to
members for a longer period than seventy-
five days and no bill shall be introduced
In either house except at the first twenty-
five days of the session, without the con-
sent of three-fourths of the membersthereof.

Pursuant to theprovisions of the Constitution, and an act
of the Legislature of the State of Califor-
nia, entitled "An Act to provide for thesubmission of proposed amendments to
the Constitution of the State of Califor-
nia, to the qualified electors for their ap-
proval," approved March 7. A. D. ISR3. the
above described proposed amendments are
hereby published and advertised to be
voted upon, by ballot, by the qualified
electors of the State, at the election to
be held throughout this State on

Tuesday, November 8, A. D. 1898.
The said proposed amendments are to

be separately voted upon in manner and
form as follows:
