
CONGRESSMAN M. DE VRIES

ADDRESSES HIS SACRAMENTO
CONSTITUENTS.

A Fairly Large and Enthusiastic
Meeting?Speech of Walter

R. Stradley.

Several hundred people, many of
whom were ladies, assembled at the Old
Favilion last evening to tt|ar Con-
gressman Marion De Vries and W. R.
Stradley discuss the political issues
from a Democratic standpoint.

The Iroquois Club, led by a brass
band, escorted the speakers to the hall,
and on the way Roman candles popped
and colored lights flared.

The meeting was called to order by
E. L Woodman, President of the local
Iroquois Club and fusion candidate for
Superintendent of State Printing. Mr.
Woodman announced the purpose of the
meeting and named Judge A. C. Hink-
son as Chairman of the meeting, and
members of the Iroquois Club as Vice
Presidents, as follows:

On taking the chair Judge Hinkson
epoke briefly, before introducing Cap-
tain W. T. Forsman, candidate for the
Assembly for the Twenty-first District.

Captain Forsman said that if elected
he would perform his duties to the best
of his ability. He spoke of the valuable
service of Congressman De Vries in
securing legislation favorable to im-
proving the Sacramento River.

SPEECH OF MR. DE VRIES.
Congressman De Vries was loudly-

cheered when he stepped to the front
of the platform. He was in good voice
and his points were clean cut and
forceful.

Mr. De Vries spoke of the reception
accorded him by the citizens of Sacra-
mento County when he appeared here
two years ago asking for their suf-
frages. At that time he had promised
that if elected every act of his would
be In the interest of Sacramento. He
had promised that If elected he would
come back with no apologies or expla-
nations to make, no excuses to offer.

He had come back, he said, and for
his acts in Congress had neither apol-
ogies, explanations nor excuses to of-
fer; he felt that he had faithfully kept
every pledge he had made and that
he could look into the eyes of Sacra-
mento's people with a knowledge that
he had performed every promise made
to them.

The last Congress, the speaker said,
had been called on to decide the most

momentous questions that had arisen
since the civil war. The country to-day-
is not the one it was two years ago.
At that time, and previously, its policy
had been "peace on earth, good will to
man." But events had occurred which
had changed all that. Spain had
claimed the right to heap insults upon
the United States, and ended by send-
ing to the bottom of Havana Bay the
gallant battleship Maine.

Even after the destruction of the
Maine, Congress had delayed action,
though influence was brought to bar
from all quarters, urging a spetdy
declaration of war. Then one day, the
first aggressive step was taken, when
a bill appropriating $.")0,000.000 for the
common defence of the nation was in-
troduced. Following the introduction
of the bill; members from every State
in the Union arose and pledged the
yeomanry they represented to stand by
the country in its hour of need and to
fight its battles. Then the question was
put on the passage of the bill and for
it there were 312 ayes and not a single
no.

The men who voted for the appro-
priation, the speaker said, were not
Republicans, not Democrats, not Pop-
ulists, but representatives of the
American people. He spoke of the
scenes enacted in the National Capital,
end told how the people had fought Icr
admission to the galleries, so great was
the interest evinced, and told how the
bill had passed both houses by a prac-
tically unanimous vote.

The speaker referred to the declara-
tion of war adopted by the Senate, and
told how it had passed the House in
42 seconds. He told how every bill for
the appropriation of mon~y to conduct
the war and provide for the mainte-
nance and comfort of the soldiers in the
field had passed the House of Repre-
sentatives without a dissenting voice;
how the general deficiency bill, carry-
ing an appropriation of $200,000,000,
was passed in a few monutes, and with-
out dissent, and from these facts he
concluded that the war was not a par-
tisan war, but one upheld by the whoie
American people.

Mr. De Vries spoke of the bill intro-
duced by Grosvenor of Ohio to remove
the bar from ex-Confederate soldiers,
and allow them to enter the army and
help to fight the battles of the repub-
lic. He told how the members from the
South had met Grosvenor with open
harts and pledged the support-of the
men who had worn the gray against

the common enemy. He said that

though the war had cost much in blood
and treasure, the country had gained
tenfold by it, inasmuch as sectional
lines and differences had, through its
agency, been blotted out forever.

The speaker recalled the victories of
Admirals Dewey and Schley, and drew
a picture of General Wheeler and
Roosevelt fighting side by side ?the
chivalry of the South, the representa-
tive man of the North, both offering
their lives for a common purpose.

After the battle of bullets, Mr. De
Vries said, conies the battle of ballots,

and as he happened to be a candidate
for re-election he desired to impress up-
on his auditors a few matters of local
and national importance. He advo-
cated, he said, the building of theNica-
ragua Canal, because it would add to
the commerce of the United States and
to the wealth of California, and be-
cause it was feasible, ancL-once com-
pleted would pay for itself in six years.
He favored its immediate construction
by the United States Government, and
not only its construction* but its owner-
ship and operation.

