Lewis Carroil
pictures the line thus — a sturdy
boy  belaboring his father with
a heavy club. Fun is even
found in Milton. “What boots”
s0 and so? the poet asks. For answer
Lewis Carroll drew two figures staring
in amazement at each other's droll
boots. As quite a small lad he pro-
duced a terrifying tale of a burglar.
“One hair on the victim’s head,” he
wrote In effect, “stood straight on end.
Another would have done so but that
a spider happened at that particular
moment to be sitting on it.”

Paris correspondence London Tele-
graph: Artistic circles are in a stat= of
mild ferment here regarding the
“spheres of influence’” to be allotted to
them at the forthcoming World’s Fair.
It appears that the extent of these
»~.ssessions, which are to constitute the
domain of modern art at the great 1900
exhibitjon, will be restricted and wholly
inadequate. According to the plans
published, the buildings of the proposed
Palais des Beaux Arts will hardly sui-
fice to hold a representative series of
works by the well-known members of
the two official artistic bodies, the So-
cite des Artistes Francais and the
Societe Nationale des Beaux Arts. The
lesser lights in the world of painters
will, when lucky enough to be accepted,
have to be mercilessly skied. The pal-
ace In question will provide a
“Cimaise” of some 2,500 meters. In
other words, the walls of the building
will only allow of about 2,600 pictures
being hung on the line, the average
space in breadth occupied by each work
of art being taken at three feet. Should
each member of the jury, as proposed,
be entitled to have ten pictures hung
on the line, an easy calculation will
show that artists of lesser note, to say
nothing of beginners who are still un-
known, and may be relying on the
forthcoming Universal Exhibition to
make a name, will be relegated to those
portions of the walls which are in near
vicinity to the ceiling. A motion nas
accordingly been unanimously adopted
by the Exhibition Committee of the
Societe des Artistes Francais to the
effect that the sister society will be
approached with a view to submitting
a joint resolution to the competent au-
thorities requesting that the plans of
the proposed Palace of Fine Arts be
modified to allow of an increase in the
space allotted to exhibitors. This
proposition would chiefly, of course, be
made in the interests of French artists
Foreign exhibitors, however, are alzo
concerned in the matter. Present ar-
rangements provide that works by art-
ists of other than French nationality
shall occupy two-fifths of the total
available space. It may be pointed out.

conclusion, that the proposed Palais
des Beaux Arts, which will stand in
the Champs Elysees, will cover consid-
erably more ground than the buildings
erected for the fine art section at the
1880 exhibition.

“Alas, and alas!” says Miss McDou-
gal in a letter to the Chicago “Evening
Post,” “our 15,000 Polish fellow-citi-
zens are about to present the city with
an equestrian statue of Kosclusko. Ap-
parently, they have gone to work in the
good old-fashioned way. They have
selected a sculptor on purely personal
or racial grounds, and had their work
done with few doubts as to whether it
might prove worthy of adorning a great
city, and none at all as to whether it
would be accepted, worthy or not. On
the latter point they may well feel
confident. They represent 15,000 votes.
It is possible that this special monu-
ment may be superior to others which
well-intentioned people have in like
manner inflicted upon us. It is possi-
ble a sculptor unknown to fame can
execute the difficult task of making a
really good equestrian figure. But the
probabilities are against both proposi-
tions... The way to secure a work of
art worth having is the same as the
way. to secure a satisfactory piece of
engineering—either order it from a
man who stands at the head of his pro-
fession: or submit it to the judgment of
experts. - When will Chicago, like Bos-
ton, New York and Washington, have<
a public art commission empowered to
defend the city £ro:n :iisﬁguremont?"

Arthur W. Dow, who was appointed
Curator of the Japanese paintings and
prints in the Boston Museum of Fine
Arts a year ago, intends hereafter to
arrange a new exhibition in his de-
partment every three months or so,
and in other ways to interest the public
as much as possible in the Oriental col-

pursuance of this plan, Mr. Dow has
just placed on exhibition a special col-
lection to remain there until January
1st, illustrative of the work of several
of the best schools of Japanese paint-
ing—known as the Kose, Kasuga, Ta-
kuma, and Tosa schools, covering a
period that extends from 880 A. D. up
to the seventeenth century.

Papyristite, a new artificial building
material, invented by M. Fr. Gehre, a
civil engineer of Zurich, Switzerland,
is described in “Architeciure and Build-
ing.” Its principal ingredient is pur-
ified paper pulp, obtained from waste
paper. In its marketable form it is a
powder, which can be applied like ce-
ment. While its uses are various, it
is principally intended to serve as a
solid, jointless, impermeable roof or
floor. It is said to be a non-conductor
of heat, cold, or sound, and while it
has a surface as hard as stone, it has
a soft, linoleum-like feeling to the foot
and is noiseless. Notwithstanding its
hardness, it can be cut, sawed, or bored.
