REPORTS READ BY THE PRESI-
DENT AND SECRETARY.

It Adopts a Constitution and By-
Laws and Transacts Other

Business.

A general meeting of the Red Cross
Society was held yesterday at Forest-
ers’ Hall to consider the Secretary’s
report and other matters and also to
discuss the adoption of a constitution
and by-laws.

Mrs. Elkus, the President, presided
and Miss Emily Thompson, the Secre-
tary, read her report, which was pub-
lished in the “Record-Union.”

Mrs. Elkus read the President’s re-
port of the State meeting of the Red
Cross, as follows:

To the members of Sacramento Red

Cross Society: As your delegate, 1 at-

tended the first annual meeting of the

California Red Cross Society, which
met in San Francisco, October 18th,
at the First Presbyterian Church. Af-
ter a few happy words of welcome by
the President, Mrs. Harrington, re-
ports of the Secretary, Treasurer and
the different auxiliaries were read.
The Secretary’s and Treasurer’'s re-
ports show that the amount received
by the State Board was $32,940.44, and
the disbursements were $24,270.40,
leaving a balance on hand of $8,670.04.
Of the disbursements $12908.86 were
for Manil of this amount there was
for Manila field hospital supplies $6,-
683.97 and cash sent to Manila §4,-
G10.85. There was expended on the

by-laws as agreed on. He said the
committée had discussed them and en-
deavored to have them conform to the
national constitutions of the society.

J. O. Coleman also favored it, say-
ing that when the society was form-
ed those becoming’ members were prom-
ised that there should be no dues, and
that promise should be kept.

The minority report was unanimous-
ly adopted.

Mr. Coleman said that the by-laws
just adopted provided for eleven direc-
tors and as there have been but seven
heretofore, he moved that Mesdames
W. D. Lawton, R. I. Bentley, E.
Hamilton and A. J. Johnston be added
to the present members, to complete the
number provided for.

Option in Taxation.

Eds. “Record-Union:” Salutation,
and assurances of the distinguished
consideration of an ex-editor for an
acting editor. It is grateful to the
feelings of a man who has attained to
the age of 40 years to be alluded to as
“a young Demosthenes,” even in jest.
Perhaps you know how it is yourself.
But it is of moment, even to “a young
Demosthenes,” to be correctly reported.
I do not desire to impeach the integ-
rity of purpose on the part of your ex-
cellent reporter. He meant to convey
correctly what I said at Mr. Dwyer’s
Monday night meeting at the corner of
Twentieth and G streets. Indeed, he
was not inaccurate in what he reported,
but he omitted to give the keynote of
my speech. You will permit me to
briefly summarize my adversion to the
“Record-Union.” I said:

“The Republican party of to-day has
no confidence in the capacity of the
people to determine wisely questions
vitally affecting their interests. It is
afraid to give the people an opportunity
to express themselves on certain ques-
tions. It is not a ‘home rule’ party. In
proof of this assertion I call your at-
tention to the attitude of the ‘Record-
Union’ of this eity deploring the plank
in the Democratic platform favoring
local option in taxation. It would have
yvou understand that local option in
taxation means the adoption of the sin-

gle tax. I say that this is far-fetched
and untrue. A man may favor local
option in taxation, as he would any

other measure of ‘home rule.’

“You may not be aware of the fact
that during the last session of the Leg-
islature Senator Robert Bulla of Los
Angeles, an aspirant for the position of
United States Senator at the hands <f
the Republican party, was one of ihe
active representatives favoring the sub-
mission of a constitutional amendment
favoring local option in taxation. Mr.
Bulla is not a single taxer, but he
thought the people of this State should
have the right to determine whether
they desired the privilege of local op-
tion in taxation. The question is cne
of home rule, and not one of the adop-
tion of a specific kind of taxation.”

I explained further that in the event
of the submission of a constitutional
amendment permitting local option in
taxation and its adoption by the peo-
ple, if any given locality should adopt
the single tax it would be purely ex-
perimental. If the system in opera-
tion justified itself it would be con-
tinued, and other localities would
adopt it. If it were unpopular and in-
jurious, local option in taxation wou'd
enable a community which had adopt-
ed it to give it up, and that would be
the end of the single tax.

PROCLAMATION,

STATE OF CALIFORNIA,
Executive Department.
Sacramento, July 30, 1898.

Whereas, The Legislature of the State
of California, at its thirty-second session,
beginning on the Fourth day of January,
A. D., 1897, two-thirds of all ehe members
elected to each of the two houses of sald
Legislature voting in favor wnereof, pro-
posed the following described amendments
to the Constitution of the State of Cali-
fornia, to-wit:

Amendment Number One.

(Being Senate Cogstlaut)lonal Amendment
No. 41

A resolution to propose to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
Section Eighteen of Article Eleven of the
Constitution, in relation to revenue
taxation, by which it {s proposed to
amend said section to read as follows:

Section 18. No county, city, town, town-
ship, board of education or school district
shall incur any indebtedness or liability
in any manner or for any purpose exceed-
ing in any year the income and revenue
provided for it for such year, without the
assent of two-thirds of the qualified elect-
ors thereof, voting at an election to be
held for that purpose, nor unless before,
or at the time of incurring such indebted-
ness, provision shall be made for the col-
lection of an annual tax sufficient to pay
the interest on such indebtedness as it
falls due, and also provision to constitute
a sinking fund for the payment of the
principal thereof on or before maturity,
which shall not exceed forty years from
the time of cantracting the same; pro-
vided, however, that the City and County
of San Francisco may at any time pay the
unpaid claims with interest thereon for
materials furnished to and work done for
sald city and county during the forty-
third and forty-fourth fiscal years, out of
the income and revenue of any succeeding
year or years; provided, that any and all
claims for making, repairing, altering, or
for any work done upon or for any mate-
rial furnished for any street, lane, alley,
court, place, or sidewalk, or for the con-
struction of any sewer or sewers in g\d
eity and county, are hereby excepted from
the provisions of this section; and in de-
termining any claim permitted to be paid
by this section, no statute of limiltations
shall apply in any manner; and provided
further, that tha City of Vallejo, in So-
lano County, may pay its existing indebt-
edness incurred in the construction of its
water works, whenever two-thirds of the
electors thereof voting at an election held
for that purpose shall so decide. Any in-
debtedness or liability incurred contrary
to this provision, with the exception here-
Inbefore recited, shall be vold.

