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PARKER ADMITS THE THEFTS.

HE STOLE FRAZEE'S AND VIV-
IAN HART'S WHEELS.

Beveral Other Stolen Wheels Have
Been Located—His Supposed
Partner.

George Parker, allas Thompson, the
man who on Tuesday last was arrest-
ed on suspicion of having stolen sev-
eral bicycles within the past week, yes-
terday acknowledged to Chief of Police
Dwyer that he is the man wanted.

Parker even went further. . He told
where he had disposed of the wheels,
and was taken by the officers 10 the
parties to whom he sold them, and all
of the wheels are now, or soon will be,
in this city.

Parker admitted that on Sunday last
he stole a wheel from Snowflake Pz?x'k
and shipped it to Stockton, intending
to follow in a few days and dispose of
it. Becoming suspicious, however, he
threw the check into the brush, near
the river bank, and promises L-{ take
the officers to the place this morning.

He also admitted that he on Monday
stole a wheel belonging to a man named
Frazee from in front of the Turclu
Hotel, and sold it to a salconkeeper
near the County Hospital Chief
Dwyer took him out to the place, found
the wheel and brought it to town.

Parker also admitted stealing a wheel
belonging to Vivian Hart, son of Judge
Hart. He sold it to an Italian living
on the upper Stockton road, and the
officers, on investigation, found he told
truth. The wheel will be brought
to the city to-day. Parker gave the
man a bill of sale for the wheel.

Parker told Officers Fisher and Maley,
who handled the case, an account of his
method of procedure. He said he
would go to his room, don his bicycle
, 20 down on the street, mount the

wheel he found standing by the

the

first
walk, ride it into the country and dis-

pose of it, and then walk back.
Parker claims to have come to Cali-

fornia from Texas about ten months
ago. On his person were found two
skeleton keys, and the police believe

he is a burglar as well as bicycle thief.
City Attorney De Ligne has not yet
ided whether to put a charge of
burglary against him, or several in-
dividual charges of petty larceny.
Parker has several times, in his in-
terviews with the officers, referred to a
friend of his in Oakland, and the offi-
cers concluded that he had a confeder-
ate there who was also in the bicycle-
stealing business, and that their plun-
der was exchanged for purposes of sale,
An Oakland dispatch of yesterday
gives the particulars of the arrest there
of a bicycle thief, and it is quite likely
he is the friend to whom Parker re-
ferred. The Oakland thief gives the
name of L. C. Jones, alias Frank

Thompson. He lately completed a term
of imprisonment in San Francisco for
bicycle stealing, and at once started

in at the same business. Since then
eighteen wheels have been stolen about
Oakland.

The detectives and police of that city
are more confident than ever that they
have in this prisoner one of the boldest
thieves extant. They have not yet dis-
covered in what manner he disposed of
the stolen wheels,

And
again, ‘“The worse than idle talk of the
free love advocates about punishing the
traitoress who possibly invites an at-
tack * * * and the man who yields,
alike * * * js contrary to natural
laws. * * *” (One other quotation is
necessary to show the extremity of con-
demnation. ‘“‘As men despise and re-
fuse to respect one of their sex proven
to be a sneaking coward or perfidious
traitor like Judas Iscariot or Benedict
Arnold, so do women, not debauched
by the polluting influence of an im-
moral miasma floating through a ficti-
tious, fashionable society, refuse to as-
sociate, on equal terms, with those who
have proved traitors to their sacred
trust and trampled the priceless pearl
of their purity in the filth of licentious
promiscuity. In both cases the abhor-
rence and avoidance on equal social
terms of the offender, is a natural God-
given instinct which neither the well
intentioned, long-haired, male senti-
mentalists or the short-haired female
advocates of “natural selections” or
promiscuous Woodhull-Claflinism nasti-
ness can overcome.”
