
TRANSPORTATION OF
TROOPS TO CUBA.

Testimony Before the War Investi-
gation Commission.

Observations of Major Romeyne, a Retired
Army Officer.

Says Regiments Were Loaded on

Transports at Tampa in Great

Confusion?Had Heard It Said

That the Men Were Told to Go

Aboard Helter Skelter.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 2?The War
Investigation. Commission held a ses-
sion here to-day for the purpose of
hearing the testimony of Major Henry
Romeyne, a retired army officer.

He said that he asked at the begin-

ning of the war for a military assign-
ment to go to the front in his capacity
as an officer, but it was refused, and
then he went as a correspondent of a
weekly newspaper.

His testimony covered the embarka-
tion of the troops at Port Tampa and
the campaign in Cuba. He said that
when he went to Port Tampa the bank
of the canal there was covered with
troops. He had wanted to go over
with the Tenth Infantry, which was
his old regiment, but no one could tell
him where the regiment was to be
found. He asked a staff officer and sev-
eral others for this information, but
none knew, nor did any one appear to
know on what vessel any particular
troops were to embark. There was
great confusion, as a consequence of
which a part of a regiment would go oa
one vessel and a part on another, and
the regiments were thus separated
from their stores. He had seen no or-
der for the systematic embarkation of
the troops, and he had heard it said
that they were told to go aboard hel-
ter-skelter.

When asked to express an opinion as
to the preparation for embarkation, the
witness hesitated, saying that to do so
would involve the criticism of his su-
periors. The Commissioners insisted
upon a reply, and Mr. Romeyne replied
that he did not think the preparations
w ere such as they should have been.

"There was," he said, "a lack of surf
"boats, and also of order and of prep-
aration for landing. When the landing
was undertaken the troops left the
ships indiscriminately, parts going at. one time and other parts at other
times."

He told of the efforts to tow two
lighters over to Cuba, but said that one

\u25a0was lost, and that it was the impression
that it was lost on purpose, because it
retarded the progress of the fleet.

In response to a question from Gen-
eral McCook, Major Romeyne said that
while it was difficult to land anything,
ambulances and wagons could have
been landed as easily as the artillery.
He had seen only one ambulance to the
front at the battle of El Caney. and it.
was not used for removing' wounded to
the rear.

Speaking of other incidents of the
battle, he said there was general sur-
prise that an inflated balloon had been
carried at the head of the attacking
column, tiius indicating to the Span-
iards the exact location of the troops,
but he did not know at whose orders
this had been done.

He said the town of Siboney was
\u25a0without exception the dirtiest place he
had ever seen. No effort had been made
to clean it up before the fever broke
out. There was a deficiency of proper
food at the fever hospitals, and the
cooking was generally poor. Any one
In this hospital was liable to contract
yellow fever. He had been a patient in
the hospital, and said there had been
no neglect of patients by the medical
attendants at this hospital, or at the
hospitals for the wounded. He had
known surgeons in the latter hospi-
tals to work sixty hours without cessa-
tion.

"Why did they not have more Sur-
geons?" asked Colonel Denby.

The witness said he could not answer.
Major Romeyne said had come

Korth as a convalescent with many
other convalescents on the transport
Concho, and he criticised the provis-
ioning of the vessel in severe terms.
Many men were compelled to sleep on
hoard bunks, without blankets or pil-
lows, and were not covered at night
except by the cotton uniform which
they wore during the day.

"The water was offensive to both
sight and smell." he said, "and the
food was poor and scanty, none being
provided especially for convalescent?.
The meat was canned and inferior, and
much of the hardtack moldy."

He also stated that there was only
one physician on board, and that he
?was a convalescent. Six men had died
on the way up, and Major Romeyne
expressed the opinion, in response to a
cuestion from Captain Howell, that
with proper attention and good "food
the lives of at least some of the men
could have been saved. He said he
was unable to place the responsible it
for the neglect, but the Captain of the
vessel had stated that when he made
application to go to Jamaica for fresh
food and water before starting on the
voyage from Santiago the request was
refused.

General Wilson, ex-Governor Beaver
and Captain Howell go to Camp Meade
to-morrow for the purpose of inspect-
ing that camp.

