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WAGES HAVE INCREASED.

WORKMEN BETTER PAID NOW
THAN EVER. :

The Federal Government Issues a
Valuable Bulletin of
Statistics.

The United States Bureau of Labor
has just issued a valuable bulletin con- |
cerning wages in the United States
and Europe from 1870 to 1898. The
figures throw lght on a vital subject,
since the wages of workingmen and
their purchasing power (which depends
on the price of products) are the chief |
factors in the problem of good or bad |
times, as the phrase runs.

The figures presented comprise the
careful labor of eminent statisticians 1n
England, France and Belgium. While
the article does not deal with prices in
any primary sense, it is shown by quo-
tutions from the report of the United
Stailes Senate Finance Committee, made |
in 1893, that prices up to 1892 were |
rauch lower than in 1870, and that there
haz doubtless been a downward ten-
dency since 1892,

GENERAL LORD ROBERTS.

The ' Famous British War Horse
Soon to Visit This Country.

ORDINANCE NO. 480.

An Ordinance Regulating the Use of Bi-
cycles, Tricycies, Velocipedes, Auto-
obile Cars or Carriages, Within the
Limits of the City of Sacramento, and
Repealing Ordinance No. 227, Passed
December 18, 1893,

The Board of Trustees of the City of |
Sacramento ordain as follows: |

Section 1. No bicyele, tricycle, veloci- |
pede, or auto-mobile car or carriage, or
similar vehicle, propelied by the power
of the rider or riders, or by electricity,
steam, vapor or other’ motive power, |
other than animal or animals, shall be |
ridden or driven upon any of the side-
walgs of the city, or upon any of the |
paths or grounds of any Park within the |
city. except by a police officer in pursuit |
of his duty. i

Section 2. It shall be unlawful to ridel
any bicyele, tricycle, velocipede, or 10
propel by any other than the power of the |
rider said or similar vehicles, or any auto-
mobile wagon, cars of carriages, er simi- |
lar vehicie, through or over any of the
streets, lanes or alleys of the city, at w« |

our, or to pass such vehicles over eross-
ings at street intersections, at a greater
rate of speed than six miles an howr,
within the following boun namely:
