“A Spaniard” taxes members of the
Cabinet with the dullest ignorance.

“The degree of intelligence possessed
by our politicians, by which I under-
stand the sum total of the mental
equipment supplied by nature, educa-
tion and experience combined, is almost
imperceptible as compared with that
which is expected and found among the
corresponding class of men in other
European countries. The members of
the present Queen’s Cabinet, for in-
stance, remind one of -the Three Gray
Sisters in Greek legend, who had but
one eye among them—and that a very
defective one. I gave or®™ example of
Senor Sagasta’s knowledge of geogra-
phy; let me now give a sample of his
familiarity with foreign politics. At
the beginning of the war this eminent
Spanish statesman, and trusty adviser
of the Queen received an enthusiastic
telegram from Berlin wishing success
to Spanish arms, declaring that ‘all
sermany’ was on the side of Spain,
whose cause was just, and signed ‘Sev-
Here was the
moral sympathy of a kind not to be
sniffed at, and Senor Sagasta and his
colleagues, overjoyed at the message,
informed the representatives of the
prese at Madrid that one of the most
eminent members of the German Sen-
ate had sent a telegram to the Govern-
ment which, judging by the language in
which it was couched, foreshadowed
something more than mere platonic
sympathy. The press published the
announcement with delight; the people
received it with childlike joy, and no-
body stopped to inquire in what year
the German Empire had received a Sen-
ate as one of its political institutions.
Some days later an enterprising even-
ing paper explained that the famous
telegram had been sent by a German
named Severin Senator, who, being a
manufacturer of electric reflectors for
warships, had hit upon this delicately
refined way of directing the attention
of the Spanish Government to the mer-
its of his goods.”

As to the money obligations of Spain,
“A Spaniard” writes that the expenses
of the war will foot up “11,000 millions
of pesetas, the annual service (interest?)
of which will swallow up 740 millions,
and the national revenue amounted,
when our industry and our trade with
the colonies were flourishing, to 750
millions at most. Our ordinary ex-
penses amount to nearly as much. *
* * National bankruptcy is an ex-
pression which has a sinister ring, but
then Spain has fallen upon evil times.”

In the early years of my childhood
we occupied with M. Poulain, our tutor,

Russians, and how it was taken by the
Tartars; the little adventures, in one
ef which Poulain became our hero by
saving Alexander from drowning—
yielded no end of new and delightful
impressions. Large parties were or-
ganized, also, In which all the family
took part, sometimes picking mush-
rcoms in the woods, and afterward
taking tea in the midst of the forest,
where a man a hundred years old lived
glone with his little grandson, taking
care of bees. At other times we went
to one of father’s villages where a big
pond had been dug, in which golden
carp could be caught. My nurse lived
in that village. Her family was one
of the poorest; besides her husband,
she had only a small boy to help her,
and a girl, my foster-sister, who be-
came later on a preacher and a ‘“‘vir-
gin” in the Nonconformist -sect - to
which they belonged. There was no
bound to her joy when I came to see
her. Cream, €ggs, apples and honey
were all that she could offer; but the
way in which she offered them, in
bright wooden plates, after having cov-
ered the table with a fine snow-white
linen tablecloth of her own make (with
the Russian Nonconformists absolute
cleanliness is a matter of religion), and
the fond words with which she ad-
dressed me, treating me as her own
son, left each time the warmest feelings
in my heart. I must say the same of
the nurses and my .elder brothers,
Nicholas and Alexander. Few people
know what treasuries of goodness can
be found in the hearts of Russian peas-
ants, even after centuries of the most
shameful oppression, which might well
have embittered them.
