It is of but slight moment that
some of her statesmen were undoubted-
ly using us as an excuse for smiting
?n ancient enemy; for we were in the
position of an endangered maiden who
has nothing to do with the mutual ha-

treds of her defender and her assailant.
It is enough for her that her ravisher
was beaten off.

Worked mto the web and woof of our

national fabric is much that was water-
ed and that grew on French soil. In-
spiration came to our hard-headed men
from some of the fine-spun but imprac-
tical dreaming of French philosophers.
Yet that which to them became most
awful license when transplanted from
the library of the thinker to the heart
of the common man was to us the be-
ginning of a beneficent development, so
strong that it has withstood all strain
thus far. At the present day we are
therefore in the position of being ex-
ceedingly grateful for all of sugges-
tion that came from French sources,
yet at the same time very regretful that
we cannot sympathize with her in all
her vagaries and impulses. It is as
though flax that grew on a farmer's
land was used by us in making fine
linen to cover our nakedness, while the
farmer saw in it only material for mak-
ing a rope to hang himself.

A republic like France, that is a re-

public ln name only, is a horrid mock-
ery. It raises men's hopes only to dash
them cruelly down. It produces a na-
tional stupidity that makes "words"
seem worthy standards to rally around,
while the "principles" that the words
represent are trampled under foot. The
stirring and moving and marching of
a nation is a majestic thing, when the
welding power of the lightning flash of
wrong unites men of remotest distances
into one common resistance, like our
own a century ago. But it is a million
times sadder than the foolishness of
one roan, to see a nation that was once
awake grow so confused at the glare of
the light of liberty created by itself,
that it turns and oppresses the very
common people who first made its re-
sistance possible.

A republic of all governments should

be stable and sedate, for the guiding
hand of those who have been governing
classes for ages is removed and unless
careful men, men of duty doing devo-
tion are in charge of affairs there will
be ways of woes and of uncertainty to
traverse. In a republic no one class
should be more unimportant than an-
other, nor can any one individual be
neglected, for the most insignificant
man has, in a republic, a power for
good or for evil that may be exerted to
save or to endanger at a fateful mo-
ment.

No prophesy of good can therefore be

uttered concerning France nor any
other republic, if it, neglecting the chil-
dren and the weak, forgets that only
upon the intelligence and devotion and
clear-headedness of each succeeding
generation can hopes be based for
maintaining the noble work of dead
hands that have laid down the task.
The character of the unit of govern-
ment, the voter, affects the strength of
the whole. The trite old remarks, "a
chain is no stronger than its weakest
link," and "water will not rise above
Its source," are fitting, because they are
true. The value of that unit is al-
ways, therefore, a matter of the su-
premest moment to a government by
the people, for though a man may not
be wise enough to govern, he is still
capable of being evil enough to dis-
turb; though he may not be strong
enough to build, he is yet capable of
weakening a foundation and tearing
down.

It is impossible for a sane govern-

ment' to be as uncertain as next week's
weather; if it is uncertain it Is not
sane, if it is not sane it is not fit to he,
for government touches so many vital
interests at so many points that whim-
sical performances are a crime. Addle-
pated youths may be excused for the
bravado that carries them out on thin
ice, for they are but young and they
feel no responsibility; but government
Is a sacred trust that involves the
rights and protection of the weak and
defenseless against the voracious
strong. The members of a government
are, therefore, trustees, from the least
even unto the greatest, and as trustees
there no longer remains to them the
right to do as they choose?to seek per-
sonal triumphs?to run fateful risks;
but rather to consider public good first
and private good last, or not at all.

* * *By easy transition we have now left
In the somber background the dangers
of France, and it seems as though one
were writing of ourselves to ourselves
Without being at all an alarmist, it is
right and fair to use France's gradual
loss of liberty in the essence, as a warn-
ing. It is not freakishnes's to sound
alarms, for though the man may be
foolish who cries "Wolf?" when there
is a shadow he has his equal in the
man- who cries "Sheep!" when it Is a
wolf. Not all things go well with us;
not all wrongs are righted, nor ever
will be; not all oppressions have ceased
among- us who profess to love liberty.
This is all true, but by the grace of
our sturdy stock we can say with hope-
fulness that each year sees more and
more Americans who despise personal
gain and who give themselves to work-
In? for Improvements and reforms? and
gradually securing them. But even
their work will never be done, for a na-
tion that lives grows, and with growth
carnes change, and with change read-
justment. The nation that is dead
or is ready to die is the one that is
self-satisfied. That feeling takes \u2666he
sentries off th<? walls and opens
the gates. Thank God. we are not
there yet. Let our closing words be

those of the great, calm, over-burdened
optimist who said on the 19th of No-
vember, 18<53, that "this nation under
God shall have a new birth of free-
dom and that government of the peo-
ple, by the people and for the people
shall not perish from the earth."

US THE BASTILE.

Luxuries Enjoyed by Its Inmates?

