State and Coast Opinions on Sub-

Interest.

Tulare Register: Two facts were
"flemonstrated by the recent triumph of
the Republican party, yea, three or four
of them. A mere anti-monopoly howl
has lost its efficacy; fusion for pie
yieldeth no pie; the Republican policy
fend Administration are sustained by
the people.

THE CLAIMANTS.
Alameda Argus: Somebody who

tooves among the considerable Repub-
lican guns of the Staite has said that
he intends holding a convention of
those whose ideas or efforts carried the
election. He thinks it will require a
big hall, and is sure the proceedings
will be interesting. Every man who
went out and stumped, or who was in
the habit of daily visiting the State
Committee rooms and giving his views
to whoever would listen, will, no doubt,
attend the convention. But the quiet
man whose efforts made no noise what-
ever, and who moved men in different
parts of the State without visible ef-
fort, will not be conspicuously thvre.

THE WEDGE INSERTED.
Los Angeles Express: Catalonia has

demanded local self-government, and
other Spanish provinces are likely to
follow suit at an early date. The Cata-
lonians are described as "a frugal
sharp witted and industrious people,
having much national pride and a
strong revolutionary spirit. They are
distinct in origin from the other in-
habitants of Spain, from whom l they
differ both in their dialect and their
costume, and in their great energy and
love of enterprise."

Barcelona, the capital of the province,
has for 600 years been the commercial
and industrial center of Eastern Spain.
From the Catalonians came the first
Spanish protests against the foolish,
suicidal war policy of the Madrid Gov-
ernment. Barcelona has long been
noted for the violence of its civic com-
motions, and If the Government does
not give heed to its reasonable request
there is likely to be serious trouble.

The leaven is beginning to work. The
thrashing of Spain, the loss of her col-
onies, and her unfortunate position be-
fore the world, all are opening the eyes
of the more intelligent of the people
The oligarchy of mismanagement and
robbery is in danger. It is possible
that Spain will pass through stormy
periods to good government. It Is cer-
tain that the loss of her colonies under
the present system will prove a blessing
Jn disguise. We may yet see Spain
happy, well governed and prosperous.
'Whereat none will rejoice more than
the American people.

AFTER THE WRITERS.
Fresno Republican: The German

press comments widely on the recent
enormous increases in lese majeste
prosecutions. In some cases not only
the publisher, editor and printer, but
even the compositors have been sent"
to jail. It may be expected that the
Mergenthalers and presses will go next,
and then it will need only a supply of
white paper to print special prison edi-
tions.

A LESSON OF THE ELECTION.
San Jose Mercury: There is one les-

son of the election which Mr. Bryan
has failed to perceive, or. if he has
seen it, he is not sufficiently frank to
admit its existence and its importance.
That lesson is that the free silver
movement is not forward but back-
ward. It has lost seriously, and sound
money has made a corresponding gain. |
Although the Republican majority in

House was reduced, many of the
Democrats elected are sound money
men, a fact upon which sufficient stress
has not been laid. In the Senate the
sound money gain is considerable. Mr.
Bryan's contention that silver will be
the leading issue in 1900 is not based

on an accurate survey of the Situation
or a correct conception of the meaning
of the -elections in their application to
the money question.

As pointed out by the Oakland "En-
quirer," the gains made by the Demo-
crat* were in the Eastern States, where
the silver plank was generally dropped
out from their State platforms, and in
the South, where the suppression of
the colored vote counted for more than
any declaration of policy. In the West
the Democrats have decidedly lost
ground.

A VAST IMPROVEMENT.
Vacaville Reporter: An exchange

truthfully remarks: The Australian
ballot system may be somewhat cum-
brous, but It is a splendid thing none
the less. When one remembers how
in the past voting was done; how men
were given ballots whose character
could be told at a glance and marched
up to the polls and voted like sheep,
receiving their bribes as soon as they
left; when one remembers how em-
ployers of men used to "keep tab" on
the votes of their employes by the
same method; when one remembers
that there was absolutely no secrecy
to the ballots, he can appreciate the
present system. It is far from per-
fect, but it is a vast improvement
upon the old method of voting.

