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SPAIN READY
70 ACQUIESCE.

Ries to Be Authorized to Sign 2
Treaty of Peace,

But Its Ratification by the Corfes May Be
Insisted Upon.

Buch is Said to Be the Principle
Agreed to by the Spanish Cabi-
net, Though the Final Decision
Will Not Be Made Until To-
Day—Believed That the Decis~
ion Will Provoke an Internmal
Crisis in Sapin.

LONDON, Nov. 25.—The Madrid cor-
respondent of the “Daily Mail” says:

“The Cabinet will make a final deci-
sion Friday, but it is agreed in prin-
ciple to authorize Senor Montero Rios,
President of the Spanish commission,
te sign a peace .treaty, althaough the
Commissioners may be instructed to
insist upon its ratification by the Cor-
tes. It is believed this decision will
provoke an internal crisis.

“It is reported that the Carlists have
smuggled 12,000 Mauser rifles across
the frontier. The Carlist organ an-
nounces that Don Jaime, after a con-
ference with his father, left Venice
upon a mysterious journey in company
with a prominent Carlist leader.”

NO DATE FIXED FOR FINAL AN-
SWER.

PARIS, Nov. 24.—The Spanish Com-
niissioners at noon to-day had not fixed
upon the day to submit their final an-
swer to the American proposition, but
it is deemed most likely that Saturday

wili be the day appointed. The opinion
gains ground that the Spaniards will
accept the proposals of the United

Strates. A significant indication of this
view of the situation was a remark hy
Scenor Aberzusa of the Spanish Com-
mission to-day that they expected to
remain here about a fortnight longer.
The Secretary of the Spanish Cem-

misison, Senor Ojeda, said to-day that.

the instructions of the Madrid Govern-
ment were not sufficiently matured to
enable them to appoint the next meet-
ing.

The correspondent of the Associated
Press asked Aberzusa if the commis-
sion would be able to leave Paris next
week with the treaty. He replied, with
a sidelong glance, as though to observe
YWkether his questioner noted the sig-
nificance of the reply: “I suppose we

ghall be here for another fortnight.”
“Why,” the; Spanish Commissioner
was asked, “is the opinion expressed so

emphatically by .a portion of the Paris
press, that you will decline the $20,000,-
000, but will sign the treaty with a pro-
test that you do so only under the pres-
gure of superior power?”

“Well, it does seem that $20,000,000 is
nnt very 8satisfactory.” >

His questioner continued: “Then it
has been affirmed that Spain will refus2
to sign the treaty, decline the money
cficred and make a protest to the Pow-
ers, and that her Commissioners will go
home.

EVACUATION OF CUBA.

Details Arranged for Transporta-
“tion of Troops in Pinar del Rio.

HAVANA, Nov. 24—The entire GQe-
tails of the evacuation of the province
of Pinar del Rio have been arranged.
The transport Montevideo sails on No-
vember 27th, with 2,245 troops; the
Covadonga on November 28th, with
2,370; the Gran Antilla on November
20th, with 1,354; the Maria Cristina on
November 30th, with 1,503; San For-
gas on December 84, with 1,260; San
Ignacio on December 5th, with-2 040;
making a total of 10,677 troops leaving
Pinar del Rio by way of Havana by
December 5th.

The remains of Columbus probably
will be shipped to Spain on the war
vessel on which Admiral Monterola,
the Spanish naval commander here, re-
turns to Spain. )

The United States transport Florida
is expected here at daybreak to-mor-
row. She will come close to Morro
Castle, wiil be' signaled, and will then
proceed to Mariano without entering
Havana Harbor. The steamer will
lay outside the bar at Mariano, and
land her men and stores on the lighters,
which will fake them ashore at the
new wharf. Géneral Greene and staff
will ride out from the Ingleterra Hotel
at 4 o’clock in the morning on horse-
back to receive the party and super-
intend the landing.

