
TRAIN ROBBERS
PUT TO FLIGHT.

An Attempted Hold-Up on the Mis-
souri Pacific Foiled.

Tfee Company Had Been Posted, and Pre-
pared to Receive the Bandits.

(
One of tke Would-Be Robbers,

an Engineer in tke Employ

of tke Company, Captured and

Anotker Wounded During a

Fusillade of Bullets Between
tke Robbers and Detectives

Aboard tke Train.

KANSAS CITY (Mo.), Nov. 30. ?A
special to the '?Journal" from Sedalia,

says: Missouri Pacific passenger
train No. 74, which left St. Joseph at
2:30 p. m. yesterday (Tuesday), via
Kansas City, running from the latter
city over the Lexington branch, was
held up four and a half miles west of
Sedalia at 9:66 p. m. by thre mauked
men, one, of whom, Jim an en-
gineer in the company's employ, was
captured, while a second was wound-
ed, and the third escaped.

Originally the hold-up was to have
occurred last Friday night, but one of
the men implicated weakened, and the
attempt postponed. Superinten-
dent Hopkins was apprised that the
hold-up was arranged for last night,
and he prepared for it. When tne
train left Kansas City at 5:45 p. m.
six secret service men in the company's
employ were aboard. When the point
"where the attempt was to be made was
approached, two of the men, Tom Fur-
long of St. Louis and W. W. Kay of the
Missouri Pacific, took their positions in
the cab. Four of the men, in charge
of Detective Frank Harriett, were se-
creted in the baggage car.

One half-mile west of Georgetown, at
Muddy Creek, Engineer Daniels was
signaled to stop, and did so. At once
the three robbers opened fire, which was
returned by the company's posse of six
men. Fully twenty shots were ex-
changed, when the robbers realized that
they were trapped, and. began to re-
treat. The officers gave pursuit, and
Engineer Jim West, a freight man, was
captured. The officers fired a number
of shots, and it is reported that a sec-
ond robber was wounded, but this is not
corroborated.

When the train reached Sedalia West
was committed to jail. As quickly as
possible a posse was organized and
proceeded to the scene of the hold-up,
in the hope of capturing the other two
robbers. The company officials are
>=aid to be in possession of the names
of the two remaining robbers, and their
capture is considered certain.

At 12:30 o'clock this (Wednesday)
morning a portion of the posse in pur-
suit of the two remaining bandits re-
turned. They had made no capture.
They learned where one of the robbers,
with a badly shattered arm, had called
at a farmhouse for bandages, claim-
ing that he had been accidentally
wounded while engaged in coon hunt-
ing.

Jim West is a man of family, and
has been in the employ of the company
for several years. He has always stood

well in the community, and great sur-
prise is expressed that he should be
implicated in such a crime.

MARGARET CODY CASE.

Trial on Indictment for Blackmail
Begun at Albany, N. Y.

ALBANY (N. V.), Nov. 29. ? Mrs.
Margaret Cody's trial on indictment
for blackmail was begun in the Al-
bany County Court before Judge Greg-
ory to~day. it is alleged in the in-
dictment that Mrs. Cody wrote letters
to Miss Helen and George Gould, Feb-
ruary 11 and March 9, 1898, respective-
ly, asking them to call on her, and
promising them that she would give
them what was alleged to be valuable
information to enable them to effect
a compromise or discontinuance of the
action pending against the heirs of the
late Jay Gould, to establish the dower
rights of Mrs. Angell, on the ground
that she was the first wife of Jay
Gould.

Miss Helen Gould and her aunt, Miss
Elizabeth Palm, were present at the
trial to-day. After a jury had been
Impanelled George Gould was placed
upon the stand as the first witness.
He identified two letters from Mrs.
Cody, which were received by him in
February, 1898, and September, 1895.
These letters suggested that Mrs. Cody
had means for discontinuing the case
of Mrs. Angell against the Gould
heirs. He had never had a personal
interview with Mrs. Cody.

Mrs. Angell, who alleged that she
married Jay Gould when he was a
young surveyor, and who afterward
confessed she had no basis for her
statement, has been summoned as a
witness on behalf of Mrs. Cody. Mrs.
Cody has been confined in the Albany
Jail since her arrest in New York
City in May last, just as she was about
to sail for Europe, where she was going
to represent American claimaints in
the Shepard estate in England.

ARCHBISHOP CHAPELLE.

