
A GOOD-HUMORED BALL GAME

GILTS VICTORIOUS OVER THE
ATHLETIC TEAM.

c Game Was for the Benefit of
"Buck" Hughes and Tim

Shanahan.

A bag of monkeys would not have
made a patch on the fun at Snowflake
Park yesterday afternoon, when a por-
tion of the Gilt Edge ball-tossing ag-
gregation and the Sacramento Athletic
Club team, with Jay Hughes as king-
pin, met to play an exhibition benefit
game, the proceeds to go to "Buck"
Hughes and Tim (Old Hoss) Shanahan,
both of whom in time past have often
by their individual efforts brought vic-
tory to Sacramento when defeat seem-
ed certain. Both "Buck" and Tim are
incapacitated, and it was to tide them
over their hour of adversity that yes-
terday's game was played.

And those who loved the sport went
away satisfied, for while there have
been better and more evenly contested
games in this city during the season
recently closed, there were none in
which such jolly goodfellowship was
Been between the members of the con-
testing teams.

The score at the finish was 9 to 1 in
favor of the Gilts, but nobody seemed
to care about the scdre, and the six or
Beven hundred people who shivered and
fallowed the sunshine around the lot
laughed and grew fat and cheered the
players on to greater efforts.

Jay Hughes, the redoubtable young-
ster who did the phenomenal work in
the pitcher's box for the Baltimores
during the season just closed, pitched
the first five for the Athletics
and then went out in the field and
chased flies and backed up every man
on the diamond, and Ambrose Shields
twisted the horsehide sphere. But it
was all to no purpose. The champions
would light on to Shields whenever they
wanted to, and they had taken four
falls out of Jay before he vacated,

"while the Athletics ?sturdy players
though they are?would let fast, greasy
balls slip by.

And Pitt, the old-time wonder of the
Northwestern League, was as much of
a wonder as when in the halcyon
of yore he plunked holes through Ore-
gon mist and won out for the team be-
hind him. He was a stemwinder, all
wool, etc., and kept the Athletics guess-
ing as he shot the ball over the plate
for the Gilts. Accidental hits were
made off his delivery, it is true, but
his nerve was all right, and regardless
of the fact that he has had virtually
no practice for a year, he put up one
of the prettiest games of the season.

The Gilts were never worried, and
"Kid" Peeples and Bobby McHale and
some of the other old-liners were lazy,
but when in the ninth inning they woke
up and played ball, it was patent that
the Athletics had no business in the
same lot with the pennant winners.

In the eighth inning Tommy Sheehan,
"who had put up such a pretty game
at short for the Gilts, slipped on the
base at third while trying for a home
run, and falling heavily severely
wrenched the tendons of his left elbow.
He was taken to the Sisters' Hospital
for treatment.

Michael Angelo Fisher did the detec-
tive work on stolen bases, foul tips,
etc., and added to the merriment of the
crowd by changing his decisions a num-
iWr of times. He was all right, how-
ever, and the Sacramento baseball pub-
lic is always glad to see him with his
war paint on.

A number of neat plays were made,
and besides two rattling double plays
Jay Hughts gave a pointer on the game
when he batted with his hand a bound-
ing ball to George Newbert at second,
thereby getting it there in time to re-
tire the runner. "Pony" Walker made
a great long dive for a ball close in,
and fell prone on his dinner-box, but he
got the fly.

The greatest play of the day, how-
ever, .was the last. Will Newbert sail-
ed a Kong, hard fly to left center, and
Borland went after it. While on a
dead inn he put up his left hand and
from some mysterious cause the ball
lodged in his fingers, and the game wasover.

FOLSOM FLICKERINGS

Matters in and About The Foothill
Town.

(From the Folsom Telegraph.)
The Mississippi Bar mine is a go,

sure pop. W. P. Bonbright & Co. of
Colorado now have title to the prop-
erty, and the contract for the con-
struction of the big dredger has been
let to the Risdon Iron Works of San
Francisco. The timbers for the dred-
ger are being framed in San Francisco
and will be shipped to Folsom some
time next week, and will be immediate-
ly hauled to the bar. A force of car-
penters will be put to work and the
frame work of the dredger will be rush-
ed to completion.

The machinery is also being made
by the Risdon people and will be ready
to be placed in position as soon as the
carpenters finish their work.

An excavation, about seventy-five by
one hundred feet in size, down to bed-
rock, will have to be made to build the
dredger in.

The opening up of this mine means
much for Folsom. Fifteen men will be
employed on the dredger, besides sev-
eral men will be required to cut wood
for the big machine, as it will be op-
erated by steam power, and that means
a market for owners of timber land.
There are several other bars along the
river that can be worked by the dred-
ger system, and they will not be long
idle if the Mississippi Bar mine proves
to be a success.

