
progress westward, till finally the guns
of Admiral Dewey completed the cir-
cling of the globe by shattering Spain's
Asiatic dominion.

He paid a tribute to President Mc-
Kinley's policy of appointing Southern
men and ex-Confederates to high of-
fices, which he said had "broken for-
ever the barrier that divides North and
Bouth, and stamped the indissoluble
seal of understanding and fraternity
upon the Union."

The President, as he arose, was the
recipient of a hearty and spontaneous

greeting. The c ordiality with which he
has been received on all occasions dur-
ing his visit was nowhere more evident
than at to-night's gathering. The Ex-
ecutive was compelled to stand and bow
some moments before those about the
tables would permit him to proceed.

The President responded to the toast
\u25a0"Our Country." He began by a pleas-
ant reference to an earlier visit to the
city of Atlanta and spoke feelingly of
hi- association then with Georgia's
brilliant editor, the late Henry Grady.
Continuing, the President said:

"Four years have gone since I last
met the people of Georgia in public as-
sembly. Much has hapi»ened in the
intervening time. Th<- nation has been
at war, not within its own shores, but
\u25a0with a foreign Power, a war waged not
for revenge or aggrandizement, but for
our oppressed neighbors, for their free-
dom and amelioration. It was short,
but decisive. It recorded a succession
of significant victories on land and sea.
It gave new honors to American arms.
It has brought new problems to the re-
public, whose solution will tax the
genius of our people. United we will
mcc* and solve them with honor to
ourselves and to the lasting benefit of
all concerned. The war brought us to-
gether; its settlement will keep us to-
gether.

"Reunited. Glorious realization! It
expresses the thought of my mind and
the long deferred consummation of my
heart's desire as I stand in this pres-
ence. It interprets the hearty demon-
stration here witnessed, and is the pa-
triotic refrain of all sections and of
all lovers of the republic.

"Reunited! One country again and
one country forever!

"Proclaim it from the press and the
pulpit! Teach it in the schools! Write
it across the skies! The world sees
and feels it! It cheers every heart,
North and South, and brightens the
life of every American home. Let noth-
ing ever strain it again. At peace with
ell the world and with each other, what
can stand in the pathway of our'prog-
ress and prosperity?"

Hon. John D. Long, Secretary of the
Navy, followed, responding to the toast
"The Navy."

The s. cretary's effort was the hap-
of the: evening. His remarks for

th.' first fifteen minutes were on almost
every other subject than that assign-
ed. He referred humorously to every-
body from General Washington down
to the present day, and paid high trib-
ute to the American blue jacket, who,
he said, was the typical American citi-
zen.

Major General Shaffer was heartily
cheered when introduced by Mr. How-
eU. He responded to the toast "The
Army." He said:

"Too glowing a tribute cannot he paid
to the noble" little army which con-
tributed so freely the lives of its best
men to bring about this happy issue.
The bulk and flower of our regular
strmy composed the Santiago expedi-
tion. Words cannot graphically depict
the obstacles overcome; the suffering
endured and the hardships undergone.
Ifyou could have seen as I have officers
and men alike pushing from day today on to Santiago through the tropical
jungles, under a tropical sun, wet with
tropical rains, exposed to unknown dis-
eases and only the coarsest fare to eat,
you would agree with me that the typi-
cal hero is the American regular. All
this he bore uncomplainingly?it was
his duty; no questioning, no faltering,
and this it is that bore him on to vic-
tory. Such is the soldier of the Amer-
ican army of to-day. He is entitled to
all the love and gratitude that a great
and generous nation can bestow upon
him."

Hon. George R. Peck of Chicago was
believed to be the Northern speaker of
the evening, and. rising to respond to
the toast. "The New Union/ was loud-
ly applauded.

Mr. Peck said that when Dewey sail-
ed into Manila Bay he readjusted in an
hour the policies and aims of a century.

He changed the balance and equilib-
rium of nations and served notice with
every- shot he fired that henceforth the
United States must be counted.

Continuing, he said: "We have en-
tered new fields, as advancing nations
always do; we have assumed new
duties, as living nations always must.
It may, indeed, be true that our

jfathers did not write on parchment
ipaper what must be done if, by the
; fortunes of war, our flag should be car-
iried to the islands and seas remote,

jBut, gentlemen, the flag cannot come
jdown. The institutions and the policy

1 of a free republic are equal to new con-
ditions, or they are worthless. A na-

| tien that cannot keep pace with what its
own arms have accomplished, is already

jcatalogued with the incapable and the
jdegenerate. The new union, which war
I has welded more firmly together, sum-

m< ns us and leads us forward. It does
jnot invite responsibilities nor shrink
| from them. History has been busy in
jthese last eventful months, interfusing

all the elements of our national life, so
that the parts forget that they are parts
and remember only an indissoluable, in-
divisible, indestructible union."