He also favored the free and unlim-
ited coinage of both silver and gold at
the ratio of 16 to 1, and said the United
States could not afford to wait for re-
form in that direction until the rest
of the world gave it permission to take
the step. England, he said, imports
much more than it exports, and to make
up the deficit and balance accounts, it
secures interest upon its hoards of gold
dollars, after securing the demonetiza-
tion of the silver of the world.

He said that on the question of the
Pacific railroads he stood precisely
where he stood two years ago. The
"Congressional Record" defined his po-
sition on that question, and as he had
stood in the past so would he stand in
the future.

Then Mr. De Vries turned his atten-
tion to river improvement in California,
and submitted that more had been done
in that direction in the past two years
than ever before. When he went to
Congress he found that a commission
had been appointed to investigate and
report upon the need of river improve-
ment in the State, but for some reason
the commission had been tardy in per-
forming its work. He had secured the
co-operation of the other California
members and had stirred up the W rar
Department by demanding, a report on
the matter, and within a month the re-
quired report, recommending the expen-
diture of £250,000 on the Sacramento
River below Sacramento City was be-
fore the proper committee.

Mr. De Vries said he had talked with
the engineers of the War Department,
and that they were preparing complete
plans and specifications for improving
the Sacramento and Feather Rivers
and their tributaries, for which an ap-
propriation of $2,000,000 would be
necessary. In order to get that ap-
propriation it was necessary to
strengthen the hands of the Repre-
sentatives in Congress. The item would
be inserted into the river and harbor
bill, and he had already laid plans to
have fwovisions for its expenditure un-
der the Government contract system.

Whether he was or was rfot re-elected,
the speaker said, he would occupy a
seat in the short session of Congress,
from December to March, and if the
appropriation was to be secured it
would have to be at that session or not
for two years. Should he not b? re-
turned to Congress, the appropriation
would never be made, for when he
would go before the committee to urge
the passage of the approprfaiion, the
Chairman would inform him that the
people of his district did not want the
appropriation, and had repudiated it'
when they repudiated him. A Congress-
man defeated at the polls, he said, is
of very little use and no influence, like
a dead limb on a live tree.

Mr. De Vries also spoke of his work
in having secured amendments to the
debris law, making it salutary and ef-
fective. He said the only way to make
Congressmen effective was to send and
resend them to Congress. He cited the
State of Maine, and said the reason it
had more political influence than New
York was because it had years ago
adopted the policy of returning Its
representatives to Congress instead of
electing new men who would have it
all to do over again.

Mr. De Vries referred to the Interest
he had taken in securing pensions for
old soldiers, both of the civil and the
Mexican war. He had submitted the
claims of forty-three old soldiers, all of
which had been deemed hopeless, and
had secured for them $36,000. He' now
has, he said, 200 Pases before the Pen-
sion Department, and if the old soldiers
desired to have those claims pushed,
they would do well to give him a
chance to finish the work.

Mr. De Vries said he had no word to
say against Frank D. Ryan,, his oppo-
nent. Ryan was his personal friend,
and was honest, able, conscientious and
faithful, and if elected would make a
good Representative. It was merely
a question of who was better qualified
by past experience to serve the peo-
ple, and on that question he submitted
his candidacy.

REMARKS OF MR. STRADLEY.
Judge Hlnkson next introduced Mr.

Stradley.
Mr. Stradley said he, like the man at

the debating society who spoke last,
and who said that everything that
could be said had been said, and he
desired to say the rest. The Repub-
licans, herald, contended that none of
the real issues were issues, but that the
single tax question was. He had never
in any political platform seen any af-
firmation of the single tax, and If it
was not so affirmed, it could not be an
Issue. The Republicans, he said, con-
tended that the single tax was an issue
because Judge Maguire indorsed it. He
inquired what Judge Maguire, as Gov-
ernor, could do to advance the single
\u2666ax theory, and called attention to the
fact that it could not maintain unless
by an amendment to the Constitution
upon which the people should vote,

and the people could always be trusted.
The present campaign, the speaker

said, was but a continuation of the
campaign of ISO6. One pitched battle
had been lost, but, like General Green
in South Carolina, when after two
years of maneuvering drove the enemy

into the sea, so would the unterrlfled
Democracy maneuver, until the mo-

nopoly of money was driven into the
sea.

The Republicans, he said, are follow-
ing the methods employed by them in
1896, but all of the people could not be
fooled all of the time, and their subter-
fuges and evasions were not looked
upon with friendliness by the people.