Amendment Number Two.

(Being Senate Constitutional Amendment
No. 10.)

A resolution proposing to the people of
the State of California an amendment to
the Constitution of the State, by adding a
new sectlon, to be known and designated
&8s Section Seven and one-half, Article
Eleven thereof, providing for the framing
by the inhabitants of counties of local
county government Acts for their own

gcvernment. The said.proposed new sec-
tion to read as follows:
Section 71%. The inhabitants of any

county may frame a county government
Act for their own government, relating to
the matters hereinafter specified, and con-
sistent with, and subject to, the Constitu-
tion and laws of this State, by causing a
board of fifteen freeholders, who have
been, for at least five years, qualified
electors of such county, to be elected by
the qualified electors of such county, at
any general or special election, whose
duty it shall be within ninety days after
such election to prepare and propose a
county government Act for such county,
which shall be signed in duplicate by the
members of such board, or a majority of
them, and returned, one copy thereof to
the Board of Supervisors or other legisla-
tive body of such county, and the other
copy to be sent to the recorder of deeds
of the county. Such proposed county gov-
ernment Act shall then be p}xblished in
two papers of general circulation in such
county, or if there be not two such pa-

rs, then in one only, for at least twgnty

ays, and within not less than thirty days
after such publication it shall be submit-
ted to the qualified electors of such coun-
ty, at a general or special election, and if
a majority of such qualified electors vot-
ing thereon shall ratify the same it shall
thereafter be submitted to the Legislature
for its rejection or approval, as a whole,
without power of alteration or amend-
ment, and if approved by a majority of
the members elected to each house, it
shall be the county government Act of
such county, and shall in such case be-
come the organic law thereof and super-
pede any existing county government Act,
and all amendments thereof, and all spe=
clal laws inconsistent with such county
government AcCL.

A copy of such county government Act,
certified by the President of the Board of
Bupervisors or other legislative body of
such county, and authenticated by the
seal of such county, setting forth the sub-
missionr of such county government Act to
the electors, and its ratification by them,
shall be made in duglicate and deposited,
one in the office of the Secretary of State,
the other, after being recorded in the of-
fice of the recorder of deeds in the coun-
ty, among the archives of the county.

All courts shall take judicial notlce
thereof. The county government Act so
ratified may be amended, at intervals eof
not less than two_ years, by proposals
therefor, submitted by the legislative au-
thority of the county, to the qualified
electors thereof, at a general or_special
election held at least forty days after the
publication of such proposals for twenty
days in a newspaper of general circula-
tion in such county, and ratified by at
least three-fifths of the qualified electors
votin thereon, and approved by the
Legislature as herein provided for the ap-
proval of the county government Act. In
submitting any such county government
Act any alternative article or proposition
may be presented for the choice of the
voters, and may be voted on separateiy
without prejudice to others.

1t shall be competent in all county gov-
ernment Acts framed vnder the authority
given by this section to provide for the
manner in which, the times at which, and
the terms for which the several township
and county officers, other than Judges of
the Superior Court, shall be elected or
appointed; for their compensation; for
the number of such officers, for the con-
solidation or segregation of offices, for the
number of deputies that each officer shall
have, and for the compensation payable
to each of such deputies, for the manner
in which, the times in which, and the
terms for which the members qof all
bcards of election shall be elected or op-
pointed; and for the comstitution, regula-
tion, compensation and *government of
such boards, and of their clerks and at-
taches; also, to precribe the manner and
method by which all elections by the peo-
ple shall be conducted: and may in addl-
tion determine the tests and conditions
upon which electors, political parties and
organizations may participate in any pri-
mary election.

Whenever any county has, in the man-
ner and method herein pointed out, adopt-
ed any county government Act, and the
same shall have been approved by the
Legislature as aforesaid, the directions of
Sections Four and Five of this article,
providing for the uniformity of a system
of count iovernments throughout the
State, ang likewise providing for the elec-
tion and appointment of officers, and the
regulation of their compensation, shall
not apply. Said county government Aect
shall, as to any of the matters herein-
above provided for and declared by such
county government Act, not be subject to
and law or amendment enacted by the
Legislature ,except by amendment first
submitted to the electors and ratified in
the manner hereinabove set forth.

The sessions of the Legisla-
ture shall commence at twelve o’clock
meridian on the firet Monday after the
ﬁ‘rst day of January next succeeding the
eiection of its members, and shall be bi-
ennial unless the Governor shall in the
Interim convene the Legislature by proge
lamation. The Legislature shall then re-
main in session for twenty-five days, after
which it must adjourn to some date not
less than thirty nor.more than sixty days
from the time of adjournment. If lf‘l’ﬂ two
houses fail to agree upon a.time at which
they will resume their session, the Gover=
nor shall, by proclamation, fix a date for
such reconvening, which shall be within
the limits above prescribed. Upon re-
assembling, the Legislature shall complete
its session. No pay shall be allowed to
members for a longer period than seventy.
five days, and no bill shall be introduced
in either house except at the first twenty-
five days of the session, without the cone
sent of three-fourths of the members
thereof.