THE HEARING AT LEXINGTON.
LEXINGTON, Nov. 2.?The first wit-

ness before the "War Investigating
Commission to-day was General Jo-
seph P. Sanger, who had command of
the Third Division. He said the Sec-
ond Division camp at Chickamauga
was badly located, being in rocky

ground, where sinks could not be deep-
ly dug.

When asked why the Quartermaster's
Department could not furnish articles
necessary for supplying the army.
General Sanger said:

"The complex system of furnishing
supplies to our army is at fault. If
there was one department to supply all
the wants of the army there would be
no clashes, and these complications
could not arise. At Chickamauga the
control of my division hospital was
taken from me ana taken by the chief
surgeon of the corps."

The General went into a discussion
of the complex system of our war regu-
lations. General Sanger said he con-
sidered the weak point in Camp Thom-
as was its bad sanitary condition.
There were over 600 licensed hucksters
who visited Camp Thomas.-Much lem-
onade was sold. I believe General
Brooke tried to do all he could,

but he was surrounded by a Medical

Board which did not appreciate the se-
rious condition.

Dr. H-uidekoper especially thought
Dr. Griffith was unnecessarily alarmed.
Dr. Griffith insisted that a case diag-
nosed as typhoid malaria fever was in
reality' typhoid fever. He examined
Chickamauga Creek, where the in-take
was located. An engineer officer ex-
amined it and pronounced it bad.

When asked whether high medical
officials at Chickamauga paid close at-
tention, to their duties General Sanger
said:

"I don't know about others, but saw
a great deal of Dr. Huidekoper, who
came through our division frequently."

General Sanger thought Chicka-
mauga would have been a healthy
place for a camp had the proper pre-
cautions been taken and pure water
furnished.

After General Sanger Colonel E. A.
Goodwin of the immunes was called.
He said he had no trouble in securing
what he wanted.

Among other witnesses to be examin-
ed here was Major Cruse, Quarter-
master at Camp Hamilton.

The Commission left for Cincinnati
at 2:f50 this afternoon.

JAPANESE CRUISER KASAGL

The New Cruiser Leaves Philadel-
phia for New York.

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 2.?The new
Japanese cruiser Kasagi, built by the
William S. Cramp & Sons Shipbuilding
Company, steamed down the Delaware
River to-day on her way to New York,
where she will remain a short time and
then sail for England.

The Kasagi has been turned over to
the Japanese Government, and put in
full charge of Japanese officers and
men. The new cruiser was launched in
January last, and is the first warship
built in this country for any foreign
Power since the Russian cruiser Zal-
iacaca was built by the Cramps in
1879.

From New York the Kasagi will go
to England, where at Newcastle-on-
Tyne she will receive her guns. The
work of taking on the guns will oc-
cupy about four months, after which
the Kasagi will cruise through the
Mediterranean by easy stages. She is
expected to arrive at Yokohama,
Japan, during the summer of 1899.

The beautiful warship was given a
hearty farewell all the way down the
Delaware by passing craft and by
thousands of people on shore who had
gathered to witness her departure.

Repudiates the Populists.

MUTINY IN A VIRGINIAREGIMENT

NEGRO TROOPS REFUSE TO

OBEY WHITE OFFICERS.

Brought to Terms When Informed

That Their Action Was Pun-
ishable hy Death.

CAMP POLAND (Term.), Nov. 2.?
The camp of the Sixth Virginia Regi-
ment (colored) was this morning the
scene of a mutiny among the men of
that command. The men in several
companies refused to obey the com-
mands or orders issued by the nine
white officers, who were recently as-
signed to the regiment by Governor Ty-
ler of Virginia.

The officers assumed command of the
various companies a few days ago, and
there has existed during that time a
feeling of discontent among some of
the negroes, who preferred to be com-
manded by officers of their own race.
The feeling has grown until it evi-
denced itself this morning in a positive
declaration against ihe white officers.

The regiment was called for drill at
the usual hour, and the white officers
assumed command. To their surprise
and indignation the negroes refused to
execute the drttls, and when pressed
for an explanation, it was announced
that the presence of white officers was
the cause. The officers were inclined
to the opinion that it was a momentary
compiaint, and accordingly sent their
companies out under colored Lieuten-
ants.