The King as a Host.
An enforced stay in the most splen-

did palace would prove an infliction to
any free-born, ambitious child of man;
compulsory well-being jars as acutely
upon our senses as helpless misery. To
be here to-day and gone to-morrow is
for the adventurous the true secret of
happiness, and a genuine suffering is
inflicted by the assurance that you
could not ifyou would leave a comfort-
able library for the doubtful pleasures
of the town. There was, then, a defi-
nite hardship imposed upon those who
sojourned in the Bastile ?a restricted
movement, an ominous certainty of in-
action, for which not even the best so-
ciety and the oldest winje could wholly
atone. But, apart from the necessary
restriction, a stay in the famous pris-
on of Paris was little more than an
agreeable diversion. It seemed, in-
deed, as though the King were on his
mettle. His greatest anxiety was for
the comfort of "my prisoners," as he
curiously styles them. Again and
again you will find notes, signed by the
royal hand, insisting that the tastes of
the gentlemen whose liberty was for a
while curtailed should be gratified
without stint or complaint.

In the first place, not every one was
free of the Bastile. The crimes pun-
ished by imprisonment in this august
dungeon were not, in the golden age at
least, the common crimes of robbery
and murder. No man was deserving
a lettre de cachet who had not proved
a danger to the State, or who had not
superfluously insulted the monarch or
his court. It was, indeed, a form of
ostracism, this removal for a while
from the dangers and anxieties of com-
mon life; and honor dictated that the
victdms of a courtly system should be
well fed and kindly treated. Richelieu,
to whom France owes, among other
dignities, her famous Academy, first de-
voted the Bastile to the reception of in-
convenient opponents, and from the
reign of Louis XIII. the celebrated
fortress became the luxurious prison of
a powerful aristocracy. When Bas-
sompierre passed across the drawbridge
in 1631, he complains that he was per-
mitted no other attendants than two
valets and a cook, and henceforth no
rich noble need depend for his comfort
either upon his own exertion or the
faulty attention of unwilling jailers.
Money could buy within all the luxury
that it bought without, and should a
poor man stray within the impenetrable
wails, the King was so eager to prove
his hospitality that he instantly allowed
him a reasonable pension.

Not a few prisoners were able to feed
and clothe themselves like gentlemen,
and then to save a comfortable sum
out of the money allowed them by their
sovereign. The rooms in which they
were confined were lofty and well aired;
the furniture was arranged according
to the taste of the occupant?Mme. de
Stael, for instance, hung her walls with
rich tapestries, and many a distin-
guished culprit carried with him to the
Faubourg St. Antoine his family por-
traits or a sumptuous library. Nor is
it least significant that the prison bar-
ber visited his clients every morning
with a silver basin, perfumed soap and
embroidered towel.

But it was the kitchen that was the
peculiar glory of the place. The best
restaurant in Paris could hardly sup-
ply such dinners as were lavished upon
the captives, whom the popular imagi-
nation loaded with irons and surren-
dered to ravening rats in dark cells.
One instance, out of many, Is enough.
Soon after Marmontel arrived in the
dungeon, accompanied by his servants,
he was disturbed by the drawing of
bolts and the turning of keys. Two
jailers, silent and discreet, entered to
serve the dinner. The plates were of
common crockery, and the linen, though
white, was coarse and rough; nor was
the cutlery such as became an eminent
man of letters. The food, however,
was excellent, though it was Friday
and meat was piously withheld.

A soup of white beans, with the
freshest butter, was followed by a dish
lof the same beans perfectly cooked.
Then came a codfish exquisitely sea-

Isoned with garlic, so fine in taste and
odor, says the captive, that It would
have flattered the palate of the greedi-
jest Gascon. The wine was not of the
best, but it was passable, and the ab-
sence of dessert seemed the one and
only fault; at any rate. Marmontel
seemed in good spirits, and reflected
that after all prison fare was not des-
picable. But no sooner was the repast
jfinished then again the bolts were
idrawn, and the two jailers entered
iagain, this time carrying a pyramid of
| plates. At the sight of the fine porce-
| lain, the delicate linen, the silver knives
!and 1 forks, Marmontel recognized his
| mistake. He had eaten his lackey's
idinner, and there was nothing to be
| done but for the lackey to take his re-
venge upon what was prepared for his

'master. And it was a feast that might
;be served at a London club or at the
jhigh table of a learned foundation.

This time there was no thought of. Friday. An excellent soup, a succu-
Jlent of beef, the thigh of a boiled
! capon, fried artichockes and spinach, a
! fine pear, fresh grapes, a bottle of old
J Burgundy and the finest Mocha! And
jto cap all, the Governor called within
jan hour to ask the prisoner if he had. dined well, and to assure him that every
jdish was served from his own table
jand carved with his own hand.

Their dinner finished, the prisoners
jdid not lack distraction. They ex-
changed visits, and received their

! friends; they played cards or devoted
? themselves to the translation of the
classics. One captive desired a violin;
It was given him instantly. Another

| was an amateur of the flute, and he
jwas permitted at reasonable hours to
;gratify his taste. The library was. large and well chosen: no gentleman
; who professed an Interest in science
I was disappointed, and the collection of
novels was celebrated. Moreover, an

;amiable censorship was exercised by
the Lieutenant of Police, and we hear
that a poem upon the Greatness of God
was struck out of the catalogue, on the
ground that it might prove too melan-
choly for the prisoners.