MANY SIDED.
Placer Republican- Argus: When the

principles for which Judge Maguire has
stood are abandoned by our people,
then will the destiny of this great na-
tion be endangered ?Herald.

Which set of principles do you refer
to? Maguire is a many-sided man.
Do you mean his Jeffersonian De-
mocracy, his Populistic initiarendum,
or his Henry George single tax prin-
ciples. We beg pardon. We didn't ex-
pect to refer to them again, but our
neighbor suggested the question. The
fact is that the whole sandlot and
Herr Most ilkwere crystallized in Ma-
guire, and California has just quietly
laid them under the daisies.

THE FISHERIES QUESTION.
San Jose Herald: The American and

Canadian Joint Commission has now
taken up the fisheries question. That
is a question so long mooted between
this country and Canada that it has
truly an "ancient and fish-like smell."
It has cost a vast amount of negotia-
tion, first and last, and at times has
come near to disturbing peaceful rela-
tions between the United States and
Great Britain. It is not likely that
they will quarrel over the matter at
this time, when a community of inter-
ests is drawing them together, and
when any falling out between the two
great English-speaking Powers would
be hailed with delight in nearly every
court of continental Europe. In fact,
the conditions were never more favor-
able for th£ settlement of this long-
vexed question on a basis that will be
just and honorable to both nations.

THE JURY SYSTEM.
Oakland Tribune: Louisiana is try-

ing a novel experiment as regards the
jury system. A law just passed there
provides that if the punishment may be
imprisonment at hard labor, the case
must be tried by a jury of five in or-
der to render a verdict; if the punish-
ment must be imprisonment at hard
labor, then the jury shall consist of
twelve men, nine of whom must con-
cur, in order to- render a verdict; if
the punishment must be death, then
there must be a full jury of twelve,
and the verdict must be unanimous.
In cases where the punishment may

not be at hard labor, the trial is to be
by the Judge without a jury. The new
system is to have a test of seven
years, and if by that time it is found
to be no "improvement, the former
method will be resorted to again.
THE COMING OF THE SOCIALISTS.

Oakland Enquirer: The question,
what will become of the elements com-
posing the People's party throughout
the country now that the break-up of
that organization seems to- be-at hand,
is a timely and not unimportant one.
The view generally taken by those
Populists who have lost faith in the
future of their party is that a large
section of it, embracing all the more
radical members, will go over to the
Socialists, and we might say, basing
the ,assertion on" the election returns,
that a considerable part of the Popu-
lists has already gone over. In many-
parts of the country the Socialists ex-
perienced quite a little boom. In Cali-
fornia, where in 181X5 the Socialist-
Labor candidate for President polled
only 1,611 votes, the Socialist vote this
year will be several thousand. In San
Francisco 1,331 votes were given to
Harrlman for Governor, and in Ala-
meda County about 500. In Los An-
geles the Socialist vote showed an In-
crease of 1,500 per cent. The gains of
the Socialists in the Eastern States
were still more remarkable. In Mas-
sachusetts they cast 10,000 or 12,000
votes and elected two members of the
Legislature. In Connecticut they cast
several thousand \*otes and outvoted
the Prohibitionists, while from other
States we have similar reports. All
of these signs indicate that the next
third-party boom which the country

will see is going to be that of the So-
cialists. The disintegration of the
Populists, which had only begun In the
recent election, will be complete by

1900. and then the Socialist vote in the
country will mount up into the hun-
dreds of thousands, or perhaps reach
a million. The nation will see for the
first time numerous Socialist members j
of Legislatures and of City Councils,

and pcssibry a few Socialist Congress- j
men. How far the Socialist move willj
go in the United States no prophet is j
wise enough to predict with certainty. ;
but it is reasonable to believe it will
never carry a national election. So-
cialism and the American spirit do not \
go well together. There is in the rep- j
resentative American a sense of mdi- 1
viduality and a spirit of adventure
which will long operate as a bar
against any commanding development
of Socialism. The recent vote does
not prove that there are more Socialists
in the United States in 1898 than there
were in 1890, but only that they have
begun voting together as party.