The Harra line of steamers, running
between the ports on the north coast
of Cuba, will change from Spanish to
British register.

To-day’s issue of the Havana news-
papers anrounce the resignation of
Captain General Blanco, as published
in the Madrid “Gazette,”” .and insist
upon the truth of the réports in cir-
culation that General Blanco will leave
Havana in a few days, probably sail-
ing on the Villaverde.

The members of the Colonial Cabinet
to-day tendered their rasignations to
General Blanco, who accepted them,
but requested the Secretary to continuz
the exercise of their functions: until
their successors shall have taken pos-
session. General Bianco has announced
his intention of leaving on Saturday or
Monday next by the steamer Villaverde,

The United States Evacuation Com-
mission in an official note to-day re-
quested that the archives of the civil
administration be left here, as they
would be valuable to the incoming gov-
ernment, The Spanish commission re-
plied, acceding to the request. The
American Commissioners also delivered
a note to-day informing the Spaniards
of the early - dates. upon which the
American troops are expected to ar-
rive.

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COINAGE OF GOLD
THE PRESENT YEAR

Was the Umst‘lmml il-tll
World's History,

———

Amounied in Value to Over Four 'Ill'llul
Millions of Dollars.

The Extraordinary Coinage Due in
Part to Preparations of Russia,
Austria-Hungary and Japan for
Their Monetary Reforms, the
First Named Opening to the
Uses of Commerce Her Great
Gold Reserve Which She Has
for Years Been Hoarding Up.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 24.—In his an-
nual report George F. Roberts, Director
of the Mint, says:

“The most important events of the
fiscal year in the world of Government
finance have been the consummation
of the long planned resumption of spe-
cie payments by Russia in gold, the re-
organization of the monetary system of
Japan, with gold as the standard, and
the refusal of the Government of India
to co-operate with the Governments of
the United States and France in an ef-
fort to establish bimetallism by inter-

national agreement.
“The gold coinage of the world in
1898 was the largest ever recorded,

amounting in value to $437,719,342,
againet $195,899,517 in 1896. Of the
former sum $146,622194 was recoined,
and approximately $£291,097,148 a net
addition to the stock of gold coins.

“The extraordinary coinage of “the
vear is accounted for by the prepara-
tions of Russia, Austria-Hungary and
Japan for their monetary reforms. In
the case of Russia, particularly, gold
which has been accumulating for years,
much of it in bars, was passed through
the mints to prepare it for circulation.
The completion of Russia’s plans for
monetary reform and the opening to
the uses of commerce of her great gold
reserve, systemaitically gathered year
by year until it is the greatest single
hoard of treasure the world ever saw,
is in itself a most notable event.”

Reviewing the efforts of the Wolcott
International Bimetallic Commission.
the director says the sentiment in fa-
vor of a4 bimetallic money standard
supported by international agreement
had found expression, not only by the
legislative bodies of France and Ger-
many, but of Great Britain, and it had,
therefore, seemed opportune that a con-
ference should be had with a view to
ascertaining what concerted action
might be agreed upon,

Mr. Roberts adds: ‘A single nation,
acting alone, is certain to lose the dear-
er metal entirely, and retain only the
cheaper as its standard. Thus, in any
country, under present conditions, to
open its mints to the unrestricted coin-
age of both gold and silver at 16 to 1,
or any thereabout ratio, would he for
it to lose what gold it possessed, be-
cause that metal would surely go where
it was rated higher.

“Great as was the world’s production
of gold in 1898,” continues the direc-
tor, “amounting to the value of $237,-
504,800, and exceeding that of 1896 by
$34,822 500, it is, judging by the re-
turns at hand, certain that the product
of 1899 will be still greater,

‘“The returns from South Africa for
ten months show that at the present
rate of, production its yield will exceed
the yield of 1897 by $21,852,000. The
returns from Australia indicate that its
product in 1898 will exceed the product
of 1897 by $10,335,000.