His Mission Includes Philippines as
Well as Cuba and Porto Rico.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 29.?Arch-
bishop Ctiapelle of New Orleans, the
lately appointed Apostolic Delegate to
Cuba and Porto Rico, made a lengthy
visit to the State Department, and con-
ferred with Secretary Hay on the fu-
ture of the religious holdings of those
islands.

Monsigneur Chapelle caused much
surprise among the church people here
by announcing to the State Depart-
ment officials that his mission in-
cluded the Philippines, as well as the
Spanish West Indies.

Monsigneur Chapelle's mission is to
prepare the hierarchy of Cuba and the
Philippines for the change incident to
the downfall of the Spanish sover-
eignty. Before leaving Rome he was
especially advised to take no radical
steps in his work, without the fullest
consent and approval of his colleagues
in the American hierarchy.

The Archbishop will leave at once
for a short visit to New Orleans, but
will return to Washington before leav-
ing the country.

ELEVATOR COMBINE.

Consolidation of Manufacturing
Concerns Considered a Fact.

CHICAGO, Nov. 29. ? The "Post"
says: The consolidation of elevator
manufacturing concerns may now be
considered a fact. Before the week's
end Reuben Crane, President and prin-
cipal shareholder of the Crane Elevator
Company, will have disposed of his
stock in that corporation, and its af-
fairs will be in the control of the com-
bine which has been incorporated with
a capitalization of $11,000,000.

The negotiations lack only the
formalities to make them final. The
Crane Elevator Company, with the
Standard Elevator and Manufacturing
Company of Chicago, the National Ele-
vator Company and the Smith-Hale
Elevator Company, will represent the
West for the new organization.

SHARKEY'S OFFER.

WillFight Corbett for Nothing,
tke Proceeds to Go to the Poor.
NEW YORK, Nov. 29.-Yesterday in

a published interview Corbett was
quoted as saying he was willing to
fight Sharkey again for nothing, pro-
viding he was allowed his training ex-
penses. To-day Tom O'Rourke, Shar-
key's manager, issued the following
card:

"Corbett has stated that he will fight
Sharkey for nothing if allowed train-
ing expenses. Sharkey accepts, pro-
viding the proceeds go to the poor asa Christmas gift, the press to form a
committee who will distribute* the
money. Let Corbett name the time,
which must not be later than two weeks
hence."

TOOK HIS OWN LIFE.

Despondency Over Death of His
Wife tke Cause.

WHITEWATER (Wis.). Nov. 29.?
Hitt Gravath, the well-known Demo-
cratic party leader, is dead, from lau-
danum poisoning and gas inhaling with
suicidal intent. It is supposed that
despondency caused by the death of his
wife was the cause of his rash act. The
suicide was sensational in that Gra-
vath wrote letters to his friends de-
scribing his feelings as he gradually
approached death. Gravath was 55
years of age. a lawyer by profession,
and having the distinction of attaining
a higher standing in his studies at the
University of Wisconsin than any other
student at the institution.

Farmer Murdered for His Money.
ST. LOUIS, Nov. 29.?The "Poet-Dis-

patch" has received a telegram from
New Madrid, Mo., saying that it has
just transpired that J. L. Louis, a
prominent farmer living across the
Mississippi River in Kentucky, was
murdered for money by two negroes
last S iturd3y right and h's body thrown
into the river. One of the negroes has
been captured and shot to death by a
mob which is now on the trail of the
other murderer.

Tke Czar's Reply to tke Sultan.
CONSTANTINOPLE, Nov. 29.?The,

Czar of Russia, replying to the Sul-
tan's, telegram of November 26th urg-
ing the Czar to abandon his intention
of sending Prince George of Greece
as High Commissioner of the Powers,
declares that the friendly sentiments
of Russia toward Turkey are unchang-
ed, and while Prince George is going
to Crete as Commissioner of the four
Powers, the Sultan's rights of sover-
eignty will be safeguarded.

Troops Stationed at Savannah, Ga.
SAVANNAH (Ga.). Nov. 29.?The en-

tire Second United States ArtilleryReg-
imen*, with the exception of the two"
light batteries A and F, is now in camp
near Savannah. Six batteries are here
attached to the Seventh Army Corps.
These comprise 1,900 men. and with
General Lee's corps and the Third Geor-
gia, make about 10,000 enlisted men
now stationed in and around the city.