* * *The strength of the American River
bridge was again tested on Wednesday
morning last. A sheep herder drove
upon the bridge several hundred sheep
in excess of the number permitted by
law. An eyewitness informed our re-
porter that as the animals crossed the
bridge it swayed out of position a foot
or more. If the offenders are not pun-
ished and are permitted to crowd the
fine steel structure beyond its carrying
capacity at pleasure, some day the
Orangevale and Ashland people will
have to resort to a ferry boat to reach
Folsom. There will be no bridge left.

ELECTRICITY'S PRANKS.

Things Were Lively in the Folsom
Power-House.

The Folsom "Telegraph" says: There
was a display of its powers and fury
down at the power-house on Monday
night last at 6:15 o'clock. One of the
big dynamos was whirring away at 300
revolutions per minute when in some
unknown manner a short circuit oc-
curred. Flashes of lightning darted
from the dynamo, followed by a loud
report like a clap of thunder.

The heat generated was intense, melt-
ing the solder and sending it around
the room in a perfect stream. About<»oo feet of binding wire flew from the
armature with great force, breaking
into bits. A couple of pieces of the
wire penetrated an inch board.

When the accident occurred Robert
Scott was standing within two feet of
the dynamo and almost in a direct line
of the shower of solder and wire. With
presence of mind and courage he rush-
ed through this flying mass of material
and turned the water off, stopping thedynamo.

Mr. Scott was considerably bespatter-
ed with solder and a couple of pieces
of wire passed through his clothing,
but, fortunately, did not strike him ori
the body.

The electric lights in town were ex-
tinguished by the accident, but only
for a few minutes, as the other dyna-
mos were immediately started going.
The damage done amounts to several
hundred dollars.

MRS. SARAH BYROD'S ESTATE

HER NEPHEW IS STRIVING TO

SECURE IT.

Says She Was Not Married to Jas.

Byrod, bnt the Latter Says

She Was.

An Oakland dispatch published in a
San Francisco paper yesterday has this
to say concerning the estate of Mrs.
Sarah Byrod, a former resident of this
city, w ho lately died

"Attorneys are trying to find James
Byrod. He holds the key to the situa-
tion in the prospective contest of the
will of the late Mrs. Sarah B. Byrod,
the school teacher of Oakland, whose
life story has developed remarkable
features.

' Byrod, whose name the prominent
educator bore, was supposed to have
been her husband. She omitted all
mention of him in her will, devising

the bulk of her estate to the Home of
Truth. If the Washington (D. C.)

nephew, George B. Ensworth, who has
appeared as a contestant, verifies the
tale he has laid before his attorney, Hi-
ram Luttrell, Byrod will cut no figure,
for Ensworth declares that his aunt
was not entitled to the name she bore.

"Byrod is in California, has been in
Oakland, and the lawyers on both sides
are anxious to find him. Attorney
George E. de Golia, who represents Mrs.
Mary E. Hawkins, the executrix of the
will, declares that he knows nothing
of Ensworth's claims. De Golia says:

" 'Among the effects of Mrs. Byrod we
found letters from this nephew, urging
his aunt to send him money. That is
all we know about him. It remains for
us to find Byrod. If he is this dece-
dent's husband, he will be the sole heir
to her estate. The law only permits her
to leave one-third of her property to a
charitable institution, and that is as
far as the Home of Truth can benefit
by her will under any circumstances.
It is known that Byrod lives and that
he is in California. Whether he will
come forward and establish a claim as
the heir is a question yet to be settled.
He holds the important place in the
matter just now.'

"Attorney Luttrell said: 'My client
has presented a straight and circum-
stantial account of his aunt's life. Upon
Ithat we will stand in the contest of the
will in court. There is no doubt that
this man Byrod is no myth, that he ex-
ibts, and that he can throw much light
upon the extraordinary phase of the
case which has developed.

" 'Whatever may be the outcome of
this contest, I am satisfied from collat-
eral investigation that Ensworth's story
is true. No one* among her friends here
or in Sacramento knew her story.' "

WHAT BYROD SAYS.
Mr. Byrod was seen last evening by a

"Record-Union" reporter, and said, in
reference to the above:

"My whereabouts are well known to
the lawyers referred to. Mr. de Golia
was here two days ago. and had a long
talk with me. Frank D. Ryan is look-
ing out for my interests in this matter.

"As to the allegation of Mrs. Byrod's
nephew that his aunt was not my wife,
I can procure indisputable proof of our
marriage."

One thing is certain?Mr. and Mrs.
Byrod lived together in this city for
many years prior to their separation
and her removal to Oakland, and there
never was any question raised as to,
their marital relations. If Byrod can
disprove the statement made by Mrs.
Byrod's nephew he will undoubtedly
come in for a good share of her $10,000
estate.