J A splendid speech was that of Hon.
Stephen O'Meara of Boston, the next
on the list, and its reception was one
of the strong approval.

Hon. Lyman J. Gage, Secretary of the
Treasury, delivered a concise and pol-
ished speech in reply to the toast "How
the People Paid the Bill." Like those
who preceded him, the Secretary's
words were warmly applauded.

Ail decorum was laid aside for the
moment when General Wheeler rose to
respond to his toast. The distinguished
Southerner was cheered and cheered,
and it was fully five minutes before he
was permitted to proceed.

General Wheeler responded to the
toast, "The Souths Part in the War."
He said;

"From the earliest history of our
country in all conflicts of arms, the
Southern people have done brave and
honorable service. Twenty years be-
fore the Declaration of Independence it
was a brave Virginian, who, leading
Virginian soldiers, had by courage,
skill and determination, saved General
Braddock's army from complete anni-
hilation.

"When the sound of war was heard at
Lexington and Concord, it was a brave
band of Virginians, under Captain
Morgan, that hastened to the defense
of their American brothers in New Eng-
land. The Virginian boy hero who
fought under Braddock now, in the ma-
turity of manhood, hastened to the
army in front of Boston and, after
seven years of battle, finally conquered
a peace and laid the foundation of
what is now the most powerful Gov-
ernment on earth. Among other heroes
from the Southern States who were dis-
tinguished in that war was the brave
Sumter of South Carolina and the chi-
valrous Lighthorse Harry Lee of Vir-
ginia.

"The leading Generals of the war of
1812-15 were Winfield Scott of Virginia,
the hero of 'Lundy Lane,' and Andrew
Jackson of Tennessee, the hero of New
Orleans, and the victor in many other
sanguinary battles. Also prominent
among the actors in that war were
Major Generals Thomas Pinkney, Wade
Hampton and George Izard of South
Carolina, James Wilkinson of Mary-
land and Thomas Flouroy of Georgia.

"In our war with Mexico it was Zach
Taylor of Louisiana who won Palo Alto,
Resaca de La Palma, Monterey and
Buena Vista, and it was Scott of Vir-
ginia who led our armies in their
triumpant victories from Vera Cruz to

the City of Mexico. Prominent in that
struggle, also, was the gallant Quitman
of Mississippi, Twiggs of Georgia and
Pillow of Tennessee, and our Southern
troops in that war suffered proportion-
ately much greater losses than did those
of any other section.

"In the war of 1861-65 the marshal
spirit of the Southern people was most
signally demonstrated. The entire coun-
try rose to arms, the able-bodied men
of the Southern States flocking to one"
or the other of the standards of the con-
tending hosts, the records showing that
the people of the slave-holding States
were almost equally divided, those who
fought under the Stars and Stripes of
the Union being fully equal in number
to those who arrayed themselves under
the Stars and Bars of the Confederacy.

"When the call to arms was sounded a
few months ago the people of no part

of our country responded with more
fervor and devotion than did those of
the Southern States, and none were
more anxious than they to encounter
their country's foemen. The first offi-
cer to give up his life upon the sea was
the gallant Bagley of North Carolina,

and the first officer to fall in battle
on land was the gallant Capron, from a
family proudly claimed by the State
of Florida?that land of sun and flow-
ers. While it is true that there was no

distinctive Southern organization in the
Cuban campaign, yet every State in the
South was represented in the regular
regiments and the first volunteer cav-
alry. The same is true regarding the
regular regiments "which were at Ma-
nila, while one of the best regiments
of our army in the Philippines was the
First Volunteer Infantry from the State
of Tennessee."

General S. M. B. Young: filled the
place assigned to General Chaffee. In
reply to the toast, "The Volunteer as
Viewed by a Regular in Command,"
General Young- said:

"A call was made by our President
for volunteers unfortunately, and, my
friends, I speak advisedly, unfor-
tunately we accepted and mus-
tered into the United States service reg-
iments and officers in their entirety

from these State guards. This was a
mistake. In looking at the volunteers
and considering them as soldiers, the
fact is lost sight of that they have
not received a professional education.'"

Hon. Charles Emory Smith, Postmas-
ter General, was next introduced by Mr.
Howell.

He was followed by Governor Joseph
F. Johnston of Alabama. Governor
Johnston responded to the toast, "The
State Governments' Answer to the Call
of Arms." He spoke in a humorous
vein, which was warmly applauded. He
said:

"The proclamation of war found all
the State ready; not one in the sister-
hood but had her lamp trimmed and
glowing with patriotic light; all dif-
ferences as to the rightfulness or expe-
diency of the war disappeared and once
more the men of the North and of the
South were ready to cement the Union
with their co-mingled blood.