The speaker eulogized James G. Ma-
guire as an honest, able, conscientious
man, who would fearlessly perform his
whole duty to the people. He spoke of
the action of M. H. de Young in mak-
ing his bitter fight In the San Francisco
"Chronicle" against Judge Maguire.
He spoke of the stand for bimetallism
taken by Mr. Young in the "Chronicle"
two years ago, but said he had gone to
the St. Louis convention, where Mark
Hanna whispered something In his
ear, and he had never heard of so
complete a newspaper flop as that
made by the "Chronicle." He said that
while he had not talked with any of
the Democratic candidates for the Leg-
islature for this county, he could vouch
for them that they would never vote
for M. H. de Young for United States
Senator.

Mr. Stradley spoke of the war with
Spain, and said one of the results had
been to banish sectional animosities.
The blood of the soldiers who fell be-
fore Santiago, he said, coming as they
did from North, South, East and West,
had cemented the whole country to-
gether in indissoluble bonds. It was
the soldiers of the Union, he said, who
did the fighting?the man behind the
rifle who fought the battles was an
American, regardless of the man be-
hind the Commissary- The latter, he
said, was not a Democrat, but as he
was to be investigated he would say no
more about him.

The speaker turned his attention to
the several candidates on the State
ticket, and said a good word for each
one.

E. I. Woodman, candidate for State
Printer, also made a short address.

KANG YUWEL

A Cantonese Reformer and Friend
of the Deposed Emperor.

The troifbles in China came about
from the introduction of reform meth-
ods and twentieth century ideas
the Government of the empire. The
man most generally credited with the
introduction of these reform measures
is Kang Yuwel, the Cantonese reform-
er and close friend of the lately de-
posed Emperor.

He had much to do with the educa-
tion of the Emperor, having been per-
mitted to read to him for hours each
day, and usually choosing the reading
matter himself. When the Dowager
Empress assumed power Kang Yuwei
had to leave Pekin because of his in-
fluencing the Emperor, but the Dow-
ager Empress accuses him of plotting
against her. He had been eagerly
sought for by Chinese officials since
his escape from Pekin, but is reported
to have taken refuge on a British gun-
boat near Shanghai.

CRUSHED TO DEATH.

Terrible and Fatal Accident to
Young Arthur Jones.

A shocking accident occurred at Elk
Grove yesterday which cost a young
man named Arthur Jones his life.

It seems that the unfortunate youth
was beating his way over the road, and
as a freight train was moving out of
Elk Grove he attempted to board one of
the cars but missed his hold and fell to
the track. The wheels of the cars pass-
ed over the lower portion of his body,
mangling his limbs in a terrible man-
ner.

He was picked up, placed aboard the
train and brought to this city. City

Physician Nichols found th<at his left
thigh was nearly torn from his body,
the splintered bones protruding from
the flesh. His right hip was also dislo-
cated and his abdomen cut open near
the groin, while his knees, ankles and
feet were awfully crushed and mangled.

Dr. Nichols saw at once that the pa-
tient could be properly treated only at
the County Hospital, and making him
as comfortable as possible he was
placed in the%ambulance. The poor fel-
low's system had, however, sustained
such a terrible shock that he died be-
fore the hospital was reached.

All that could be learned of the de-
ceased was that he had been but a
short time in the State, and that his
home was In England, where his rela-
tives reside.

The Sons of St. George of this city
have taken charge of the case, and will
see that the deceased receives proper
burial. The members know nothing of
him except that he was a countryman
of theirs and evidently a young man
of respectability.

ANOTHER PIONEER GONE.

Death Last Evening of Luke B.

Richardson.
Luke B. Richardson, one of the old-

est and most highly esteemed citizens
of the city, died at his home, 1503 H
street, last evening, after a long period
of ill health.

Mr. Richardson was born in Vermont
In 1828, but his early life was passed
at Kenosha, Wis. He was one of a
party of argonauts who made the
Journey across the great plains In the
fall of '49, and for a while engaged in
mining in El Dorado County, later on
establishing a mercantile business in
Placerville.

A few years later?when the placer
mining industry began to wane?he
came to Sacramento and engaged in
mercantile pursuits. He was associ-
ated at one time with W. T. Grissim
and also with Burton & McCarthy. In
ISG9 he entered the employ of Newton
Booth & Co., and remained with that
firm until It was succeeded by the
Adams-Booth Company, and with the
latter until two years ago, when he
accepted the Secretaryship of the Pio-
neer Society.

Mr. Richardson leaves a wife, two
daughters and one son?Mrs. H. S.
Kirk, Miss Minnie Richardson and
Robert M. Richardson. He was a man
of sterling, upright character and
widely esteemed.