At police formation the same open
disregard for orders from the white
officers was apparent, and it was then
determined to report the matter to
higher authorities. Colonel Croxton,
commanding the regiment, reported it
to Colonel Kuert, division commander,
who in turn visited the camp with Ma-
jor General John Bates, who arrived
in the camp for the first time a few
minutes before the mutiny began.

It was evident that serious trouble
was in order if the riotous negroes were
not quieted, and on that account Colo-
nel Kuert at once ordered the Thirty-
first Michigan and Sixth Ohio Regi-
ments to the scene. These regiments
were under arms, bait the Ohio boys
were turned back before reaching the
Virginia camp.

Colonels Kuert and Croxton, and also
Major Johnson, a colored officer of the
regiment, addressed the men. They
explained that such action was in direct
violation of the military laws, and was
punishable by death, and that a contin-
uance of the same would bring the
regiment into most unfortunate disfa-
vor. They assured the men that a com-
plaint, if such they felt that they right-
fully had, should be forwarded to the
Governor of Virginia, and they were
assured that such a complaint sent
through the proper channels would re-
ceive attention from all officers con-
cerned.

Colonel Croxton stated very emphat-
ically that a continuation of the revolt
would mean rigid enforcement of the
discipline covering such cases, and said
he demanded obedience, and had thepower to enforce the demand. The
Michigan regiment, which had appear-
ed upon the scene in double quick
time, and which was armed for battle,
was ordered back to its camp, and the
negroes agreed to send their complaints
in through the military channels, and
in the meantime to obey their white
officers.

It is not believed here that the white
officers will be relieved, because it is
a fact that the negro officers who pre-
ceded them resigned on account of In-
competency. The Virginia camp is quiet
to-night, and no further trouble is an-
ticipated, at least for the present.

Lockout Ended.
DENVER, Nov. 2.?The lockout of

400 employes of the Denver breweries
ended to-day, the differences between
the Brewers' Association and the.
Brewery Workmen's Union having
been adjusted through the efforts of

j representatives of the National Union

of United Brewery Workmen. Con-
cessions were made by both sides. The
Workmen's Union concedes to the em-
ployers the right to discharge men at
will. The master brewers agTee to
take back all the men locked out, and
grant a nine-hour day, without any
reduction of wages.

Fears for Safety of Game Wardens.
DENVER, Nov. 2.?Game Commis-

sioner Swan fears for the safety of the
Game Wardens whom he sent to the
northwestern part of the State when he
heard the Utes were there in large
quantities and were slaughtering game
ln violation ot law. Imperative instruc-
tions were given the Wardens to re-
port promptly in regard to the situa-
tion, and as no report has been re-
ceived from them it is believed they
have either been killed or are so situ-
ated that it is impossible for them to
forward a report.

Graham Relieved of His Command.
CAMP MEADE, MIDDLETOWN

(Pa.), Nov. 2.?Major General Graham
was formally relieved to-day of the
command of the Second Corps by Major
General Young of the First Division.
The order relieving General Graham
came this morning, and it was a sur-
prise, as it was thought he was to .re-
main with his corps until the troops
were fully established in the South.
General Young ordered no troops and
detachments away to-day. The moving
of the regiments will begin Saturday
next.

Liabilities Exceed Assests.

YOUNGSTOWN (O.), Nov. 2?A
statement issued to-day regarding the
affairs of J. C. Staufer, the missing
Columbian and Leetonia Creamery op-
erator, discloses the fact hat his liabili-
ties aggregate upward of $20,000 in ex-
cess of his assets.

JAY HUGHES.

The Local Ball-Tosser a "Jay" in

Name Only.
According to the Philadelphia "Sport-

ing Life" Jay Hughes, the phenomenal
Sacramento-Baltimore pitcher, ranked
twelfth among the 109 pitchers who
were tried out in the teams of the Na-
tional League during the season just
closed, his percentage being .67U.

Of the twelve who stood higher than
Jay two pitched only one game each,
won them, and ranked 1,000. One ?