A STRIKING DIFFERENCE.
Ssnta Rosa Press-Democrat: A

striking illustration of the difference in
the condition of the working people of
Europe and those of America is fur-
nished by the steerage passengers who
who go West with those who go East
on the big Atlantic steamers. Steam-
ship doctors say that op the westward
voyage they are always compelled to
use many gallons of disinfectants in the
steerage. On the eastward voyage
they use none. Emigrants from Europe

to the United States are, herded to-
gether like so many cattle, and live in
a way that would disgrace those noble
animals. After two or three years in
America when they go back to their
homes they demand clean quarters and
comfortable bunks and the use of a
bath room. When they go west they
carry their belongings tied up in a
handkerchief or jammed into a bag-
When they go east they have a good
trunk, and sometimes several of them.
A steerage steward, who had been in
the Atlantic service for many years,

says that he often remembers passen-
geis who go under his care because of
some circumstance or peculiarity, and
he. better than anyone else, eah meas-
ure the change that takes place in their

condition and habits during the few
years that they spend in the United
States. He says they are not only im-
proved inj their clothing and habits, but
in their manners also. They are more
independent and'exacting, they require
better food and better beds, and com-
plain of what they were glad to put up
with when they first come over.

RESPONSIBILITY OF VICTORY.
Riverside Press: When the Repre?

sentatlves elected this fall, and Senator*
to be elected in January, take their
seats, the Administration, for the first
time since President McKinley'* inaug-
uration, will be backed up by a Re-
publican Senate and House. The Re-
publican party will be in full control
of all departments of the Government,
and the people will justly hold it ac-
countable for the good management of
affairs.

The Administration and the party
have been given a vote of confidence,
and we trust and hope they will prove
worthy of it. The delicate and perplex-
ing problems growing out of the war
will, we believe, be worked out in a
wise, temperate, patriotic and broad-
minded manner, so that American in-
terests will be protected and the rights
of humanity guarded in the isles of the
sea which temporarily or permanently
have come under our control by the
Spanish war. The people trust the Ad-
ministration in these matters, but thisy

will not be satisfied unless the war
abuses are probed to the bottom. They
did not wish to hamper the President
and his advisers in this critical time of

the peace negotiations by giving ex-
pression to the dissatisfaction over thts
matter by returning a hostile majoiity
to Congress. They believed the abuses
would be impartially and thoroughly in-
vestigated, the guilty parties punished,
and reforms instituted that will pre-

vent their recurrence in the future. And
now they demand that this shall be
done. And the high rank of no man
should save him from disgrace and dis-
missal, if he is guilty.

The Ubiquitous German.
All that education in its various

forms?primary, technical and even
physical?can do for the German work-
man is being done for him. Weak in-
dustries receive bounties. Lines of
steamers are heavily subsidized to carry
German exports to all parts of the
world. The State railways are author-
ized to make special rates for the over-
sea trade. German diplomatic agents

abroad exercise pressure in favor of
German merchants. German commer-
cial houses are planted in every im-
portant foreign port, and even where
they represent foreign firms they keep
a benevolent eye upon the produce of
their own country. In the conduct of
private undertakings money Is not
grudged either for practical experiment
or for research. Manufacturers submit
to sacrifices in order to force an entry
into foreign markets, and recoup them-
selves with the aid of protective duties
at home. The whole commercial policy
of the country is directed toward the
encouragement and! extension of foreign
trade.

Such assistance and encouragement,
given to a population as laborious and
well endowed as the German people,
have produced the results which we are
beginning to see. Germans are übiqui-
tous. They have gained a footing in
almost every market. ?Nineteenth Cen-
tury.