“From July 15th last to November
15th the receipts of gold at Seattle and
San Francisco from the Canadian-Yu-
kon aggregated about $10,000,000, and
on this basis the increased product for
Canada in 1898 is estimated at $8,500,-
000. The increase in the United States
can hardly fall below $5,000,000. The
total of these estimates is $45,687,000,
which, added to the figures of 1897,
would indicate a world’s product in
1808 of $283,192,800, if the *remaining
countries in their aggregate are un-
changed. The produet of 1891, $130,-
000,000, will be more than doubled, and
the combined value of the gold and
silver product ten years ago exceeded
by gold alone.

“Stocks of gold in sight in European
banks and Government treasuries from
December, 1892, to December, 1897, in-
creased about $5350,000,000, or over 40
per cent. The stock of gold in the
United States increased in the five
vears $85,457,000. The increase in the
gold holdings of the banks of Australia,
Canada and South America was about
$15,000,000. Total gold thus accounted
for, $960,450,000.”

THANKSGIVING ABROAD.

How It Was Observed by Americans
at London and Berlin.

LONDON, Nov. 24 —The Thanksgiv-
ing banquet of the American Society in
London, which was held at the Hotel
Cecil this evening, was for a glorifica-
tion of Angio-American friendship.
Three hundred Americans and their
English guests sat at a table under the
entwined flags of the two nations. Two
notable speeches were made, one by
Henry White, American Charge d’Af-
faires, and the other by Sir Edwin Ar-
nold, who was supposed to be nearly at
the point of death from paralysis, but
who dragged himself into the banquet
hail against the orders of his physi-
cians, leaning on the arm of his Japa-
nese wife, and supported by a cane.

J. L. Taylor, President of the society,
proposed toasts to her majesty, the
Queen, and to President McKinley, and
F. C. Van Dusen, the Secretary, read
President McKinley’s Thanksgiving
‘proclamation.

Mr. White, responding to the toast
“Thanksgiving Day,” evoked enthusi-
astic cheers by reference to Colonel
Hay, formerly American Embassador,
and now United States Secrétary of
State, whose ‘eloquence, he said, had
‘been the chief attraction of the gath-
erings of the society. .

A Proposal Erom American Maize
Propaganda Likely to Be Car-

CHICAGO, Nov. 24.—Officers of the
American Maize Propaganda called
upon Commissioner General Peck at the
headquarters of the United States Com-
mission to the Paris Exposition in the
Auditorium to confer with him concern-
ing the advisability of giving corn and

the food articles made from it a prom- |

inent place in the American exhibit.
The delegation-was ted by General
Clarke Carr, the President of the or-
ganization, and with him were nearly
a dozen of the growers and friends of
the Indian cereal.

The visitors argued that, inasmuch
es maize was the only native grain
from. America known to the commerce
of the world, it should be given due
consideration.

Mr. Peck then asked the members of
the  propaganda what they wanted.
Their reply was a. presentation of their
plans for an exhibit. These include a
corn palace planned on a limited scale
after similar structures which have
been built in a number of Western
cities in regions given over to the cult-
ure of corn. In it a Kkitchen is to be
established, in whit¢h will he prepared
corn pone, johnny cake, corn on the
cob, popped and parched corn. These
articles are all to be distributed free of
charge! The projectors of the enter-
prise asserted that their display would
be expensive, but they said that they
were willing to make any expenditure
in order to aid in introducing maize to
European consumers.

Mr. Peck admitted the importance of
the proposition, but explained that
some money on ' the part of the com-,
mission itself " would be required for
such a display.

President Carr asked whether a
State appropriation from Illinois, itself
a great corn-producing commonwealth,
would be of any use to the TUnited
States Commission.

Mr. Peck replied that it would, and
then the propaganda pledged itself to
deliver such a sum.

The first report of the Commissioner
General will be sent to the President
of the United States Saturday. Tt will
consist of 5,000 type-written words and
will cover every transaction of the
present Commissioner General from
the time of his appointment.