"Democrats and Republicans, gold-
bugs and silver loons, and even the
Populists came from their political
graves, and all forgot party, currency,
section and animosities, and stood lor
their country. p:ven the women, God
bless them, volunteered, and were then
as now the mainstay of the infantry.

"One thing. Mr. Chairman, was a
thorn in the flesh of the State govern-
ments, that was the physical examina-
tion the volunteers were subjected to.
Nothing but perfection was admissible.
A man short of an eye, even if it were
not the shooting eye, or with a missing
finger, or too much or too little cir-
cumference, was not in it. The only
way Shafter and Wheeler could have
gotten into the ranks would have been
to have had themselves mixed up and
made over into two respectable .nen.
Fortunately no test was had as to brain,
and consequently a large number of
officers of high rank were able to get
in.

"Experience obtained from our late
family disturbance had taught us that
the men who win the battles carry the
muskets, so we were extremely partic-
ular about the privates, and quite in-
different as to the officers. The consa-
quence was that we had the best pri-
vates ever assembled in any army, and
some of the fattest Generals.

"In conclusion, Mr. Chairman, if
the States had encountered as many
difficulties in getting up the quotas as
they have in getting back the money
expended, we would now be on the eve
of the Santiago campaign."

Hon. Charles F. Warwick, Mayor of
Philadelphia, responded to "What the
Liberty Bell Says About It."

Congressman Evan Settle of Ken-
tucky, who spoke for Hon. Joseph W.
Bailey, and Richmond P. Hobson were
the last speakers.

McKINLEY'S UTTERANCES COM-
MENDED.

ATLANTA, Dec. 15.?President Mc-

Kinley's utterances in his address to

the Georgia Legislature yesterday were
highly commended by that body to-
day. After the reading of the journal
in the House this morning Representa-
tive Galvin secured the floor and intro-
duced the following resolution:

"Resolved, by the House, the Senate
concurring, that as the chosen repre-
sentatives of the people of Georgia, we
desire to express our high appreciation
of the eloquent and enthusiastic address
delivered in the presence of this Gen-
eral Assembly in the hall of the House
of Representatives on yesterday by his
excellency, William McKinley, Presi-
dent of the United States.

"Resolved, further. That President
McKinley, by his ready recognition of
Southern ability and Southern worth in
military appointments made at the out-
break and during the recent Spanish-
American war, won a warm place in
the hearts of all our people and en-
deared himself to the country at large.

"Resolved, further, That we desire
especially to commend and applaud the
generous and soldiery suggestions made
by his excellency that the North should
share in the care of the graves of Con-
federate soldiers.

"Resolver. further, that the Secretary
of the Senate and the Clerk of the
House of Representatives be instructed
immediately after the adoption of these
resolutions to have a copy of the same
enrolled and duly attested and that
they deliver the same to his excellency,
the President, in person, before he
leaves the capital of the State."

The resolutions were unanimously
adopted, and were at once transmitted
to the Senate. They were heartily con-
curred in by the upper house.

ORDER RESTORED.

No Further Trouble Anticipated at
Taos.

SANTA FE (N. M.), Dec. 15.?Re-
ports from Taos received to-day are to
the effect that since the arrival of a
Deputy United States Marshal on the
scene order has been restored.

The trouble originated from a drunk-
en Deputy Sheriff's treatment of two
tourists watching a church procession,
in celebration of St. Guadaloupe Day.
The strangers, who knew nothing of the
customs of the native people, and did
not understand Spanish, failed to re-
move their hats when the procession
passed, and the deputy arrested them.
Sheriff Trujillo, when citizens protest-
ed, became abusive. A young man
named Gifford attempted to talk to the,
officer about the matter, and the lat-
ter opened fire on him. Gifford is sup-
posed to have shot back in self-defense,
but there were three shots fired at the
Sheriff, all of which took effect. The
Sheriff is in a critical condition.

The report that the matter had re-
solved itself into a race war is pro-
nounced absurd.

Accident at Mare Island.
SUISUN, Dec. 15.?A distressing' ac-

cident occurred at Mare Island yester-
day. James Waters, employed by
Healy. Tibbetts & Co., contractors for
the new section of the quay wall, was
in charge of the work on the Govern-
ment crane scow, which was engaged
in pulling piles, when the cable parted,
one end striking Waters on the head,
inflicting terrible injuries, which after-
ward proved fatal. T4ie deceased was
34 years of age and married. He resid-
ed in Oakland.