Howell of Brooklyn?pitched two
games and won them both. Taylor of
Chicago pitched five games, winning
them all, and Carrick of New York
pitched four, won three and lost one.
Leaving out the five who pitched only
occasional games, Jay stood seventh in
the League, with only Lewis of Boston,
Hawley of Cincinnati, Maul of Balti-
more, Nichols and Klobedanz of Bos-
ton and Griffith of Chicago (in the or-
der named) before him. Jay pitched
thirty-four games, won twenty-three
and lost eleven.

In the matter of phenomenal work
he led the whole flock, having to his
credit four shut outs, one game with no
hits? one game with two hits, two
games with three hits, three games
with four hits and three games with
five hits. He well deserves the title of
"The Phenomenal Crack-a-Jack of
Sacramento."

Only four pitchers shut out oppos-
ing teams without a run or a hit.
"Hughes of Baltimore," says the au-
thority referred to, "on April 22d
turned the trick on Boston. On the
same day Breiten of Cincinnati held
the Pittsburgs down to no runs nor
hits. On July Bth Donohue of Chicago
did not allow Boston a hit or a run,
Boston being shut out without a hit
or a run twice in one season. On July
21st Thornton of Chicago repeated the
performance, Brooklyn being the vic-
tim."

ORDINANCE NO. 480.

An Ordinance Regulating the Use of Bi-
cycles, Trlcycies, Velocipedes. Auto-
Mobile Cars or Carriages, Within the
Limits of the City of Sacramento, and
Repealing Ordinance No. 327, Passed !
December 18, 1893.

The Board of Trustees of the City ofi
Sscramento ordain as follows:

Section 1. No bicycle, tricycle, velocl-
pede, or auto-mobile car or carriage, or
similar vehicle, propelled by the power
of the rider or riders, or by electricity, ;
steam, vapor or other motive power,
Other than animal or animals, shall be
ridden or driven upon any of the side-
walks of the city, or upon any of the 1
paths or grounds of any Park within the
city, except by a police officer in pursuit
of his duty. _ j

Section 2. It shall be unlawful to ride |
any bicycle, tricycle, velocipede, or to
propel by any other than the power of the ,
rider said or similar vehicles, or any auto- ,
mobile wagon, cars of carriages, or simi- ;
lar vehicie, through or over any of the
streets,* lanes or alleys of the city, at » j
greater rate of speed than eight miles an
hour, or to pass such vehicles over cross- :
ings at street intersections, at a greater
rate of speed than six miles an hour, j
within the following bounds, namely: !
Between the west line of Twelfth
and the west line of Front street, and |
between the north line of O street and th>»
south line of P street, inclusive. In all
other parts of the city it shall be unlaw-
ful to ride or propel any of said named
vehicles through the streets, lanes or
alleys of the city at a greater rate of
speed than ten miles an hour; or to pass 1
over any crossings at street lntersec- ;
tions at a greater rate of speed than six
miles an hour. It shall be unlawful to
ride or propel any of said named vehicles
on any street, lane or alley of the city,
in a manner dangerous to the life, limb
or property of any person, because of
failure on the part of the rider or ridera
to take due precaution to ride or drive
with care ana due regard for the safety
of others, or because of failure to ride in
such a posture as will enable the rider
or riders, or driver or drivers to clearly,
easily and continuously see before him
or them; and all such riders and dryers

shall continuously keep full control of
the handle bars or other guiding device of
said vehicle by having the same in hand
at all times while riding or driving said
vehicles.

Section 3. No person shall ride or drive
any bicycle, tandem, velocipede or auto-
mobile car or carriage over the streets or
lanes or alleys of the City of Sacramento

1 without having a warning bell upon such
v-hicle, or upon the person of the rider;
or riders of said vehicle, which must be ,
scunded loudly, clearly, distinctly and]
continuously from a point not less than,
twenty-live feet distant from any afreet
crossing at any street Intersection; ?ur>h I
sounding or ringing to be continually
maintained until entire street 'nter-
section Is passed over, and all crossings
have been passed. Such bell ahall be
sounded continuously while approaching
p destrians who may be on or passing
over the roadway of any street, such
sounding or ringing to begin a reason-
able time before reaching such person or
perrons.