NEW CIVIL SERVICE ORDER.

The President Has Not Yet Fixed
the Exact Date of Its Issuance.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 24.—The ex-
act date of the issuance of the -civil
service order of the President has not
been fixed, though the President has
asked to have the final departmental
recommendations submitted at the
earliest moment. The indications are
that it will be out in a few days.

The President has discussed the gen-
eral scope of the forthcoming exemp-
tions with the members of the Cabinet
and others, and there have been sev-
eral consultations of late among de-
departmental officials.

The exemptions now understood in
addition to those  already mentioned
will include members of the Board of
Pension Appeals, to which appeals
from the action of the Pension Bureau
first go; law clerks in the General
Land Office, and among others per diem
employes in the offices of Surveyors
General.

Some officials in the Indian service
are said to be slated for exemption
and a few officers in the postal serv-
ice, including cashiers and others in
postoffices for whose .duties the Post-
masters are held personally responsi-
ble will ineluded. .

[Private secretaries to chiefs of bu-
reaus wil' also be taken out of the civil
service, but- chief clerks and chiefs of
divisions are not to be affected.

COTTON MILL STRIKE.

Six Thousand Workers at Augusta,
: Georgia, Affected.

AUGUSTA (Ga.), Nov. 24.—The strike
among cotton mill operatives here now
affects 6,000 workers. The new scale
which the owners seek to enforce and
to which the strikers object is based,
so the owners say, on the rate of wages
paid in South Carolina and North Car-
olina. This the strikers deny, elaim-
ing that the conditions here and in the
Carolinas are different. The mill own-
ers are firm in their determination to
enforce the cut and they declare the old
scale will not be paid again. The
strikers are beginning to yield. They
recognize their situation and know that
they have no weapon to fight with.
They have no money or organization,
and without one or the other they can~
not hope to win. | :

that the provisions of this section shall
not apply to the officers, members and

city, of the Police Department, or to the
City Physician and his assistants, when
in the immediate pursuit of duty. It
shall be unlawful for any vehicle drawn
by an animal or animals to be driven, or
any animal to be ridden, beyond the cen=
ter line of any street, alley or lane of the
city, to the left of the driver or occupant
of such vehicle, or rider of such animal,
except in crossing such highway for the

purpose of stopping upon the other or left

side thereof, within a reasonable distance

line. It shall be unlawful to propel or
drive any vehicle drawn by an animal or
animals, or to ride any animal out of a
street, lane or alley of the city into an
intersecting highway, so as to make a
turn into the latter nearer than six feet
frcm the nearest curb corner, except for
the purpose of stopping immediately be-
yomf) such corner. It shall be unlawful
to drive or propel, or to cause to be driven
or propelled, any vehicle drawn by an
animal or animals, or to ride any animal
from one street, alley or lane, into an in-
tersecting street, alley or lane, so that
turning in the new direction will bring
said vehicle or driver, animal and rider,
upon the left-hind side of the newly en-
tered street, alley or lane, except for the
purpose of immediately stopping upon
such left-hand side. In all other cases
the change of direction must be made by
driving or riding as nearly as may be
done under prevailing conditions, to or
beyond the junetion of the center lines of
such intersecting ways, so that the
change of direction will bring the vehi-
cle and driver or animal and rider, upon
the right hand of the street, aliey or
Izne newly entered, and along the line of
direction. It is hereby ordered that the
custom or usage known as ‘‘The Law of

.1 the Road,” relative to driving and pass-

ing on public highways, and as obtain-
ing generally among the American peo-
ple, shall obtain and be a rule of action
and observed as the law in the City of
Sacramento. 1t shall be unlawful to drive
any vehicle drawn by an animal or ani-
mals, or by electricity, steam or vapor
power, .or to ride any animal upon any
sidewalk in the City of Bacramento, or
on any foot-path in any public park in the
City of Sacramento.