Section 4. It shall be unlawful for any
rider or riders or driver or drivers of
any vehicle hereinbefore described, to
ride upon any street, lane or alley of the
city, to the left side of the enter lin<±
of said highways, except to cross ovr
said highways for the purpose of stop-
ping upon the left hand <dde of said
highways, lt being ordered that the cus-
tom or usage known as ' The Law of the
Road," and obtaining the Ameri-
can people relative to riding or driving
upon the right hand of the highway
and relative to the overtaking nnd
pacing of vehicles and ridden animals. ,

Section 5. It shall be unlawful for ar.v
rider or riders, or driver or drivers of
any vehicles referred to and described in
this ordinance, to ride or drive any of
sard vehicles from any street, lane or
alley into any intersecting' street, la.ie
or alley, by turning nearer to the curb-corner than four feet. It shall be un-
lawful to ride or propel any vehicle de-
scribed and referred to in this ordinance,
so that in turning from any street, Jane
or alley into any intersecting street, laneor alley, the vehicle will be driven or
ridden upon the left-hand side of the said
last named highway, except for the pur-
pose of stopping and dismounting within
fifty feet from the curb corner referred to.
In all such changing of direction, where
the change requires a street or way to do
crossed to reach the right-hand side of
the new direction, the rider or riders,
driver or drivers, must make the change
of direction at or beyond the junction or
the center lines of such Intersecting high-
ways and not before, as prevailing con-
ditions will permit, except as hereinbe-
fore provided for.

Section 6. Nothing in this ordinance
shall be construed to apply to or govern
the officers of the Police or Fire De-
partments, or the City Physician or hts
assistants, when in the immediate pur-
suit of offiical duty.

Section 7. Nothing ln this ordinance
relative to of the sidewalks, Parks
and streets, shall be construed to pre-
vent the issuance of permits in writing
by the Chief of Police of the City of Sac-
ramento granting to proper persons the
privilege of moving upon sidewalks and
In Parks of the city of wheeled invalid's
chairs and cripple s carriages and ve-
hicles. Nothing in this ordinance shall
be construed to apply to the propulsion of
baby carriages or vehicles of that order.
Nothing in this ordinance shall con-
strued to apply to the use by small chil-
dren of child's tricycles and small play
wagons propelled by the power of the
rider, or drawn by hand.

Section 8. Any person or persons violat-
ing any provision, direction or mandate
of this ordinance is guilty of a misde-
meanor, and shall on conviction be p n-
ished by a fine not exceeding Twenty
Dollars, or by imprisonment not exceeding
ten days, or by both such fine an l im-
prisonment.

Section 9. All ordinances or parts of
ordinances ln conflict with this ordinance
are hereby repealed.

Ordinance >.o. 32ff, passed December 18,
18&3, is hereby repealed.

Section 10. This ordinance =hall be In
force and effect from and after Its pass-
age.

ORDINANCE NO. 476.

An Ordinance Amending Section 2, of Or-
dinance No. 324, Relating to the Con-
demnation, Construction, Alteration
and Repair of Sidewalks, Bulkheads
and Curbing*, Passed October 3, 1893.

The Board of Trustees of the City of
Sacramento ordain as follows:

Section 1. Section 2 of Ordinance No.
324, entitled, "An ordinance amending
Section 2 of Ordinance No. 312, relating
(to the condemnation, construction, alter-
ation and repairs of sidewalks, bulkheads
and curbing, passed October 3, 1893," is
hereby amended so as to read as follow-:

Section 2. No sidewalk in the City or
Sacramento, situated within the present
limits of said city, shall hereafter be con-
structed, altered, or renewed with any
material other than concrete or artificial
stone, or other similar material, except
that property owners may construct side-
walk and bulkheads of wood on th-v east
side of Front street from the sou..i side
of M street to R street, and on the east
and west side of Front street from R
street to V street, and on the north and
south side- of N, O, P and Q streets,
from Front street to the alley, between
Front and Second streets; the work to b<i
done in such manner, and the materials
to be of such class and quality as shall
be approved by the Street Superintendent.

Section 3. Ail Ordinances and parts of
Ordinances in conflict herewith, are here-
by repealed. \

Section 4. This Ordinance shall take ef-

fect and be in force from and after Its
passage.
